CC Richardson read the ordinance, by title only, as follows:

ADOPTED ORDINANCE 07-97 REZONING APPROXIMATELY 6.71 ACRES EAST OF PICCIOLA ROAD, NORTH OF CITRUS BOULEVARD AND SOUTH OF PARK HOLLAND ROAD, IN SECTION 15-19-24 FROM CITY R-2 TO PUD, SUBJECT TO CONDITIONS CONTAINED IN EXHIBIT A (LEESBURG 7 ACRES, LLC)



CC Richardson read the ordinance, by title only, as follows:

An ordinance of the City of Leesburg, Florida, rezoning approximately 6.71 acres generally located east of Picciola road, north of Citrus boulevard and south of Park Holland Road, lying in Section 15, Township 19 south, Range 24 east, Lake County, Florida, from City R-2 (Medium Density Residential) to PUD (Planned Unit Development) subject to conditions contained in Exhibit A; and providing an effective date (Leesburg 7 Acres, LLC).

Community Development Director (CDD) McElhanon stated the transportation improvements were discussed at the August 27, 2007 Commission Meeting.  The changes were not made to condition 4.A. prior to this meeting.  The condition should be changed to read one secondary access as determined during the site plan review process.

Commissioner Polk questioned the width of the entrance.  CDD McElhanon stated the developer will be required to meet City standards for the entrance.

DENIED ORDINANCE 07-99 REZONING APPROXIMATELY 92 ACRES GENERALLY LOCATED AT THE SOUTHERN TERMINUS OF CABALLO ROAD, SOUTH OF YOUNGS ROAD AND EL RANCHO DRIVE, IN SECTION 33-19-24 FROM COUNTY A (AGRICULTURE) TO AMENDED PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) ZONING, SUBJECT TO CONDITIONS CONTAINED IN EXHIBIT A (LAFAYETTE SQUARE)









CC Richardson read the ordinance, by title only, as follows:

An ordinance of the City of Leesburg, Florida rezoning approximately 92 acres generally located at the southern terminus of Caballo Road, south of Youngs Road and El Rancho Drive, lying in Section 33, Township 19 south, Range 24 east, Lake County, Florida, from County A (Agriculture) to PUD (Planned Unit Development), subject to conditions contained in Exhibit A; and providing an effective date.

Commissioner Christian moved to adopt the ordinance and Commissioner Knowles seconded the motion. 

CDD McElhanon distributed copies of the petition noted at the last meeting (attached).  CDD McElhanon stated the petition contains 31 names.  CDD McElhanon also stated the revised wording changes to the conditions were not made prior to distribution, but the changes have been approved by all involved.  Any change in access will be considered a major amendment.
Mayor Henderson questioned the School Board information.  CDD McElhanon stated the Lake County School Board provided their standard answer – elementary school is 8% over capacity, middle school is 12% over capacity, and the high school is 15% under capacity.  School concurrency does not reflect any proposal by any developers to build schools and does not give an accurate snapshot of what is being planned.
Commissioner Puckett noted this project is not good for the residents.  Putting a road through the landfill is not good for the City.  Also, putting additional traffic onto an already crowded road is not good.

Commissioner Christian noted Rimes Elementary has capacity and is currently grades K through 3.

Gary Cooney, attorney representing the developers, stated the three developers are present and one wishes to speak.  Mr. Cooney reiterated the desire of the developers to work with the City and the residents in order to make this project work.  The language in the conditions regarding the purchase of additional right of way to meet City code should be removed.
Aldo Perez, developer and resident of 1224 Normandy Drive, Mount Dora, provided a synopsis of this project.   Mr. Perez noted this project has been in process for over three years.  All suggestions or changes requested by staff have been reviewed.  Mr. Perez noted the proposed bypass road has meant redesigning this project several times.  Agreement has been given to the City to install a regional lift station and allowance has been made for the rails to trails project.  Mr. Perez noted the comprehensive plan change is complete, the annexation is complete, and only the rezoning is incomplete.
Mr. Cooney stated the zoning needs to be established for this property.  The access point appears to be the only problem with this project.  The developers are willing to accept either the PUD or an R-1 zoning and bring back a plat.  The available options are to approve the PUD, approve the PUD and change the access point, or approve R-1 zoning.  If the access point is changed, the developers are willing to improve the roads within the existing right of way.
Greg Beliveau, LPG Urban Planners, representing the applicants, clarified the compatibility issues.  He noted the existing area includes County R-6 (7 units per acre), City R-3, and City R-2 which are all consistent with the proposed project.  This project is 3.7 units per acre.
Greg Beliveau addressed the school issue.  He noted a new elementary school is being planned in Lady Lake and will be a reliever school.  Concurrency allows this school to be counted.

