Resolution authorizing an agreement with Triangle Aviation for rental and management services of 29 hard surface tie downs at the Leesburg International Airport

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends execution of the agreement with Triangle Aviation providing $2,400.00 per month in revenue to the City.

Analysis:
The purpose of this bid is award the rental and management rights to 29 hard surface tie downs to a single Fixed Base Operator (FBO) at the Leesburg International Airport.  The term of the agreement will be two years.

A total of 29 tie downs are available for rental on a month to month basis.  Previously the sole FBO, Sunair Aviation managed these tie downs.  The current agreement between Sunair Aviation and the City has expired.  With the recent addition of a second FBO operation, Triangle Aviation,   the City decided to accept bids from the two FBO’s for the right to manage all 29 tie downs.  The successful FBO retains all fees they collect in the rental of the tie downs in exchange for a monthly fee paid to the City for the rental and management rights.  A single FBO will  be awarded management rights to all 29 spaces.  The spaces will not be split between the two FBO’s. 

On August 28, 2007 the Purchasing Division received sealed responses from both Sunair Aviation and Triangle Aviation.  The FBO’s offered to pay the City the following monthly amounts for the 29 hard surface tie downs.

Sunair Aviation
$   900.00 per month

Triangle Aviation
$2,400.00 per month

The space numbers to be managed by Triangle Aviation under this agreement are spaces 1, 2, 3, 4, 7, 8, 10, 12, 13, 14, 15, 18, 30, 31, 32, 33, 49, 62, 63, 64, 65, 66, 67, 68, 69, 70, 71, 72, and 73.  Each FBO has been give 8 tie downs at no charge to use in their operations.  They can use them for their own aircraft or use them as they see fit to benefit their operation.

Fiscal Impact:  

There will be a positive fiscal impact to the City.  Triangle Aviation will pay the City $2,400.00 per month yielding an annual amount of $28,800.00 or a total of $57,600.00 over the full term of the two year agreement.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends execution of the agreements for debris monitoring and debris removal services with  the companies listed below:

Bamaco, Inc - Debris Removal Primary Contractor

Ashbritt Environmental, Inc -
Debris Removal Secondary Contractor

Solid Resources, Inc. - Debris Monitoring Secondary Contractor
Analysis:
The purpose of this project is to establish unit price contracts with qualified firms to assist the City in debris removal and monitoring in the event of a natural disaster, specifically a wind driven event such as a hurricane or tornado.

These contracts identify a primary and secondary company to be used for removal and monitoring.  The contracts are unit price contracts for the services offered by the companies.  The contracts with the unit price amounts are attached for your review.

In order for the City to obtain the maximum reimbursement of costs from a natural disaster, the Federal Emergency Management Administration (FEMA) requires that we have competitively bid and negotiated contracts established in advance of a disaster.

The City is contracting with two companies to provide debris removal services in the event of a disaster.  These companies will provide all necessary labor and equipment to remove debris from City property, streets, and right-of-ways.

The City also intends to contract with two companies to provide debris monitoring services.  This service is necessary in order to account for the amount of debris removed and transferred to a City debris processing site.  These firms will do the ‘accounting’ of the debris and assist the City in submitting requests for cost reimbursement from FEMA  for debris removal.

The Purchasing Division issued Request for Proposals for each of the services.  The City received 12 responses for RFP-06-08 for Debris Removal Services and  received four  responses for RFP-06-09 for Debris Monitoring Services.  The evaluation committee evaluated all proposals and the top two firms from each RFP, as previously listed, were identified.

The primary contractor for debris monitoring was identified as PBS & J.  The signed agreement was not returned in time to make this agenda.  There was a change in contact people at the vendor that caused the delivery of the agreement to be delayed.  The Purchasing Division will seek approval of that agreement at a future meeting when the vendor signed agreement is returned.

