Project Plan for the Relocation of Overhead Electric Facilities Required by the FDOT Project – Highway 441 from Perkins Street to Griffin Road
Staff Recommendation:
Electric Department staff will present a project plan for the relocation of existing overhead electric facilities required by the FDOT project.  A substantial portion of the relocated facilities are proposed to be rerouted from the FDOT project area and remain overhead.

Underground loops are proposed to serve existing commercial customers located within the FDOT project area.

Existing under-utilized facilities are proposed to be upgraded to larger conductor sizes to increase the capacity of existing ties with adjacent feeders.

New switching locations are proposed along the rerouted facilities to increase system reliability and flexibility to isolate line sections that may be impacted by outages
Provision is made for the rerouting of the existing Progress Energy Florida (PEF) 69 kV overhead transmission line that will provide improve reliability and at a reasonable cost.

Leesburg Joint Planning Area Amended Map

Staff Recommendation:
The Planning staff recommends approval in concept of the proposed amended JPA boundaries and general growth policy maps. 

Analysis:

March 29, 2004, the Leesburg City Commission/Lake County Commission held a joint meeting to discuss the proposed JPA. The consensus of the County Commission was to wait for the outcome of the 2004 legislative session. At that time there were also issues discussed that had been raised by the Hawthorne Development, a manufactured home community near the northeast corner of U.S. 27 and C.R. 48. The conclusion of the legislative session did not result in any revisions to the annexation regulations. After discussions by City and County staff regarding Hawthorne’s concerns, the JPA map was revised to delete the community from the JPA area.  Additionally, after discussion with property owners and the County, City staff revised the JPA area to include several parcels in the 470/Turnpike area that were not included in the original JPA area.

June 28, 2004 the City adopted a revised JPA Agreement and the County decided to postpone adoption of the JPA and incorporate it into the update of their Comprehensive Plan which is currently in the hearing process.

The attached map depicts the current and future growth areas where the City could annex in the future. The map shows extension of the southern boundary to include the Merritt and Janney properties and a portion of Royal Highlands. This proposed expansion of the City’s JPA would further encroach into the Mascotte and Groveland JPA areas. In order to resolve these issues, cooperation between the cities and county will be necessary. Leesburg staff plans to again initiate that process.

Fiscal Impact:  

Staff anticipates utilization of the planning concepts proposed in the conceptual JPA map will have a positive economic impact for both the City and the County through the more efficient provision of infrastructure and services within the proposed areas.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the bid award by line item to the following vendors:  American Meter Company, Equipment Controls Company and M. T. Deason Company, Inc.

Analysis:
The purpose of this bid is to provide a fixed price agreement for the purchase of gas meters and regulators on an “as needed” basis for maintaining stock levels.  The terms of the agreement will be firm pricing for one year with the stipulation of one additional year at the same pricing if both parties are in agreement.

On August 27, 2007 the Purchasing Division issued bid number 70361 soliciting qualified firms to provide price quotes for the specified natural gas meters and regulators.  The Purchasing Division received three sealed responses on September 10. 2007.  Attached is a copy of the bid tabulation.  Purchasing staff has reviewed the bid responses for conformity to terms, conditions and specifications of the bid as well as costs and agrees with the recommendation of the Gas Department.  The Gas Department estimates total purchases for inventory in the amount of $62,562.50 annually.  The actual amount spent will depend on the number of new meters and regulators installed.

Analysis:
This purchase requisition is to pay for the annual maintenance and support provided by SunGard HTE, Inc. to the City of Leesburg for  the enterprise computer software applications. Reject responses to Bid No. 70381 for the conversion of a stationary generator to portable
Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends rejecting the sole response received to invitation to bid 70381.
Analysis:
The purpose of this project was to convert an existing 500 kW stationary generator that has been removed from service and convert the generator to portable.  The successful vendor would be responsible for providing a trailer, enclosure, fuel tank, connection box, and all labor and materials necessary to fabricate the finished product.

Fleet Services identified this project as a means to use a piece of equipment already owned by the City to meet a deficiency in the City’s back-up power systems.  Converting this piece of equipment would provide a readily available back-up generator that could support any size facility owned by the City.

Initially the Fleet Services Division researched companies that provide this type of service as their normal course of business.  The goal was to locate a vendor that could provide all services necessary for the conversion, ultimately delivering a finished portable generator to the City.  This type of service consists of a turnkey operation:  a single vendor that could complete all the fabrication as well as the electrical work required to deliver a finished portable generator.

Staff found a vendor in Ocala capable of providing a finished product whose normal business is portable power systems.   Fleet Services negotiated a price of $ 29,995.00 for the project.  This amount was within the budgeted amount of $30,000. 
This project, as a sole source, was presented to the City Commission for approval August 27, 2007.  Fleet Services identified this vendor as the only vendor within the local region that could provide the services necessary at the budgeted amount.  The location of the vendor would not require special preparation of the unit for ‘dry’ shipping or shipping costs to have the generator unit delivered.  The City would be able to deliver the unit using City equipment.

The Commission did not approve the purchase as requested.  The Commission stated that local vendors should have been given an opportunity to submit pricing on this project.  The Commission directed the Purchasing Division to put this item out for bid, which  would allow local vendors an opportunity to bid on this project.

On September 24, 2007, the Purchasing Division issued Invitation to Bid 70381 to convert the stationary generator to a portable unit.  Bid documents were provided to the following vendors delivered in the method listed.

