The meeting opened with an invocation given by Commissioner Agnes Berry and the Pledge of Alle​giance to the Flag.
MINUTES OF PLANNING & ZONING COMMISSION MEETING OF OCTOBER 4, 2007:
Commissioner  Agnes Berry  moved to APPROVE the minutes as transcribed.  Commis​sioner Wylie Hamilton SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a unanimous voice vote of 6 to 0.
Dan Miller, Senior Planner, informed the audience of the rules of participation and the need to sign the speaker’s registry.  
Dianne Pacewicz swore in staff, Dan Miller.
Chairman Marc Micham read into the record the case continued to a future meeting, case #070-1-092007 – George & Lourdes Mathew Property, Rezoning.  Commissioner Roland Stults moved to APPROVE the continuance as requested.  Commissioner Wylie Hamilton SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a unanimous voice vote of 5 to 0.

2. PARK PLACE PROFESSIONAL SUITES, LLC, SMALL SCALE COMP PLAN AMENDMENT –  064-0-100407

REQUEST FOR A RECOMMENDATION TO THE CITY COMMISSION FOR A SMALL-SCALE COMPRE​HENSIVE PLAN AMENDMENT TO THE FUTURE LAND USE MAP DESIGNATION FROM HIGH DENSITY RESIDENTIAL TO GENERAL COMMERCIAL ON APPROXIMATELY 2.11 ACRES, FOR PROPERTY GENERALLY LOCATED SOUTH OF SOUTH STREET (SR44), WEST OF HOLIDAY LANE AS LEGALLY DESCRIBED. SEC. 28 TWP. 19S, RGE. 25E. (TENTATIVE CITY COMMISSION DATES - NOVEMBER 26, 2007 AND DECEMBER 10, 2007)
Dan Miller, Senior Planner, presented exhibits, which in​cluded the application, general location map, staff summary, departmental review summary, staff recommendations, and aerial photos. 

Dan Miller, Senior Planner, presented the overhead visuals including the general location map, aerial map and surrounding property photos.  Mr. Miller stated that none of the subject property is located in wetlands and flood zone.

Dan Miller reviewed and summarized the request and stated staff request approval as follows:

· Development of the property shall be subject to all applicable City requirements, including, but not limited to site plan and building plan review processes and the assessment of impact fees.
Greg Beliveau, of LPG Urban and Regional Planners, Inc., sworn in by Dianne Pacewicz, stated that there is existing commercial on South Street and that the additional uses will be complimentary to what is already there.  He also stated that the existing curb cuts will be used and that they would not be adding any.
Chairman Micham asked if there were any plans for the vacant gas station.  Dan Miller replied that staff does not have any applications for it at this time.
Commissioner Roland Stults made a motion to APPROVE case #064-0-100407 Park Place Professional Suites, LLC., Small Scale Comp Plan Amendment.  Commissioner Donald Lukich SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a voice vote of 6 to 0.  
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
