City staff present included Bill Wiley, Planning & Zoning Manager, Dan Miller, Senior Planner, Mike Miller, Planner, Dianne Pacewicz, Planner, and Fred Morrison, City Attorney. 
The meeting opened with an invocation given by Commissioner Jo Ann Heim and the Pledge of Alle​giance to the Flag.
MINUTES OF PLANNING & ZONING COMMISSION MEETING OF OCTOBER 18, 2007:
Commissioner  Donald Lukich  moved to APPROVE the minutes as transcribed.  Commis​sioner Wylie Hamilton SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a unanimous voice vote of 6 to 0.
Bill Wiley, Planning & Zoning Manager, informed the audience of the rules of participation and the need to sign the speaker’s registry.  
Dianne Pacewicz swore in staff, Bill Wiley, Dan Miller and Mike Miller.
Vice Chairman Roland Stults read into the record the case continued to a future meeting, case #070-1-092007 – George & Lourdes Mathew Property, Rezoning.  Commissioner Jo Ann Heim moved to APPROVE the continuance as requested.  Commissioner Donald Lukich SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a unanimous voice vote of 6 to 0.

PUBLIC HEARING CASE # 035-1-080907 – BOUIS PROPERTY,  REZONING 
REQUEST FOR A RECOMMENDATION TO THE CITY COMMISSION FOR REZONING OF APPROXIMATELY 80 ACRES FROM COUNTY A (AGRICULTURE) TO CITY R1-A (SINGLE FAMILY RESIDENTIAL) DISTRICT, FOR PROPERTY GENERALLY LOCATED SOUTH OF COUNTY ROAD 48 AND WEST OF NUMBER TWO ROAD, AS LEGALLY DESCRIBED. SEC. 20 TWP. 20S, RGE. 25E.  (TENTATIVE CITY COMMISSION DATES DECEMBER 10 AND JANUARY 14, 2008)
Bill Wiley, Planning & Zoning Manager, presented exhibits, which in​cluded the application, general location map, staff summary, departmental review summary, staff recommendations, and aerial photos. 

Mike Miller, Planner, presented the overhead visuals including the general location map, aerial map and surrounding property photos.  Mr. Miller stated that very little in the southwest corner of the subject property in is located in wetlands and flood zone.

Bill Wiley reviewed and summarized the request and stated staff request approval as follows:

· Development of the property shall be subject to all applicable City requirements, including, but not limited to site plan and building plan review processes and the assessment of impact fees.
· Staff recommends approval of the proposed rezoning subject to the property receiving a Large Scale Comprehensive Plan Amendment Future Land Use Designation of Estate from the City Commission under Case number 051-0-080907, and an annexation approval from the City Commission under Case number 035A-4-060707.

Greg Beliveau, from Land Planning Group, said that there is no objection to the staff recommendation.  He said that this is consistent with the adjacent tracts that have recently been annexed into the City.
Christina Saslovsky, resident, sworn in by Dianne Pacewicz, said that she had a received the notice a week ago, which is too short of notice to find out what is going on.  She said that the residents prefer more ranch sized lots.  She said that there is an easement going through the property that is up for rezoning and asked what would happen with the easement as it is their access to their property.  She also inquired if there is water and sewer for this property and what the road capacity would be.  She asked about the commercial aspect regarding shops and schools and the emergency support that is available.

Bill Wiley answered that before the property can be developed they will have to go through a process.  Depending on how many units on the property, they will most like have to full accesses.  The County road serves this area and they would determine what improvements would need to be made.  With regard to utilities, water specific, there currently is not water available to this site.  The developer is responsible for all improvements.

Fred Morrison said, regarding the easement, it can either be resolved by agreement between Ms. Saslovsky and the applicant, or by the court system.  Nothing the City does has any effect on this easement.  

Greg Beliveau said that they were just getting it zoned because it is being annexed.  Right now there are no plans for this property, but they would like to have a zoning category.

Commissioner Lukich asked if there was one unit per acre.  Bill Wiley answered yes.    
Commissioner Jo Ann Heim made a motion to APPROVE case #035-1-080907 – Bouis Property, Rezoning.  Commissioner Clell Coleman SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a voice vote of 6 to 0.
