Bill Wiley, Planning & Zoning Manager, informed the audience of the rules of participation and the need to sign the speaker’s registry.

PUBLIC HEARING CASE #007-6-011008 – PILLAR HOMES/CRESTRIDGE SUBDIVISION-REQUEST TO VACATE AN UNUSED UTILITY EASEMENT
REQUEST FOR A RECOMMENDATION TO THE CITY COMMISSION TO VACATE APPROXIMATELY 0.37  ACRES OF UTILITY EASEMENT TO FACILITATE THE CONSTRUCTION OF ONE SINGLE FAMILY HOME ON TWO LOTS IN THE PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) ZONING DISTRICT FOR PROPERTY GENERALLY LOCATED SOUTH OF OLD TAVARES ROAD AND WEST OF SLEEPY HOLLOW ROAD, AS LEGALLY DESCRIBED.
