Environmental Services Public Works Director (ESPWD) Ray Sharp stated the requested vehicle is a direct replacement of the current unit which has a 1992 chassis and 1997 cab.

Commissioner Henderson stated she is amazed at what some customers put out to the street to be picked up.  Solid Waste Department Supervisor Steve Llewellyn stated a problem his staff encounters is not being able to charge for items left on the street.   

Mayor Christian suggested not sending the old truck to auction, but to keep it on hand to use when needed.  The truck could be auctioned later if staff determined the maintenance costs are too high.  ESPWD Sharp stated, based on past history, the cost to maintain this truck is $8,000.  That cost is based on fulltime usage and may be lower if only used occasionally.  The vehicle could be sent to auction later.

CC Richardson read the ordinance, by title only, as follows:

An ordinance of the City of Leesburg, Florida, creating Chapter 26 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Leesburg; pertaining to special events; providing legislative findings; providing definitions; providing requirements and exceptions; providing for fees; providing for time requirements for application; providing for conditions to issuance of special event permit; providing for denial of special event permits; providing for appeals; providing for insurance requirements; providing for enforcement authority and penalties; repealing Section 25-123 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Leesburg; renumbering sections following Section 25-123 to account for the repeal of said section; providing for conflict; providing a savings clause; and providing an effective date.
Commissioner Henderson moved to adopt the ordinance and Commissioner Knowles seconded the motion.

CM Evans noted this ordinance is an attempt to clean up past problems with the Special Events Ordinance by specifying the requirements better.  Additional changes may need to be needed later.  

Commissioner Polk questioned why the 180 days notice is being requested.  CM Evans stated LARGE events require up to 180 days notice.   Special Events will need to be classified and 180 days may be needed for some events, but not others.  The 180 day notice is one of the first things which will need to be changed. 
Commissioner Polk questioned why this change is not being made now instead of waiting until later.  He noted he would rather have it done right the first time instead of going back after the fact to make changes.  Commissioner Knowles agreed.  

Mayor Christian stated some of the events do not require that amount of time.  Some groups do things last minute; others know the dates well in advance, so some leeway is needed.  Having the 180 days notice in place will prevent some events from being brought to Leesburg.  

Commissioner Knowles suggested tabling this until the next meeting.   
Mayor Christian requested comments from the public.  

Steve Ritchey, representing Morrison United Methodist Church, stated he sees many problems in the ordinance especially in the portion that mentions 500 versus 501 people in attendance and street usage.  The ordinance needs more clarification.  Mr. Ritchey also noted the Church allows the Boy Scouts to use the parking lots during events.  Mr. Ritchey stated he also represents Two Old Hags Wine Shop.  The shop has a conditional use permit to allow sidewalk usage; however, this ordinance states the shop can only operate inside their building and not on the sidewalk during events.  The exemptions need to be reviewed and made more clear.  This proposed ordinance, and the one it is replacing, lacks the proper mechanism to notify the people most affected.  The City needs to look at how Mt Dora runs their Art Festival.

Commissioner Henderson introduced the ordinance to be read, by title only.  CC Richardson read the ordinance, by title only, as follows:

An ordinance of the City of Leesburg, Florida, rezoning approximately 2.5 acres generally located at North Shore Drive and Mosswood Drive, west of Lake Griffin, lying in Section 14, Township 19 south, Range 24 east, Lake County, Florida, to add the City Planned Development Overlay (PDO) zoning district, subject to conditions contained in Exhibit A; and providing an effective date. (Tom Grizzard /Penthouses at Beverly Harbors)
Commissioner Henderson invited Tom Grizzard to review his plans for the property.  
Tom Grizzard, property owner, stated he plans to build 13 units – 10 three-story attached multi-family condos and three single family homes.  All units will have a view of Lake Griffin.  A drawing of the proposed development was shown.  

Commissioner Polk noted the Planning Commission did not make a recommendation.  ICDD Wiley stated the Planning Commission did recommend approval; the agenda memo will be corrected prior to the second reading.

CITY ATTORNEY ITEMS:  None
CITY MANAGER ITEMS:  
1. CM Evans stated the City of Fruitland Park delivered notice of their intent to not purchase the gas system and to move to a year-to-year basis contract.  In the near future, staff will discuss terminating that year-to-year agreement and begin discussions on a new franchise agreement. 
The City of Fruitland Park also notified the City of its intent to move forward with the purchase of the electric system.  Staff will move forward with the appraisal process.  The City of Leesburg still has some revenue possibilities there to operate the system for the City of Fruitland Park.  Commissioner Polk questioned the total net loss of revenue.  CM Evans stated the City will lose approximately $1 million.
Electric Director (ED) Paul Kalv stated the anticipated $1 million loss is based on revenue minus gross power supply costs.  That money helps pay for operation of the entire utility system in Fruitland Park.  ED Kalv stated the crux of the matter is the cost of obtaining wholesale power and being able to obtain cheaper prices than the City of Leesburg can provide.   ED Kalv stated many aspects of the situation still need to be reviewed.  

2. CM Evans stated a news piece ran on WMFE last Thursday. (WMFE.org) regarding the Leesburg International Airport.  The story was incredibly inaccurate and misleading.  CM Evans distributed copies of the letter he sent in response. CM Evans noted he will also be appearing on the station next week.
3. CM Evans stated the Planning Department is looking for ways to become more customer service oriented.  An inventory of everything they do has been completed.  The next step is to evaluate each process.
