The meeting opened with an invocation given by Commissioner Agnes Berry and the Pledge of Alle​giance to the Flag.
MINUTES OF PLANNING & ZONING COMMISSION MEETING OF NOVEMBER 8, 2007:
Commissioner  Jo Ann Heim  moved to APPROVE the minutes as amended.  In the November 8, 2007 meeting, Vice-Chairman Stults called the meeting to order instead of Chairman Micham.  Commis​sioner Roland Stults SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a unanimous voice vote of 6 to 0.
Dianne Pacewicz swore in staff, Bill Wiley and Mike Miller.
Bill Wiley, Planning & Zoning Manager, informed the audience of the rules of participation and the need to sign the speaker’s registry.  
Chairman Marc Micham read into the record the case continued to a future meeting, case #079-6-120607 – ECP Holding, LLC - Vacate.  Commissioner Roland Stults moved to APPROVE the continuance as requested.  Commissioner Agnes Berry SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a unanimous voice vote of 6 to 0.
Bill Wiley introduced Cindy Steele, a new hire of the Planning & Zoning staff, who will be taking over the administrative duties during the Planning Commission meetings.

PUBLIC HEARING CASE #076-1-120607 – TOM GRIZZARD –REQUEST FOR         OVERLAY ZONING DISTRICT -PENTHOUSES AT BEVERLY HARBORS
REQUEST FOR A RECOMMENDATION TO THE CITY COMMISSION FOR PLANNED DEVELOPMENT OVERLAY ZONING DISTRICT ON APPROXIMATELY 2.5 ACRES TO PERMIT THE CONSTRUCTION OF 13 RESIDENTIAL CONDOMINIUM UNITS IN THE R-3 (HIGH DENSITY RESIDENTIAL) ZONING DISTRICT, FOR PROPERTY GENERALLY LOCATED ALONG BEVERLY HARBOR DRIVE, WEST OF NORTHSHORE DRIVE., AS LEGALLY DESCRIBED. SEC. 14 TWP. 19S, RGE. 24E. (TENTATIVE CITY 

COMMISSION DATES JANUARY 10 AND JANUARY 24, 2008)
Bill Wiley, Planning & Zoning Manager, presented exhibits, which in​cluded the application, general location map, staff summary, departmental review summary, staff recommendations, and aerial photos. 

Mike Miller, Planner, presented the overhead visuals including the general location map, aerial map and surrounding property photos.  Mr. Miller stated that some of the subject property is located in wetlands and flood zone.  
Bill Wiley reviewed and summarized the request and stated staff request approval as follows:

· The project shall contain a maximum of 13 single-family units on approximately 2.5 acres at a gross density not to exceed 5.2 units per acre.
· The minimum development standards shall be those required for the R-3 High Density Residential district except as amended by this agreement.
· The external architecture of the buildings at a minimum shall incorporate the design elements of the elevation submitted with the Conceptual Plan. Variations with similar characterizes may be approved by the Planning Manager.

· Maximum building height shall not exceed three (3) stories or 40 feet.

· Primary vehicular access to the project site shall be provided by Beverly Harbor Drive with a secondary access from Regency Court.  Other potential accesses such as to the north will be reviewed during the Development Review Committee process.

Tom Grizzard, the applicant, sworn in by Dianne Pacewicz, brought a visual of what the project would look like.
Ronald Nowark, resident of Regency Court, sworn in by Dianne Pacewicz, stated that Regency Court Drive will not support truck traffic because of the width of street.  He also said that there is an Oak tree on Regency Court Drive and the branches hang into the area where one of the homes is planning to go and asked what would happen to the tree.  


Mr. Grizzard said that the tree will remain but will probably be trimmed to accommodate the building. 
Commissioner Roland Stults made a motion to APPROVE case #076-1-120607 Tom Grizzard – Request for Overlay Zoning District – Penthouses at Beverly Harbors.  Commissioner Jo Ann Heim SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a voice vote of 6 to 0.  
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
