MINUTES OF PLANNING & ZONING COMMISSION MEETING OF NOVEMBER 8, 2007:
Commissioner  Jo Ann Heim  moved to APPROVE the minutes as amended.  In the November 8, 2007 meeting, Vice-Chairman Stults called the meeting to order instead of Chairman Micham.  Commis​sioner Roland Stults SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a unanimous voice vote of 6 to 0.
Dianne Pacewicz swore in staff, Bill Wiley and Mike Miller.
Bill Wiley, Planning & Zoning Manager, informed the audience of the rules of participation and the need to sign the speaker’s registry.  
Chairman Marc Micham read into the record the case continued to a future meeting, case #079-6-120607 – ECP Holding, LLC - Vacate.  Commissioner Roland Stults moved to APPROVE the continuance as requested.  Commissioner Agnes Berry SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a unanimous voice vote of 6 to 0.

PUBLIC HEARING CASE #083-1-120607 – PAQUETTE DEVELOPMENT, PAQCO SHOP FACILITY-REZONING
REQUEST FOR A RECOMMENDATION TO THE CITY COMMISSION FOR REZONING OF APPROXIMATELY 5.56 ACRES FROM C-3 (HIGHWAY COMMERCIAL) AND M-1 (INDUSTRIAL) TO CIP (COMMERCIAL INDUSTRIAL PLANNED) DISTRICT, FOR PROPERTY GENERALLY LOCATED NORTH AND WEST OF THE INTERSECTION OF STATE ROAD 44 AND WEBER AVENUE, AS LEGALLY DESCRIBED. SEC. 29 TWP. 19S, RGE. 24E. (TENTATIVE CITY COMMISSION DATES JANUARY 10 AND JANUARY 24, 2008)
Bill Wiley, Planning & Zoning Manager, presented exhibits, which in​cluded the application, general location map, staff summary, departmental review summary, staff recommendations, and aerial photos. 

Dan Miller, Senior Planner, presented the overhead visuals including the general location map, aerial map and surrounding property photos.  Mr. Miller stated that very little in the southwest corner of the subject property in is located in wetlands and flood zone.

Bill Wiley reviewed and summarized the request and stated staff request approval as follows:

· Staff recommends approval of the proposed rezoning subject to the CIP (Commercial/ Industrial Planned) Planned Development conditions and contingent upon the City Commission adoption of a Small Scale Comprehensive Plan amendment for the northern parcel.
Jay Paquette, applicant, sworn in by Dianne Pacewicz, stated that Billy Nelson owes the 30 feet of the land that separates Pacqo and this piece of land, and that he will need to get permission to get the access.
Commissioner Clell Coleman made a motion to APPROVE case #0083-1-120607 – Paquette Development, Paqco Shop Facility - Rezoning.  Commissioner Wylie Hamilton SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a voice vote of 6 to 0.
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
