HEARD PRESENTATION ON COMPREHENSIVE ANNUAL FINANCIAL REPORT BY JERRY HANDLEY, PURVIS GRAY & COMPANY





Jerry Handley, of Purvis Gray & Company, presented the year-ending September 30, 2007 audit report and financial statements.  Mr. Handley stated governmental funds are all funds except enterprise funds. The City saw an improvement in its financial position in both governmental and enterprise fund activities. Mr. Handley noted one finding regarding construction work in process and the need to balance the work orders to the control totals in the general ledger.  Mr. Handley also noted one technical violation of the City’s cash policy as the reserves are less than the percentage required.  City staff has responded to each of these items.
Mayor Christian questioned if staff’s response to the cash reserve policy was sufficient. Mr. Handley stated this technical violation resulted from the setting up of special funds.  

Mr. Handley complimented Finance Director (FD) Jerry Boop and his staff on a fine job.   FD Boop stated the Finance Department has worked very hard to get back on cycle.
HEARD PRESENTATION ON VETERANS MEMORIAL PROJECT IN LEESBURG FOUNTAIN LAKE PARK BY ARTHUR CANALE 






Arthur Canale, veteran, requested approval to use approximately sixty feet of land in Fountain Lake Park for this memorial.  Mr. Canale showed a layout of the memorial (available for review in the City Clerk’s office). The theme is all Veterans Memorial Park.  Mr. Canale noted names of part-time residents of Leesburg will be placed on bricks while permanent residents will be placed on the monument. No trees will be removed.  Once Mr. Canale has the authority to build on the land, he will obtain firm costs.  Mr. Canale noted he has 53 veterans’ chapters backing him.  
Commissioner Puckett moved to approve a letter of intent to allow use of the land for a veterans’ memorial.  Commissioner Knowles seconded the motion.  

Commissioner Henderson requested clarification on the placement of names and who will determine the names to be considered.  Mr. Canale stated only honorable discharged veterans are able to belong to a veterans chapter.  The temporary residents don’t pay taxes so will not be included on the wall, but will be allowed to purchase bricks.  Commissioner Henderson stated she was expecting something much smaller than what is being proposed.  Commissioner Henderson noted a design committee was previously suggested.  Each member of the Commissioner was to select two people for the committee; but this has not happened.
Commissioner Polk questioned the members of what organizations will be included.  Mr. Canale stated all the people included on the memorial will be people from this area.  Mr. Canale suggested a charge of $100 per name.

Commissioner Henderson suggested one building could be used by the Boy Scouts and Girl Scouts.  

Mayor Christian stated staff does not do a good job at promoting the use of these facilities.  Staff should work with the Boy Scouts and Girls Scouts to get these buildings back in shape.  DPWD Feagle stated staff is working with a group in town for re-roofing of the Boy Scout building.
DPWD Feagle noted the immediate concern with the Girl Scout building is the possibility of the windows shattering.

The consensus of the Commission is to move forward with researching and evaluating possible donation sources to repair the Girl Scout building.

CM Evans stated this budget season is different than most due to financial constraints. The Capital Improvement Plan will be presented with the budget.   
ROLL CALL:

Commissioner Knowles – invited Commissioner Bill Polk to join him on the radio at  12:30 p.m

Commissioner Puckett – stated he does not want the term “snowbirds” used in connection with the Veterans Memorial.  Veterans are veterans.
Commissioner Polk – stated Martin Boyd contacted him about parking on Main Street. Since the opening of the produce stand, people have been parking in his private parking lot so he would like to have a parking ordinance put in place. Deputy City Manager Ed Smyth stated issues on private property need to be worked out through the landowners’ attorneys.   CA Morrison recommended Mr. Boyd put up the signs to enforce parking.  DCM Smyth stated he will look into a parking ordinance after Bikefest.  
Commissioner Polk stated the Commission previously discussed the TV station at length.  Commissioner Polk noted he has received a lot of calls about the TV station being used as a political enemy.  Recently Commissioner David Knowles and former Commissioner Bob Lovell were talking about problems created by Lauren Ritchey and other commissioners. Commissioner Polk stated he does not feel the TV station should be used for those discussions.  CM Evans stated programming has never been established in a formal method. Programming has developed as space has been needed to be filled.  CM Evans stated he is the decision.  The City has had the radio program for quite sometime and putting the program onto the TV station seemed to be a natural fit.  Commissioner Polk stated public service is talking about what is going on within the City, not cutting down each other.  Commissioner Polk stated the TV stations needs to have different programming or he will find a way to remove it from the air. Commissioner Knowles stated he has asked every commissioner to come to join the radio station and offer free speech. Attack interviews are not done on the radio station.  Interviews are always very cordial, light, and funny.  Commissioner Knowles stated he is not able to direct former commissioner Lovell’s comments, but 99% of the comments are about Leesburg.    

Commissioner Polk left the meeting at 7:31 p.m.
Mayor Christian – noted there is a need to monitor what is on the TV station.  Mayor Christian suggested giving Commissioner Polk a copy of the show so he can see what was said.  The Commission may want to put together a list of what is appropriate programming to include on the TV station. Many wonderful things are being done in the City.  Need to protect that.
Commissioner Henderson commented staff requests items from other cities and the County, not just Leesburg.
