Subject:	Resolution authorizing Change Order 1 with Hewitt Contracting Company, Inc. for the Runway 13/31 Extension Project at Leesburg International Airport


Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of Change Order 1 with Hewitt Contracting Company, Inc.

Analysis:
Hewitt Contracting Company, Inc. has a contract with the City of Leesburg for $2,446,189.87 to construct Phase I of the Runway 13/31 Extension Project.  Phase I includes the addition of 300 feet of runway, a run-up area and a 500 feet wide by 1,000 feet long overrun safety area at the end of runway 13.  Change Order 1 reflects additional project costs related to changes the City was required to make as part of the project permitting process with St. Johns River Water Management District, and costs for an additional directional bore.  The items on the change order are as follows:

1. Item 1, Landscape Buffer – This item was added after the bidding process but before construction began.  The buffer includes planting upland type shrubs along the southeast edge of the Runway 13 overrun safety area.  Adding these plants reduced the overall mitigation costs to this project by an estimated $350,000.00.
2. Item 2 and 3 – 30” Class III RCP Culverts – This item was also added after the bidding process and involves connecting Barrow Area 1 to the drainage ditch adjacent to the railroad bed.  This item reduces wetland impact and, therefore, also reduced mitigation costs.
3. Item 4, Directional Boring – This item will add 600’ of displaced threshold at the end of Runway 13 by allowing conduit to be installed for end of runway lights.  This change will allow aircraft to use the entire length of R-13 for departure, but only 4,400’ for landing.  Take-off distance is critical for larger aircraft.  


Options:
1. Approve Change Order 1 with Hewitt Construction Company, Inc. for the Runway 13/31 Extension Project; or
2.  Such alternative action as the Commission may deem appropriate 

Fiscal Impact:  
The total cost of Change Order 1 is $41,393.86.  Funding for this project is included in the Airport budget as part of the Capital Projects Fund. .  Grant funding of $40,359.01 from FAA (95%) and FDOT (2.5%) has been approved for this work.  The City’s cost will be $1,034.85.

Subject:	Resolution authorizing a Memorandum of Understanding between the City of Leesburg, other participating local governments and the St. Johns River Water Management District


Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the Memorandum of Understanding with St. Johns River Water Management District and other participating local governments.

Analysis:
On April 14, 2008, the City Commission authorized staff to initiate discussions with the participants in the Coquina Coast Desalination Alternative Water Project.  Staff was authorized to participate in the Preliminary Design Report phase of the project, with the provision that an appropriate Memorandum of Agreement would be brought back for final approval at such time as the costs were known.  

The attached Memorandum of Agreement provides the costs for Phase One of the Preliminary Design Report, the schedule of activities, and the scope of services involved.  The St. Johns River Water Management District will provide 30% of the total cost of the report and all of the costs of project administration, as noted in the attached schedule.  The City’s portion of the cost of Phase One is $126,798.00.  The schedule for Phase One provides for completion by November 20, 2009.  Funds for Phase One are available within the current adopted annual budget.

The Memorandum of Agreement provides that any participant may opt out of the Agreement prior to Phase Two, if they so desire after review of the findings of Phase One.  If a participant opts out, that participant will have no further financial obligations for the work performed under Phase Two.  Phase Two costs are not known at this time, because the scope of work to be performed under Phase Two is dependent upon the outcome of the study activity performed under Phase One and the findings reported.  The Agreement provides for a worst-case assumption, including contingencies of $1,084,131.00.  Prior to committing the City to Phase Two, staff will review the findings of Phase One with the Commission and make a recommendation with regard to further participation; the costs of Phase Two will also be finalized at that time.  

The schedule for Phase Two provides for the work to start in February, 2010 and be completed in February 2011.  Funding will be provided in future budgets for FY 2008-2009, FY 2009-2010, and FY 2010-2011, for the eventuality that the City may participate in Phase Two.

Each entity is asked to adopt the Memorandum of Agreement by the end of June, 2008 in order to secure the St. Johns River Water Management District cost share for the upcoming fiscal year.

1. Approve the Memorandum of Agreement in the amount of $126,798.00 for Phase One as presented;   or;
2.  Such alternative action as the Commission may deem appropriate 

Fiscal Impact:  
The City has committed to participation in an Alternative Water Source Preliminary Design Report and has provided funding of $250,000.00 for the first year of three in the current adopted budget.  The amount of this authorization, if approved, is $126,798.00.

