PUBLIC HEARING CASE #051-0-060508 WEST LEESBURG CDC OFFICE COMPLEX, SMALL SCALE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN AMENDMENT


REQUEST FOR A RECOMMENDATION TO THE CITY COMMISSION FOR A     SMALL SCALE COMP PLAN AMENDMENT TO THE FUTURE LAND USE MAP DESIGNATION FROM LOW DENSITY RESIDENTIAL TO INSTITUTIONAL OF APPROXIMATELY 0.5 ACRES, FOR PROPERTY GENERALLY LOCATED  EAST OF BEECHER STREET AND NORTH OF BRADFORD AVENUE AS LEGALLY DESCRIBED SEC.22, TWP 19S, RGE 24E. (TENTATIVE CITY COMMISSION DATES JULY 14, 2008 AND JULY 28, 2008)
Bill Wiley, Community Development Director, entered exhibits into the record for this case and Case 050-1-060508, which in​cluded the application, staff summary, departmental review summary, staff recommendations, general location map, aerial, maps, and photos.  
Dan Miller, Senior Planner, presented the overhead visuals including the maps, aerial and photos for both cases.    

Mr. Wiley reviewed and summarized the request and stated staff’s recommendation as follows:

· This project meets the requirements of Chapter 163.3187(1)(c) Florida Statutes, for small-scale comprehensive plan amendments.

· The proposed Future Land Use Designation of Institutional is compatible with the adjacent   property to the west also designated Institutional and does not appear to create adverse impact on properties to the north, south and east that are designated Low Density.

· The proposed zoning district of P (Public) is compatible with zoning of adjacent property also designated P (Public) and does not appear to create an adverse impact on adjacent properties zoned R-2 (Medium Density Residential).

· The proposed future land use designation for the site is consistent with the City’s Growth Management Plan, Future Land Use Element, Goal I, Objective 1.6. 

· Vote to approve the small-scale comprehensive plan designation of City Institutional and forward to the City Commission for consideration.

Mr. Greg Beliveau, LPG Urban and Regional Planners, sworn in by Lynda Nehring, represented the
Carver Heights Community Redevelopment Authority (CRA) for this case.

Commissioner Lukich asked if the Carver Heights CRA planned to keep the temporary trailers on

site.

Mr. Beliveau stated that the mobiles were built to commercial standards and the intent is to rehab the mobiles and bring them up to code, put in landscaping and buffers and construct a parking lot. Mr. Beliveau stated that a site plan has been filed for this project.
Commissioner Donald Lukich made a motion to APPROVE case #051-0-060508 West Leesburg CDC Office Complex, Small Scale Comprehensive Plan Amendment.  Commissioner Jo Ann Heim SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a voice vote of 6 to 0.  

Chairman Micham noted for the record that Commissioner Berry excused herself from voting on this case and case 050-1-060508 due to a conflict of interest.  Mrs. Berry is a board member for the Carver Heights CRA.
