PUBLIC HEARING CASE #052-1-071008 – METRO STEELE FABRICATION, REZONING
REQUEST FOR A RECOMMENDATION TO THE CITY COMMISSION FOR REZONING OF APPROXIMATELY 1.55 ACRES FROM M-1 (INDUSTRIAL) TO CIP (COMMERCIAL/INDUSTRIAL PLANNED) FOR PROPERTY GENERALLY LOCATED AT THE NORTHEAST CORNER OF EAST MAIN STREET AND CLOUD STREET AS LEGALLY DESCRIBED. SEC. 26, TWP. 19S, RGE. 24E. (TENTATIVE CITY COMMISSION DATES AUGUST 11, 2008 AND AUGUST 25, 2008)

Bill Wiley, Community Development Director, entered the exhibits into the record, which in​cluded the application, general location map, staff summary, departmental review summary, staff recommendations, aerial, maps and photos.  
Dan Miller, Senior Planner presented the overhead visuals including the general location map, aerial map, future land use, surrounding zoning and land uses, wetlands & flood zones, surrounding property photos and conceptual site plan.  

Bill Wiley reviewed and summarized the request and stated staff’s recommendation as follows:

· Subject to the “Metro Steel Office and Fabrication Shop CIP (Commercial/Industrial Planned) Planned Development Conditions” attached hereto as Exhibit A, dated July 10, 2008.

· Permitted Uses shall be as follows: Metal fabrication shop and associated uses, Offices uses in conjunction with metal fabrication, and Vehicular parking in conjunction with the above uses.

· Uses prohibited shall be as follows: All other uses not specifically listed herein. 

· A minimum of twenty (20) percent of the site shall be developed as open space, including retention area, buffer and landscaped areas. Parking areas and vehicle access areas shall not be considered in calculating open space. 

Judd Dickerson, applicant, sworn in by Debbie Blair, stated that right now they are at (19) percent open space and will be shaving some of the parking lot on Main Street side to reach the (20) percent.

There was no further case discussion.

Commissioner Donald Lukich made a motion to APPROVE case #052-1-071008 – Metro Steele Fabrication. Commissioner Jo Ann Heim SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a voice vote of 5 to 0.
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
