Subject:	Resolution Approving a Memorandum of Agreement with Partners Investing in People (PIP) for the Leesburg Weed and Seed Program


Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the agreement with Partners Investing in People for the Leesburg Weed and Seed program.

Analysis:
The Weed and Seed program is a United States Department of Justice program that assists local  governments, neighborhoods, and community-based organizations in developing Weed and Seed strategies under the authority of the Omnibus Crime and Control Safe Streets Act of 1968 (OCCSSA).  The OCCSSA aims to prevent, control, and reduce violent crime, drug abuse, and gang activity in neighborhoods with persistent high levels of serious violent crime and corresponding social problems.  The operative strategy of this initiative incorporates a community-based, comprehensive multi-agency approach to law enforcement, crime prevention, and neighborhood restoration.
This program recognizes that the redeployment of existing community resources can achieve significant and sustainable change in consistently high crime neighborhoods.  The City of Leesburg has partnered with a number of community groups and individuals with the common goal of significantly reducing violent crime and narcotics activity in the following two communities:   
East Service Area – Located within the corporate limits of the City of Leesburg, this area is an irregularly shaped area bounded on the North by Lake Griffin; on the East by Dixie Avenue/Newell Hill Road; on the South by Dixie Avenue; and on the West by Palmetto Street.  (See map attachment for details)
West Service Area – Located within the corporate limits of the City of Leesburg, this area is an irregularly shaped area bounded on the North by the City Limits; on the East by Citrus Boulevard; on the South by West Main Street; and on the West by the City Limits west of County Road 466.  (See map attachment for details)

This initiative will consist of law enforcement operations and strong community engagement to suppress criminal activities, empower residents to build safer neighborhoods, and facilitate the implementation of highly-effective, sustainable restorative strategies.  In addition to these weed activities, the City will also provide education and services, currently being offered citywide, in a specifically targeted manner within the two service areas.

MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT 
Weed and Seed Site
Leesburg, Florida 

WHEREAS, The Weed and Seed program is under the administration of the Community Capacity Development Office (CCDO) in the Office of Justice Programs (OJP), United States Department of Justice.  CCDO assists States, units of local governments, neighborhoods and community-based organizations in developing Weed and Seed strategies under the authority of the Omnibus Crime and Control Safe Streets Act of 1968 (42 U.S.C. 3712 § 103 to 105);  and 
WHEREAS, This initiative aims to prevent, control, and reduce violent crime, drug abuse, and gang activity.  Its operative strategy incorporates a community-based, comprehensive multi-agency approach to law enforcement, crime prevention, and neighborhood restoration.  It is designed for neighborhoods with persistent high levels of serious violent crime and corresponding social problems.  Weed and Seed Communities (WSC) are developed in partnership with many local organizations—including the United States Attorney’s Office (USAO)—in order to reduce crime and improve the quality of life in a community.  Partnering entities are required to primarily draw on and redeploy existing public and private resources in crafting problem resolution rather than focusing on limited discretionary Federal grant funds; and 
WHEREAS, The strategy recognizes the importance of involving community residents intimately familiar with local community conditions, and community decision-makers who have the responsibility, authority and control of existing community public and private resources. These groups must work together in identifying and solving the problems in their neighborhoods, and by initiating the actions necessary to address related social problems that without proper intervention often lead to violent crime, drug abuse, and gang activity; and 
WHEREAS, Recognizing that only with the redeployment of existing community resources can significant and sustainable change be achieved in consistently high crime neighborhoods, the City of Leesburg has embraced the community’s common goal of significantly reducing violent crime and narcotics activity in the following community:   
East Service Area – Located within the corporate limits of the City of Leesburg, this area is an irregularly shaped area bounded on the North by Lake Griffin; on the East by Dixie Avenue/Newell Hill Road; on the South by Dixie Avenue; and on the West by Palmetto Street.  (See map attachment for details.)
West Service Area – Located within the corporate limits of the City of Leesburg, this area is an irregularly shaped area bounded on the North by the City Limits; on the East by Citrus Boulevard; on the South by West Main Street; and on the West by the City Limits west of County Road 466.  (See map attachment for details.)
WHEREAS, This initiative will consist of law enforcement operations and strong community engagement to suppress criminal activities, empower residents to build safer neighborhoods and facilitate the implementation of highly-effective, sustainable restorative strategies.

