Commissioner Agnes Berry moved to APPROVE the minutes as transcribed.  Commis​sioner Donald Lukich SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a unanimous voice vote of 4 to 0.
Yvette Brandt, Senior Planner informed the audience of the rules of participation and the need to sign the speaker’s registry.  Yvette Brandt also informed Commissioners and the audience of the City Commission meeting dates tentatively scheduled.

Amber Albinio, Administrative Assistant II swore in staff, Yvette Brandt and Mike Miller.

PUBLIC HEARING CASE # 001-1-010809 - ALLEN PROPERTY - REZONING


AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, REZONING APPROXIMATELY .14 ACRES FROM CITY R-2 MEDIUM DENSITY RESIDENTIAL TO CITY SPUD (SMALL PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) FOR A PROPERTY GENERALLY LOCATED ON THE NORTHEAST CORNER OF W. MAIN STREET AND N. OAKLAND STREET AS LEGALLY DESCRIBED IN SECTION 27, TOWNSHIP  19S, RANGE 24E. (CITY COMMISSION DATES - 1st READING ON FEBRUARY 23, 2009 AND A 2ND READING ON MARCH 9, 2009)
Yvette Brandt, entered the exhibits into the record, which in​cluded the application, general location map, staff summary, departmental review summary, staff recommendations, aerial, maps and photos.  
Mike Miller, Planner, presented the overhead visuals including the general location map, aerial map, future land use, surrounding zoning and land uses, wetlands & flood zones, and surrounding property photos. 
Yvette Brandt reviewed and summarized the request and stated department reviews and surrounding property owner approvals as follows:

· Ron Barnes – 107 N. Moss – Leesburg, Florida 34748 – “I approve – maybe it will clean up the neighborhood.”

· Jay Connell – Building Department – “Building must comply with building code for proposed use.  Check with Building Department before issuing occupational license.”

Yvette Brandt stated the staff’s recommendation as follows:

· Proposed zoning of SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) is compatible with all adjacent properties zoned R-2 (Medium Density Residential).  This is an area of transition from residential to more intense uses and the proposed zoning would provide for transition.
· Proposed zoning of SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) is compatible with all adjacent properties that have an existing future land use designation of Low Density Residential.

· The rezoning of the subject property is consistent with the City’s Growth Management Plan.

· Vote to approve the rezoning of the subject to the property as proposed by staff and forward to the City Commission for consideration.
Yvette Brandt noted that there was a change to the PUD conditions under 3 – “land uses” prior to the meeting.  All uses that are allowed in the RP (Residential Professional) zoning district, be allowed in this SPUD with the addition of a minor patient family accommodation.  The amended document was distributed as a separate document from the packets.

Scott Banta- Agent- was sworn in to speak.  “It is a pleasure to be here today and we concur with staff report and Mr. Allen is here with me are here to answer any questions if needed.”
Mr. Donald Lukich asked, “Do you intend to demolish the current structure and put something else on it or remodel the current structure?”

Mr. Banta replied that they intend to remodel and have already been in contact with code enforcement on the clean up that has already been done to the property and want to make it a cute professional office.

Mr. Lukich responded, “so that is your intent to use it as a professional office?”

Mr. Banta – “Yes sir.”

Commissioner Donald Lukich made a motion to APPROVE case #001-1-010809 – ALLEN PROPERTY - REZONING. Commissioner Jo Ann Heim SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a voice vote of 4 to 0.
