Subject:	Requisition 40642 to Digital-Ally, Inc. for the Police Department


Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of purchase requisition 40642 to Digital-Ally, Inc. for the purchase of 10 digital in-car video systems for a total cost of $42,900.00.  Staff further recommends approval of the purchase order as ‘single source’  in order to maintain continuity with existing equipment.

Analysis:
This purchase of 10 digital in-car video systems is the second in a multi-year plan to replace existing analog (tape) video recorders with new digital units.  Last fiscal year, 17 units were purchased to outfit 8 patrol vehicles without any type of video recording system and 9 systems replaced aging analog units that failed regularly and were not performing as needed.  The 10 new units will replace existing analog units.

Last year, the Leesburg Police Department reviewed several manufacturers of digital in-car video systems.  They identified the features of the Digital-Ally rearview mirror unit to be the best of breed system.  The unit consists of a module that replaces the vehicles rear view mirror.  Inside the module are all the digital components for the system and a small TFT color monitor that allows them to watch video playback.  The digital camera is external to the module and mounts on the vehicles windshield.

Some of the unique features for this system are:
1. A one piece in-car digital video system with all digital video and audio recording electronics integrated in a replacement rear-view mirror module.
1. No wires or cabling to run.
1. Does not use valuable trunk space.
1. Does not take up center console space for components.
1. Does not interfere with airbag deployment.
1. Not vehicle specific.  The same module can mount in any model vehicle.

Analysis:
The School Board of Lake County has an existing contract with the City of Leesburg that expires June 30, 2009.  The School Board approved the new agreement term at their meeting on February 9, 2009, which will run from July 1, 2009 through June 30, 2010.  The new agreement has the same terms and conditions as the agreement approved by the City Commission February 13, 2006, by Resolution No. 7573.  Data Transport Service will be provided to 44 sites throughout Lake County. The new agreement was approved by the School Board with a maximum rate increase of 2% over current rates. The rate increase was presented to the School Board as being indexed to the Gross Domestic Product Implicit Price Deflator Index [GDPIPDI], which is determined in the 4th quarter of the year. The price adjustment will be effective as of 10/1/2009. The City has agreed that the maximum increase will not exceed 2% [the last increase was 1.0198%].

These Planned Development Conditions for a SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) District are granted by the City of Leesburg Planning Commission, Lake County, Florida to Fred Allen, "Permittee" for the purposes and terms and conditions as set forth herein pursuant to authority contained in Chapter 25 "Zoning", Section 25-278 "Planned Development Process" of the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, as amended.

BACKGROUND: The "Permittee" has submitted an application requesting a SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) zoning district to permit professional offices with accessory uses as permitted by these conditions on an approximately .14 acre site within the City of Leesburg in accordance with their Planned Development application and supplemental information.

1.	PERMISSION
	Permission is hereby granted to Fred Allen to operate, and maintain a SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) development in and on real property in the City of Leesburg. The property is generally located on the northeast corner of W. Main Street and N. Oakland Street. The property is more particularly described as shown in the attached legal description below.

2.	LEGAL DESCRIPTION
	See attached legal Exhibit B

3.	LAND USES 
	The above-described property shall be used for SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) uses as limited herein, and pursuant to City of Leesburg development codes and standards. 
A. Uses
	1)	Uses shall be those listed as permitted uses in this document and shall 	occupy the approximate area as shown on the Conceptual Plan dated December 12, 2008. 
			
		2)	Permitted Uses shall be as follows:
			a.		Commercial uses shall be those listed for the RP (Residential Professional) uses in the Land Development Code as a permitted uses as well as Medical Facilities - Minor Patient Family Accommodations only for the approximate area as shown on the Conceptual Plan dated December 12, 2008. 
		
	B.	Uses prohibited shall be as follows:
	a.	 All uses except those for prohibited by the RP (Residential Professional) district with the exception of Medical Facilities - Minor Patient Family Accommodations only
		 
	C.	Area	
The Impervious surface coverage for this site shall not exceed eighty (80) percent of the gross site area.

	 D.	Open Space
A minimum of twenty (20) percent of the site shall be developed as open space, including retention areas, buffer and landscaped areas. Parking areas and vehicle access areas shall not be considered in calculating open space.  

4.	SITE ACCESS
A.	Access to the property is currently from N. Oakland Street and alley to the north of the property. If additional access is requested, approval shall be subject to the City of Leesburg SPUD amendment and Site Plan Application review process. 

