Commissioner Polk asked for an explanation of the agreement.  CM Evans stated $4.5 million dollars of the Federal Government Stimulus Package is set aside for the Runway 13/31 Extension Project at Leesburg International Airport.  The required $112,500 by the City and $412,500 by FDOT is being funded with Federal Stimulus money. 

Commissioner Polk asked for the total financial impact to the City of Leesburg for the runway.   CM Evans stated the Stimulus money will be funded to the City.  The total City cost for the Runway 13/31 Extension is $140,000. The City will receive a $10,000,000 project completed for the total City cost of $140,000.
Commissioner Christian asked if the funds will be put in the General Fund.  CM Evans replied the money will go into the General but the funds have restrictions. Budget Manager (BM) Brandy McDaniel stated the money is Local Option Sales Tax (LOOP) funds.  CM Evans explained the money can only be spent on transportation infrastructure.

Commissioner Polk asked how much will the City owe in the future. Finance Director (FD) Jerry Boop stated the City is requiring Foster and Foster to provide an annual report and budget.  This will provide the City with a current year valuation along with a projection for the next year.

FD Boop stated the City received the communication from Purvis Gray & Company two weeks ago. APPROVED MODIFICATION OF THE CUSTOMER SERVICE OPERATING HOURS, NEW SERVICE HOURS OF OPERATION ARE 8:00 AM UNTIL 4:30 PM



Commissioner Henderson moved to approve amending the service hours of operation to 8:00 AM until 4:30 PM, and Commissioner Knowles seconded the motion to approve the amended hours of operation.  

CM Evans explained the report included in the packet prepared by FD Boop and Customer Accounts Manager (CAM) Lori Beach. The purpose is to modify the operating hours from 7:00 AM thru 5:00 PM to 8:00 AM thru 4:30 PM.  
FD Boop explained the City is looking to streamline Customer Service operations by restructuring the office hours. Between the hours of 7:00 AM and 8:00 AM in the morning and between 4:00 PM and 5:00 PM in the afternoon, the City delivers seven percent of the total services.  The hour change will affect approximately seven percent of all customers. The Customer Service has two vacant positions, and by not replacing the two positions, the City can save approximately $50,000. The core hours of operation are between 8:00 AM and 4:30 PM.  By condensing the hours of operation, scheduling can be re-configured to create a denser staffing level during the core hours of the day.  

Commissioner Polk asked if staff looked into the hours of operation of other utility companies.  CAM Beach replied other utility companies were not looked into. 

Commissioner Henderson asked if the City has an answering machine in the absence of staff.  FD Boop stated the City is looking into an answering machine.

Commissioner Polk expressed concern for customer work schedules.  CAM Beach explained the City has other collection avenues, the drop-off boxes or by e-check.  She explained staff is split into two shifts because of the length of time open.  By reducing the hours of operation, only one shift will be needed.  This will result in more staff on hand at one time and would give the Customer Service Department an opportunity to have staff meetings and training without paying overtime.  

Commissioner Christian said he is impressed that staff is looking at cutting hours and trying to be cost effective, although he asked staff to consider 8:00 AM to 5:00 PM.  He said the online payment technology is good and can save staff a considerable amount time. He asked if staff was surveyed about the hour change.  CAM Beach replied staff approved the idea.

Mayor Puckett stated he is pleased the staff is finding ways to cut $50,000 and still get the job done.  

Commissioner Knowles stated in the near future the Commission will be asking all City Departments for ways to reduce the budget.  This is a good start to cost cutting.

Commissioner Christian – stated the City did a great job at Bikefest this year.  He was impressed staff handled an overwhelming number of attendees with no major incidents. While parking motorcycles he met persons from all over the country who were interesting. The parking went well.  This year’s Bikefest was one of the best.  He thanked the City Police and Fire Department personnel for doing a great job with the crowds and thanked all involved with the clean up.  
Commissioner Christian explained a parent can protest their child’s traffic ticket if a problem is perceived, and said on Wednesday the ticket he protested on behalf of his son was thrown out for lack of evidence.  
Commissioner Polk – asked who did the City pay the $35,000 to pm the monthly report.  CM Evans explained the money was paid to Middlesex .  

Commissioner Polk asked who paid for the installation of electric service for The Partnership in front of the Water Department.  CM Evans replied he will research the installation and report to the Commission.

Commissioner Polk asked when will the collection amount be taken off the monthly report. CA Morrison stated the majority of those collections have been barred by the Statue of Limitations long ago or determined to be uncollectible. FD Boop requested the City Attorney provide a list of accounts to remove from the list.    

Commissioner Polk thanked CAM Beach and her staff for attending the Commission workshop and meetings.  

Commissioner Polk explained that the newspaper lists new businesses opening in Central by county and city.  He stated he has not seen Leesburg.  

Commissioner Polk stated he read an article, the Federal Government is to start charging everyone a $50  greenhouse gas fee. The fee is proposed to be added to everyone’s utility bill.

Commissioner Henderson – invited everyone to the Leesburg Heritage Society meeting on May 5, 2009 at the Leesburg Library in the Library meeting room.  The meeting will honor David Littleton.  Rosemary Pringle-Purtum will be the speaker.  
Mayor Puckett – said he received disturbing news from GM, who is doing away with the Pontiac car after so many years in service.
