    SCALE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN AMENDMENT

REQUEST FOR A RECOMMENDATION TO THE CITY COMMISSION FOR A     SMALL SCALE COMP PLAN AMENDMENT TO THE FUTURE LAND USE MAP DESIGNATION FROM INSTITUTIONAL TO GENERAL COMMERCIAL OF APPROXIMATELY 1.85 ACRES, FOR A PROPERTY GENERALLY LOCATED ON THE NORTH SIDE OF C.R. 470 JUST EAST OF THE FLORIDA TURNPIKE AS LEGALLY DESCRIBED IN SECTION 17, TOWNSHIP  20S, RANGE 24E. (CITY COMMISSION DATES - 1st READING ON MAY 26, 2009 AND A 2ND READING ON JUNE 8, 2009)
Bill Wiley, entered the exhibits into the record, which in​cluded the application, staff summary, departmental review summary, staff recommendations, legal description, general location map, aerial map, zoning map, future and current land use map, wetlands and flood zone map, site photos, and a conceptual site plan.  
Mike Miller, Planner, presented the overhead visuals including the general location map, aerial map, future land use, surrounding zoning and land uses, wetlands & flood zones, surrounding property photos and an aerial of an off-site parking lot for the location if needed.
Bill Wiley reviewed and summarized the request and stated department reviews and surrounding property owner approvals as follows:

No substantial comments received.
Bill Wiley stated the staff’s recommendation as follows:

· This project meets the requirements of Chapter 163.3187(1)(c) Florida Statutes, for small-scale comprehensive plan amendments.

· The proposed Future Land Use Designation of General Commercial is compatible with the adjacent and nearby properties designated General Commercial and Institutional. 

· The proposed zoning district of SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) is compatible with property zoned M-2 (Industrial) to the south and does not appear to create an adverse impact on adjacent properties zoned P (Public)
· The proposed future land use designation for the site is consistent with the City’s Growth Management Plan, Future Land Use Element, Goal I, Objective 1.6.
· Vote to approve the small-scale comprehensive plan designation of General Commercial and forward to the City Commission for consideration.

Mr. Wiley explained the background as to what prompted the application.  The current owner is attempting to get a reverse mortgage on the property and the mortgage company will not allow a residential mortgage to be placed on a property with an industrial zoning.  
Donald Lukich asked if the applicant resided on the property to the south of the subject property.  

Mr. Wiley – “Yes.”
