Commissioner Henderson moved to approve the purchase requisition and Commissioner Christian seconded the motion. 

Commissioner Polk expressed concern for additional police cars and suggested the Police Department and other departments, such as City Hall pool their vehicles.  City Manager (CM) Jay Evans explained there are no pool vehicles at City Hall. This is an attempt to reduce the fleet by using one vehicle for multiple departments. 

Commissioner Henderson asked if local vendors were invited to bid on these vehicles. Purchasing Manager (PM) Mike Thornton explained all local vendors were sent invitations to bid.  Don Reid Ford in Maitland bid one dollar below the State Contract price.  
Commissioner Henderson asked if a motor pool has been considered for the Police Department.  PC Chrisman explained a study showing the vehicle maintenance increased significantly with multiple drivers.   By issuing a vehicle to an officer, the officer is held accountable for his or her own vehicle. A larger police presence is visible in the community when officers take their vehicles home.  This aids in discouraging crime.  
Commissioner Christian asked about vehicles for the Citizens on Patrol program.  PC Chrisman advised the Lake County Sherriff’s Department gave the City three Chevrolet Impalas for the program.  Two vehicles will be put on the road and one will be used for parts.  
Commissioner Christian asked if City Hall personnel can use an old police department vehicle instead of purchasing a new vehicle.  Deputy Public Works Director (DPWD) Jimmy Feagle replied City Hall needs a dependable vehicle, because many departments will be using the vehicle.

Mayor Puckett asked if one of the old police vehicles can be used as a decoy car at the Leesburg Airport.    

Commissioner Knowles moved to amend the motion to keep one of the used police department vehicles as a decoy vehicle at the Airport.  Commissioner Henderson seconded the amendment.

Environmental Services Director (ESD) Ray Sharp explained the truck will be used into the foreseeable future to take liquid sludge from the Canal Street Treatment Plant facility to the land application site.  The next improvement to the treatment plant facility will be done once additional development increases and impact fees are collected.
Commissioner Christian asked why the City is purchasing a 2006 vehicle instead of a 2009 vehicle.  DPWD Feagle explained the 2006 has a two-year warranty remaining on the vehicle and the cost savings is $20,000.

Commissioner Christian introduced the resolution to be read by title only. CC Richardson read the resolution by title only, as follows:

A resolution of the City of Leesburg authorizing the Leesburg Fire Department to apply for a Fire Act grant in the amount of $350,000 for the purchase of a wildland-urban interface pumper and related equipment, to provide for the increasing wildfire problem in Leesburg and Central Florida,  and providing an effective date.

Commissioner Christian moved to adopt the resolution and Commissioner Knowles seconded the motion. 

Commissioner Polk stated the Florida Department of Forestry fights all brush fires, so Leesburg does not need a brush truck.  He suggested a requirement to all large property owners to work with Florida Department of Forestry to maintain fire lines. Fire Chief Sargent explained in the past several years, the City annexed a lot of property into the South area of the City and expected development. Development stopped and left the proposed developments as undeveloped land and undeveloped dirt roads. The truck requested will have the capability to travel down dirt roads.  
FC Sargent advised the grant is a Fire Act grant from the Federal Government.  The conditions are the City Match ten percent of the $350,000 and use the truck for at least one year.  Proceeds from the sale of an old fire pumper will provide the $35,000 match.  The grant is at least one year away.
Commissioner Knowles said he is impressed with the grant proposal and the Fire Department’s ability to rotate equipment to provide services to Leesburg. The plan is wonderful and he agrees the City should apply for the grant.  
Mayor Puckett asked if Station Four will remain open.   FC Sargent stated Station Four runs 800 calls per year, 100-200 of those calls are fire calls.  FC Sargent stated the City cannot close Station Four because of compliance with the SAFER grant.   He advised the SAFER grant will cost the City close to a million dollars to pay off.  The City has one year and ten months remaining on the grant.  
Commissioner Knowles expressed concern for the citizens relying on Leesburg services.

Commissioner Polk stated he views the changes as raises.  He agrees with the change in classification or status, but not a raise in pay.  He agrees the City needs to add an Industrial Waste Technician. CM Evans explained the Commission can approve each position separately. 

Commissioner Knowles asked if the job description changes.  CM Evans explained the internal equity changes are because of increased responsibility.  
Commissioner Christian said he must have confidence in the City Manager to know what wages to pay the employees.  The changes must be in the best interest of Leesburg. 
Mayor Puckett stated this is an effort to cross train employees and not have to hire additional staff.  
Commissioner Henderson stated the explanations for all the position changes made a lot of sense.  She stated the positions should remain together.  
Don McGruder, representing Citizens for Better Government, and General Manager of Romac Lumber in Leesburg stated the unemployment is at approximately 10.6%.  Private Sector employees have not received a raise in three years and salaries were reduced by 20%-30%.  As a citizen of this community, he believes raises are not justified.  
Don Lukich, 1412 Moss Bluff Drive, stated it is cheaper to pay higher amounts to experienced employees.
