City staff present included Bill Wiley, Director; Mike Miller, Planner; Amber Demott, Administrative Assistant II; and Fred Morrison, City Attorney. 

The meeting opened with an invocation given by Commissioner Jo Ann Heim and the Pledge of Alle​giance to the Flag.

MINUTES OF PLANNING & ZONING COMMISSION MEETING OF MARCH 19, 2009.
Commissioner Edward Schlein moved to APPROVE the minutes as transcribed.  Commis​sioner Donald Lukich SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a unanimous voice vote of 5 to 0.

Bill Wiley, Community Development Director, informed the audience of the rules of participation and the need to sign the speaker’s registry.  Bill Wiley also informed Commissioners and the audience of the City Commission meeting dates tentatively scheduled.

Amber Demott, Administrative Assistant II swore in staff, Bill Wiley and Mike Miller.
NEW BUSINESS:
1. PUBLIC HEARING CASE # 016-1-042309 – ESTRADA PROPERTY – REZONING
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, REZONING APPROXIMATELY 6.85 ACRES FROM CITY M-2 (INDUSTRIAL) AND CITY P (PUBLIC) TO CITY SPUD (SMALL PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) FOR A PROPERTY GENERALLY LOCATED ON THE NORTH SIDE OF C.R. 470 JUST EAST OF THE FLORIDA TURNPIKE AS LEGALLY DESCRIBED IN SECTION 17, TOWNSHIP  20S, RANGE 24E. (CITY COMMISSION DATES - 1st READING ON MAY 26, 2009 AND A 2ND READING ON JUNE 8, 2009)
Bill Wiley entered the exhibits into the record, which in​cluded the rezoning application, warranty deed, staff summary, departmental review summary, staff recommendations, PUD conditions, legal description, general location map, aerial photo, land use and zoning maps, flood zone and wetlands determination, site photos and conceptual site plan.
Mike Miller, Planner, presented the overhead visuals including the general location map, aerial map, future land use, surrounding zoning and land uses, wetlands & flood zones, surrounding property photos and conceptual site plan.
Bill Wiley reviewed and summarized the request and stated department reviews and surrounding property owner approvals as follows:

No substantial comments received.

Bill Wiley stated the staff’s recommendation as follows:
· The proposed zoning district of SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) is compatible with all adjacent properties zoned P (Public) and County A (Agriculture). This request does not appear to create a detriment to the surrounding properties. 
· The proposed zoning district of SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) is compatible with adjacent properties that have an existing future land use designations of City Institutional and County Rural. 
· The rezoning of the subject property is consistent with the City’s Growth Management Plan, Future Land Use Element, Goal I, Objective 1.6. and the City’s CR470 study. 
· Vote to approve the recommendation to amend the zoning for the subject property from City M-2 (Industrial) to SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) as proposed by staff and forward to the City Commission for consideration.
Mr. Wiley reviewed and summarized the Planned Unit Development Conditions as follows:

· Permitted Uses shall be as follows, single family residential, retail, wholesale and light industrial for the approximate area as shown on the Conceptual Plan dated April 22, 2009. 

· Uses prohibited shall include heavy industrial uses.

· All operations shall be carried on entirely within an enclosed structure, except as permitted under Section 25-289 Industrial Uses, City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, as amended. 

· No outdoor storage areas shall be permitted, except as permitted under Section 25-289 Industrial Uses.
· Construction and operation of the proposed use(s) shall at all times comply with City and other governmental agencies rules and regulations. No further development of the property shall occur until a site plan for development of the property is approved by the City.
· A noise/vibration/dust study by the applicant may be required if reoccurring formal written complaints related to noise/vibration/dust are received by the City.
· The operation of machinery or equipment shall be restricted between the hours of 7:00 p.m. and 7:00 a.m.
Fred Morrison questioned the small sliver of land that wasn’t included in the subject property map.

Edward Schlein recommended that the easement be reviewed prior to submission to the City Commission and included if possible. 
Commissioner Donald Lukich made a motion to APPROVE AS AMENDED case #016-1-042309 – ESTRADA PROPERTY – SMALL PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT.  Commissioner Edward Schlein SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a voice vote of 7 to 0.
