Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends the City of Leesburg adopt the Florida Municipal Power Agency (FMPA) All-Requirements Project Net Metering Policy approved by the FMPA Board of Directors.  Staff further recommends that certain Agreements and other documents necessary for implementation of the Net Metering Policy and Standard Interconnection Agreement be adopted for use by the City of Leesburg.  

Analysis:
Under the provisions of Section 366.91, Florida Statutes, and Rule 25-6.065, Florida Administrative Code, the Florida Public Service Commission requires that Municipal Electric utilities must file a copy of their Standard Interconnection Agreement by June 1, 2009 and report certain information related to customer-owned renewable generation interconnections by April 1 of each year.  The City of Leesburg has one retail customer with an installed customer-owned renewable generation system that was connected October 1, 2008.  This customer is currently receiving electric service under the terms of draft documents essentially equivalent to the documents now proposed for consideration and adoption by the City Commission.

WHEREAS, the City Commission of the City of Leesburg held a Public Hearing on October 22, 2007, during which City of Leesburg electric utility staff presented facts and recommendations regarding the then new Public Utility Regulatory Policies Act (“PURPA”) standards included in the Energy Policy Act of 2005 including net metering and interconnection standards for distributed resources, among other recommendations, and

            WHEREAS, the City Commission of the City of Leesburg, Florida conducted independent proceedings to consider the new standards; and made a determination that it was not in the best interest of the electric customers to adopt the PURPA Standards at that time; and further noted that City staff would continue to work with FMEA and FMPA to draft a workable solution to net metering that would not violate the All Requirements Project Contract as well as work with FMEA and FMPA to develop an interconnection agreement in conjunction with the FPSC’s rulemaking process, and

             WHEREAS, City staff, FMEA and FMPA have now developed appropriate Net Metering and Interconnection Standards meeting the needs of each entity.

             NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Commission of the City of Leesburg, Florida that certain Agreements and other documents necessary for implementation of the Net Metering Policy and Standard Interconnection Agreement be adopted as follows:

Subject:	Small Cities Community Development Block Grant Program Award


Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends executing the Small Cities Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) contract to receive federal funding in the amount of $750,000 for the Magnolia Townhomes (aka Kristen Court) Project.  

Analysis:
As part of the City’s vision to redevelop the Kristen Court Apartments into a for sale townhome development now known as Magnolia Townhomes, funding is needed to cover infrastructure costs.  The apartment complex is in severe need of flood & drainage improvements, sewer line and water line replacement, new fire hydrants, and sidewalks.  The City’s CDBG application ranked 6th out of 34 applications submitted Statewide.  The funding will allow the City to move forward with bidding of the infrastructure improvements for Magnolia Townhomes.    

Once the contract is executed by both parties, the City will have the authority to use the $750,000 CDBG funding for infrastructure improvements and contract administration.

Analysis:
The mall management team contacted staff to offer the use of a portion of their parking lot to stage utility vehicles and equipment during emergency or disaster situations.  This agreement allows any City of Leesburg utility department and/or their contractors to make use of the area east of JC Penney to stage equipment, vehicles and crews during emergency or disaster recovery operations.

Subject:	Resolution authorizing a Joint Participation Agreement with FDOT for funding for a Security Project at Leesburg International Airport


Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the Joint Participation Agreement for funding for a security project at Leesburg International Airport, which does not require a city match.

Analysis:
Approximately five years ago, a security system was installed at Leesburg International Airport.  That project included a badge system with photo identification, electric gates that require badge or transponder for entry and three security cameras to monitor certain areas on the airport.  This work was done using fully funded grant dollars ($400,000.00) from FDOT.  There have not been any thefts at the airport since the system was installed.  Prior to its installation, a theft involving expensive items occurred approximately every two months.  

