Commissioner Polk introduced the resolution to be read by title only. DCC Bagwell read the resolution by title only, as follows:

A resolution of the City of Leesburg Florida authorizing the Leesburg Police Department to apply for the JAG Stimulus 2009 Grant for $57,792.33 to supplement overtime cost to combat increasing crime problems and to purchase necessary traffic safety equipment, accept the grant, and provide signing authority; and providing an effective date.

Commissioner Polk asked if a second traffic message board is necessary and how the overtime amount is calculated.  Police Chief (PC) Bill Chrisman explained the additional message board is necessary for traffic control during serious traffic accidents and special events. He explained $57,792.33 is the amount of the grant for Leesburg.  The safety equipment needed totals $39,499.31 leaving $18,293.02 for overtime.  No match is required by this grant.

Commissioner Polk asked for an explanation of the rate study.  Electric Director (ED) Paul Kalv explained the cost structure from the City wholesale power supplier is different.  The bulk power cost adjustment or fuel adjustment is applied equally between all classes of customers. The rate study will enable the City to properly allocate our cost between major classes of customers.  The rate study is revenue neutral.  The result is not intended to be used to increase rates. The last rate study was completed in 2004.

ADOPTED ORDINANCE 09-30 PERTAINING TO IRRIGATION RESTRICTIONS; ADOPTING ST. JOHNS RIVER WATER MANAGEMENT DISTRICT LANDSCAPE IRRIGATION RULE; IMPLEMENTING A SCHEDULE OF FINES FOR NON-COMPLIANCE











DCC Bagwell read the ordinance, as follows:

An ordinance of the City of Leesburg, Florida; providing for local implementation of the Water Conservation Rule for landscape irrigation of the St. Johns River Water Management District; providing definitions; providing landscape irrigation schedules; providing exceptions; providing for variances; providing for applicability; providing for enforcement; providing for violations and penalties; providing for conflict; providing a savings clause; and providing an effective date.

Commissioner Polk moved to adopt the ordinance and Commissioner Henderson seconded the motion.

Commissioner Henderson asked who is to enforce the ordinance.  
Commissioner Christian expressed concern about the Police Officers knowing the difference between a micro spray or bubblers and other irrigation components.  He stated anyone enforcing the ordinance will need to be trained in irrigation methods.

INTRODUCED AN ORDINANCE ADDING ARTICLE VI OF CHAPTER 21 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES, PERTAINING TO TRAFFIC SAFETY AND PENALTIES

Commissioner Henderson introduced the ordinance to be read by title only. DCC Bagwell read the ordinance, as follows:

An ordinance of the City of Leesburg, Florida, creating Article VI of Chapter 21 of the Code of Ordinances to provide for the use of cameras to assist in the enforcement of traffic signal compliance; setting forth conditions regulating the installation of cameras at signalized intersections; setting forth definitions; providing criteria to determine when a violation of this ordinance has occurred; providing for procedures to enforce this ordinance; establishing penalties; providing for the filing of an affidavit of non-responsibility; providing exceptions; establishing a procedure for appeals by persons receiving a citation under this ordinance; repealing conflicting ordinances; providing a savings clause; and providing an effective date.
Mayor Puckett requested comments from the public.  
Commissioner Christian asked if the legal challenges have been resolved.  City Attorney (CA) Mark Brionez explained there will be legal challenges.  Even though other cities are using these red light cameras, no court decisions have been made at this time to say this is legal or not.  
Commissioner Christian asked if other Cities are able to collect the money.  CA Brionez explained this ordinance is to enable the City to be able to at a later time decide to contract with a company to install the cameras.
CM Evans explained a typical model of the way it works: a company comes in and sets up the cameras at no cost to the jurisdiction. That company operates the system for the City and as they catch the violator’s data including pictures, the information is forwarded to the law enforcement agency. The enforcement agency then reviews the violations and determines if a violation is to be issued. The process follows the Code Enforcement process.  The violation is a civil matter not a criminal matter.  
PC Chrisman stated you cannot use the cameras on a State Road or U.S. Highways.  The violation must come from  local roads.  Legislation may soon involve cameras on a State level in the near future.    

Steve Richey, representing American Traffic Solutions, gave an overview of the traffic camera system put in the City of Apopka, how the system works, and the success achieved by the City.
