The meeting opened with an invocation given by Commissioner Jo Ann Heim and the Pledge of Alle​giance to the Flag.

Bill Wiley, Community Development Director, informed the audience of the rules of participation and the need to sign the speaker’s registry.  Bill Wiley also informed Commissioners and the audience of the City Commission meeting dates tentatively scheduled.

REZONING
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, AMENDING THE CITY PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT)  OF APPROXIMATELY 19.94 ACRES TO EXTEND THE TIMELINE OF THE IMPLEMENTATION OF THE PROJECT FOR A PROPERTY GENERALLY LOCATED ON SOUTH OF PARK HOLLAND ROAD, EAST OF PICCIOLA ROAD, AS LEGALLY DESCRIBED IN SECTION 14, TOWNSHIP  19S, RANGE 24E. (CITY COMMISSION DATES - 1st READING ON JUNE 22, 2009 AND A 2ND READING ON JULY 13, 2009)
Bill Wiley entered the exhibits into the record, which in​cluded the rezoning application, warranty deed, staff summary, departmental review summary, staff recommendations, PUD conditions, legal description, general location map, aerial photo, land use and zoning maps, site photos and conceptual site plan.
Mike Miller, Planner, presented the overhead visuals including the general location map, aerial map, future land use, surrounding zoning and land uses, surrounding property photos and conceptual site plan.
Bill Wiley reviewed and summarized the request and stated department reviews and surrounding property owner approvals as follows:

No substantial comments received from the departments.
Two approvals received from surrounding property owners:

“Because of current economic downturn, extension should be granted.”

Bill Wiley briefly summarized what this case was referencing.  Due to the economy the plans have not happened when they thought they would.  Development has been delayed.  In addition, this property still has a county land use because it is one of the properties that has been tied up with the negotiations with the State.  

Bill Wiley stated the staff’s recommendation as follows:
· This request is to amend Section 2. Land Use, Subsection E. Development Phasing condition 2 of the previously approved Case 126-1-090706, to extend the implementation date for the subject property for an additional 48 months (changed from 36 months). It does not substantially change the intent of the PUD or create an adverse impact.
· Vote to approve the staff recommendation to amend the zoning condition for the subject property to extend the implementation date for an additional 48 months (changed from 36 months) as proposed by staff and forward to the City Commission for consideration. 
Mr. Wiley reviewed and summarized the Planned Unit Development Conditions as follows:

· The only changes made are in section E. 2, the allotment time changed from 36 months to 48 months and the front page with the revision date.

Leslie Campione – Attorney representing the owners – We are happy with the agreed upon extension time.  Realistically this will be tied up with the state for another year before we can move forward with development.
Bill Wiley provided an explanation of the current status of the situation with Comprehensive Plan Amendments tied up with DCA (Department of Community Affairs).

Commissioner Edward Schlein  made a motion to APPROVE AS AMENDED case #020-1-052109 – MUSSO-SPENCE PROPERTY - REZONING.  Commissioner Wylie Hamilton SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a voice vote of 5 to 0.
