Subject:	Purchase requisition 41041 to CDW Government, Inc. for the purchase of mobile computer equipment


Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of Requisition 40041 to CDW Government, Inc. for $50,411.76 for the purchase of mobile computer equipment for equipping fire department vehicles.

Analysis:
This project is for the purchase of mobile computer equipment under a Florida Department of Health grant previously accepted by the City Commission.  This purchase is funded by a 75/25 grant from the Florida Department of Health previously approved by the Commission to install mobile data terminals in fire apparatus.  This equipment will allow for the downloading of data and maps related to emergency calls.

The equipment being purchased is generally 7 Panasonic Tough Book Laptops and associated hardware for installation in the apparatus and provides communication with dispatch.  Purchase of software to communicate and present information on the mobile terminals has already been ordered from another vendor previously approved by Commission.

On May 20, 2009, the Purchasing Division issued Invitation to Bid (ITB) number 90311 inviting sealed bids from interested suppliers in accordance with the equipment specifications contained in the ITB.

On June 2, 2009, the City received sealed bids from 2 prospective contractors.

Subject:	Purchase requisition 41135 to Global Rental Co. (Altec Industries) for the purchase of a used bucket truck


Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends award of bid 90331 and approval of purchase requisition 41135 to Global Rental Co., a subsidiary of Altec Industries, for the purchase of a used Ford F-550 truck with body and aerial bucket platform for a total amount of $55,000.00.

Analysis:
The purpose of this purchase is to acquire a used bucket truck for the Fleet Services Division.  This truck will be assigned to the Communications Division of IT.  Communications currently uses a bucket tuck that was reassigned from the Electric Department.  The existing truck is too large for the needs of Communications.  The Communications Division will be turning in two vehicles.

The current equipment (471 & 491) used by Communications was a temporary solution 3 years ago.  At the time Communications needed a truck to tow the fiber trailer and also needed a bucket truck to service overhead installations.  This equipment was being replaced in the Electric Department and was reassigned to Communications for their use.  At that time Communications did not have the funds to purchase new or new/used equipment for their operations.

The current bucket truck is too large for many of the areas Communications crews work.  The truck was designed for use by electric crews which work at greater heights and typically have more room.  This new smaller truck will provide access to smaller spaces and lower heights without fear of coming in contact with energized power lines, transformers, or poles.  The new truck also has 4-wheel drive and outriggers, crews can safely deploy the aerial device in rural areas in soft dirt.

The existing equipment has served the Communications Division well.  However, the increase in customers has increased the amount of maintenance.  The shortcomings of unit 491 are more apparent and are a growing safety concern.  The purchase of the new truck will eliminate the safety concerns caused by unit 491 and will allow crews to work more efficiently and safely.

Subject:	Resolution authorizing the Mayor and City Clerk to execute Work Order No. 16 with Hanson Professional Services, Inc. for work related to the Runway 31 and Taxiway A extension project at Leesburg International Airport


Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of Work Order No. 16 with Hanson Professional Services, Inc.

Analysis:
Hanson Professional Services, Inc. Work Order No.16 represents the engineering consultant’s fee for Phases II & III of the Runway 13/31 Extension project.   These phases include the following:

1. Construct 1,000 feet of runway pavement on the east end of R-13/31
1. Construct 1,000 feet of taxiway pavement that parallels the new section of runway    
1. Provide for a large run-up area for departing aircraft
1. Install lighted Runway Distance Markers
1. Relocate existing Runway End Identifier Lights (REIL)
1. Install new Runway Lights on the new sections of Runway and Taxiway

Hanson Professional Services will perform the following services under this agreement:

1. Modify up to 43 drawing sheets to develop a project scope that can likely be accomplished with the expected ARRA grant amount of $3,835,397. Modify the permits being done under separate projects to match the revised project scope.
1. Provide general contract administration and coordination to include periodic status reporting and administration.
1. Review contractor submittals for general conformance to Engineer’s Design.  
1. Coordinate Q/A Testing Program and RPR activity. Review construction tests and /or inspections reports for conformance with contract requirements.
1. Prepare mandated monthly summaries of project progress to the Federal Aviation Administration.
1. Prepare Disadvantaged Business Enterprise reports.
1. Provide “As- built” upon project completion.
1. Work with Airport Manager to close-out project.

1.  Approve Work Order No. 16 with Hanson Professional Services, Inc.; or
2.  Such alternative action as the Commission may deem appropriate 

Fiscal Impact:  
The charge for services provided under Work Order No. 16 is $419,383.00.  Staff has been notified that the Airport will receive $3,835,397 in grant funding through the American Recovery & Reinvestment Act of 2009 (ARRA).  That grant does not require matching funds from the City and will pay the full cost of Work Order 16.

