The meeting opened with an invocation given by Commissioner Clell Coleman and the Pledge of Alle​giance to the Flag.

Yvette Brandt, Senior Planner, informed the audience of the rules of participation and the need to sign the speaker’s registry.  Yvette Brandt also informed Commissioners and the audience of the City Commission meeting dates tentatively scheduled.

Amber Demott, Administrative Assistant II swore in staff, Yvette Brandt and Mike Miller.

Commissioner Edward Schlein moved to APPROVE the minutes as transcribed.  Commis​sioner Wylie Hamilton SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a unanimous voice vote of 5 to 0.

1. PUBLIC HEARING CASE # 023-1-061809 -  LEESBURG R.V. STORAGE PLUS –  


REZONING

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, REZONING APPROXIMATELY 4 +/- ACRES FROM CITY C-3 (HIGHWAY COMMERCIAL) TO CITY SPUD (SMALL PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) TO ALLOW FOR MIXED USE STORAGE AND RECREATIONAL VEHICLE STORAGE FOR A PROPERTY GENERALLY LOCATED JUST EAST OF N. 13TH STREET, NORTH OF W. LINE STREET, WEST OF PERKINS STREET ADJACENT TO THE PLANNED CITY OF LEESBURG FOUNTAIN LAKE TRAIL AS LEGALLY DESCRIBED IN SECTION 26, TOWNSHIP 19S, RANGE 24E. (CITY COMMISSION DATES - 1st READING ON JULY 13, 2009 AND A 2ND READING ON JULY 27, 2009)
Yvette Brandt, entered the exhibits into the record, which in​cluded the application, warranty deed, staff summary, departmental review summary, staff recommendations, planned development conditions, legal description, general location map, aerial photo, land use and zoning maps, wetlands and flood zone map, historic preservation map, community redevelopment area map, site photos, and a conceptual site plan.  
Mike Miller, Planner, presented the overhead visuals including the general location map, aerial map, future land use, surrounding zoning and land uses, historic preservation map, community redevelopment area map, wetlands & flood zones, surrounding property photos and the conceptual site plan.

Yvette Brandt stated the staff’s recommendation as follows:

· The proposed zoning district of SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) is compatible with all adjacent properties zoned R-2 (Medium Density Residential), R-1 (Low Density Residential), P (Public) and C-2 (Community Commercial). This request does not appear to create a detriment to the surrounding properties.

· The proposed zoning district of SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) is compatible with the current and adjacent properties that have an existing future land use designations of City Low Density and General Commercial.

· The rezoning of the subject property is consistent with the City’s Growth Management Plan, Future Land Use Element, Goal I, Objective 1.6. 

· Vote to approve the rezoning request and forward to the City Commission for consideration.

Yvette Brandt summarized the Planned Unit Conditions as follows:

· Permitted uses shall be commercial uses listed for the SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) in the Land Development Code as a permitted uses including mixed use mini-storage and RV storage for the approximate area shown on the Conceptual Site Plan dated May 5th, 2009.
· Prohibited uses shall be all uses not permitted by the SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development), convenience store with or without gas pumps, recreation uses, bars and lounges, clubs and lodges, package stores, places of worship, educational facilities, transient accommodations, heavy industrial uses, vehicle repair, service and sales and crematoriums and funeral parlors.

· The main entrance of the facility shall be required to maintain a landscaped area adjacent to the entry area equivalent to a minimum of ten (10) percent of the office area or five hundred (500) square feet, whichever is greater.  Variations to the landscape requirements may be approved i.e. where eight foot walls are used, by the Community Development Director as long as the intent of the PUD is maintained.  Eight foot concrete block wall currently surrounds a majority of the property.
· Construction and operation of the proposed use(s) shall at all times comply with City and other governmental agencies rules and regulations.  No further development of the property shall occur until a formal site plan for development of the property is approved by the City.
Commissioner Edward Schlein made a motion to APPROVE case #023-1-061809 -  LEESBURG R.V. STORAGE PLUS – REZONING. Commissioner Jo Ann Heim SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a voice vote of 7 to 0.

2. PUBLIC HEARING CASE # 024-0-061809 – STREET SIGN ORDINANCE AMENDMENT
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, AMENDING §25 – 617 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES IN ITS ENTIRETY, TO ALLOCATE RESPONSIBILITY FOR INSTALLATION OF TRAFFIC CONTROL AND STREET NAME SIGNS AND TO PRESCRIBE SPECIFIC STANDARDS FOR THE DESIGN, MATERIALS, PLACEMENT AND OTHER ASPECTS OF SUCH SIGNS; REPEALING CONFLICTING ORDINANCES; PROVIDING A SAVINGS CLAUSE; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
