CITY MANAGER ITEMS: 
1. CM Evans gave an overview of the utility deposit meeting with landlords regarding renter deposits.  He received candid feed-back from the 65 in attendance.  All agreed immediate relief is needed.  A short term solution is being drafted and the City will present the proposed changes to the City Commission soon.  
Commissioner Christian requested a copy of the proposed changes be emailed to each Commissioner.

CM Evans gave an overview of the meeting with James P. Senatore, Architect for the Magnolia Townhomes.  He said the City understood each building type measured the same.  After taking measurements each building measures differently.  He said Mr. Senatore is working on a big change and will present the idea to the Commission at a workshop.  The idea looks attractive and will cost more to do, but will bring more money in on the sale.

CM Evans asked if the Commission would like Lake Front TV to cover the EAR workshops.  The general consensus of the Commissioners is yes.

Commissioner Christian – questioned the increase of Vic Embers restaurant utility deposit from $7,000 to $23,000.  CM Evans explained the City is looking into a formula to make the deposit fair for everyone.  The business can post a letter of credit for the amount.

FD Boop explained under the new policy, the City was in process of getting away from accepting letters of credit.  The City is currently revisiting letters of credit.  

Commissioner Polk – asked the City Commission to rejoin the Water Alliance.  The cost is between five and six thousand dollars a year and has been budgeted in the FY 2009-10 budget.    The application is to be turned in at the Water Alliance Meeting Wednesday.  

Environmental Services Director (ESD) Ray Sharp explained the Water Alliance is the only group to have the ability to speak on water utility issues.  The Water Alliance acts as an advisory and advocacy body to cities in the area.  St. Johns Water Management District attends the meetings and listens.