Greg Beliveau also gave the traffic analysis.  He stated Caballo Road and Lucas Street would have level of service within Level Service C.  Caballo Road would require upgrades to the asphalt. 

Vinette Godelia, attorney with Hopping Greens Sands from Tallahassee, representing the residents, reiterated the position of the residents.  She noted the traffic impact is not the level of service, but is a safety issue and the lack of ability to widen the road unless right of way is obtained through eminent domain.   The neighborhood should not need to make concessions to allow this development to move forward.  The compatibility issue is the impact on what is in the area now. Consideration needs to be made for the quality of life present currently and then determine how 345 homes on 93.5 acres impacts the area.  An emotional issue needs to be addressed.
Commissioner Puckett stated eminent domain has not been used in a long time.  CA Morrison agreed stating nothing since the late 1970s has been taken by eminent domain.

Linda Sellers, resident at 1312 Caballo Road, stated Ted Bowersox, a resident who was unable to attend, questioned if putting traffic out onto South Street is counterproductive when the climate is to reduce traffic on South Street.  She noted the bypass road is not going to be funded by the State for at least five years.  Congestion, privacy, and small lot sizes are problems.  She stated “it is more responsible to develop houses for the land not the land for the houses.”

Victor Arcuri, resident of 1007 Lucas Street, stated the proposed road through the landfill is ridiculous.  Sidewalks will be needed on Lucas Street and there is no room for widening the street.  Mr. Arcuri believes development should wait until the bypass is in place.
Grant Watson,  attorney with Williams, Smith, and Sommers representing Kent and Peggy Fuller, restated the statements by Attorney Bob Williams at the August 27, 2007 Commission Meeting.  Attorney Watson noted the Lucas Street intersection with South Street has no signal and traffic will stack and block driveways.  Neeley Drive has already been determined to not be a suitable access.  He recommend denying this rezoning.
John Frymier, resident at 2403 El Rancho Drive, stated the residents appreciate the City Commission listening and sharing the concerns.  The residents are not denying the developer has been cooperating, but the concern is what is compatible.  Mr. Frymier noted the proposed zoning is not compatible with the adjacent properties.  Also the schools will be adversely affected as the schools are already overcapacity.  Mr. Frymier noted two full access points are required and the bypass will provide a good second access if built.

Glover Jackson, resident of Lucas Street, stated he is a teacher at Oak Park Middle School and an active grandfather raising two grandchildren.  If sidewalks are added to Lucas Street, the sidewalks will be at his front door so his grandchildren would not be allowed outside due to unsafe conditions.  Allowing this expansion will make an unsafe situation and possibly cause a casualty.
Commissioner Christian questioned if sidewalks are planned on Lucas Street and Neeley Drive.  Greg Beliveau stated the access road will have a trail system all the way to Neeley Drive.  Lucas Street up to South Street has a 40 foot right of way.  If Public Works allows the developer to reconstruct within the 40 foot right of way, the sidewalks could be put in.
Mayor Henderson questioned the length of the road from the development to Lucas Street,   Greg Beliveau stated the road is about three quarters of a mile in length.  

Commissioner Christian commended staff and the developers for donating the land for the bypass road.  Commissioner Christian questioned if the developers have met with the residents.  Gary Cooney stated many meetings have occurred. Attorney Cooney stated the Caballo Road residents objected to the project so the Lucas Street and Neeley Drive option was reviewed.  The residents of Caballo Road do not want the traffic.