Fiscal Impact:  
There is no immediate fiscal impact at this time.  These agreements will be used if the City is affected by a wind driven event.  The fiscal impact from an event cannot be estimated at this time.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends execution of Task Order 1 and 2 with Jones Edmunds & Associates, Inc. for $37,000.00

Analysis:
After the City’s discovery of the old dump site adjacent to the Leesburg Municipal Landfill, Jones Edmunds & Associates, Inc., along with City staff and a representative of the Florida Department of Environmental Protection (DEP), performed an on-site inspection of the dumpsite in order to evaluate the condition and determine the best approach for cleanup and maintenance of the area.
Jones Edmunds & Associates, Inc. has been the Engineering Firm authorized by the City to perform compliance and monitoring services for the City of Leesburg Municipal Landfill, and the Closed Landfill as required by the Florida Department of Environmental Protection (DEP).

Execution of Task Orders 1 and 2 will authorize Jones Edmunds & Associates, Inc. to assist the City with planning and implementing actions to secure the old dump site.  This work, if approved, will be performed under the existing continuing services agreement for engineering services between the City and Jones Edmunds & Associates, Inc.

As a condition of providing natural gas to the City of Leesburg, Florida Gas Utility requires the city to maintain a depository account with SunTrust Bank, as Trustee, which is currently $657,000.00.  Based on periodic review of natural gas pricing, the volume of gas utilized by the City of Leesburg and other variable factors, Florida Gas Utility now requires the City of Leesburg to increase the deposit to $687,000.000

Analysis:
Development between College Drive and Radio Road, south of U.S. Hwy 441, along with the widening of US 441, has increased traffic flow in this area and the hazards for the motoring public attempting to travel between businesses within this corridor.  Staff proposes extension of the travel corridor between Ruby Tuesday on the west, and Midas Muffler on the east as a traffic alternative.  Some of the area necessary has been acquired through dedication and developer agreement, and other portions have been purchased from individual property owners.

The individual property owners of Summer Wind on Lake Harris own proportional shares of the described properties located near the eastern end of the proposed project and all have agreed to the sale,.  The property will be used for a section of the roadway, trail area, and stormwater retention. 

In 2006, the City commissioned an appraisal of the property adjacent to Microtel.  That appraisal showed a land value of $15.00 per square foot. Condominium Association Board of Directors  and City staff agree the value determined from this appraisal is a fair and equitable amount for the subject property.  The total purchase price is $ 32,650.95.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of Amendment No. 1  for $78, 410.00
Analysis:
Jones, Edmunds & Associates, Inc. (Jones, Edmunds) is one of the City’s continuing services consultants for Environmental Services and Electric.  The City previously contracted with Jones, Edmunds. for preliminary design services associated with the utility relocations necessary for the FDOT Perkins to Griffin roadway widening project for US 27/US 441.  The original contract, dated December 20, 2006 provided for production of a preliminary design report for water, wastewater, and electric utilities throughout this corridor.  The electric portion of this contract has been completed and the Electric Department will proceed with that portion of the design separately.  The water and wastewater evaluation has been completed and reviewed in detail with City staff.

As originally scoped, staff anticipated the wastewater system would require substantial evaluation and design effort; as the consultant’s work proceeded and after considerable discussion with City staff,  it became apparent the wastewater evaluation would not be required and the existing wastewater system need only be protected during construction and did not require relocation, only rehab work after the FDOT project is completed.  However, the water distribution system required substantial relocation to resolve numerous conflicts with the FDOT project.  The water system evaluation also revealed there are numerous restrictions and improperly sized pipes in that portion of the network that have an adverse impact on flow and pressures and which require replacement and correction as part of the relocation activity.  The preliminary design report summarizes the findings, options, and recommendations.

Jones, Edmunds has recommended, and City staff concurs, that Jones, Edmunds  forgo any further wastewater system work on this project and proceed directly to design and permitting of the water system.  The attachment provides a summary of the costs associated with the design and permitting of the water system.  Jones, Edmunds has proposed, and City staff concurs, that the unused portion of their contract originally dedicated to wastewater work be redirected to the water design and permitting.  This will reduce the additional fees required to a net increase of $78,410.00.  The details of the existing scope of work, fees and proposed changes are detailed in the attachment.  Approval of Amendment No. 1 will bring the total contract value to $469, 320.00.