On October 1, 2007, staff held a non-mandatory pre-bid meeting to allow vendors an opportunity to view the generator unit.  Two companies, Ring Power Corporation and Florida Detroit Diesel were represented at the pre-bid meeting.  On October 16, 2007, the Purchasing Division received one sealed bid response.  Florida Detroit Diesel was the sole respondent on this project.  They submitted a bid price of $64,835.00.  This price significantly exceeds the budgeted amount of $30,000.

The vendor that Fleet Services originally negotiated the price of $29,995.00 did not submit a bid.  The manager of J.R.S. Custom Fabrication contacted me when they received the Invitation to Bid.  The manager wanted to know why the formal bid was issued.  I explained the direction given by the City Commission.  J.R.S. then informed me they would not be submitting a bid because their regular customers are asking them to provide pricing for their services as a sub-contractor on the project.  J.R.S. acting as a sub-contractor to firms submitting a bid prevents the City from going back to J.R.S. to inquire  if their original price quote is still available.

Fiscal Impact:  
By rejecting the bid, this project will not be completed.  The $30,000 budgeted in fiscal year 2007 will revert back to fund balance in the general fund.  If the Commission approves the bid award, $34,835 will need to be appropriated from Fund Balance.

Staff Recommendation:  

Staff recommends approval of the Inter-local Agreement with  Lake County for the County-Wide Communications System.

Analysis:

The Agreement will serve as the foundation of the County-Wide Communications System, which will allow Inter-Agency Communication among  Public Safety organizations within Lake County as well with Public Safety Agencies within segments of surrounding counties.   Currently, Public Safety Organizations lack a means of efficient inter-agency communication; this problem has plagued us for decades.  When a crisis or situation occurs that requires an emergency response from an external component of any local public safety organization, the City should have a system in place that will provide a means of two-way communications among  various Public Safety personnel on the street from one uniform system.   

The February, 2007 tornado brought greater attention to the problem.  Police, Fire-fighters,  and Emergency Medical staff from different jurisdictions lacked efficient means of communicating to one another.  Some carried two or three different radios just for this purpose. The inability to communicate caused assignment duplication, dispatch redundancy, delayed responses, unnecessary frustration, and the inability to warn others of danger and potential hazards in the area.    

Currently, the best solution is to partner with the County.  By agreeing to share the County’s communications system, the City agrees the County’s communications system will be the primary system used for communications, response, and dispatch purposes.  The City will retain the right to keep the current radio system operational as a secondary communications system.

The City will have ten (10) “Home Announcement Groups” within the system providing independent “Talk Groups” for single agency communications as well as the ability to talk to other agencies.  

At no cost to the City, the County will provide the communications equipment.  The County will retain rights to all property purchased and issued to the City including the following:

· 108 Mobile Radios

· 146 Portable Radios

· 7 Control Stations

· 7 Consollette

Any communication equipment issued to the City of Leesburg by the County that is damaged or destroyed while within the custody of the City shall be repaired or replaced at the City’s cost.  

There will be no restrictions on the purchase of additional equipment, upgrades, or accessories by the City for use for the system; however, the County must approve all equipment purchases to ensure system compatibility.

The County will maintain all equipment distributed to the City for the initial three-year warranty period.  Maintenance costs after the initial three year warranty period and on additional equipment purchased by the City will be the responsibility of the City.  Motorola shall be the sole provider of service, maintenance, and repair of the County’s communication system.  All user subscriber equipment will be required to have Motorola warranties, inventory accounting, and preventative maintenance by the County once a year.

The City is expected to make available to the County, at no charge, the following communication tower sites for equipment installation:

· Leesburg Water Treatment Facility – 1600 CR 470 Leesburg

· Leesburg Department of Transportation – 550 South 14th St. Leesburg 

· Lake Square Mall Site: 10401 US Highway 441, Leesburg (Tower # FL 1061A)

The City must put forth its best effort to prepare sites for equipment installation and must grant the County the right to enter such property, as needed.

The City must execute a separate agreement regarding the lease of their respective tower sites to the County along with the Inter-local Agreement.  

Any party may terminate the agreement by giving at least twelve months written notice.  All radio equipment issued by the County or purchased to replace lost/damaged equipment issued by the County shall be returned in serviceable condition.  Removal and delivery of the equipment will be borne by the City.  

The agreement will remain in effect for a period of five years and automatically renewed for successive periods of five years unless terminated in writing by all parties.

By agreeing, the City assumes no additional liability.

Options:

1.  Approve the Interlocal Agreement with Lake County for the County Wide Communications System or;

2. Such alternative action as the Commission may deem appropriate.

No initial impact.  Maintenance cost of all issued equipment after the initial 3-year warranty period.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of Supplemental Agreement No. 3 with the Federal Aviation Administration regarding the back-up power supply for the ASOS at Leesburg International Airport. 
Analysis:
The Federal Aviation Administration owns an Automated Surface Observing System (weather system also known as ASOS) at Leesburg International Airport.  The system is part of the National Weather Service system.  Congress has mandated the system be equipped with a generator as a back-up power supply.  The purpose of Supplemental Agreement No. 3 is to allow the Federal Government or its contractor access to the electrical vault to install a backup generator for the ASOS.