Subject:	Resolution authorizing acceptance of ownership and maintenance of twelve sanitary lift stations in Royal Highlands subdivision


Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of acceptance of ownership and maintenance of twelve sanitary lift stations in Royal Highlands subdivision.

Analysis:
The original documents (dating from the mid-1990’s) that provided for connection by Royal Highlands subdivision to the City’s sanitary collection and treatment system also required Royal Highlands Home Owners Association to operate and maintain all lift stations except the master lift station at the entrance to Royal Highlands.  In addition, a separate agreement required payment of certain presumed operating costs on a monthly basis.  The intent was that the developer would bear the cost of operation and maintenance, as well as offset some operating costs of a system that was single-purpose – i.e., provided service only to Royal Highlands subdivision.  The agreement also provided that the developer would recover construction costs through a rebate of impact fees on a periodic basis.  The City fulfilled this obligation several years ago.  The subdivision has been built out and the HOA was conveyed to the residents.

The HOA approached the City some time ago with a request to consider taking over ownership and operations and maintenance of the lift stations in the subdivision.  Staff inspected the lift stations and required some rehab and repairs as a condition of acceptance.  The Royal Highlands HOA budgeted for the work and completed it in a timely fashion.  The contractor they used for the work is one which has also performed work for the City in a satisfactory and professional manner.

Under present-day utility standards, the City no longer allows privately owned subdivision systems to connect to the City’s central sewer system.  The reason for this is that such private systems are often poorly maintained and badly operated because of the expense to the residents.  In addition, the purpose of the original agreement is no longer valid for two reasons:  First, the connection is no longer a single-purpose connection because others have connected in the intervening fourteen years or so; second, the City has, in effect, purchased the lift stations through rebates of impact fees to the developer.  Lastly, the City’s wastewater rates are based upon a presumption that the City owns and operates a central sewer system, including lift stations; requiring the HOA to operate and maintain the lift stations effectively causes them to incur excess costs over and above their normal wastewater bills.  Arguably, this is unfair to our customers in Royal Highlands.

The City’s liability is the additional cost of operation (primarily electric costs) and the future cost of periodic repair and replacement as the stations go through their normal life cycle.  The latter typically calls for pump and motor replacement at approximately fifteen years, with a complete rehab of the lift station at approximately thirty years.

The Royal Highlands HOA has acted responsibly and capably with regard to their ownership and maintenance responsibilities.  They have rehabbed and repaired the lift stations to bring them to an acceptable condition;  as a result, the stations are in relatively new condition.  Therefore, the stations can be incorporated into the City’s routine maintenance system with relatively little cost; the costs that are incurred are offset by utility rate design.  

The time is appropriate for the Royal Highlands HOA to transfer ownership of the twelve lift stations to the City.  The HOA has prepared legal descriptions for the lift station parcels; these are under review by the City Attorney, including appropriate title work.  After recording, these will be formally presented to Commission for acceptance as usual.  As is our practice, a formal Warranty Deed and Bill of Sale will also be presented to Commission to formally convey the lift station assets to the City.  The purpose of this request is to authorize staff to proceed with these actions to formally convey the twelve lift stations to the City.

Options:
1.  Authorize staff to accept ownership and operation of twelve lift stations in Royal Highlands subdivision, or; 
2.  Such alternative action as the Commission may deem appropriate 

Fiscal Impact:  
In the short term, the City will incur additional costs of electric service for the lift stations.  This cost will be absorbed by the wastewater fund in its normal operating lines and is offset by wastewater charges to the Royal Highlands customers.  Over the longer term, the City will incur repair and replacement costs for the lift stations as they proceed through their normal life cycle.  These costs will be funded from Repair and Replacement funds as appropriate.

Staff Recommendation:

Analysis: 
The City of Leesburg has two Developments of Regional Impact (DRI), Secret Promise and Renaissance Trails, which are currently undergoing the review process.  This review process includes participation by several agencies at the local, regional, and state level.  Since transportation impacts are a major part of the review process, the Lake-Sumter Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO), a regional transportation planning organization in which the City is a full member, is best equipped to review, analyze, and develop recommended transportation mitigation and Development Order conditions for the DRIs.

Options:

Fiscal Impact:
Utilization of the MPO for the coordinated review and analysis of the transportation impacts of the DRIs will result in significant cost savings to the City and assure strong cross-jurisdictional coordination. Analysis:
On May 27, 2008 the Carver Heights and Vicinity CRA Board approved a resolution authorizing CRA funding of $240,000 for the Kristen Court Project contingent on a commitment by the Leesburg City Commission to seek $1.5 million in advance funding for CRA projects that will be paid by future tax increment revenues received by the CRA.  