GENERAL UNDERSTANDINGS, AGREEMENTS AND REQUIREMENTS
A. The Steering Committee, as the governing body of the Weed and Seed program organization, will meet at a set date and time to be established by the members, in accordance with the PIP Policies & Procedures.
B. The parties will be responsible for the creation and execution of their operations in the target areas.
C. All parties will work to ensure that programs initially developed by the Steering Committee will be operationally transferred and integrated into existing public or private organizations as soon as possible - throughout the life of the project – in order to achieve sustainability and enable the Steering Committee to maintain its design, planning and development functions.
D. Due to investigative sensitivities, specific and detailed information relative to law enforcement operations, including individual suspects and targets, will generally not be shared outside of the law enforcement partnership.  
E. The City of Leesburg will submit routine progress reports to the Chairperson of the Steering Committee as required, to comply with the initiative’s overall reporting requirements as well as to capture information for evaluation purposes.    
SPECIFIC UNDERSTANDINGS, AGREEMENTS AND REQUIREMENTS
WEED EFFORTS

 Law Enforcement 
The Leesburg Police Department agrees to provide the following: 
1. Provide police officers for joint operations with the U. S. Drug enforcement  Agency, Alcohol Tobacco and Firearms, the U.S. Marshall’s Officer, the U. S. Attorney’s Office, the Lake County Sheriff’s Office, and other local law enforcement agencies in the Weed and Seed areas;
2. Proactively enforce code violations and minimum housing standards;
3. Proactively enforce litter and illegal dumping laws;
4. Assign vice officers to target/arrest drug dealers and users on a priority basis;
5. Assign Community Services Officer to develop and implement crime prevention programs;
6. Give priority to Weed and Seed area in the deployment and utilization of K-9 teams to support drug interdiction;
7. Use crime analysis to examine crime trends in the Weed and Seed site; 
8. Assign officers to work and support other operations the in Weed and Seed site.

Community Policing 
The Leesburg Police Department agrees to provide the following: 
The Leesburg Police Department is committed to community policing strategies within the Weed and Seed site and agrees to work vigilantly with Lake County Sheriff's Office and other organizations to curb truancy and be an active part of mentoring programs;
1. Recruit qualified applicants within the proposed site;
2. Participate in neighborhood cleanups, cookouts, meetings and sporting events;
3. Continue the citizens police academy initiative;
4. Promote crime watch initiatives and educating crime prevention (CEPTED);
5. Educate business owners about crime prevention, improve quality of life issues that contribute to neighborhood decay (repair pot holes, trim over grown trees,  prompt removal of bulk trash, ect.), and
6. Support the neighborhood accountability board which  diverts youth from being formally charged with a crime, while still holding them accountable for their actions; and
7. Continue the "adopt an apartment complex" project (officers assigned to multi-housing units as liaisons to managers).
SEED EFFORTS 
Neighborhood Restoration 
The City of Leesburg agrees to provide: 
1. Educate the public about illegal dumping and the hazards it causes to the 		environment;
2. Participate in neighborhood cleanups;
3. Participate in community meetings and provide feedback about 			minimum housing standards; and
4. Educate the public about code enforcement, legal process, and the			responsibilities of property owners.
5. Provide first-time home buyer education, re-establish credit, down 	      	      payment assistance,  mortgage approvals, and maintain partnerships with local furniture retail companies to  donate one room of furniture  to a qualified buyer per quarter; and
6. Remodel Kristen Court Villas for resale as low income homes, formerly a high crime area within the target area.
SAFE HAVEN
1. The City of Leesburg further supports this strategy by creating a Safe Haven at 1851 Griffin Rd. Leesburg, which is within the proposed Weed and Seed site.  The location is a new city owned gymnasium that was completed in 2008.  This recreational facility is configured for both internal and external sporting activities with conference rooms for meetings and other events.
2. The City of Leesburg will offer recreational activities such as youth league sports and summer camp programs.
REVIEW:   
This agreement will be reviewed annually to ensure adequate identification of support requirements.  Additional reviews may take place when changing conditions or circumstances require substantial changes or development of a new agreement.  Minor changes may be made at any time by correcting the existing document or attaching a memorandum to the basic document.  Changes must be coordinated and initialed by a representative of both parties.
AMENDMENT, MODIFICATION AND TERMINATION:   
This MOA may be amended or modified only by written, mutual agreement of the parties.  Either party may terminate this MOA by providing written notice to the other party.  The termination shall be effective upon the sixtieth calendar day following notice, unless a later date is set forth.  
EFFECTIVE DATE
This MOA is effective upon adoption by the City Commission (Resolution Attached) and is in effect until the project end date, or until otherwise modified.

Subject:	Resolution authorizing a unit price agreement with Coffey Electrical Services, Inc. for the provision of electrical installation, maintenance and repair services on an as needed basis


Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the resolution authorizing execution of a fixed unit price agreement with Coffey Electrical Services, Inc. 

Analysis:
The purpose of this solicitation is to establish a fixed unit price agreement with a qualified firm to provide the City departments electrical installation, maintenance and repair services for commercial/residential (Group I), low voltage (data and voice) communication/network (Group II), and airport lighting (Group III).   
On May 26, 2008, the Purchasing Division issued Request for Proposal (RFP) number 80292 inviting interested and qualified firms to submit technical and price proposals for consideration and evaluation by the City.  On June 26, 2008, the City received qualification statements from five electrical service firms.  An evaluation committee consisting of staff from the Electric, Purchasing, Airport and Public Works departments evaluated the RFP’s.