5.	DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS
	A.	  The minimum development standards shall be those required for the SPUD district except as amended by these conditions.
	
B.   All operations shall be carried on entirely within an enclosed structure, except as permitted under accessory uses of Section 25-284, City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, as amended. 

C.  No outdoor storage areas shall be permitted.  

D.  Areas of property not occupied by structures or paving shall be grassed, landscaped and maintained in accordance with City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, as amended. 

6.	PARKING
A. The permittee shall have off-street parking spaces within the property per the conceptual site plan, pursuant to the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, as amended, which shall include the required number of handicapped parking spaces. In addition, the provisions for historic property parking shall apply. 

7.	WETLANDS
A.	Wetlands shall comply with the following requirements. Prior to disturbance or development of any wetland area, the "Permittee" shall submit and receive approval from all affected governmental agencies to include, but not limited to, St. John's River Water Management District and the State of Florida Department of Environmental Regulation.  Any notice of violation from any affected agency shall be cause for a cease and desist order on permits issued by the City of Leesburg until such time as the violation has been resolved with the appropriate agency(s).

8.	DRAINAGE AND UTILITIES
	A.	Prior to receiving Final Development Plan Approval, the "Permittee" shall submit, if applicable, a Master Site Drainage Plan and Utility Implementation Plan acceptable to the City of Leesburg. Prior to removal, renovation or demolition of any existing development on the site, the permittee shall provide:
	 1)	A detailed site plan demonstrating no direct discharge of stormwater runoff	 generated by the development into any natural surface waters or onto adjacent properties.
		2)	A detailed site plan indicating all provisions for electric, water, sewer, and natural gas in accordance with the site plan review process as required by the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances.

9.	TRANSPORTATION
	A.	 Development of the property shall require a traffic study for potential transportation improvements such as but not limited to signalization, signage or turn lanes. Any required improvements shall be contingent upon the site plan approval by City of Leesburg staff during development review/permit application. All required transportation improvements shall comply with regulations of the City of Leesburg, Lake County, the Florida Department of Transportation and the MPO review, as applicable.
	
	B.	 The Permittee shall provide all necessary improvements/paving/turn lanes/right-of- way/signalization within and adjacent to the development including but not limited to right-of-way as required by Lake County or the City of Leesburg.
		
10.	LANDSCAPING AND BUFFER REQUIREMENTS
	A.	  All landscaping and buffering shall be in accordance with regulations contained within the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances including;
		1) 	For each one hundred (100) linear feet, or fraction thereof, of boundary, the 	following plants shall be provided in accordance with the planting standards and 	requirements of the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, as amended.
a.	Two (2) canopy trees 
b.   Two (2) ornamental trees 
c.   Thirty (30) shrubs 
d.  	The remainder of the buffer area shall be landscaped with grass, groundcover, and/or other landscape treatment. 
      	e.   Existing vegetation in the required buffer shall be protected during 				construction.

11.	MAINTENANCE
	A.	With the exception of public utilities and sidewalks, maintenance of all site improvements, including but not limited to drives, internal sidewalks, landscaping and drainage shall be the responsibility of the owner. 
	
	12.	DEVELOPMENT PHASING 
	A.	The proposed project may be constructed in phases in accordance with the Small Planned Unit Development Conditions and Conceptual Plan. Changes to the Development Plan, other than those conditions described in this agreement, shall be revised in accordance with the Planned Development review process.
	
	B.	 Implementation of the project shall substantially commence within 36 months of approval of this Planned Development.  In the event, the conditions of the SPUD have not been substantially implemented during the required time period, the SPUD shall be scheduled with due notice for reconsideration by the Planning Commission at their next available regular meeting. The Planning Commission will consider whether to extend the SPUD approval or rezone the property to R-2 (Medium Density Residential) or another appropriate zoning classification less intense than the development permitted by these SPUD Conditions 