The Transportation Security Administration (TSA), a department of Homeland Security, was involved in the design and implementation of the existing security system.  TSA is now proposing new restrictions on General Aviation (GA) airports and general aviation aircraft with a gross takeoff weight equal to or greater than 12,500 pounds (Exhibit No. 1).  The proposed regulation will reduce the susceptibility of large GA aircraft misuse by individuals wishing to harm the United States and its citizens. The proposed regulation (copy of exhibit 1 & 2 attached) has been published in the Federal Register and is open for public comment.  The Florida Airports Council opposes the regulation via Resolution #09-01(Exhibit No. 2). However, it is the consensus among the aviation community that the Proposed Rulemaking (NPRM) by TSA will become law. 

When the proposed restrictions become law, Leesburg International Airport will be required to add additional security measures.  City staff has procured a fully funded Joint Participation Agreement from the Florida Department of Transportation in the amount of $200,000.00 to implement the additional security measures that TSA will require.  The security measures that will be included in this project are as follows:

1. Install four electric push button locks on four personnel gates. 
2. Controlled exit/entry to lobby of FBO (new sliding door operated by receptionists).
3. Install stationary cameras on electric gates numbers 1, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7 and 8.
4. Install two RPZ cameras (directional cameras) in the vicinity of the T-Hangars and Corporate Block Hangars.
5. Install one RPZ camera focused on Taxiway “B”.

Fiscal Impact:  
The total amount of the JPA for the Security Project is $200,000.00.  The availability of funding for this project was not anticipated; therefore it was not budgeted in this fiscal year, a budget adjustment will be necessary to amend the airport budget to reflect the grant funds.  The JPA is fully funded; matching funds from the City are not required.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the resolution authorizing execution of an agreement with Ingram Signalization, Inc. of Pensacola, Florida for construction of the traffic signal upgrade.

Analysis:
On May 22, 2006 the City Commission adopted the Highway 27/441 CRA Redevelopment Plan.  The plan details upgrading intersections along the 27/441 corridor from concrete strain pole traffic signals to steel painted mast arms.  The intersection at Yellow Jacket Way (formerly Meadows Ave) and Highway 27 is one of many intersections identified in the plan.  This project will upgrade this intersection.

This location is a 3-way signal controlled intersection at the Highway 27 entrance to Leesburg High School.  On May 22, 2006 the City Commission approved a Joint Participation Agreement (JPA) with the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) to upgrade this intersection from a strain pole traffic signal to a mast arm.  The City will receive $63,000.00 from FDOT through the JPA.

The City’s past practice would have been to ‘piggyback’ on the Lake County Traffic Signal Maintenance & Construction contract.  This contract is currently with Traffic Control Devices (TCD).  Staff felt better pricing could be received by putting the project out to bid.

On April 7, 2009, the Purchasing Division issued Invitation to Bid (ITB) 90221 for the construction of mast arm upgrades.  A bid requirement stipulates only contractors currently pre-qualified by the FDOT to perform Traffic Signal work on state highways may respond to the ITB.  This requirement limits who may respond to the ITB.  The Purchasing Division provided notification of the ITB to 32 pre-qualified FDOT contractors within Florida.  On May 5, 2009, twelve responses were received.  Purchasing and Public Works evaluated the bid responses.  The bid received from Ingram Signalization, Inc. was deemed to be the lowest responsive and responsible bid.  A listing of the respondents and their bid amounts is included in this staff report.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of an agreement with TLC Diversified, Inc. for $1,928,100.00.

Analysis:
The project involves onsite improvements to the Turnpike Water Reclamation Facility (WRF) necessary to deliver reuse irrigation water to customers in the southern service area of the City. 

Performance includes constructing improvements at the grit removal facility including piping, a chlorine mixing chamber with new grating, handrails and stairs at the pump chamber and digesters, and modification of the existing irrigation pump station.  Also, included is construction of a skid-mounted filter array, disinfection station and building, backwash lift station, electrical improvements, construction of instrumentation and controls, and modification to existing SCADA controls.  