The agreement for the ARRA funding has not yet been received.  Hanson Professional Services, Inc. will not move forward with the tasks in Work Order No. 16 until all ARRA grant documents have been approved and executed.  Upon approval of the grant a budget adjustment will be processed to provide the necessary funds for Work Order No. 16.

Subject:	Resolution authorizing execution of a Change Order for Construction Management Services, Operations and Maintenance Manual Update and Ground Water Monitoring Plan for work associated with upgrades to the Turnpike Water Reclamation Facility


Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the Change Order to AECOM USA, Inc. in the amount of $179,501.00, with funding provided from the 2007 bond issue and from Water Protection and Sustainability Program grant funding.

Analysis:
During the meeting of May 26, 2009, the City Commission awarded a construction contract to TLC Diversified for the construction of upgrades to the Turnpike Water Reclamation Facility.  This authorization is for AECOM USA, Inc. Successor in Interest to Boyle Engineering Corporation to provide necessary construction management services, permit-required operation and maintenance manual updates and permit-required ground water monitoring plan.

Funding for these services will primarily be drawn from the 2007 bond issue proceeds.  A portion of these services are eligible for reimbursement from the St. Johns River Water Management District-administered Water Protection and Sustainability Program grant which the City received several years ago.

Fiscal Impact:  
There are ample funds available for this purpose from the 2007 bond fund proceeds.  Of the total Change Order amount of $179,501.00, approximately $110,000.00 is eligible for 20% reimbursement; therefore, the city will receive approximately $22,077.00 in reimbursed costs from the Water Protection and Sustainability Program grant.

SUBJECT: 	Interlocal Agreement between Lake County Government and the City of Leesburg regarding the Neighborhood Stabilization Program (NSP)


Staff Recommendation:	
Staff recommends the City Commission approve the Interlocal Agreement between Lake County Government and the City of Leesburg concerning the Neighborhood Stabilization Program I & II.   
		 
Analysis: 
The Neighborhood Stabilization Program (NSP) was established for the purpose of stabilizing communities that have suffered from foreclosures and abandonment. The program allows local governments to purchase and rehabilitate foreclosed and abandoned homes for resale. In addition, foreclosed rental properties can be purchased and renovated for rental use. The individuals targeted will be low, moderate and middle income (LMMI) households.

One aspect of the program requires the City of Leesburg to be a partner of the CDBG(Community Development Block Grant) Urban County Partner Program, the County must obtain an agreement with the City and request permission to perform NSP activities and expend funds within the City boundaries. Once the agreement is signed monies can be used to purchase property for affordable housing.  If the City acquires property through this program, the City will retain ownership and will have the ability to sell or lease property to low, moderate and middle income households.  If the City decides to sell the property, the monies received from the sale will be placed in a housing account to use for future acquisition.  If improvements are needed to help with the sell or leasing of the properties, the program does allow up to $15,000 of renovation cost.  

In conclusion, since the City of Leesburg is not currently a partner with Lake County in the NSP program, this agreement would allow Lake County to be able to perform NSP activities and expend funds within the City boundaries for the benefit of the citizens of the City of Leesburg.

Options:	
1. Approve Interlocal Agreement between Lake County Government and City of Leesburg to meet the requirement of the CDBG Urban County Partner Program for the federally funded Neighborhood Stabilization Program.
2. Such alternative action as the City Commission may deem appropriate. 

Fiscal Impact: 
The interlocal itself results in no fiscal impact to the City of Leesburg.  The fiscal impact of possible future acquisitions through the program would be brought to the Commission separately.

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, AUTHORIZING AN INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT BETWEEN LAKE COUNTY GOVERNMENT AND CITY OF LEESBURG, TO PROVIDE FOR NEIGHBORHOOD STABILIZATION PROGRAM (NSP) ACTIVITIES FOR LOW-INCOME, MIDDLE-INCOME AND MODERATE INCOME (LMMI) FAMILIES BOTH WITHIN THE CITY LIMITS AND THE UNINCORPORATED COUNTY UTILIZING NSP APPROPRIATIONS UNDER THE HOUSING AND ECONOMIC RECOVERY ACT OF 2008; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT RESOLVED by the City Commission of the City of Leesburg, Florida:  

	THAT the Mayor and City Clerk are hereby authorized to execute an agreement with Lake County Government whose address is 315 West Main Street, Tavares, Florida  32778, for the Housing and Economic Recovery Act of 2008, the NSP notice, the Lake County Substantial Action Plan Amendment (application), the Award, the County Consolidated plan and all applicable State and Federal regulations and any other related grant program requirements.  