Attorney Godelia stated the Planning and Zoning Commission advised the applicant work with Lake County on the maintenance map process to determine if adequate right of way could be achieved on Caballo Road.  This step was not done.

Commissioner Knowles stated he specifically asked the residents of Caballo Road if they wanted the road improved at the last meeting.  Two residents stated no. Attorney Godelia stated that is correct, but there are other issues.
Commissioner Puckett left the room at 6:58 p.m. and returned at 7:00 p.m.

Attorney Cooney stated the Planning and Zoning Commissioner requested the developers to work with the County on the maintenance map process.  County staff stated the developer could access Caballo Road as long as the road could be improved within the current right of way.  At that time, an alternate access route using Lucas Street and Neeley Drive was considered.
Commissioner Knowles stated there is risk and reward.  The residents do not believe having a new road would be a reward.  Attorney Godelia questioned who would reap the reward.  She noted the residents would not get the reward based on the amount of traffic.
Mr. Frymier stated he would like to have his road paved.  Mr. Frymier noted the biggest question in this project is the two full access points.

Commissioner Knowles noted he is not against this project.  He stated Neeley Road is not a satisfactory avenue.  Commissioner Knowles noted this developer has been willing to compromise and he would like to see this rezoning approved.
CA Morrison noted Mr. Frymier brings up a legal concern regarding the two full access points.  CA Morrison noted the comprehensive plan cannot be changed or varied.  Greg Beliveau noted a second full access is not needed until over 100 units are in place.  With Caballo Road, the development has two full access roads.

CITY ATTORNEY ITEMS:  None
CITY MANAGER ITEMS:

1. ICM Evans stated the animal control officer has accepted a position with another jurisdiction that pays more.  A decision to fill the position as currently funded, raise the salary, or move the responsibilities to Lake County Animal Control can be made.  ICM Evans noted Lake County currently provides the service for nine cities and would not charge for taking over this service.  ICM Evans added Lake County has 29 people on staff with 11 control officers and two people on-call at night.  The service could be returned to the City if the residents are unhappy with the service received from Lake County.
Commissioner Knowles moved to approve transfer this position to Lake County Animal Control.  Commissioner Polk seconded the motion. 

Commissioner Christian stated notification of the residents of this change is important.  Commissioner Christian further noted he does not believe the County does a good job of animal control.
The motion carried with Commissioner Christian voting against.

2. ICM Evans reminded the Commission of the Budget Hearing  Thursday at 5:05 and the 

workshop to be held immediately following the Budget Hearing.

ROLL CALL:

Commissioner Christian – stated comments were made by Jerry Galbreath in the newspaper regarding the blue building downtown.  Commissioner Christian stated he likes the blue and that the color matches the downtown area.  This situation should be handled by the City Commission and not outside boards.  Mayor Henderson noted the Historic Preservation Board has made others do what they were supposed to do.
Commissioner Knowles – none

Commissioner Puckett – stated thought needs to be given to the unchecked rezonings.  Commissioner Puckett also stated people’s commentaries during the meetings needs to be regulated better.  Mayor Henderson stated she believes if people sit here waiting for time to speak, then they should have their say.

Commissioner Polk – stated he received a letter from Nancy James regarding electric bills and the lack of rebates for energy efficient appliances like other utilities.  Commissioner Polk requested Electric Director Paul Kalv to check into the letter.  ICM Evans noted ED Kalv responded via email to Ms. James. Mayor Henderson also reported Faith World Church held a nice service Sunday for first responders where all speakers received a plaque.  A moment of silence will be held at 8:46 a.m. on Tuesday, September 11, 2007 in remembrance of 9/11/01  Mayor Henderson asked CA Morrison if the Historic Preservation ordinances would protect Lee School from being demolished.  CA Morrison stated he does not believe the ordinances protect the school.  Mayor Henderson suggested strengthening the ordinances to protect landmarks.