WHEREAS, the Commission, by a supermajority vote, approved the current year rolled- back rate of 4.31 mills, and 

WHEREAS, the City Commission of the City of Leesburg, Florida has reviewed and made revisions to the tentative budget for Fiscal Year 2007-08 and has held all hearings on the tentative budget and tentative millage rate as required by Chapter 200, Florida Statutes;

The property owner submitted an application for annexation of approximately 23 acres of land generally located north of SR 44, west of CR 468, as shown on the attached General Location Map. The present zoning for this property is R-6 (Urban Residential). Currently, the property is undeveloped and the proposed use of the site is for commercial and industrial uses.  The surrounding zoning designations are County A (Agriculture) to the north, County R-6 (Residential) to the west, City M-1 (Industrial) to the east, and County HM (Heavy Industrial) and LM (Light Industrial), and City M-1 (Industrial) to the south.

Staff evaluated the area relative to additional property that could be annexed into the City to allow for amore regular city limit/city service boundary. Staff determined that additional property could not be annexed at this time because adjacent property is developed residentially and the adjacent property is larger than allowed by the State Statute to be annexed involuntarily.

Police and fire services are presently provided in this area and impacts on the provision of these services are estimated to be minimal.

Also on the June 11, 2007 agenda is the first reading of an ordinance to rezone this property to M-1 (Industrial).

Each member of the Advisory Board shall reside within a twenty (20) mile radius of the intersection of the center lines of Main Street and U.S. Highway 27 in Leesburg, Lake County, Florida or reside within the utility services area of the City.

SECTION 2.

All ordinances or parts of ordinances which are in conflict with this ordinance are hereby repealed, to the extent necessary to alleviate the conflict, but shall continue in effect insofar as they are not in conflict herewith, unless repealed or the conflicting portions destroys the overall intent and effect of any of the conflicting ordinances, in which case those ordinances so affected shall be hereby repealed.

SECTION 3.

If any provision of this ordinance is declared invalid or unenforceable, then to the extent it is possible to do so without destroying the overall intent and effect of this ordinance, the portion deemed invalid or unenforceable shall be severed herefrom and the remainder of this ordinance shall continue in full force and effect as if it were enacted without including the portion found to be invalid or unenforceable.  

SECTION 4.

This ordinance shall become effective upon its passage and adoption according to law.

Staff Recommendation:  

The Planning staff and Planning Commission recommend approval of the proposed rezoning for the subject property from County R-1 (Rural Residential) to PUD (Planned Unit Development).
Analysis: 

The project site is approximately 24 acres.  The property is generally located east of Citrus Boulevard and south of Park Holland Road, as shown on the attached General Location Map. The present zoning for this property is County R-1 (Rural Residential). Currently, the property is residential homes and the proposed use is for residential homes. The surrounding zoning designations are to the south City C-3 (Highway Commercial), and to the north, east and west County R-1 (Rural Residential).
The proposed zoning district of City PUD (Planned Unit Development) is compatible with adjacent and nearby properties in the area and with the proposed City future land use designation of City Low Density.
The existing land uses surrounding the property are undeveloped, single family, groves and Lake Griffin uses.

AUGUST 23, 2007

This Planned Development Conditions for a PUD (Planned Unit Development) District is granted by the City of Leesburg Planning Commission, Lake County, Florida to Frederick D. Woodrell, Trustee "Permittee" for the purposes and subject to the terms and conditions as set forth herein pursuant to authority contained in Chapter 25 Zoning, Sec​tion 25-278 Planned Developments of the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, as amended.

BACKGROUND:  The "Permittee" is desirous of obtaining a PUD (Planned Unit Development) zoning district to allow construction of a proposed single-family mixed use residential development consisting of approximately 75 residential units on approximately 24 acres located east of Citrus Boulevard and south of Park Holland Road,, on a site with​in the City of Leesburg in accordance with their PUD application and supplemental information.

1.
PERMISSION is hereby granted to construct, operate, and maintain a Planned Development in and on real property in the City of Leesburg.  The property is more particularly described as follows:


LEGAL DESCRIPTION:


See attached legal Exhibit B.