Please note  the ASOS at Leesburg International Airport is already hard wired to the City’s emergency backup generator.  This was completed when the system was relocated from the old Continental Jet Port building, at the west end of the airport, to the electrical vault on Echo Drive.  Therefore, it may not be necessary to install an additional backup generator.  However, staff recommends this agreement be approved in the event the Federal Government wishes to provide its own emergency power back up source.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends acceptance of the Joint Participation Agreement with FDOT for construction of an extension of the FBO aircraft parking ramp area.

Analysis:

During peak periods, the existing FBO aircraft parking ramp area is insufficient to accommodate transit aircraft parking at Leesburg International Airport  The parking ramp area t is especially inadequate when two or more large jet aircraft need to park on the ramp at the same time.  Growth of corporate traffic has increased significantly during the last six to seven years. Therefore, additional ramp space is needed.

The attached Joint Participation Agreement (JPA) issued by the Florida Department of Transportation will provide 80% of the funding up to $670,000.00 to build 62,000 square feet of concrete ramp area.  Structurally, the new ramp will support the weight of a Gulfstream V, which is 90,500 lbs. (maximum take off weight).  Concrete has a life expectancy between 30 and 40 years whereas asphalt has a life expectancy of only 20 years. Additionally, asphalt requires a surface treatment every ten (10) years costing $7.00 - $8.00/square feet, using today's prices.  The cost to build the ramp extension will be $667,965.00.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the Joint Participation Agreement (JPA) with FDOT for funding of the installation of runway and taxiway lighting and signage at Leesburg International Airport.  
Analysis:
Records show  the last time any upgrade was done to airfield lighting at Leesburg International Airport was 1984.  At   that time, the wiring was not encased in conduit and the transformers  were not placed in cans to reduce damage from insects, moisture, and susceptibility to lighting strikes.

The funding from this Joint Participation Agreement with the Florida Department of Transportation  will be used to upgrade the lighting on Runway 03/21, Taxiway Kilo, Taxiway Bravo, Taxiway Juliet, and runway signage.  Upgrading the lighting and signage will reduce routine maintenance, improve airfield lighting reliability, and improve safety for the flying public.  Concurrent with the extension of Runway 13/31, that portion of airport lighting and signage will be updated, using underground weather proof conduit and cans to contain transformers.  
 The amount of the JPA is $400,000.00. Funding breakdown is as follows:

The entire process of design, bid, and installation is expected to take approximately six months.

Analysis:
The Leesburg Partnership created a recurring monthly event to promote the downtown businesses at the request of the downtown business community.  As a part of the Partnership’s research to determine how best to run this type of monthly event, they visited several successful neighboring communities to determine the best method to organize and operate a similar event in Downtown Leesburg.  

During the first calendar quarter of 2007, the Leesburg Partnership presented their proposal for this event to former City Manager Stock, and requested that charges for Police and Solid Waste Services be waived for this event until it could become self-sustaining.  Mr. Stock agreed to this request.  This decision, apparently, was not relayed to the affected departments, and the Leesburg Partnership has received statements requesting payment for services.

The Leesburg Partnership is requesting a waiver of all fees for City services connected with this event for the sixteen (16) month period beginning June 2007 through September 2008.

Due to the financial situations that have come to light over the past several months, staff was not confident that the City Commission still supported the decision to waive the fees for services provided to this event.  City Manager Evans instructed staff to present this request to the Commission for approval or disapproval by resolution.

Resolution authorizing execution of an agreement with Post, Buckley, Schuh & Jernigan for and Debris Monitoring services in the event of a disaster

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends execution of the agreement for debris monitoring services with Post, Buckley, Schuh & Jernigan as one of two primary contractors.

Analysis:
The purpose of this project is to establish unit price contracts with qualified firms to assist the City in debris removal and monitoring in the event of a natural disaster, specifically a wind driven event such as a hurricane or tornado.

In order for the City to obtain the maximum reimbursement of costs from a natural disaster, the Federal Emergency Management Administration (FEMA) requires that we have competitively bid and negotiated contracts established in advance of a disaster.

The City’s evaluation committee  selected Post, Buckley, Schuh & Jernigan as the primary contractor for debris monitoring services.  Signing of this contract by the vendor was delayed because of unforeseen staff changes within their company.  The Commission approved agreements with the three other professionals September 24, 2007.  This is the final contract to be executed.

The Purchasing Division issued Request for Proposals for each of the services.  The City received 12 responses for RFP-06-08 for Debris Removal Services and received four  responses for RFP-06-09 for Debris Monitoring Services.  The evaluation committee evaluated all proposals and the top two firms from each RFP, as previously listed, were identified.