The $1.5 million will be used to acquire property, build senior housing, improve sidewalks, streetlights and develop underground utilities.    The CRA anticipates that revenues over the next eight years will provide sufficient funding to meet the debt service for a $1.5 million loan.

Options:
1.  Agree to receive funding of $240,000 for the Kristen Court Project in exchange for a commitment by the City Commission to seek $1.5 million in advance funding for CRA projects to be repaid by future tax increment revenues received by the CRA; or

Staff Recommendation:

Subject:	Ordinance Amending the City of Leesburg Police Officers’ Retirement Fund


Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the ordinance amending the Police Officers’ Retirement Fund; amending Section 2: Membership, Section 20: Domestic Relations Orders and Retiree Directed Payments. 

Analysis:
The following changes to the existing Police Officers’ Retirement Fund are submitted for approval:
1. Section 2, Membership, has been amended to provide for an Opt-In Window for police officers who had previously opted to not become members of the system.  It allows them to purchase years of credited service with no cost to the plan, with a benefit rate of 2.0% and will consider those officers as new employees for purposes of applying the presumptions for in-line-of-duty disability benefits. 
2. Section 20, Exemption from Execution, Non-assignability, has been amended to add the requirement that members who are involved in a divorce will provide a copy of the proposed court order to the Board for review prior to submitting it to the Court.  This review will avoid the entry of an order requiring the plan to make payments to an ex-spouse which are not legally permissible and avoid possible expenses to the Board in seeking the repeal of any such orders. This amendment also allows a retiree to direct retirement benefit deductions for payments to the City or to insurance companies for benefits such as health insurance.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, AMENDING CHAPTER 17, PENSIONS AND RETIREMENT, ARTICLE IV, POLICE OFFICERS’ RETIREMENT FUND, OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG; AMENDING SECTION 2, MEMBERSHIP; AMENDING SECTION 20, EXEMPTION FROM EXECUTION, NON-ASSIGNABILITY; PROVIDING FOR CODIFICATION; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY OF PROVISIONS; REPEALING ALL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT HEREWITH; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA;
SECTION 1:  That Chapter 17, Pensions and Retirement, Article IV, Police Officers’ Retirement Fund, of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Leesburg, is hereby amended by amending Section 2, Membership, to read as follows:
SECTION 2:  MEMBERSHIP.
1.	Conditions of Eligibility.
All Police Officers as of the Effective Date, excepting those previously declining participation in this System, and all future Police Officers, shall become Members of this System as a condition of employment.
2.	Opt-In Window.
Any currently employed Police Officer as of the effective date who has previously opted not to become a Member of the System, may, within one (1) year of the effective date of the ordinance adopting this subsection, elect to enter the System and such Police Officer opting-in may purchase prior years of Credited Service as a Police Officer pursuant to Section 26, but the benefit accrual rate for any years purchased shall be two percent (2%).  For purposes of applying the presumptions for in-line-of-duty disability benefits, such Member shall be considered a new Police Officer.


 3.	Designation of Beneficiary.
Each Police Officer shall complete a form prescribed by the Board designating a Beneficiary or Beneficiaries.
SECTION 2:  That Chapter 17, Pensions and Retirement, Article IV, Police Officers’ Retirement Fund, of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Leesburg, is hereby amended by amending Section 20, Exemption From Execution, Non-Assignability, to read as follows:

SECTION 20:	DOMESTIC RELATIONS ORDERS; RETIREE DIRECTED PAYMENTS; EXEMPTION FROM EXECUTION, NON-ASSIGNABILITY.

1.	Domestic Relations Orders.
A.	Prior to the entry of any domestic relations order which affects or purports to affect the System's responsibility in connection with the payment of benefits of a Retiree, the Member or Retiree shall submit the proposed order to the Board for review to determine whether the System may legally honor the order.
B.	If a domestic relations order is not submitted to the Board for review prior to entry of the order, and the System is ordered to take action that it may not legally take, and the System expends administrative or legal fees in resolving the matter, the Member or Retiree who submits such an order will be required to reimburse the System for its expenses in connection with the order.
2.	Retiree Directed Payments.
The Board may, upon written request by a Retiree or by a dependent, when authorized by a Retiree or the Retiree's Beneficiary, authorize the System to withhold from the monthly retirement payment those funds that are necessary to pay for the benefits being received through the  City, to pay the certified bargaining agent of the City, to make payments to insurance companies for insurance premiums if permitted by Chapter 185, Florida Statutes and to make any payments for child support or alimony.