Competing firms submitted technical proposals addressing their Management, Company Qualifications (background, experience, references and past projects), Staff (organizational structure, resumes, and references) and Company’s Approach to providing services required by the RFP.  Price proposals addressing hourly rates, overhead and profit mark-up for materials and rental equipment, and response time for routine and after hours calls were also required. For each proposal evaluated, raw scores assigned by each member were totaled and converted to a ranking.  The rankings for each firm were totaled and then converted to an overall ordinal score.  Using this method has proven to minimize the effects of large variances in any one evaluators’ scoring.

Firms were advised in the RFP that hourly rates would be compared by using a sample project where a project manager and clerical labor (8 hours each) and a journeyman technician and an electrical apprentice (40 hours each) would be involved.  The project total for each vendor is included at the bottom of the attached Unit Price Summary.

Coffey Electrical Services, Inc. not only provided the most favorable price rate in all three Groups, but proposed the lowest overhead and profit mark-up rates, as well as, shortest response time for routine calls and tied for best response time to other than routine calls in all three Groups.

On December 12, 2007, the Police Pension Board directed Foster and Foster to provide an actuarial estimate of the funding requirements necessary to keep the plan actuarially sound through fiscal year 2008-09. Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the resolution authorizing an agreement with Capital Office Products, Inc. to provide office products and supplies, as needed.

Analysis:
Departments within the City of Leesburg have the need to purchase office products and supplies necessary to their regular operation.  The purpose of this agreement is to contract with an interested and qualified company to provide office products and supplies at the quoted unit prices and discount percentages.

This solicitation was issued as a cooperative effort between Lake County Procurement Services and the City of Leesburg.  The City’s participation in this solicitation with Lake County allows us to benefit from their higher usage of this commodity.  The pooled usage of both agencies will result in lower pricing than the City could obtain on our own.

On June 13, 2008 Lake County Procurement Services issued county Request for Proposal (RFP) 08-0616.  On July 9, 2008 the county received three responses to the RFP.

Three Lake County staff members and I evaluated the proposals from interested firms. The committee determined that Capital Office Products offered the best pricing as well as meeting all the requirements for service, on-line ordering, and reporting.

A summary of the responses received are attached for your review.  The summary includes the value for quoted unit prices on core items as well as percentage discounts for other categories within the office products and supplies commodity.  An office product contract for large organizations typically includes a core list and a discount percent off other categories not in the core list.  The core list is defined by the City and will include the City’s high use items.  The vendor is able to give the best pricing on the core list of known items.  Departments are encouraged to use items from the core list as much as possible to realize the biggest savings.  Leesburg will be able to adjust the core list quarterly based on past use.  The City can remove items no longer used and add items being used more frequently.

The pricing tabulation that is attached includes percentage discounts for non-core items.  For the discounts to be equal all vendors were instructed the discount would be off the SP Richards List price.  SP Richards is a nationally recognized wholesaler of office products.  Using this list price established the same ‘starting point’ for all vendors submitting a proposal.  As you can see from the summary sheet, Capital was very aggressive in their discount pricing on printer toner/ink cartridges.  Toner cartridges are a high use-high cost commodity for the City.

Evaluation items to note:
· Staples Office Products was later disqualified as they took exception to the general terms and conditions of the county.  They were also unable to provide a key requirement in the on-line ordering system as detailed in the RFP.  The RFP required that vendors be able to display both the list price and the agencies contract price. Staples were not able to provide that feature.

· The County precluded Office Depot from participating in this solicitation due to some past pricing problems they experienced.  The County felt it would not be in their best interest to allow Office Depot to participate.  It is well documented in the public arena that Office Depot is experiencing pricing problems with other agencies in Florida as well as other states.  The main problem appears to be their inability to keep contract pricing for the various agencies straight.  The County, and other agencies, experienced overcharges on some items when compared to the agencies contracted price for the item(s).  The City of Leesburg has been using Office Depot under the umbrella of the State of Florida Purchase Agreement with the vendor.

Several departments within the City of Leesburg have been approved to use Capital Office Products for about six months.  At that time, and currently, Capital offered better pricing than Office Depot on copy paper and many other items.  The departments using Capital office products have been very satisfied with their pricing and service.

The initial term of the contract will be for one year effective October 1, 2008, and will provide for four one-year renewals.

Analysis:
The Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) has approved funding in the amount of $968,872.00 for Phases II and III of the runway 13/31 extension project.  Phases II and III will consist of the following:
1. 1,000 foot extension of R-13/31 on the runway 31 end.
2. Associated parallel extension of Taxiway Alpha (“A”), beginning at the intersection of runway 03/21 and 13/31. This section of the taxiway violates the set back rule for the installation of a precision Instrument Landing System (ILS) on Runway 31.
3. A large run-up area (where pilots conduct flight checks before departure).
4. An overrun safety area that will be 500 feet wide x 200 feet long.

This grant is earmarked to cover the cost to mitigate approximately 12.94 acres of wetland to construct this project.  A Joint Participation Agreement from FDOT for their matching funds amount will be brought before the Commission at a future meeting.  Additional grant monies will also be forthcoming for construction.