13.	MISCELLANEOUS CONDITIONS
	A.	The uses of the proposed project shall only be those uses identified in the approved Planned Development Conditions. Any other proposed use must be specifically authorized in accordance with the Planned Development amendment process.
	B.	No person, firm or corporation shall erect, construct, enlarge, alter, repair, remove, improve, move, convert, or demolish any building structure, or alter the land in any manner without first submitting the necessary plans and obtaining appropriate approvals in accordance with the City of Leesburg Codes.  
	C.	Construction and operation of the proposed use(s) shall at all times comply with City and other governmental agencies rules and regulations.
	D.	The transfer of ownership or lease of any or all of the property described in this SPUD Agreement shall include in the transfer or lease agreement, a provision that the purchaser or lessee is made good and aware of the conditions pertaining to the Planned Unit Development established and agrees to be bound by these conditions.  The purchaser or lessee may request a change from the existing plans and conditions by following the procedures as described in the City of Leesburg Land Development Code, as amended. 
	E.	These SPUD Conditions shall inure to the benefit of, and shall constitute a covenant running with the land and the terms, conditions, and provisions hereof, and shall be binding upon the present owner and any successor, and shall be subject to each and every condition herein set out.

14.	CONCURRENCY
As submitted, the proposed zoning change does not appear to result in demands on public facilities which would exceed the current capacity of some public facilities, such as, but not limited to roads, sewage, water supply, drainage, solid waste, parks and recreation, schools and emergency medical facilities. However, no final development order (site plan and building permits) shall be granted for a proposed development until there is a finding that all public facilities and services required for the development have sufficient capacity at or above the adopted level of service (LOS) to accommodate the impacts of the development, or that improvements necessary to bring facilities up to their adopted LOS will be in place concurrent with the impacts of the development.
A. 	Utilities

		1)      Projected Capacities
		a.	The City’s utility planning efforts draw upon phasing, capacity and service requirements, based upon information provided by the applicant.  The City develops its plans consistent with sound engineering principles, prudent fiscal practices and due regard for regulatory compliance.
			b.	The development will require construction of new distribution mains, since existing facilities in the service area are not adequate.  Should the developer wish to accelerate the construction of such facilities to provide service, the developer will bear the cost of design, permitting and construction.  Any such facilities must be constructed in a fashion consistent with the City’s master plans and to the City standards and specifications.
c.	The City is in the process of Consumptive Use Permit renewal.  The application provides for anticipated demands due to this and other potential development 	
	
B.	 Commitment of Capacity
  	There are no previous commitments of any existing or planned excess capacity.

C.	Ability to Provide Services
	1)	The City intends to provide water, wastewater and reclaimed water services within its service area for the foreseeable future.
	2)	The City updates its Ten-Year Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) as part of our annual budgetary process.  Included within the CIP are water, wastewater, and reclaimed water improvements necessary to provide service to proposed development.
	3)	The City has completed an impact fee study, based in part on the CIP in order to assure adequate and appropriate funding for required improvements. The combination of master planning and CIP planning has allowed the City to issue bonds to fund new potable water facilities and substantial reuse facilities, among other infrastructure improvements.

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RESOLUTION NO._________

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, REQUESTING THE STATE LEGISLATURE TO FIND AN ALTERNATIVE FUNDING SOURCE FOR EDUCATION DURING THEIR 2009 LEGISLATIVE SESSION; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 

WHEREAS, Article IX of the Florida Constitution reads, "The education of children is a fundamental value of the people of the State of Florida.  It is therefore, a paramount duty of the State to make adequate provision for the education of all children residing within its borders.  Adequate provision shall be made by law for a uniform, efficient, safe, secure, high quality system of free public schools....”; and

WHEREAS, the Lake County School Board and City of Leesburg have worked together jointly to provide educational facilities and to support the children living within the City of Leesburg and the County of Lake; and 

WHEREAS, the cooperative relationships built between the City of Leesburg and the School Board has resulted in a high quality education for the children of Leesburg and the County of Lake; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Leesburg has taken pride in the schools that exist within its borders and have helped to facilitate charitable contributions made to those schools within the City of Leesburg and the County of Lake; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Leesburg believes that future economic development and quality of life within the City of Leesburg and the County of Lake rests in large part on the continuation of excellence within the public schools inside of its borders and in Lake County; and 

WHEREAS, the current economic condition in the State of Florida and the United States of America is declining and funding to support public education has been reduced and further significant reductions are expected.

THEREFORE, be it resolved that the City of Leesburg is in support of making State funding for education a top priority within the State's budget and does not accept the national ranking of Florida remaining as number 50 out 50 states in per pupil funding of education; the City of Leesburg along with the School District of Lake County is requesting that State Legislators find an alternative funding source for Education during their 2009 legislative session.