The project is eligible for a 20 percent funding grant for construction from the St. Johns River Water Management District Water Protection and Sustainability District program contingent upon substantial completion being accomplished by September 30, 2009.  Due to the potential for losing the 20% grant, liquidated damage provisions in the amount of 20% were incorporated into the ITB’s special conditions to protect the City from losing the grant money should the contractor not complete the project on schedule.  

On April 6, 2009, the Purchasing Division issued Invitation to Bid number 90251 to 24 firms inviting sealed bids from qualified and licensed contractors in accordance with specifications for expanding the WRF located near the turnpike at 1600 CR 470.  

On May 7, 2009, the City received sealed bids from two prospective contractors.  

At the public bid opening TLC Diversified, Inc. was determined to be the apparent low bidder.  All attendees were advised a responsibility and responsiveness review would be conducted by the Purchasing Department with an anticipated award recommendation to TLC Diversified, Inc. to follow soon afterward.

The surrounding Future Land Use Map designations around the subject property are Institutional to the north and west, General Commercial to the south and Public to the east.  The existing Land Use designation for the subject property is Institutional. The proposed future land use designation of City General Commercial, which is consistent with the City’s adopted Growth Management Plan and would allow for the development of the property for residential and commercial uses.

The Planning Commission held a public hearing on the application on April 23, 2009 and by a vote of 7 to 0, recommended approval.

April 23, 2009 

These Planned Development Conditions for a SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) District are granted by the City of Leesburg Planning Commission, Lake County, Florida to Felipe Estrada, "Permittee" for the purposes and terms and conditions as set forth herein pursuant to authority contained in Chapter 25 "Zoning", Section 25-278 "Planned Development Process" of the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, as amended.

BACKGROUND: The "Permittee" has submitted an application requesting a SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) zoning district to permit single family residential, retail, wholesale and light industrial as permitted by these conditions on an approximately 6.85 +/- acres site within the City of Leesburg in accordance with their Planned Development application and supplemental information.

1.	PERMISSION
	Permission is hereby granted to Felipe Estrada to operate, and maintain a SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) development in and on real property in the City of Leesburg. The property is generally located on the north side of C.R. 470, just east of the Florida Turnpike.  The property is more particularly described as shown in the attached legal description below.

2.	LEGAL DESCRIPTION
	See attached legal Exhibit B

3.	LAND USES 
	The above-described property shall be used for SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) uses as limited herein, and pursuant to City of Leesburg development codes and standards. 
A. Uses
	1)	Uses shall be those listed as permitted uses in this document and shall 	occupy the approximate area as shown on the Conceptual Plan dated February 19, 2009.
			
		2)	Permitted Uses shall be as follows:
			a.		Commercial uses shall be those listed for the SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) uses in the Land Development Code as a permitted uses including single family residential, retail, wholesale and light industrial for the approximate area as shown on the Conceptual Plan dated April 22, 2009. 
		
	B.	Uses prohibited shall be as follows:
	a.	convenience store with or without gas pumps 
	c.	recreation uses - indoor and outdoor 
	d.	bars and lounges
	e.	clubs and lodges

	C.	Area	
The Impervious surface coverage for this site shall not exceed eighty (80) percent of the gross site area.

	 D.	Open Space
A minimum of twenty (20) percent of the site shall be developed as open space, including retention areas, buffer and landscaped areas. Parking areas and vehicle access areas shall not be considered in calculating open space.  

4.	SITE ACCESS
A.	Access to the property is currently from C.R. 470. Future access shall be limited through a possible frontage road subject to the City of Leesburg SPUD amendment and Site Plan Application review process. City should review possible vacation of City easement across property if no longer needed by City.

5.	DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS
	A.	  The minimum development standards shall be those required for the SPUD district except as amended by these conditions.
	
B.   All operations shall be carried on entirely within an enclosed structure, except as permitted under Section 25-289 Industrial Uses, City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, as amended. 