1. The County is the lead entity and will administer the NSP and provide all grant administration and implementation of the NSP program for locations in the County and the City of Leesburg.
2. The City grants authority to the County to operate the NSP program within its jurisdictional boundary.

Analysis:
At the June 8, 2009 meeting, the Commission authorized the City Manager to sign the FAA Grant Agreement for the Extension of Runway 31 and partial parallel Taxiway “A”.  This authorization was given due to the time constraints placed on the City as a result of this Grant Agreement being funded through the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (ARRA).  The Agreement has now been fully executed and must be accepted by the City Commission.  

The amount of the grant is $3,835,397.00.  This figure was determined after final costs including the construction bid were submitted to the FAA.  The final costs were lower than the original estimates for this portion of the project.  Please note that this grant is fully funded so it does not require matching funds from the City.  

This grant will be used for the following:

1. Mitigate 10.86 acres of wetland.
1. Construct 1,000’ extension at the east end of Runway 13/31.
1. Construct 1,000’ of associated parallel Taxiway “A”.

1. Construct a 200’ x 500’ over run safety area.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the resolution authorizing execution of an agreement with Pospiech Contracting, Inc. for airport runway and taxiway construction services for a total amount of $1,895,613.70.

Analysis:
The purpose of this solicitation is to establish a construction services agreement with a qualified firm to accomplish an airport runway and taxiway construction project at the Leesburg International Airport to extend runway 31 and taxiway A in accordance with FAA, state and local requirements. 

The work to be performed is generally described as:  provide all administration, materials, tools, permits, labor, equipment and supervision related to Leesburg International Airport’s Runway 31 and Partial Taxiway “A” Extension.  This project includes grading and extending Runway 31 1,000-feet, the safety area, and Taxiway “A”.  Extension includes paving and lighting.  In addition, a new floodplain compensation area will be created.

Funds for the project were made available under an Airport Improvement Program Grant from the Federal Aviation Administration appropriated under the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) of 2009, also known as the Federal Economic Stimulus Package.  The City is receiving $3,835,397 from the ARRA.  These are 100% grant funds with no match from the City.  The grant funds will be split between engineering services, construction services and wetland mitigation credits.  The mitigation credits are estimated to be $2,185,003.50.  

A portion of these costs will be covered by previous grants approved by the Commission.  See table on following page for break down.

Staff Recommendation:  
The Planning staff and Planning Commission recommend approval of the proposed rezoning for the subject property from City C-2 (Community Commercial) to City SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development).

Analysis:
The site is approximately 20 acre.  The property is generally located south of Park Holland Road and east of Picciola Road as shown on the attached General Location Map. The present zoning for this property is City C-2 (Community Commercial). The current use of the property is undeveloped and the proposed use is 34 single family residential units.  The surrounding zoning designations are City R-3 (High Density Residential) and City R-1 (Low Density Residential) to the north, County R-1 (Rural Residential) and City PUD (Planned Unit Development) to the east, C-3 (Highway Commercial) to the south, and City PUD (Planned Unit Development), County R-1 (Rural Residential) and City C-3 (Highway Commercial). The appropriate documentation that any flood hazard boundary has been amended in accordance with Federal Emergency Management Agency requirements, if the 100 year flood plain is altered and /or a new 100 year flood elevation is established in reference to the applicable flood insurance rate map.
	F.	A copy of the Management and Storage of Surface Waters permit obtained from St. Johns River Water Management District.
	G.	A detailed site plan that indicates all the provisions for electric, water, sewer, and/or natural gas in accordance with the City of Leesburg Land Development Codes.
	H.	Developer shall bear all responsibility, financial and otherwise, for the construction and installation of utility infrastructure and other improvements related to the use and development of the property including such off site improvements required by the City, all of which shall be constructed to the applicable specifications imposed by the ordinances and regulations of the City in effect at the time of construction. 
	I.	Developer shall be responsible for the installation of a natural gas water heater and natural gas furnace in eighty percent (80%) of all homes in the development.