2.
LAND USE

The above-described property shall be used for single-family mixed use residential development, pursuant to City of Leesburg development codes and standards and the Conceptual Development Plan dated May 15, 2007 as follows:

A.
Residential Development

 1.
The project shall contain approximately 75 residential mixed use units on approximately 24 acres at a gross density of 3.5 units per gross acre.


2.
The minimum lot sizes shall be approximately 3,300 square feet for single-family units as shown on the conceptual Plan. 


3.
Minimum lot widths shall be 35 feet for single-family units. Minimum lot depths shall be 95 feet as shown on the Conceptual Development Plan. 


4.
The following minimum yard setbacks shall be maintained for single-family units:



Front setback – 20 feet;



Rear setback – 20 feet; and



Side setbacks - 15’ feet per side except for attached units (Villas) which may have one zero lot line where units are attached. 

 5.
Minimum distance between structures shall be 10 feet; measured from building wall to building wall and the roof overhang shall not exceed two feet. 


6.
Accessory structures shall have a minimum rear and side setback of 5 feet and shall not occupy more than 30 percent of the required rear yard.


7.
An attached screened enclosure must maintain a minimum setback of fifteen (15) feet from the rear property line.


8.
Impervious surface coverage shall not exceed 65 percent for residential uses. Other types of development may exceed this percentage; however, the overall project shall maintain open space of 30 percent.

Maximum building height shall not exceed two and one-half (2½) stories or 30 feet.

Permitted Uses: 



a.
Single-family detached and attached dwellings; 




b.
Accessory structures;



c. 
Temporary modular sales center and construction office until completion 
project.

  d.
All residential units shall be developed through a subdivision plan or condominium   instruments.

B.
Recreational Development


1.
Recreational development provided on the site shall include active and passive uses, as well as enclosed or un-enclosed recreational space, devoted to the common use of the residents. Such recreation space shall consist of not less than 15,000 square feet (two hundred (200) square feet of space per dwelling unit). In computing usable recreation space, the following items may be considered at one and twenty-five hundredths (1.25) times the actual area.



a.
Recreational activities such as play grounds, basket ball, tennis and hand ball 


courts, etc.



b.
Developed recreational trails which provide access to the public trail system.


c.
Swimming pool, including the deck area which normally surrounds such pools.

d.
Indoor recreation rooms provided such rooms are permanently maintained for the use of residents for recreation.

2.
Required stormwater areas and buffer areas shall not be considered as recreational space except for any areas developed as recreational trails which provide access to the public trail system.


3.   
Within the community sidewalks or trails or a combination thereof shall be provided throughout the community to provide pedestrian access from all residences to all amenities.


4.
Recreational vehicle parking shall be restricted through deed restrictions/covenants etc. which shall prohibit unenclosed parking within the development unless an approved designated area is provided. If provided, the area shall be buffered and final location will be determined by staff as part of the site plan approval process.

C.
The commercial use of a sales office and/or model center shall be a permitted use as long as it is specifically related to the PUD residential development of the site.


 XE "Livestock or Poultry Slaughtering" D.
 Open Space and Buffer Areas


1.
All wetlands on the project site shall be identified and the location and extent of each wetland shall be determined by St. Johns River Water Management District and/or U.S. Army Corp of Engineers.  Each wetland shall be placed on a suitable map, signed and sealed by a surveyor registered to practice in Florida and shall be submitted as part of the preliminary plan application.


2.
Buildings or structures shall be a minimum of 50 feet from any wetland jurisdiction boundary.



3.
Wetlands shall have a minimum upland buffer as established by St. Johns River Water Management District and/or U.S. Army Corp of Engineers; whichever is more restrictive. All upland buffers shall be naturally vegetated and upland buffers that are devoid of natural vegetation shall be re-planted with native vegetation or as required by St. Johns River Water Management District and/or U.S. Army Corp of Engineers.



4.
Land uses allowed within the upland buffers are limited to hiking trails, walkways, passive recreation activities and stormwater facilities as permitted by St. Johns River Water Management District.