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, PRESENTING A DETERMINATION ON THE IMPLEMENTATION OF THE PURPA STANDARDS CONTAINED IN THE ENERGY POLICY ACT OF 2005; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Energy Policy Act of 2005 amended the Public Utility Regulatory Policies Act (“PURPA”) by adding five additional standards that nonregulated utilities, such as the City of Leesburg, must consider, including (1) net metering; (2) fuel diversity; (3) fossil fuel generation efficiency; (4) time based metering and communications; and (5) interconnection standards for distributed resources, and

            WHEREAS, the City Commission of the City of Leesburg, Florida, must conduct independent proceedings to consider the new standards, and make a determination on their implementation for the City of Leesburg electric utility, and

 
            WHEREAS, PURPA requires that affected electric consumers and other electric utilities be allowed to intervene and participate in each utility’s public hearings on the PURPA standards; and that, in some limited instances, a consumer be compensated for their costs of participation if the City determines that the consumer substantially contributed to the approval of a position advocated by the consumer, and

             WHEREAS, the City Commission of the City of Leesburg held a Public Hearing on October 22, 2007, where City of Leesburg electric utility staff presented facts and recommendations regarding the new PURPA standards and affected electric consumers and other electric utilities were given the opportunity to present facts and recommendations for consideration by the Commission, and

            WHEREAS, no member of the public, or affected electric consumers, or other electric utilities came forward to present facts and recommendations during the public hearing; and no requests for reimbursement of costs of participation were received;
 
             NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Commission of the City of Leesburg, Florida that determinations on the five additional PURPA standards and the reasons therefore are made as follows:

 Net Metering (Standard 11)

The Net Metering Standard 11 would require a utility to offer a metering service that allows for a customer’s excess on-site generation to offset electric consumption during the applicable billing period.  The Net Metering standard is very broad and implementation of the standard as it appears in PURPA is prohibited by the All-Requirements Power Supply Project Contract (the “ARP Contract”) between the City of Leesburg and the Florida Municipal Power Association (“FMPA”).  The ARP Contract provides, “the Project Participant hereby agrees to purchase and receive from FMPA…all electric capacity and energy…which the Project Participant shall require for the operation of its municipal electric system.”  (ARP Contract § 3(a))  However, a Net Metering agreement with a customer would obligate the City of Leesburg to purchase energy from the customer.  Since the PURPA standard would require the City of Leesburg to purchase electricity from “any electric consumer the electric utility serves,” implementation of the standard would mean that every customer could become a supplier to the City, which is prohibited by the ARP Contract.

In addition, the Florida Public Service Commission (the “FPSC”) is in the process of developing net metering rules for the State of Florida.  The application of these rules to municipal electric utilities is unclear at this time.  However, as part of this rulemaking process, the Florida Municipal Electric Association (“FMEA”), together with FMPA, is currently drafting a suggested interconnection agreement and net metering rules for municipal electric utilities.

For these reasons the City Commission of the City of Leesburg, Florida has determined that it is not in the best interest of the electric customers to adopt PURPA Standard 11.  However, City staff will continue to work with FMEA and FMPA to draft a workable solution to net metering that will not violate the ARP Contract.

Fuel Sources (Standard 12)

The Fuel Sources standard would require each electric utility to develop a plan to minimize dependence on one fuel source and to ensure that the electric energy it sells to consumers is generated using a diverse range of fuels and technologies, including renewable technologies.

As an ARP Participant, the City relies on a portfolio of shared resources through the City’s power provider, FMPA.  Through the ARP, the City has contractually agreed to purchase, and FMPA has agreed to provide, all of the City’s power supply needs.  To accomplish this, FMPA has developed a generation portfolio that consists of a diversified mix of FMPA-owned generation resources (including wholly owned and jointly owned resources), member-owned generation resources that have been dedicated to the Project, as well as wholesale power purchases.  In addition, the City receives power from three nuclear fuel generators.

In addition, the FPSC is in the process of developing a renewable portfolio standard (“RPS”) for the State of Florida.  The application of the RPS to the City is unclear at this time.  As part of this rulemaking process, FMEA, together with FMPA, has developed a Green Energy Portfolio Standard for municipal electric utilities, emphasizing the increased reliance and renewable energy sources and conservation efforts.

For these reasons the City Commission of the City of Leesburg, Florida has determined that it is not in the best interest of the electric customers to adopt PURPA Standard 12.

Fossil Fuel Generation Efficiency (Standard 13)

This standard promotes efficiency of the fossil fuel generation facilities owned or operated by a utility.  The City of Leesburg does not own or operate fossil fuel generating resources and there is no opportunity to improve the efficiency of a fossil fuel facility.  

For these reasons the City Commission of the City of Leesburg, Florida has determined that it is not in the best interest of the electric customers to adopt PURPA Standard 13.

Smart Metering (Standard 14)

The Smart Metering standard would require each utility to offer each of its customer classes, and provide individual customers upon request, a time based rate schedule under which the rate charged by the utility varies during different time periods and reflects the variance, if any, in the utility’s costs of generating and purchasing electricity at the wholesale level. 

The City of Leesburg’s power supply costs do not reflect the variance of costs of generating or purchasing electricity on a time-of-day basis.  The lack of a time-differentiated price signal from the provider, therefore, greatly diminishes the likelihood of implementing cost-effective time-based rates by the City for retail customers.  These options, along with conservation and demand management will be considered at a later date.
For these reasons the City Commission of the City of Leesburg, Florida has determined that it is not in the best interest of the electric customers to adopt PURPA Standard 14.

Interconnection (Standard 15)

This Interconnection Standard would require the utility to make interconnection services available, on request, to any consumer with on-site generation desiring connection to the local distribution system and specifies adherence to existing and future amended Institute of Electrical and Electronic Engineering (IEEE) standard 1547.  While the City of Leesburg does accept the IEEE 1547 Standard and will consider interconnection based on the merits of each request, differences in the capability of the distribution system at different locations throughout the system must be considered before an interconnection can be allowed.