3.	Exemption from Execution, Non-Assignability.
Except as otherwise provided by law, the pensions, annuities, or any other benefits accrued or accruing to any person under the provisions of this ordinance and the Accumulated Contributions and the cash securities in the Fund created under this ordinance are hereby exempted from any state, county or municipal tax and shall not be subject to execution, attachment, garnishment or any legal process whatsoever and shall be unassignable.
SECTION 3:  Specific authority is hereby granted to codify and incorporate this Ordinance in the existing Code of Ordinances of the City of Leesburg.
SECTION 4:  All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances in conflict herewith be and the same are hereby repealed.
SECTION 5:  If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase of this ordinance, or the particular application thereof shall be held invalid by any court, administrative agency, or other body with appropriate jurisdiction, the remaining section, subsection, sentences, clauses, or phrases under application shall not be affected thereby.
SECTION 6:  That this Ordinance shall be effective upon adoption.

SUBJECT:	Ordinance for annexation for Saad and Sayf Enterprises, LLC property


Staff Recommendation
The Planning staff recommends approval of the proposed annexation for the Saad and Sayf Enterprises, LLC property.

Analysis
The property owner submitted an application for annexation of approximately 1.09 acres of land generally located east of US Highway 27 and south of Highland Lakes Boulevard, as shown on the attached General Location Map. The present zoning for this property is County C-1 (Neighborhood Commercial). Currently, the property is undeveloped and the proposed use is medical offices. 

Staff evaluated the area relative to additional property that could be annexed into the City to allow for a more regular city limit/city service boundary. State Statute 171.0413(6) provides for the City to initiate annexations with the consent of at least 50% of the property owners. Staff determined that additional property could not be annexed at this time because adjacent property is developed residentially.

Also on the agenda for this meeting is the rezoning of this property, which is recommended for approval by the Planning Commission. A small scale comprehensive plan amendment is also on the agenda for this meeting.
                                     
City water and wastewater utilities are available in the area. The developer is responsible for all cost and construction to make the necessary extension and hook-ups to City utilities in accordance with City requirements. Police and fire services are presently provided in this area and impacts on the provision of these services are estimated to be minimal.

Options: 
1.	Approve the requested annexation. This will give the City jurisdiction over the use and development of the subject site and provide for application of City standards to this property.
2.	Disapprove the proposed annexation and allow the development to remain in the County.

SUBJECT:	Ordinance for rezoning for Fitzgerald Johnson property


Staff Recommendation:  
The Planning staff and Planning Commission recommend approval of the proposed rezoning for the subject property from City M-1 (Industrial) to City R-2 (Medium Density Residential).	

Analysis: 
The project site is approximately .19 acre.  The property is generally located on the corner of Bradford Avenue and North Chester Street, as shown on the attached General Location Map. The present zoning for this property is City M-1 (Industrial). Currently, the property is the site of a burned single family residence, and the proposed use is new single family residence. The surrounding zoning designations are City R-2 (Medium Density Residential) to the north and City M-1 (Industrial) to the east, south and west.

The proposed zoning district of R-2 (Medium Density Residential) is compatible with properties to the north, south and west that have an existing City future land use designation of Low Density. 

The existing land uses surrounding the property are single and multi-family residential and industrial uses.

Development of the parcel shall require reconnection to City utilities at the owner’s expense.

By a vote of 6 to 0, the Planning Commission voted to recommend approval.

Subject:	Natural Gas Energy Conservation Adjustment Rate 



The Natural Gas Energy Conservation Adjustment rate was established to provide funding for our natural gas incentive program.  We have just finished our eighth complete fiscal year of operations since this rate was established. We now have financial information indicating a change in the rate is necessary to provide this funding. 

Ordinance No. 99-68 requires that the rate be adjusted any time the over or under recovery of expenses exceeds or is projected to exceed $50,000.  Staff is recommending that the current rate be decreased to $.000 from $.050 per therm until such time as the financial data indicates that another adjustment is required. 

This adjustment requires the approval of the City Manager and must be reported to the City Commission at the first regularly scheduled Commission meeting following the adjustment.  Therefore, staff is requesting City Manager approval and that notice be provided to the City Commission at the next regularly scheduled Commission meeting. 
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