Staff estimates that wetland mitigation will occur during the first half of FY 2008-09 with construction beginning during the last half of FY 2008-09.  When completed, the primary runway length will be 6,300 feet.

Staff Recommendation:  
The Planning staff and Planning Commission recommend approval of the proposed rezoning for the subject property from City P (Public) to RE-1 (Estate Density Residential). 
	
Analysis: 
The project site is approximately 8.72 acres.  The property is generally located south of Highway 441 east of Sleepy Hollow Road, as shown on the attached General Location Map. The present zoning for this property is City R-2 (Medium Density Residential). Currently, the property is undeveloped, and the proposed use is undetermined at this time. The surrounding zoning designations are County R-1 (Rural Residential) to the north and City P (Public) to the south, east and west.

The proposed zoning district of RE-1 (Estate Density Residential) is compatible with adjacent and nearby properties in the area and with the proposed City future land use designation of Estate Density Residential.

SUBJECT:	Ordinance for Implementation of School Concurrency


Staff Recommendation:  
The Planning staff recommends adoption of the attached Ordinance for Implementation  of School Concurrency.  

Analysis: 
The Implementation Ordinance is one of several initiatives necessary to implement school concurrency this year, as mandated by state legislation in 2005.  The First Amendment to the Interlocal Agreement was adopted by Resolution No. 8147 and text amendments to the Comprehensive Plan, including the addition of a Public Schools Facilities Element, as well as the revision of the Capital Improvements Element, were approved for transmittal to the Florida Department of Community Affairs (DCA) at the August 11 City Commission Meeting.  The Implementation Ordinance is based on a model ordinance adopted by the City of Mount Dora on June 17, 2008, which was the first city in Lake County to begin the compliance process for school concurrency with the Florida Department of Community Affairs (DCA).  

The attached ordinance adds provisions for school concurrency to the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances including vesting and exemption criteria, and procedures for School Concurrency Determination.  

Options:	
1.	Adopt the Implementation Ordinance;  or
2.	Other such action as the Commission may deem appropriate.

ORDINANCE N0._________ 

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, PERTAINING TO PUBLIC SCHOOL CONCURRENCY, AMENDING THE CITY OF LEESBURG CODE OF ORDINANCES, ADDING LANGUAGE TO SECTION 25-772 GENERAL PROVISIONS, ADDING SECTION 25-774 (g) SCHOOL CONCURRENCY, PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR CODIFICATION; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 

WHEREAS, the City of Leesburg has determined that the safe, convenient, orderly and adequate provision of public school facilities is essential to the health, safety and general welfare of the citizens of Leesburg; and 

WHEREAS, in order to provide adequate public school facilities in a timely manner and at appropriate locations, the City of Leesburg will work with the Lake County School Board to provide for the future availability of public school facilities in a manner consistent with the adopted level of service standard; and 

WHEREAS, Sections 235.193 and 235.194, Florida Statutes, require the coordination of planning between School Board and local governments to ensure that the plans for the construction and opening of public educational facilities are coordinated in time and place with plans for residential development; and 

WHEREAS, Section 163.3177 (6) (h), Florida Statutes, requires the County and the Municipalities to coordinate the adopted local comprehensive plans with each other and the plans of the School Board; and
 
WHEREAS, Section 163.3180(13), Florida Statutes, authorizes the County and the Municipalities to adopt a school concurrency program; and
 
WHEREAS, Section 163.3180(13) (g), Florida Statutes requires that prior to establishing a school concurrency program, the County and the Municipalities and the School Board adopt an interlocal agreement for school concurrency to satisfy Section 163.3177(61 (h)1 and 2, Florida Statutes; and
 
WHEREAS, the County, Municipalities and the School Board have entered into an interlocal agreement which satisfies Section 163.3180(13) (g), Florida Statutes; and
 
WHEREAS, the Local Government Comprehensive Planning and Land Development Regulation Act, as amended, Section 163.3161, et seq., Florida Statutes, requires each local government in the State of Florida to adopt a comprehensive plan to guide and control future development, and authorizes and requires the adoption of land development regulations; and 

WHEREAS, the Local Government Comprehensive Planning and Land Development Regulation Act and Florida Administrative Code, Rule 35-5, requires that when schools are adopted as a concurrency requirement that realistic, adequate and financially feasible, Levels of Service be set and that these Levels of Service be consistent with the land use, density, intensity, and location of development and the capital improvement element; and 

WHEREAS, Section 163.3177(3) (a), Florida Statutes requires that a Comprehensive Plan contain a financially feasible capital improvements element designed to consider the need for and location of public facilities. This element must also outline principles for correcting existing public facility deficiencies which are necessary to implement the Comprehensive Plan; and 

WHEREAS, the Local Government Comprehensive Planning and Land Development Regulation Act, F.A.C., Rule 9J-5 and the City of Leesburg Comprehensive Plan require that no development order be issued which results in a reduction in the Level of Service below the adopted Level of Service and that public facilities be available concurrent with the impacts of the Development Section 163.3177 (10) (h) and 163.3202 (2) (g), Florida Statutes; and

WHEREAS, underlined words constitute the additions to the existing text of the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Commission of the City of Leesburg, Florida, as follows:

SECTION 1:	The recitals set forth above are hereby adopted as legislative findings of the City Commission of the City of Leesburg, Florida.