C.  No outdoor storage areas shall be permitted, except as permitted under Section 25-289 Industrial Uses.  

D.  Areas of property not occupied by structures or paving shall be grassed, landscaped and maintained in accordance with City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, as amended. 

6.	PARKING
A. The permittee shall have off-street parking spaces within the property per the conceptual site plan, pursuant to the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, as amended, which shall include the required number of handicapped parking spaces.  

7.	WETLANDS
A.	Wetlands shall comply with the following requirements. Prior to disturbance or development of any wetland area, the "Permittee" shall submit and receive approval from all affected governmental agencies to include, but not limited to, St. John's River Water Management District and the State of Florida Department of Environmental Regulation.  Any notice of violation from any affected agency shall be cause for a cease and desist order on permits issued by the City of Leesburg until such time as the violation has been resolved with the appropriate agency(s).

8.	DRAINAGE AND UTILITIES
	A.	Prior to receiving Final Development Plan Approval, the "Permittee" shall submit, if applicable, a Master Site Drainage Plan and Utility Implementation Plan acceptable to the City of Leesburg. Prior to removal, renovation or demolition of any existing development on the site, the permittee shall provide:
	 1)	A detailed site plan demonstrating no direct discharge of stormwater runoff	 generated by the development into any natural surface waters or onto adjacent properties.
		2)	A detailed site plan indicating all provisions for electric, water, sewer, and natural gas in accordance with the site plan review process as required by the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances.

9.	TRANSPORTATION
	A.	 Development of the property shall require a traffic study for potential transportation improvements such as but not limited to signalization, signage or turn lanes. Any required improvements shall be contingent upon the site plan approval by City of Leesburg staff during development review/permit application. All required transportation improvements shall comply with regulations of the City of Leesburg, Lake County, the Florida Department of Transportation and the MPO review, as applicable.
	
	B.	 The Permittee shall provide all necessary improvements/paving/turn lanes/right-of- way/signalization within and adjacent to the development including but not limited to right-of-way as required by Lake County or the City of Leesburg.
		
10.	LANDSCAPING AND BUFFER REQUIREMENTS
	A.	  All landscaping and buffering shall be in accordance with regulations contained within the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances except as provided under these conditions. 
	
	B.	Variations to the landscape requirements of the code may be approved by the Community Development Director because of the existing development of the property as long as the intent of the 	PUD and the Landscaping Code are maintained.
	
11.	MAINTENANCE
	A.	With the exception of public utilities and sidewalks, maintenance of all site improvements, including but not limited to drives, internal sidewalks, landscaping and drainage shall be the responsibility of the owner. 
	
	12.	DEVELOPMENT PHASING 
	A.	The proposed project may be constructed in phases in accordance with the Small Planned Unit Development Conditions and Conceptual Plan. Changes to the Development Plan, other than those conditions described in this agreement, shall be revised in accordance with the Planned Development review process.
	
	B.	 Implementation of the project shall substantially commence within 36 months of approval of this Planned Development.  In the event, the conditions of the SPUD have not been substantially implemented during the required time period, the SPUD shall be scheduled with due notice for reconsideration by the Planning Commission at their next available regular meeting. The Planning Commission will consider whether to extend the SPUD approval or rezone the property to another appropriate zoning classification less intense than the development permitted by these SPUD Conditions 

13.	MISCELLANEOUS CONDITIONS
	A.	The uses of the proposed project shall only be those uses identified in the approved Planned Development Conditions. Any other proposed use must be specifically authorized in accordance with the Planned Development amendment process.
	B.	No person, firm or corporation shall erect, construct, enlarge, alter, repair, remove, improve, move, convert, or demolish any building structure, or alter the land in any manner without first submitting the necessary plans and obtaining appropriate approvals in accordance with the City of Leesburg Codes.  
	C.	Construction and operation of the proposed use(s) shall at all times comply with City and other governmental agencies rules and regulations. No further development of the property shall occur until a site plan for development of the property is approved by the City.
	D.	The transfer of ownership or lease of any or all of the property described in this SPUD Agreement shall include in the transfer or lease agreement, a provision that the purchaser or lessee is made good and aware of the conditions pertaining to the Planned Unit Development established and agrees to be bound by these conditions.  The purchaser or lessee may request a change from the existing plans and conditions by following the procedures as described in the City of Leesburg Land Development Code, as amended. 
	E.	These SPUD Conditions shall inure to the benefit of, and shall constitute a covenant running with the land and the terms, conditions, and provisions hereof, and shall be binding upon the present owner and any successor, and shall be subject to each and every condition herein set out.