4.	TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENTS
	A.	Vehicular access to the project site shall be provided by a minimum of one access point along Park Holland Road. Actual location and design of the access shall be determined during the Preliminary Subdivision Plan review process and shall include consideration of sidewalks, recreation paths etc. 
	B.	The Permittee shall provide all necessary improvements/right-of-way/signalization within and adjacent to the development as required by Lake County and City of Leesburg.
	C.	All roads within the development shall be designed and constructed by the developer to meet the City of Leesburg requirements.
	D.	Sidewalks shall be provided on both sides of the local internal roads and shall provide cross connections to all recreation and residential areas.  Internal road rights-of-ways shall be of sufficient width to contain the sidewalks. All sidewalks shall be constructed in accordance with City of Leesburg Codes. 
	E.	The Permittee shall be responsible for obtaining all necessary Lake County permits and a copy of all permits shall be provided to the City of Leesburg prior to construction plan approval.
	F.	The City of Leesburg will not be responsible for the maintenance or repair of any of the roads or transportation improvements unless specifically accepted by formal action of the City Commission. The town home community may provide for private roads. The Permittee shall establish an appropriate legal entity that will be responsible to pay the cost and perform the services to maintain the roads and transportation improvements.
	G.	Should the Permittee desire to dedicate the proposed project’s internal road system to the City of Leesburg; the City, at its discretion, may accept or not accept the road system. Prior to acceptance, the Permittee shall demonstrate to the City the road system is in suitable condition and meets City of Leesburg requirements. As a condition of accepting the roadway system the City may create a special taxing district or make other lawful provisions to assess the cost of maintenance of the system to the residents of the project, and may require bonds or other financial assurance of maintenance for some period of time.
	
	H.	A traffic/transportation review shall be done as part of the preliminary plan approval process to determine any necessary access improvements. Said improvements will be the responsibility of the Permittee.

5.	DESIGN REQUIREMENTS
	A.	Residential Development
		1.	Building Design
	a.	All buildings shall utilize at least three of the following design features to provide visual relief along all elevations of the building:
1)       Dormers
2)	Gables
3)	Recessed entries
4)	Covered porch entries
5)	Cupolas
6)	Pillars or posts
7)	Bay window (minimum 12 inch projections)
8)	Eaves (minimum 6-inch projections)
9)	Repetitive windows with minimum 4-inch trim.
	
B. 	Exterior building materials contribute significantly to the visual impact of a building on the community. They shall be well designed and integrated into a comprehensive design style for the project. The total exterior wall area of each building elevation shall be composed of one of the following:
	1.	At least thirty-five percent (35%) full-width brick or stone (not including window and door areas and related trim areas), with the balance being any type of lap siding and/or stucco. 
 			
	2.	At least thirty percent (30%) full-width brick or stone, with the balance being stucco and/or a “cementitious” lap siding. (A “cementitious” lap siding product is defined as a manufactured strip siding composed of cement-based materials rather than wood fiber-based or plastic-based materials. For example, Masonite or vinyl lap siding would not be allowed under this option.).

	3.	All textured stucco, provided there are unique design features such as recessed garages, tile or metal roofs, arched windows etc. in the elevations of the buildings or the buildings are all brick stucco. Unique design features shall be reviewed by the 	Planning and Zoning Manager for compliance.

C.	Other similar design variations meeting the intent of this section may be approved by the Planning and Zoning Manager.

6.	MISCELLANEOUS CONDITIONS
	A.	The uses of the proposed project shall only be those uses identified in the approved Planned Development Conditions. Any other proposed use must be specifically authorized by the Planning Commission in accordance with the Planned Development amendment process.
	B.	No person, firm or corporation shall erect, construct, enlarge, alter, repair, remove, improve, move, convert, or demolish any building structure, or alter the land in any manner without first submitting the necessary plans and obtaining appropriate approvals in accordance with the City of Leesburg Codes.  
	C.	Construction and operation of the proposed use(s) shall at all times comply with City and other governmental agencies rules and regulations.
	D.	The transfer of ownership or lease of any or all of the property described in this PUD Agreement shall include in the transfer or lease agreement, a provision that the purchaser or lessee is made good and aware of the conditions pertaining to the Planned Development established and agrees to be bound by these conditions.  The purchaser or lessee may request a change from the existing plans and conditions by following the procedures as described in the City of Leesburg Land Development Code, as amended.  
E.	These PUD Conditions shall inure to the benefit of, and shall constitute a covenant running with the land and the terms, conditions, and provisions hereof, and shall be binding upon the present owner and any successor, and shall be subject to each and every condition herein set out.
F.	Any violation of City, State or Federal laws or permit requirements concerning the development of this project will constitute a violation of this permit and will result in all activities on the project site being halted until the violation is satisfactorily resolved and may result in a hearing before the Planning Commission to determine whether a change in the conditions of this PUD are necessary. 

7.		CONCURRENCY
	
The proposed land use change or approval would result in demands on public facilities which would exceed the current capacity of some public facilities, such as, but not limited to roads, sewage, water supply, drainage, solid waste, parks and recreation, schools and emergency medical facilities. However, no final development order (building permits) shall be granted for a proposed development 	until there is a finding that all public facilities and services required for the development have sufficient capacity at or above the adopted level of service (LOS) to accommodate the impacts of the development, or that improvements necessary to bring facilities up to their adopted LOS will be in 	place concurrent with the impacts of the development.