5.
If wetland alteration is permitted by St. Johns River Water Management District and/or U.S. Army Corp of Engineers, wetland mitigation shall be required in accordance with permit approvals from St. Johns River Water Management District or U.S. Army Corp of Engineers, whichever is more restrictive.


6.
A wildlife/historical/archaeological management plan for the project site shall be prepared based on the results of an environmental assessment of the site and any environmental permit required from applicable governmental agencies. The management plan shall be submitted to the City as part of the preliminary plan application. The Permittee shall designate a responsible legal entity that shall implement and maintain the management plan.  



7.
To the extent practical, wetlands shall be placed in a conservation easement, which shall run in favor of, and be enforceable by, St. Johns River Water Management District or another legal entity such as a homeowners association.  The conservation easement shall require that the wetlands be maintained in their natural and unaltered state.  Wetlands shall not be included as a part of any platted lot, other than a lot platted as a common area, which shall be dedicated to St. Johns River Water Management District or another legal entity such as a homeowners association for ownership and maintenance.


8.
Landscape buffer areas shall be required along the east, west and north property lines as follows:



a.
The property boundary lines adjacent on the east and west shall have a twenty five (25) foot landscape buffer with an eight (8) foot decorative solid fence or wall with landscaping. The exact design and location of the wall shall be determined during the site plan review process.



b.
The property boundary line adjacent on the north along Park Holland Road shall have a twenty five (25) foot landscape buffer with a six (6) foot high decorative fence or wall with landscaping or a raised three foot landscape berm with planting. The exact design and location of the wall shall be determined during the site plan review process.


9. 
Landscaping of the required buffer areas shall be as follows:



For each one hundred (100) linear feet, or fraction thereof, of boundary, the following plants shall be provided in accordance with the planting standards and requirements of the Land Development Code.

 
a.
Two (2) canopy trees 

b.   Two (2) ornamental trees 


c.   Thirty (30) shrubs 



d.   The remainder of the buffer area shall be landscaped with grass, 



groundcover, and/or other landscape treatment. 

e. Existing vegetation in the required buffer shall be protected during 
construction.

f.
Variations to the landscape requirements may be approved by the Planning and Zoning Manager as long as the intent of the PUD is maintained.



E.
Development Phasing 


1.
The proposed project may be constructed in phases in accordance with the Planned Unit Development Conceptual Plan. Changes to the Development Plan, other than those conditions described in this agreement, shall be revised in accordance with the Planned Unit Development review process.


2.
Implementation of the project shall substantially commence within 24 months of approval of this Planned Development.  In the event, the conditions of the PUD have not been implemented during the required time period, the PUD shall be scheduled with due notice for reconsideration by the Planning Commission at their next available regular meeting. The Planning Commission will consider whether to extend the PUD approval or rezone the property to R-2 (Medium Density Residential) or another appropriate zoning classification less intense than the development permitted by these PUD Conditions.  

3.
STORMWATER MANAGEMENT / UTILITIES
Prior to receiving final development approval, the Permittee shall submit a stormwater management plan and utility plan acceptable to the City of Leesburg.  Water, wastewater and natural gas services will be provided by the City of Leesburg.  Prior to any clearing, grubbing, or disturbance of natural vegetation in any phase of the development, the Permittee shall provide:


A.
A detailed site plan that demonstrates no direct discharge of stormwater runoff generated by the development into any wetlands or onto adjacent properties.


B.
A stormwater management system designed and implemented to meet all applicable St. Johns River Water Management District and City of Leesburg requirements.


C.
A responsible legal entity for the maintenance of the stormwater management system on the plat prior to the approval of the final plat of record. A homeowners association is an acceptable maintenance entity.


D.
The 100-year flood plain shown on all plans and lots.


E.
The appropriate documentation that any flood hazard boundary has been amended in accordance with Federal Emergency Management Agency requirements, if the 100 year flood plain is altered and /or a new 100 year flood elevation is established in reference to the applicable flood insurance rate map.


F.
A copy of the Management and Storage of Surface Waters permit obtained from St. Johns River Water Management District.