In addition, as part of the FPSC’s net metering rule making process, FMEA, together with FMPA, is currently drafting a suggested interconnection agreement for municipal electric utilities that would incorporate IEEE Standard 1547.

For these reasons the City Commission of the City of Leesburg, Florida has determined that it is not in the best interest of the electric customers to adopt PURPA Standard 15.  However, City staff will continue to work with FMEA and FMPA in developing an interconnection agreement in conjunction with the FPSC’s rulemaking process.

Reimbursement of Costs

No member of the public, or affected electric consumers, or other electric utilities came forward to present facts and recommendations during the public hearing that contributed to the determinations made by the City Commission of the City of Leesburg and no reimbursement of costs is authorized.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the attached resolution with LSMPO for a Master Transportation Concurrency Management System Program.

Analysis:
In 2003, The Lake-Sumter Metropolitan Planning Organization (LSMPO) was created to manage all of the transportation planning activities and processes.  Since its creation, a majority of the transportation concurrency planning and management has been turned over to the MPO to centralize and coordinate an effective system of transportation planning.  

This agreement authorized the MPO to create and maintain all of the data for a centralized transportation concurrency management system to be used by all of the member local governments to make their individual concurrency decisions.  The MPO will also create a database model which shows the impacts of all proposed development on the transportation system, and provide results to the cities and counties on a regular basis.  

The member local governments will be responsible for providing all of their current data related to transportation impacts they currently possess and maintain, and to provide all traffic impact analysis each month from applicants for development approval.  The MPO will be required to prepare and submit a report of findings related to the transportation impacts to the local governments within 15 days of an applicant’s data, and to review and report on any additional information and data.  The MPO is also responsible for coordinating with the Florida Department of Transportation on any data that meets the department’s criteria for Strategic Intermodal Systems.

The agreement, once approved by the member local governments, will be come effective on January 1, 2008, and automatically renew each October 1 for a one year term.  The City has the option to withdraw from this agreement with a 90 day notice to the MPO.

Options:
1.  Adopt the resolution to approve the agreement; 

2.  Such alternative action as the Commission may deem appropriate.

Fiscal Impact:  

Each member local government is required to pay an annual amount based upon its population.  The total budgeted amount for the creation and maintenance of this database for FY 2007-08 is $130,000.00.  The City of Leesburg’s annual share of this amount is calculated to be $6,820.00.  Since the initial period of this agreement will only run for 9 months, the FY 2007-08 pro-rata share is calculated to be $5,110.00.  Funds are available and have been budgeted in the Community Development Department for this project.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends ratification of an emergency lease/purchase authorized by the City Manager for a portable breathing air compressor to be used by the Fire Department for $77,093.84.  This amount includes a lease cost of $2,843.84.

Analysis:
The Fire Department requested the emergency lease/purchase of a portable trailer mounted SCBA fill station.  The existing SCBA fill station has failed and is not usable.

Because the system that recently failed is over 21 years old and has had repeated maintenance issues, it is in the best interests of the City to replace it.  Funds for a replacement compressor were  requested during the last two budget cycles, but were not approved.

The portable compressor is used on-site during an emergency event such as a fire to refill SCBA bottles used by the firefighters.  This is a specialized unit that can refill a bottle in very little time.  

The Fire Department received price quotes from two distributors of different manufacturers.   Both dealers specialize in providing breathing systems and apparatus for public safety use. The quotes are as follows:

Since funds for this purchase are not available in the current 2008 budget year, staff pursued options for a lease/purchase of the compressor.  The use of the lease purchase required a $7,425.00 (10%) down payment.  Baystone Financial Group, which specializes in public safety equipment leasing, provided the lease option.  This will allow the Fire Department to appropriately budget for the final payment during the next budget cycle.  The lease/purchase agreement has been executed.

Lifestream Behavioral Center of Leesburg wishes to issue $7,000,000 in Capital Improvement Revenue Bonds. A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CITY CLERK TO EXECUTE AN INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT WITH THE CITY OF TAVARES TO ALLOW THE CITY OF TAVARES TO ACT AS CONDUIT ISSUER FOR THE LIFESTREAM BEHAVIORAL CENTER LEESBURG PROJECT, $7,000,000 INDUSTRIAL DEVELOPMENT REVENUE BONDS, SERIES 2007, PURSUANT TO SECTION 147(F) OF THE INTERNAL REVENUE CODE OF 1986, AS AMENDED; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Tavares, Florida (the “Issuer”) has considered the request of Lifestream Behavioral Center, Inc., a Florida non profit corporation authorized to transact business in the State of Florida (the "Company") requesting that the Issuer issue not to exceed $7,000,000 of its industrial development revenue bond (the "Bonds") for the purpose of financing the acquisition and construction of a residential treatment facility and to refinance administrative facilities of the Borrower (the “Project”) all of which are and will be located in the City of Leesburg, Florida (the “City”); and

WHEREAS, Section 147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code”) provides that in order for interest on bonds like the Bonds to be “tax-exempt” the Bonds must be approved by the applicable elected representative of each governmental unit having jurisdiction over the area in which any facility, with respect to which financing is to be provided from the net proceeds of such issue, is located after a public hearing following reasonable public notice.