SECTION 2:	Article IX. Concurrency, Section 25-772 General Provisions of Code of Ordinances is hereby amended as follows:

	25-772. General Provisions. 

	(a) (7) School Facilities

(b)(2)(b)(1).	For development that requires one or more public facilities which are provided by entities other than the city, the city shall condition the issuance of any final development order for the same parcel on the availability of such public facilities (See Section 25-774 (g)).

SECTION 3:	Section 25-774 (g) School Concurrency is hereby added to the Code of Ordinances and is to read as follows:
		25-774 (g) School Concurrency

1.	It is the intent of this ordinance to implement the goals, objectives, policies and standards of the City of Leesburg Comprehensive Plan, as amended, and particularly, the Public School Facilities Element and to implement the Interlocal Agreement between Lake County, the Lake County School Board and Municipalities for School Facilities Planning and Siting (hereafter referred to the "Agreement").

2.	Unless otherwise provided herein, this ordinance shall apply to all development orders with any residential component and any amendment to an existing development order to the extent that the student generation is increased above what was previously approved, or any other official action of the City of Leesburg having the effect of permitting residential development of land. The following residential uses shall be considered exempt from the requirements of school concurrency (unless the development approval for such use required it to meet School Concurrency).

a. Single family lots having received final construction plan approval prior to the effective date of the City’s School Concurrency Ordinance or other lots which the City has determined are vested based on statutory or common law vesting.

b. Multi-family residential development having received final site plan approval prior to the effective date of the City’s School Concurrency Ordinance or other multi-family residential development which the City has determined is vested based on statutory or common law vesting.

c. Amendments to residential development approvals issued prior to the effective date of the City’s School Concurrency Ordinance, which do not increase the number of residential units or change the type of residential units proposed.

d. Age restricted communities (as defined in the School Concurrency Ordinance) that are subject to deed restrictions prohibiting the permanent occupancy of residents under the age of eighteen (18). Such deed restrictions must be recorded and must be irrevocable for a period of at least fifty (50) years.

e. Plats or residential site plans which include four (4) or less units. For purposes of this section, a property owner may not divide his property in to several developments in order to claim exemption as allowed by this section. In making a determination as to whether a property is exempt under this section, the City shall consider in addition to the ownership at the time of the application the ownership as of the date of the adoption of this agreement.

3.	To ensure the capacity of schools is sufficient to support student growth at the adopted Level of Service for each year of the five-year planning period and through the long term planning period, after June 1, 2008, the following Level of Service standard shall be established for all schools of each type within each CSA and each individual school:

a. Elementary: 100% of permanent FISH capacity. If core dining capacity is available in excess of FISH capacity, the school capacity shall be increased up to 125% of FISH capacity by adding seats located in temporary student stations so long as the total capacity does not exceed core dining capacity.

b. Middle: 100% of permanent FISH capacity. If core dining capacity is available in excess of FISH capacity, the school capacity shall be increased up to 125% of FISH capacity by adding seats located in temporary student stations so long as the total capacity does not exceed core dining capacity.

c. High: 100% of permanent FISH capacity. If core dining capacity is available in excess of FISH capacity, the school capacity shall be increased up to 125% of FISH capacity by adding seats located in temporary student stations so long as the total capacity does not exceed core dining capacity. 

1. For purposes of (1), (2), and (3) above, non-conversion charter schools shall be counted as FISH capacity if an agreement has been entered between the charter school and the School Board which requires the school facility to be constructed in accordance with Florida Department of Education standards for public schools; which provides that the school facility will be provided to the School Board for its use if the charter school fails to operate satisfactorily; and, which provides that if there are financing arrangements for the school, the School Board will be able to operate the school without having to be responsible for such financing costs or that the School Board is willing and able to accept responsibility for such costs. 
2. For purposes of (1), (2) and (3) above, a developer financed public school shall be counted as FISH capacity if an agreement has been entered between the developer and the School Board which requires the school facility to be constructed in accordance with Florida Department of Education standards for public schools; which requires that the Developer transfer the school facility to the School Board upon its completion; and, which provides that if there are financing arrangements for the school, the School Board will be able to operate the school without having to be responsible for such financing costs or that the School Board is willing and able to accept responsibility for such costs. 
4.	The following procedures will be utilized to obtain a School Concurrency Determination from the Lake County School Board and to allow for mitigation if a development proposal is determined not to be in compliance.

5.	A completed application provided by and delivered to the Lake County School Board must be submitted concurrent with a final development order by an applicant proposing residential development. The application at a minimum shall include the following information:

a. Proposed Development Name
b. Application Type
c. Intake Date
d. Signature of Agent
e. Number of Residential Units broken down by unit type
f. Property Deed
g. Consent Form
h. Phasing Plan (If Applicable)
i. Site Plan
j. Survey
k. Justification Statement
l. Location Map

6.	Within three days of submitting to the School Board, the applicant must present a copy of the application to the City. The City shall provide a Determination of Authenticity to the School Board within three days of receiving the application.