	F.	A noise/vibration/dust study by the applicant may be required if reoccurring formal written complaints related to noise/vibration/dust are received by the City. The applicant shall have the right to a hearing on the requirement for the referenced study before Planning Commission if they believe the complaints are not valid.

	G.	The operation of machinery or equipment shall be restricted to between the hours of 7:00 p.m. and 7:00 a.m. if such operation produces excessive, unnecessary, unreasonably loud noise or disturbance, or any noise or disturbance which disturbs, destroys, or endangers the comfort, health, peace, or safety of others beyond two hundred (200) feet of their property. Recurring formal written complaints from residential areas related to noise or other disturbances emanating from the operation between 7:00 p.m. and 7:00 a.m. shall be considered prima facie evidence in support of restricting the hours of operation to only permit operation between 7:00 a.m. and 7:00 p.m. The owner shall have seven (7) days to demonstrate that adequate measures have been taken to alleviate the source of the disturbance which gave rise to the recurring complaints. If in the opinion of the Community Development Director, the disturbances have not been corrected, the owner will be scheduled for the next available Planning Commission meeting to determine the appropriate action necessary to alleviate the disturbance.

14.	CONCURRENCY
As submitted, the proposed zoning change does not appear to result in demands on public facilities which would exceed the current capacity of some public facilities, such as, but not limited to roads, sewage, water supply, drainage, solid waste, parks and recreation, schools and emergency medical facilities. However, no final development order (site plan and building permits) shall be granted for a proposed development until there is a finding that all public facilities and services required for the development have sufficient capacity at or above the adopted level of service (LOS) to accommodate the impacts of the development, or that improvements necessary to bring facilities up to their adopted LOS will be in place concurrent with the impacts of the development.
A. 	Utilities

		1)      Projected Capacities
		a.	The City’s utility planning efforts draw upon phasing, capacity and service requirements, based upon information provided by the applicant.  The City develops its plans consistent with sound engineering principles, prudent fiscal practices and due regard for regulatory compliance.
			b.	The development will require construction of new distribution mains, since existing facilities in the service area are not adequate.  Should the developer wish to accelerate the construction of such facilities to provide service, the developer will bear the cost of design, permitting and construction.  Any such facilities must be constructed in a fashion consistent with the City’s master plans and to the City standards and specifications.
c.	The City is in the process of Consumptive Use Permit renewal.  The application provides for anticipated demands due to this and other potential development 	
	
B.	 Commitment of Capacity
  	There are no previous commitments of any existing or planned excess capacity.

	3)	The City has completed an impact fee study, based in part on the CIP in order to assure adequate and appropriate funding for required improvements. Subject:	Ordinance providing for local implementation of the water conservation rule for landscape irrigation of the St. Johns River Water Management District


Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the ordinance for local implementation of the water conservation rule for landscape irrigation of the St. Johns River Water Management District.

Analysis:
In March, 2009, the St. Johns River Water Management District (SJRWMD) adopted a water conservation rule for landscape irrigation.  This rule provides for two-day per week irrigation during Daylight Savings Time and one-day per week irrigation when Daylight Savings Time is not in effect.

SJRWMD requests that local governments adopt an ordinance providing for enforcement of the rule within their respective jurisdictions; a model ordinance is provided by SJRWMD as a guideline.  The City Attorney has adapted the model ordinance to our form and content.