G.
A detailed site plan that indicates all the provisions for electric, water, sewer, and/or natural gas in accordance with the City of Leesburg Land Development Codes.


H.
Developer shall bear all responsibility, financial and otherwise, for the construction and installation of utility infrastructure and other improvements related to the use and development of the property including such off site improvements required by the City, all of which shall be constructed to the applicable specifications imposed by the ordinances and regulations of the City in effect at the time of construction. 


I.
Developer shall be responsible for the installation of a natural gas water heater and natural gas furnace in eighty percent (80%) of all homes in the development.

4.
TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENTS

A.
Vehicular access to the project site shall be provided by one access point from Park Holland Road on the north. The primary access shall be through a divided boulevard type road for the entrance. Actual location and design of the access shall be determined during the site plan review process and shall include consideration of sidewalks, recreation paths etc. Other potential vehicular and pedestrian accesses will be reviewed during the development review process. 


B.
The Permittee shall provide all necessary improvements/paving/right-of-way/signalization within and adjacent to the development including not limited to a fifty (50) foot right-of-way for Park Holland Road as required by Lake County and City of Leesburg.


C.
All roads within the development shall be designed and constructed by the developer to meet the City of Leesburg requirements.


D.
Sidewalks shall provide cross connections to all recreation and residential areas. Internal road rights-of-ways shall be of sufficient width to contain the sidewalk. All sidewalks shall be constructed in accordance with City of Leesburg Codes. 


E.
The Permittee shall be responsible for obtaining all necessary Lake County permits and a copy of all permits shall be provided to the City of Leesburg prior to construction plan approval.


F.
The City of Leesburg will not be responsible for the maintenance or repair of any of the roads or transportation improvements unless specifically accepted by formal action of the City Commission. The Permittee shall establish an appropriate legal entity that will be responsible to pay the cost and perform the services to maintain the roads and transportation improvements.


G.
A traffic/transportation study, if applicable, shall be submitted prior to site plan approval for review and determination of any necessary access improvements. Said improvements will be the responsibility of the Permittee.


H.
At the time of site plan approval, the Permittee shall become responsible for their pro-rata share of the cost of the signal(s) as determined by the County, City staff and the traffic study submitted therewith.


I.
Any issues with regard to easement access to adjacent properties, shall be resolved and reviewed by the City Attorney prior to the approval of the preliminary subdivision plan.

5.
DESIGN REQUIREMENTS


A.
Residential Development



1.
Building Design




a.
Single-family homes shall have garages located with the following provisions.


1)
Front access garages must be set back a minimum of five (5) feet from the attached primary structure or the front building line.


2)
Side entrance garages may be in line with or off set from the primary 

structures front setback provided the garage has front facade windows.

3)
Homes with covered front entrees and/or porches of a minimum fifty (50) square feet may have front access garages setback in line with the porch or five (5) feet forward of the porch.


4)
A minimum of two off street parking spaces, including garages, shall be provided for each unit with two or less bedrooms. For units with three or more bedrooms, three off street parking spaces shall be provided, including garages, for each unit. Garages shall be required to be maintained for primarily parking of vehicles both through these conditions and 
through restrictive covenants. These requirements may be revised for an 
age restricted community by the Planning and Zoning Manager. On street 
parking for residents shall be prohibited.


2.
Additional Design Features  



a.
All buildings shall utilize at least three of the following design features to provide visual relief along all elevations of the building:

1)       Dormers

2)
Gables

3)
Recessed entries

4)
Covered porch entries

5)
Cupolas

6)
Pillars or posts

7)
Bay window (minimum 12 inch projections)

8)
Eaves (minimum 6-inch projections)

9)
Repetitive windows with minimum 4-inch trim.


B.
Other similar design variations meeting the intent of this section may be approved by the


Planning and Zoning Manager.

6.
MISCELLANEOUS CONDITIONS


A.
The uses of the proposed project shall only be those uses identified in the approved Planned Develop​ment Conditions. Any other proposed use must be specifically authorized by the Planning Commission in accordance with the Planned Develop​ment amendment process.