WHEREAS, on October 27, 2007 there was published in The Daily Commercial, a newspaper of general circulation in the jurisdiction of the City an Amended Notice of Public Hearing (the “Notice”), which Notice, attached hereto as Exhibit A, notified the public of a hearing to be held by the City on November 13, 2007, to consider the requested approval of the Bonds, the location and nature of the Project to be financed with the Bonds and the other matters set forth in the Notice; and

WHEREAS, the City has on the date hereof, held such public hearing; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission (the "Governing Body") constitutes the elected representative of the City.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Commission of the City of Leesburg, Florida as follows:   

Section 1.  The issuance of the Bonds in the aggregate principal amount of not exceeding $7,000,000 for the benefit of the Company is hereby approved to the extent required by the Code and the Florida Statutes, as follows: 

(a) the Project to be financed and refinanced with the proceeds of the Bonds consists of financing the acquisition and construction of a residential treatment facility and the refinancing of administrative facilities of the Company, all as more particularly set forth in the Notice; 
(b) the maximum principal amount of the Bonds shall be $7,000,000; 
(c) the Company is the initial owner, operator or manager of the Project; and 
(d) the location of the Project is all within the City of Leesburg, Florida and is more particularly described in the Notice. 
Section 2.  Such approval by the Governing Body does not constitute an endorsement to a prospective purchaser of the Bonds of the creditworthiness of the Company or the Project, and the Bonds shall not constitute an indebtedness or obligation of the State of Florida or of any county, municipal corporation or political subdivision thereof but the Bonds shall be limited obligations of the Issuer payable solely from the revenues derived from the Company and pledged to the payment thereof and no owner of any of the Bonds shall ever have the right to compel any exercise of the taxing power of said State or of any county, municipal corporation or political subdivision thereof for the payment of said Bonds.


Section 3.  AUTHORIZATION OF EXECUTION AND DELIVERY OF INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT.  The Interlocal Agreement, in substantially the form attached hereby as Exhibit B (the “Interlocal Agreement”) pursuant to which the City and the Issuer have agreed among other matters, that the Issuer will issue the Bonds to finance and refinance the Project located in the City with such changes, alterations and corrections as may be approved by the City officials executing such Interlocal Agreement, such approval to be presumed by their execution thereof, is hereby approved.  Upon execution of the Interlocal Agreement by the City and the Issuer such Interlocal Agreement shall be recorded in accordance with applicable Florida law.


Section 4.  All acts and doing of the officers of the Issuer, which are in conformity with the purposes and intent of this Resolution shall be, and the same hereby are, in all respects approved and confirmed.


Section 5.  This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its adoption.

(formerly Royal Palms)
Staff Recommendation:  

The Planning staff and Planning Commission recommend approval of the proposed rezoning for the subject property to amend the existing PDO (Planned Development Overly) district to reduce the side setbacks, to increase the number of stories for the building from 8 stories to 9 stories (height to remain unchanged at 92 feet) and reduce the overall acreage from approximately 30.82 to 29.02 acres. 
Analysis: 

The project site is approximately 29 acres. The property is generally located west of Lake Street, south of Dixie Avenue, and north of Lake Harris, as shown on the attached General Location Map. The present zoning for this property is R-3 (High Density Residential) with a PDO (Planned Development Overlay) district. Currently, the property is undeveloped and the proposed use is residential use under the existing PDO (Planned Development Overlay) district.  The surrounding zoning designations are City R-3 (High Density Residential), R-2 (Medium Density Residential) and a PUD (Planned Unit Development) district.

The proposed zoning district amendment to the existing PDO (Planned Development Overlay) district is compatible with adjacent and nearby properties in the area and with the existing City future land use designation of City Estate. The requested change in the number of stories is due to the addition of parking under the buildings and does not change the approved 92 foot height of the buildings. The buildings as proposed on the revised site plan will be located further from Lake Harris and will actually appear lower than previously proposed.
The existing land uses surrounding the property are undeveloped property.

Development of the parcel shall require connection to City utilities at the owner’s expense.

By a vote of 7 to 0, the Planning Commission recommended approval.

AMENDED BY PLANNING COMMISSION SEPTEMBER 20, 2007
This Planned Development Overlay Agreement for a (PDO) zoning district is granted by the City of Leesburg Planning and Zoning Commission, Lake County, Florida to Leesburg Development, LLC "Permittee" for the purposes and terms and conditions as set forth herein pursuant to authority contained in Chapter 4 "Zoning", Sec​tion 4.12 "Planned Development Process" of the City of Leesburg Land Development Code, as amended.

BACKGROUND:  The "Permittee" is desirous of obtaining a Planned Development Overlay zoning district to allow construction of a proposed multilevel condominium residential development consisting of a maximum of 189 individual attached units on approximately 29.02 acres located southwest of the intersection of Dixie Avenue and Lake Street, North of Lake Harris, on a site with​in the City of Leesburg in accordance with their PDO application and supplemental information.

1.
PERMISSION is hereby granted to Leesburg Development, LLC to construct, operate, and maintain a Planned Development Overlay (PDO) zoning district in and on real property in the City of Leesburg. The property is generally located southwest of the intersection of Dixie Avenue and Lake Street, North of Lake Harris. The property is more particularly described as follows:


LEGAL DESCRIPTION:


See attached legal Exhibit B.

2.
LAND USE

The above-described property, containing approximately 29.02 acres, shall be used for multilevel condominium single-family attached residential uses, pursuant to City of Leesburg development codes and standards.

A.
Residential Development

 1.
The project shall contain a maximum of 189 single-family attached units on approximately 29.02 acres at a gross density not to exceed 6.2 units per acre.