7.	The School Board shall review the application in accordance with the provisions of Section 5.5.2 of the Agreement and base the concurrency determination on standards outlined in Section 5.5.3 of the Agreement.

8.	No development order shall be approved unless a Letter of Determination of Concurrency has been issued by the School Board finding the development in compliance.

9.	Once the School Board has reviewed the application it shall issue a Letter of Determination of Concurrency within 30 days if the impact of the proposed developments student growth does not cause the adopted Level of Service to be exceeded.

10.	If the development is not in compliance, the Letter of Determination of Concurrency shall detail why the development is not in compliance and shall offer the applicant the opportunity to enter into a 90 day negotiation period in accordance with the provisions of Section 5.6 of the Agreement.

11.	During the 90 day negotiation period the applicant shall meet with the School Board in an effort to mitigate the impact from the development. 

a. Mitigation shall be limited to those options which the School Board recognizes and assumes the responsibility to operate and which will maintain the adopted Level of Service standards for the first five years from receipt of the School Boards Letter of Determination of Concurrency.
b. The City of Leesburg shall have the opportunity to review the mitigation options.

c. The City Commission shall approve all Proportionate Share Agreements.

12.	If mitigation is not agreed to, the Letter of Determination of Concurrency shall detail why mitigation proposals were rejected and detail why the development is not in compliance. In this case, no development order shall be issued.

13.	If the School Board and the applicant agree to mitigation, the Letter of Determination of Concurrency shall be issued based on the agreed mitigation measures and an agreement between the School Board, the City and the applicant.

14.	A Letter of Determination for School Concurrency, finding the development in compliance, issued by the School Board shall be valid for one year from the date of issuance unless extended by the School Board. Once the development order, as referenced by Section 25-772 (b), is issued, the concurrency determination shall run with the development order.

15.	If the Letter of Determination of Concurrency requires conditions or mitigation to be placed on the development, the development order issued by the City of Leesburg shall incorporate conditions as set forth by the School Board.

16.	If the Letter of Determination of Concurrency requires the development to be phased to school construction or other mitigation, the conditions of approval of the development order shall reflect the phasing requirements by withholding subsequent development orders for building permits.

17.	In no case shall a development order be issued unless provisions are made through conditions of approval or by agreement between the School Board, the City and the applicant to provide Performance Security when required.

SECTION 4:	CONFLICTS.  In any case where a provision of this Ordinance is found to be in conflict with a provision of any other ordinance of this City, the provision which establishes the higher standards for the promotion and protection of the health and safety of the people shall prevail.

	SECTION 5:	SEVERABILITY.  If any section, sentence, phrase, word or portion of this Ordinance is determined to be invalid, unlawful or unconstitutional, said determination shall not be held to invalidate or impair the validity, force or effect of any other section, sentence, phrase, word or portion of this Ordinance not otherwise determined to be invalid, unlawful or unconstitutional.
	
SECTION 6:	CODIFICATION.  The provisions of this Ordinance shall be codified as and become and be made a part of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Leesburg.  The Sections of this Ordinance may be renumbered or re-lettered to accomplish such intention and the word “Ordinance”, or similar words, may be changed to “Section,” “Article”, or other appropriate word. The Code codifier is granted liberal authority to codify the provisions of this Ordinance.

SECTION 7:	EFFECTIVE DATE.  This ordinance shall become effective upon its passage and adoption, according to law.

Subject:	Ordinance authorizing an increase in parking violation fines 


Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends an amendment to the existing Code of Ordinance, 21-51 Fines, to allow an increase in parking violation fines to be consistent with the fines implemented by neighboring communities to the City of Leesburg.

Analysis:
The current ordinance reads as follows: 
Fines are hereby imposed for the violation of the provisions of this chapter relating to parking, as follows:
(1)   Overtime parking, five dollars ($5.00);
(2)   Improper parking, ten dollars ($10.00);
(3)   Unauthorized parking in designated handicapped parking spaces, twenty-five dollars ($25.00).
(Ord. No. 84-59, § I, 11-26-84; Ord. No. 87-42, § 1, 12-28-87)

A study of the surrounding agencies has revealed that the City of Leesburg issues the lowest parking violation fines. An increase of $20.00 for overtime parking, $25.00 for improper parking, and $75.00 for handicapped parking would be consistent with what surrounding agencies are issuing for parking violations. 

The Definitions of improper parking listed in the code of Ordinances are as follows:
Sec. 21-46.  Alleys, parking in, blocking.
(a)   No person shall stop, stand, or park a vehicle within an alley in a business district except for the expeditious loading or unloading of materials, and in no event for a period of more than twenty (20) minutes, and no person shall stop, stand, or park a vehicle in any other alley in such a manner, or under such conditions as to leave available less than ten (10) feet of the width of the roadway for the free movement of vehicular traffic.
(b)   No person shall stop, stand, or park a vehicle within an alley in such position as to block the driveway or entrance to any abutting property.