The City will have a permit condition within its upcoming Consumptive Use Permit renewal that requires adoption of this ordinance.  Most local governments are in the process of adopting, or have already adopted this ordinance – it is appropriate for us to adopt this ordinance now to maintain consistency with irrigation restrictions and enforcement throughout Lake County.

This ordinance provides for enforcement of the irrigation rule by warning and fines.  The ordinance calls out an initial warning, followed by a fine which begins at fifty dollars, doubles with each successive violation, to a maximum fine of $1,000.00.  The fine structure contained within this ordinance is identical to that which was adopted by Lake County Board of County Commissioners a few weeks ago.  This will allow enforcement of the irrigation rule to be consistent throughout our service area.

Options:
1.  Adopt the ordinance as presented; or,
2.  Such alternative action as the Commission may deem appropriate 


Fiscal Impact:  
There is no direct fiscal impact from this ordinance.  There is the potential for a minor amount of revenue to be generated from fines that may be levied; however, since the purpose of the ordinance is to obtain compliance with the irrigation rules, this will not be a significant revenue stream.  There will be some cost associated with staff time to issue warnings and fines – this, too is unpredictable.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA; PROVIDING FOR LOCAL IMPLEMENTATION OF THE WATER CONSERVATION RULE FOR LANDSCAPE IRRIGATION OF THE ST. JOHNS RIVER WATER MANAGEMENT DISTRICT; PROVIDING DEFINITIONS; PROVIDING LANDSCAPE IRRIGATION SCHEDULES; PROVIDING EXCEPTIONS; PROVIDING FOR VARIANCES; PROVIDING FOR APPLICABILITY; PROVIDING FOR ENFORCEMENT; PROVIDING FOR VIOLATIONS AND PENALTIES; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICT; PROVIDING A SAVINGS CLAUSE; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, the St. Johns River Water Management District has responsibility and exclusive authority under Chapter 373, Florida Statutes, for regulating the consumptive use of water; and

	WHEREAS, the St. Johns River Water Management District has amended Rule 40C-2.042, F.A.C., its General Consumptive Use Permit by Rule that regulates small irrigation uses below consumptive use permit thresholds in Rule 40C-2.041(1), F.A.C.; and

	WHEREAS, Rule 40C-2.042(2)(a), F.A.C., grants a general permit to each person located within the District to use, withdraw or divert water for small landscape irrigation uses, provided that irrigation occurs in accordance with Sections 29-4 and 29-6, subject to the exceptions set forth in Section 29-5; and 

	WHEREAS, Rule 40C-2.042(2), F.A.C., applies to landscape irrigation regardless of whether the water comes from ground or surface water, from a private well or pump, or from a public or private utility; and	

	WHEREAS, Rule 40C-2.042(2)(b), F.A.C., strongly encourages a local government to adopt an ordinance to enforce Rule 40C-2.042(2)(a), F.A.C., within its jurisdiction by adopting a landscape irrigation ordinance that incorporates each of the provisions set forth in Rule 40C-2.042(2)(a), F.A.C.; and 

	WHEREAS, it is the desire of the City of Leesburg, Florida, to adopt such an ordinance in accordance with 40C-2.042(2)(a) and (b), F.A.C.; and
WHEREAS, the City of Leesburg, Florida, hereby finds and declares that the adoption of this Ordinance is appropriate, and in the best interests of the citizens of the City of Leesburg, Florida.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF LEEBURG, FLORIDA: 



SECTION 1. 