B.
No person, firm or corporation shall erect, construct, enlarge, alter, repair, remove, improve, move, convert, or demolish any building structure, or alter the land in any manner without first submitting the necessary plans and obtaining appropriate approvals in accordance with the City of Leesburg Codes.  


C.
Construction and operation of the proposed use(s) shall at all times comply with City and other governmental agencies rules and regulations.


D.
The transfer of ownership or lease of any or all of the property described in this PUD Agreement shall include in the transfer or lease agreement, a provision that the purchaser or lessee is made good and aware of the conditions pertaining to the Planned Development established and agrees to be bound by these conditions.  The purchaser or lessee may request a change from the existing plans and conditions by following the procedures as described in the City of Leesburg Land Development Code, as amended.  

E.
These PUD Conditions shall inure to the benefit of, and shall constitute a covenant running with the land and the terms, conditions, and provisions hereof, and shall be binding upon the present owner and any successor, and shall be subject to each and every condition herein set out.

F.
Any violation of City, State or Federal laws or permit requirements concerning the development of this project will constitute a violation of this permit and will result in all activities on the project site being halted until the violation is satisfactorily resolved and may result in a hearing before the Planning Commission to determine whether a change in the conditions of this PUD are necessary. 

7.

CONCURRENCY

The proposed land use change or approval would result in demands on public facilities which would exceed the current capacity of some public facilities, such as, but not limited to roads, sewage, water supply, drainage, solid waste, parks and recreation, schools and emergency medical facilities. However, no final development order (building permits) shall be granted for a proposed development until there is a finding that all public facilities and services required for the development have 
sufficient capacity at or above the adopted level of service (LOS) to accommodate the impacts of the development, or that improvements necessary to bring facilities up to their adopted LOS will be in place concurrent with the impacts of the development.

Utilities

Projected Capacities

a.
The City’s utility planning efforts draw upon phasing, capacity and service requirements, based upon information provided by the applicant.  The City develops its plans consistent with sound engineering principles, prudent fiscal practices and due regard for regulatory compliance.

b.
The development will require construction of new distribution mains, since existing facilities in the service area are not adequate.  Should the developer wish to accelerate the construction of such facilities to provide service, the developer will bear the cost of design, permitting and construction.  Any such facilities must be constructed in a fashion consistent with the City’s master plans and to the City standards and specifications.

The City is in the process of Consumptive Use Permit renewal.  The application provides for anticipated demands due to this and other potential development

Commitment of Capacity

The City updates its Ten-Year Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) as part of our annual budgetary process.  Included within the CIP are water, wastewater, and reclaimed water improvements necessary to provide service to proposed development.

The City has completed an impact fee study, based in part on the CIP in order to assure adequate and appropriate funding for required improvements. The combination of master planning and CIP planning has allowed the City to issue bonds to fund new potable water facilities and substantial reuse facilities, among other infrastructure improvements.

Appeal the Recommendation of Historic Preservation Board To Change the Existing Paint Color 
Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends the City Commission allow the existing paint color to remain.
Analysis:
The Housing & Economic Development staff obtained a grant for $565,000 to renovate the City Hall Annex for a new Business Incubator.  The grant permitted the City to purchase paint for the interior & exterior of the building.

The existing paint color for the Business Incubator is the identical color of the Market Street Loft building.  The paint swatch for the color was obtained from the owner of Market Street Loft’s and provided to the Planning Department, together with a Historic District Request form for their review.  The existing paint color is consistent with other buildings in the area.

The Historic Preservation Board at their meeting on July 11th recommended that the building be repainted and the new colors would be brought back to the Board for final approval.  They indicated that the new colors should be close to the original colors on the building.  During the August 1st Historic Preservation Board meeting, the Board agreed the new paint color should duplicate the color of the Heritage Museum.  

1.  Approve the existing paint color of the Business Incubator building; or

Paint the Business Incubator the color of the Heritage Museum as recommended by the Historic Preservation Board; or 
3. Such alternative action as the Commission may deem appropriate 
Fiscal Impact: Repainting the building will cost approximately $9,966.00. 
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