2.
The minimum development standards shall be those required for the R-3 High Density Residential district except as amended by this agreement.


3.
In order to comply with the diversity of housing required by City’s adopted Growth Management Plan, Future Land Use Element, Goal I, and Objective 1.2, thirteen (13) percent of the housing units shall provide for living areas of 1,000 to 1,200 square feet. 


4.
The external architecture of the buildings at a minimum shall incorporate the same design elements of the elevation submitted as Exhibit C. Variations with similar characterizes may be approved by the Planning Manager.


5.
City staff as part of the preliminary plat approval process shall approve final site standards in accordance with the approved conceptual site plan. 

6.
The following minimum yard setbacks shall be maintained:



Front setback –100 feet;



Rear setback –50 feet; and



Side setbacks – minimum 110 feet on each. 



7.
Minimum distance between structures shall be 30 feet; measured from building wall to building wall. 


8.
Accessory structures shall have a minimum rear setback of 50 feet and side setback of 100 feet. 


9.
Impervious surface coverage shall not exceed 35 percent.


10.
Maximum building height shall not exceed nine (9) stories or 92 feet except for additional height approved by staff for roof, elevators, a/c units etc.  


11.
Recreational Vehicle (RV) and boat storage areas for residents shall be permitted and shall be appropriately buffered and screened in accordance with the City of Leesburg Land Development Code.


B.
Recreational Development

1.
Recreational development shall include active and passive uses for the project.  Recreational development shall meet the requirements of the City of Leesburg Land Development Code (as amended) and adopted Growth Management Plan (as amended).


2.
The Planned Development shall provide accessibility from all areas to any proposed recreational facilities.  


3.
Recreational uses shall include, but not be limited to the following uses:

The developer shall dedicate an easement for a walkway along the lake and construct a board walk in that easement for public access.

C.
The commercial use of a sales office and/or model center shall be a permitted use as long as it is specifically related to the PDO residential development of the site.

D.
Open Space and Buffer Areas



1.
All wetlands on the project site shall be identified and the location and extent of each wetland shall be determined by St. Johns River Water Management District and/or U.S. Army Corp of Engineers.  Each wetland shall be placed on a suitable map, signed and sealed by a surveyor registered to practice in Florida and shall be submitted as part of the preliminary plat application.


2.
Buildings or structures shall be a minimum of 50 feet from any wetland jurisdiction boundary.


3.
Wetlands shall have a minimum upland buffer of 25 feet or the upland buffer established by St. Johns River Water Management District and/or U.S. Army Corp of Engineers; whichever is more restrictive.  All upland buffers shall be naturally vegetated and upland buffers that are devoid of natural vegetation shall be re-planted with native vegetation or as required by St. Johns River Water Management District and/or U.S. Army Corp of Engineers.


4.
Land uses allowed within the upland buffers are limited to hiking trails, walkways, passive recreation activities and stormwater facilities as permitted by St. Johns River Water Management District.


5.
If wetland alteration is permitted by St. Johns River Water Management District and/or U.S. Army Corp of Engineers, wetland mitigation shall be required in accordance with permit approvals from St. Johns River Water Management District or U.S. Army Corp of Engineers, whichever is more restrictive.


6.
A wildlife management plan for the project site shall be prepared based on the results of an environmental assessment of the site and any environmental permit required from applicable governmental agencies. The wildlife management plan shall be submitted to the City as part of the preliminary plat application. The Permittee shall designate a responsible legal entity that shall implement and maintain the wildlife management plan.  


7.
To the extent practical, wetlands shall be placed in a conservation easement, which shall run in favor of, and be enforceable by, St. Johns River Water Management District or another legal entity such as a homeowners association.  The conservation easement shall require that the wetlands be maintained in their natural and unaltered state.  Wetlands shall not be included as a part of any platted lot, other than a lot platted as a common area, which shall be dedicated to St. Johns River Water Management District or another legal entity such as a homeowners association for ownership and maintenance.

E.
Development Phasing 


1.
The proposed project may be constructed in phases in accordance with the Conceptual Master Development Plan (attached Exhibit D). Changes to the Development Plan, other than those conditions described in this agreement, shall be revised in accordance with the Planned Development review process.


2.
Construction of the Planned Development shall substantially commence within 18 months of approval of this Planned Development Agreement or it shall become null and void.  In the event, such use has commenced, but for any purpose ceases for a period of 12 months, then this permit shall be null and void. 

3.
STORMWATER MANAGEMENT / UTILITIES
Prior to receiving final development approval, the Permittee shall submit a stormwater management plan and utility plan acceptable to the City of Leesburg.  Water, wastewater and natural gas services will be provided by the City of Leesburg. Prior to any clearing, grubbing, or disturbance of natural vegetation in any phase of the development, the Permittee shall provide:


A.
A detailed site plan that demonstrates no direct discharge of stormwater runoff generated by the development into any wetlands or onto adjacent properties.


B.
A stormwater management system designed and implemented to meet all applicable St. Johns River Water Management District and City of Leesburg requirements.


C.
A responsible legal entity for the maintenance of the stormwater management system on the plat prior to the approval of the final plat of record. A homeowners association is an acceptable maintenance entity.