Sec. 21-47.  Removing and impounding vehicles.
(a)   Whenever any police officer finds a vehicle standing upon a street or alley in violation of any of the provisions of this article, such standing upon a street or alley in violation of any of the provisions of this article, such officer is hereby authorized to move such vehicle, or require the driver or person in charge of the vehicle to move the same to a position off the paved or improved or main-traveled part of such street or alley.
(b)   Whenever any police officer finds a vehicle unattended upon any street, bridge, or causeway, or in any tunnel within the city where such vehicle constitutes an obstruction to traffic, such officer is hereby authorized to provide for the removal of such traffic in accordance with the provisions of chapter 13.

Sec. 21-48.  Parking for certain purposes prohibited.
No person shall park a vehicle upon any street for the principal purpose of:
(1)   Displaying such vehicle for sale;
(2)   Washing, greasing, or repairing such vehicle, except repairs necessitated by an emergency;
(3)   Displaying advertising;
(4)   Selling merchandise from such vehicle except in a duly established market place, or when so authorized or licensed under the ordinances of the city;
(5)   Storage, or as junkage or dead storage for more than twenty-four (24) hours.

Sec. 21-49.  Parking adjacent to schools.
When signs are erected giving notice thereof, no person shall park upon either or both sides of any street adjacent to any school.

Sec. 21-50.  Restrictions on farm tractors, trailers, trucks and commercial vehicles upon use of streets.
(a)   When signs are erected giving notice thereof, no person shall operate or stop, stand, or park any farm tractor, trailer, semi-trailer, truck or commercial vehicle with a gross weight in excess of the amounts specified on the sign at any time upon any of the streets in the city.
(b)   It shall be unlawful to operate, park, stand or use upon any public street any commercial vehicle unless the vehicle is designated by lettering of three (3) inches minimum size on either side indicating the name of the firm or the name of the corporation or person operating the same for a commercial use.
(c)   It shall be unlawful for any person to drive, propel or operate, or cause to be driven, propelled or operated on, upon or over any street in the city any vehicle or contrivance having wheels provided with sharpened or roughened surfaces other than roughened pneumatic or solid rubber tires, or wheels from which tires are detached; provided, that this restriction shall not apply to vehicles or implements used by the city in the construction and maintenance of city streets when permit for such use shall have been previously had and obtain from the city. Such permit shall state and designate the streets which may be so used, the length and time the same shall be in force and the nature and character of the vehicle or implement to be so used. This restriction shall not apply to farm implements weighing less than one thousand (1,000) pounds and provided with wheel surfaces of more than one-half inch in width. Wheels of traction, engines and other vehicles when provided with suitable filler blocks between cleats shall be considered as having smooth tires.

SUBJECT:	Ordinance for annexation of 0.88 acres for First Berkshire Business Trust for Secret Promise


Staff Recommendation:
The Planning staff recommends approval of the proposed annexation for the Secret Promise property.

Analysis:
The property owner submitted an application for annexation of approximately 0.88 acres of land generally located on the west side of County Road 48, south of  the Florida Turnpike, north of Austin Merritt Road,  as shown on the attached General Location Map. The present zoning for this property is County A (Agriculture). Currently, the property is undeveloped and the proposed use is for the parcel to be incorporated into a proposed multi-use, Planned Unit Development for the Secret Promise Development of Regional Impact in the City of Leesburg.  Annexation is necessary because this small parcel of land was previously not included in the legal descriptions provided by the applicant. 
 
The rezoning and large scale comprehensive plan amendments for this property will be on a future agenda as well as the DRI Development of Regional Impact hearing scheduled for the first of the year for consideration by the City Commission.
                                     
The developer is responsible for all cost and construction to make the necessary extension and hook-ups to City utilities in accordance with City requirements and the future DRI Development Order. Police and fire services are presently provided in this area and impacts on the provision of these services are estimated to be minimal.

SUBJECT:	Ordinance Correcting Exhibit A of Ordinance 07-109 for PUD Rezoning of Woodrell property


Staff Recommendation
The Planning staff recommends approval of the corrective ordinance to Exhibit A of Ordinance 07-109, which rezoned the Woodrell property to PUD (Planned Unit Development). 

Analysis
The purpose of this corrective ordinance is to include revisions to the Planned Development Conditions (Exhibit A). Subject:	Ordinance amending Section 22-151 of the Code of Ordinances pertaining to wells



Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends adoption of the proposed amendment to the Code of Ordinances to permit Lone Oak Cemetery to install and other properties meeting the specified criteria irrigation wells.