Chapter 29 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Leesburg, Florida, is hereby enacted to read as follows:  
Section 29-1.  Short Title. 
This Chapter shall be known and cited as the “Water Conservation Ordinance for Landscape Irrigation.”
Section 29-2. Intent and Purpose. 
It is the intent and purpose of this Chapter to implement procedures that promote water conservation through more efficient landscape irrigation. 
Section 29-3.  Definitions. 
For purposes of this Chapter, the following terms, phrases, words and their derivatives shall have the meaning given herein. When not inconsistent with the context, words used in the present tense include the future, words in the plural include the singular, and words in the singular include the plural. 
(1) 	“Address” means the house number of a physical location of a specific property.  This includes “rural route” numbers but excludes post office box numbers.  If a lot number in a mobile home park or similar community is used by the U.S. Postal Service to determine a delivery location, the lot number shall be the property’s address.  An “even numbered address” means an address ending in the numbers 0, 2, 4, 6, 8 or the letters A-M.  An “odd numbered address” means an address ending in the numbers 1, 3, 5, 7, 9 or the letters N-Z.      
(2) 	"District" means the St. Johns River Water Management District. 
(3)	 “Person" means any person, firm, partnership, association, corporation, company, or organization of any kind. 
(4) 	“Landscape irrigation” means the outside watering of plants in a landscape such as shrubbery, trees, lawns, grass, ground covers, plants, vines, gardens and other such flora that are situated in such diverse locations as residential areas, public, commercial, and industrial establishments, and public medians and rights-of-way.  “Landscape irrigation” does not include agricultural crops, nursery plants, cemeteries, golf course greens, tees, fairways, primary roughs, and vegetation associated with recreational areas such as playgrounds, football, baseball and soccer fields. 
(5) 	“Residential landscape irrigation” means the irrigation of landscape associated with any housing unit having sanitary and kitchen facilities designed to accommodate one or more residents, including multiple housing units and mobile homes.  
(6) 	“Non-residential landscape irrigation” means the irrigation of landscape not included within the definition of “residential landscape irrigation,” such as that associated with public, commercial and industrial property, including commercial or transient housing units, hotel and motel units, and public medians and rights-of-way.

Section 29-4.  Landscape Irrigation Schedules.

	(1)	When Daylight Savings Time is in effect, landscape irrigation shall occur only in accordance with the following irrigation schedule:
(a)	Residential landscape irrigation at odd numbered addresses or no address may occur only on Wednesday and Saturday and shall not occur between 10:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m.; and
(b)	Residential landscape irrigation at even numbered addresses may occur only on Thursday and Sunday and shall not occur between 10:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m.; and
(c)	Non-residential landscape irrigation may occur only on Tuesday and Friday and shall not occur between 10:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m.; and
(d)	No more than ¾ inch of water may be applied per irrigation zone on each day that irrigation occurs, and in no event shall irrigation occur for more than 1 hour per irrigation zone on each day that irrigation occurs.
	
(2)	When Eastern Standard Time is in effect, landscape irrigation shall occur only in accordance with the following irrigation schedule:

(a)	Residential landscape irrigation at odd numbered addresses or no address may occur only on Saturday and shall not occur between 10:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m.; and

(b)	Residential landscape irrigation at even numbered addresses may occur only on Sunday and shall not occur between 10:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m.; and

(c)	Non-residential landscape irrigation may occur only on Tuesday and shall not occur between 10:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m.; and

(d)	No more than ¾ inch of water may be applied per irrigation zone on each day that irrigation occurs, and in no event shall irrigation occur for more than 1 hour per irrigation zone on each day that irrigation occurs. 

(3)	All landscape irrigation shall be limited in amount to only that necessary to meet landscape needs.	


Section 29-5.  Exceptions to the Landscape Irrigation Schedules. 

Landscape irrigation shall be subject to the following irrigation schedule exceptions:
  
(1)	Irrigation using a micro-spray, micro-jet, drip or bubbler irrigation system is allowed anytime.

(2)	Irrigation of new landscape is allowed at any time of day on any day for the initial 30 days and every other day for the next 30 days for a total of one 60-day period, provided that the irrigation is limited to the minimum amount necessary for such landscape establishment.


(3)	Watering in of chemicals, including insecticides, pesticides, fertilizers, fungicides, and herbicides, when required by law, the manufacturer, or best management practices, is allowed at any time of day on any day within 24 hours of application.  Watering in of chemicals shall not exceed ¼ inch of water per application except as otherwise required by law, the manufacturer, or best management practices.