D.
The 100-year flood plain shown on all plans and lots.


E.
The appropriate documentation that any flood hazard boundary has been amended in accordance with Federal Emergency Management Agency requirements, if the 100 year flood plain is altered and/or a new 100 year flood elevation is established in reference to the applicable flood insurance rate map.


F.
A copy of the Management and Storage of Surface Waters permit obtained from St. Johns River Water Management District.


G.
Should the Permittee desire to dedicate the proposed project’s stormwater management system to the City of Leesburg; the City, at its discretion, may accept or not accept the stormwater management system.  Prior to acceptance, the Permittee shall demonstrate to the City the stormwater management system is in a suitable condition and meets City of Leesburg and St. Johns River Water Management District requirements.


H.
A detailed site plan that indicates all the provisions for electric, water, sewer, and/or natural gas in accordance with the City of Leesburg Land Development Codes.

4.
TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENTS

A.
All transportation improvements shall be based on a current traffic analysis and shall be contingent upon site plan approval by City staff during the development review and permitting process.


B.
Primary vehicular access to the project site shall be provided by Lake Street with a possible secondary access as determined by staff during site plan review (this access maybe required only for emergency access). Other potential accesses such as to the north will be reviewed during the Development Review Committee process.  


C.
The Permittee shall provide all necessary improvements / signalization within and adjacent to the development including the intersection of Lake Street and Dixie Avenue as required by Florida Department of Transportation, Lake County and City of Leesburg. Improvements to Lake Street are required, including sidewalk and street construction, in conformance with City standards. Improvements are required to the existing 90° bend, as directed by the City of Leesburg.


D.
All roads within the development shall be designed and constructed to meet the City of Leesburg requirements.


E.
Sidewalks shall be provided on one side of the primary road in to the site.  Internal road rights-of-ways shall be of sufficient width to contain the sidewalks.  All sidewalks shall be constructed in accordance with City of Leesburg Codes. 


G.
The Permittee shall be responsible for obtaining all necessary FDOT or Lake County permits and a copy of all permits shall be provided to the City of Leesburg prior to preliminary plat approval.


H.
The City of Leesburg will not be responsible for the maintenance or repair of any of the roads or transportation improvements.  The Permittee shall establish an appropriate legal entity that will be responsible to pay the cost and perform the services to maintain the roads and transportation improvements.


I.
Should the Permittee desire to dedicate the proposed project’s internal road system to the City of Leesburg; the City, at its discretion, may accept or not accept the road system.  Prior to acceptance, the Permittee shall demonstrate to the City the road system is in suitable condition and meets City of Leesburg and FDOT requirements.


J.
A traffic/transportation study shall be submitted prior to preliminary plan approval for review and determination of any necessary access improvements. Said improvements will be the responsibility of the Permittee.


K.
At such time that traffic improvements are required at the intersection of Lake Street and Dixie Avenue and the proposed project entrance, the City shall determine based on any additional development on the east side of Lake Street any developers payment of pro-rata sharing of the cost of the improvements.

5.
MISCELLANEOUS CONDITIONS

A.
The uses of the proposed project shall only be those uses identified in the approved Planned Develop​ment Agreement. Any other proposed use must be specifically authorized by the Planning Commission in accordance with the Planned Develop​ment amendment process.


B.
No person, firm or corporation shall erect, construct, enlarge, alter, repair, remove, improve, move, convert, or demolish any building structure, or alter the land in any manner without first submitting the necessary plans and obtaining appropriate approvals in accordance with the City of Leesburg Codes.  


C.
Construction and operation of the proposed use(s) shall at all times comply with City and other governmental agencies rules and regulations.


D.
The transfer of ownership or lease of any or all of the property described in this PDO Agreement shall include in the transfer or lease agreement, a provision that the purchaser or lessee is made good and aware of the conditions pertaining to the established by this PDO Agreement and agrees to be bound by these conditions.  The purchaser or lessee may request a change from the existing plans and conditions by following the procedures as described in the City of Leesburg Land Development Code, as amended.

This PDO Agreement shall inure to the benefit of, and shall constitute a covenant running with 
the land and the terms, conditions, and provisions hereof, and shall be binding upon the present owner and any successor, and shall be subject to each and every condition herein set out.

ORDINANCE NO. ______

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, ACCEPTING A UTILITY EASEMENT FROM LILY MAE PROPERTY GROUP, LLC, AS GRANTOR, TO THE CITY OF LEESBURG, AS GRANTEE, PERTAINING TO LAND LOCATED IN SECTION 5, TOWNSHIP 19 SOUTH, RANGE 24 EAST, LAKE COUNTY, FLORIDA; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.  

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, that:
Section 1. 

The City of Leesburg, Florida, does hereby accept from Lily Mae Property Group, LLC, a Utility Easement dated October 17, 2007, and recorded in Official Records Book 3527, Page 1552, Public Records of Lake County, Florida, conveying certain real property located in Section 5, Township 19 South, Range 24 East, Lake County, Florida, and more particularly described in said Utility Easement, to the City of Leesburg.  

Section 2.    
If any portion of this ordinance is declared invalid or unenforceable, then to the extent it is possible to do so without destroying the overall intent and effect of this ordinance, the portion deemed invalid or unenforceable shall be severed herefrom and the remainder of this ordinance shall continue in full force and effect as if it were enacted without including the portion found to be invalid or unenforceable.  

Section 3.
This ordinance shall become effective upon its passage and adoption according to law.