Analysis:
Commissioner Polk recently broached the subject of amending the Code of Ordinances so that Lone Oak Cemetery could take advantage of an offer by an individual to fund the drilling of two irrigation wells on the cemetery property, to provide for better irrigation and maintenance of the cemetery without impacting the City's potable water supply and without incurring the expense the cemetery would otherwise have to pay to utilize a comparable amount of potable water supplied by the City for its irrigation needs. The proposed ordinance is narrowly tailored so as to preserve to the greatest extent possible the ability of the City to regulate and prohibit private wells, yet allow Lone Oak Cemetery to proceed with its irrigation plans. The ordinance allows only property of 39 acres or more, utilized for cemetery purposes, to install no more than two wells for irrigation purposes only. The wells could not be utilized to supply potable water under any circumstances. All other government permits, including any required by the St. Johns River Water Management District, would still have to be obtained.

Options:	
1. Adopt the ordinance as proposed, modify the ordinance, or
2. Reject entirely the proposal to amend the Code to allow the cemetery and similarly situated properties to use private irrigation wells.


Fiscal Impact:
There will be no direct fiscal impact to the City and no City funds will be used for the well project which is to be privately funded. There is a theoretical impact on revenues in that if the cemetery were to irrigate its property using water supplied by the City (either potable water or reuse water) the City would receive revenues whereas it will not from the water supplied by the private wells. However, since the cemetery is not presently irrigating to a great extent and would not expand its irrigation activity if it had to pay for City supplied water, the true impact is negligible to nonexistent.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING §22 – 151 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, PERTAINING TO WELLS, ADDING A PROVISION ALLOWING CEMETERY OPERATIONS EQUALING OR EXCEEDING 35 ACRES IN SIZE TO INSTALL WELLS FOR THE SOLE PURPOSE OF PROVIDING FOR IRRIGATION FOR THE CEMETERY PARCELS ONLY; REPEALING CONFLICTING ORDINANCES; PROVIDING A SEVERANCE CLAUSE; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

	BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA:

SECTION I.

§22 – 151 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Leesburg, Florida, is hereby amended in its entirety to read as set forth below (language added to the existing Ordinance is underlined):

Sec. 22-151.  Drilling Wells.

(a) In order to ensure the city and its inhabitants of receiving and having furnished to them an abundant supply of good safe drinking water, except as provided in Subsection (b) below, no wells shall be drilled or dug within the incorporated limits of the city. The city, upon receipt of proper permits, may drill or establish wells to provide water for public consumption.
(b) Notwithstanding Subsection (a), any parcel of real property comprising a contiguous tract of 35 acres or more, lawfully operated as a cemetery in accordance with the requirements City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, and located within the municipal limits, may upon obtaining any necessary approval from the St. Johns River Water Management District install up to two wells for the sole purpose of providing water for irrigation of the cemetery tract only, provided that no such well shall be utilized to provide potable water to any person or entity including on the cemetery tract, and provided further that no such well shall be used to provide water for irrigation purposes on any property other than the contiguous cemetery tract on which the well is located.

SECTION II.

If any portion of this ordinance is declared invalid or unenforceable, then to the extent it is possible to do so without destroying the overall intent and effect of this ordinance, the portion deemed invalid or unenforceable shall be severed herefrom and the remainder of this ordinance shall continue in full force and effect as if it were enacted without including the portion found to be invalid or unenforceable.

Subject:	Additional Information Regarding Structural Integrity of Girl Scout Building


Staff Recommendation:
Staff collected the additional information requested by the City Commission regarding the Girl Scout Building.  Because of the history and the uniqueness of the Girl Scout Building, staff is providing this collected information to the Commission for direction regarding the building’s future.

Analysis:
On April 14, 2008, staff presented options to the City Commission to determine the future of the Girl Scout Building.  At that time, the Commission requested additional information regarding the structural integrity of the building.  At the April 14, 2008 meeting, Boyle Engineering offered to inspect and report on the condition of the building at no cost.  The investigation by Boyle determined the construction of the foundation was not adequate to support the A-frame structure.  Universal Engineering also offered to do a geotechnical exploration of the site at no cost, which included auger borings, and water table and soil analysis to determine if ground conditions were causing the frame to crack. 

As a result of the studies by Boyle Engineering and Universal Engineering, staff  estimates that an additional cost of $35,000.00 to $50,000.00 for repairs will be necessary, in addition to the foundation, which will  bring the estimated total to $85,000.00.

The building is an A-frame construction of approximately 720 square feet, and was built in 1958 for the Girl Scouts.  The condition of the building has deteriorated to a point that it is no longer used.  Staff has investigated the following options for the facility:

· Option 1 is demolition.  Staff received three  quotes, with the lowest at $10,600.00 from Cochran’s Excavating.  
· Option 2 is to repair the building (re-roof, replace roof deck, repair the foundation, HVAC, and interior repairs) at an estimated cost of $85,000.00.






Options:
1.  Direction from the Commission to demolish or repair the Girl Scout Building, or
2.  Such alternative action as the Commission may deem appropriate 

Fiscal Impact:  
Total cost to repair the building as detailed above is approximately $85,000.00.  Funds of $15,000.00 were initially designated in the FY 06/07 budget for the Girl Scout Hut demolition.  During the rollover process funds of $14,190 were rolled into the FY 07/08 budget.  The Facility Maintenance Division budget has $14,190.00 designated and currently available for the Girl Scout Building.