(4)	Irrigation systems may be operated at any time of day on any day for maintenance and repair purposes not to exceed 20 minutes per hour per zone.

(5)	Irrigation using a hand-held hose equipped with an automatic shut-off nozzle is allowed at any time of day on any day.

(6)	Discharge of water from a water-to-air air-conditioning unit or other water- dependent cooling system is not limited. 

(7)	The use of water from a reclaimed water system is allowed anytime.  For the purpose of this paragraph, a reclaimed water system includes systems in which the primary source is reclaimed water, which may or may not be supplemented from another source during peak demand periods.

(8)	The use of recycled water from wet detention treatment ponds for irrigation is allowed anytime provided the ponds are not augmented from any ground or off-site surface water, or public supply sources.

Section 29-6.  Additional Requirement. 

(1)	Any person who irrigates landscape with an automatic lawn sprinkler system that is installed after the effective date of this Chapter shall install, maintain and operate a rain sensor device or switch that overrides the irrigation system when adequate rainfall has occurred.

(2)	Any person who replaces or modifies a lawn sprinkler system that was installed prior to the enactment of this Chapter, by more than 51 percent, as determined by the City Manager or designee, shall be required to meet the requirements of this Chapter, including the requirement to maintain and operate a rain sensor device or switch that overrides the irrigations system when adequate rainfall has occurred.

Section 29-7.  Variance from Specific Day of the Week Limitations. 

A variance from the specific landscape irrigation days or day set forth in Section 29-4 may be granted if strict application of the scheduled days or day would lead to unreasonable or unfair results in particular instances, provided that the applicant demonstrates with particularity that compliance with the scheduled days or day will result in a substantial economic, health or other hardship on the applicant requesting the variance or those served by the applicant.  Where a contiguous property is divided into different zones, a variance may be granted hereunder so that each zone may be irrigated on different days or day than other zones of the property.  However, in no event shall a variance allow a single zone to be irrigated more than two days per week during Daylight Savings Time or more than one day per week during Eastern Standard Time.    



Section 29-8.  Application. 

The provisions of this Chapter shall apply to each person located within the City of Leesburg, Florida. 
Section 29-9.  Enforcement. 
This Chapter shall be enforced as provided in Chapter 2, Division 2, of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Leesburg, Florida.
Section 29-10. Violations and Penalties.

The following penalties shall be available in the event of a violation of the provisions of this Chapter of the City of Leesburg Code, any other applicable laws, rules, or regulations or permits.

(1) 	All violations of the terms and conditions of this Chapter, or any other chapter, rule, regulation, or law, may be enforced by enforcement action of the city code enforcement.  

(2)	All violators of this Chapter will be penalized as follows:
	
	First Violation
	Written Warning

	Subsequent violations
	Minimum of $50.00 for the second violation, doubling for each subsequent violation to a maximum of $1,000.00 for each violation.


(3) 	Nothing in this Chapter precludes the city from seeking immediate injunctive relief or taking such other lawful action, including but not limited to, forfeiture of any financial security held by the city to prevent or remedy any violation of this Chapter, or any violation of the terms of any other city code, or any other law, rule, or regulation. 

(4) 	The penalties provided for herein are cumulative. Use of one (1) method of enforcement shall not preclude the city from using other methods of enforcement for the same violation.  

SECTION 2.

All ordinances or part of ordinances in conflict with any of the provisions of this ordinance are hereby repealed.

SECTION 3.

If any portion of this ordinance is declared invalid or unenforceable, and to the extent that it is possible to do so without destroying the overall intent and effect of this ordinance, the portion deemed invalid or unenforceable shall be severed herefrom and the remainder of the ordinance shall continue until full force and effect as if it were enacted without including the portion found to be invalid or unenforceable.



SECTION 4.

This Ordinance shall become effective upon its passage and adoption according to law.
