Subject:	Concerning the Appeal for the Removal of Certain Library Materials


Staff Recommendation:
The Library Advisory Board met on June 10 in a special session to hear the request of Ms. Dixie Fechtel and Ms. Dianne Venetta to remove certain books from the Young Adult Department to the Adult Collection because of content.  After hearing the statements by Ms Fechtel and Ms Venetta and others in the audience, the Library’s Advisory Board voted that the items should remain in the Young Adult collection.  The transcript of that meeting is attached.

Analysis:
Ms. Fechtel first contacted the Leesburg City Commission via e-mail on August 13, 2008.  The e-mail was sent to the Library Director for response since it pertained to the library’s collection.  The Library Director responded, also by e-mail, on August 14 2008.  In early February 2009, Ms. Fechtel and Ms. Venetta requested a meeting with the Library Director in order to file a formal Request for Reconsideration which is part of the library’s procedural policy.  Ms. Wendy Breeden, Director of the Lake County Library System also attended that meeting.  According to policy, the requested research of the two books in question was conducted over the next several weeks with a formal written response submitted on March 3, 2009.  On March 17, 2009, a letter was sent to the Library Advisory Board appealing the decision of the Library Director.  The Advisory Board’s regular meeting was in April but the complainants were scheduled to be out of town; a special meeting was scheduled for June 10, 2009.  The results of that meeting are cited above, to retain the items in the Young Adult department of the Library.  Attached you will find all of the documents filed in response to the complaint.

Options:
1. Leave library items reviewed as appropriate for young adults in the Young Adult Department
2. Move items named in the complaint to the Adult Department
3. Require the Library Advisory Board to develop a policy to label all materials reviewed for young adults as outlined by Ms. Fechtel and Ms. Venetta
4. Such alternative action as the Commission may deem appropriate 


Fiscal Impact:  
It would be difficult to determine an actual dollar amount for fiscal impact of such a policy.  It would require more staff time to research each item purchased to determine appropriate placement beyond that recommended by the review media and supplies and staff time for a retrospective relabeling project.

Subject:	Resolution authorizing a Grant of Easement to South West Florida Water Management District for the purpose of installing a monitoring well


Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the easement as presented.

Analysis:
Several years ago, St. Johns River Water Management District approached the City requesting a site for the installation of aquifer monitoring wells.  These wells are used by the water management districts to gather data on the condition of the aquifer system and on water quality.  The City provided the requested easement on our Turnpike Wastewater Treatment Plant property, and the St. Johns River Water Management District subsequently installed three wells to monitor the surficial aquifer, the upper portion of the Upper Floridan aquifer, and the lower portion of the Upper Floridan Aquifer.

We requested the District to also install a fourth well for the purpose of monitoring and gathering data from the Lower Floridan aquifer, since there is virtually no relevant information available in this area for the lower Floridan.  After some time, the District indicated that they had no funding available to install a Lower Floridan monitoring well, but that South West Florida Water Management District did have funding available through a different program.  South West Florida contacted the City to initiate the process of site location, survey work, and development of an easement for the purpose.

This proposed easement locates the well site adjacent to the existing monitoring wells.  In addition, it grants ingress and egress easement for construction and on-going monitoring activities, as well as provides a temporary construction easement for the duration of the well construction.

Installation of this Lower Floridan aquifer monitoring well will add significant data to the knowledge base relating to the Lower Floridan in a geographic area where there are no reliable data.  As time goes on, timely and accurate information about the condition of the aquifer will become increasingly important.  The City should support this data gathering effort by providing the easement.  There is no cost to the City.






Options:
1.  Authorize the Mayor and City Clerk to execute the easement as presented; or,
2.  Such alternative action as the Commission may deem appropriate.

Fiscal Impact:  
The City will incur no cost associated with the installation or maintenance of this well.  The District will make collected data available to the City without cost.  All survey work was completed by South West Florida Water Management District at no cost to the City.

Subject:	Resolution authorizing approval of the Interlocal Agreement forming the Water Alliance of Lake County


Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the interlocal agreement forming the Water Alliance of Lake County comprising twelve cities, Lake County government, and the Villages Center Community Development District.

Analysis:
The City of Leesburg executed an interlocal agreement some five years ago to develop a county-wide Water Supply Plan.  That Plan was completed in December, 2007.  Shortly thereafter, Leesburg, together with the other members of that initial interlocal agreement executed an interim interlocal agreement to facilitate the reinvention of the original membership and purpose to a different function.  Recently, after survey of the membership and discussion among the membership, they determined that the Water Alliance should function as an advisory/advocacy body for matters relating to water supply in Lake County.  This interlocal agreement is fashioned accordingly.

At its regular meeting on August 12, 2007, the Water Alliance membership reached agreement that this interlocal would be adopted by the respective bodies at the next available meeting.

The City of Eustis withdrew from membership, and the City of Umatilla will consider membership at upcoming meetings.  Other members indicated that they would continue membership and adopt the Interlocal Agreement.

Options:
1.  Authorize the Mayor and City Clerk to execute the Interlocal Agreement; or,
2.  Such alternative action as the Commission may deem appropriate.

Fiscal Impact:  
The proposed budget for FY 2009-2010 anticipated continued membership in the Water Alliance and provided funding for this purpose, estimated at $5,000 as the City’s share.

Staff Recommendation: 
Staff recommends approval of the Interlocal Agreement with Carver Heights/Montclair Area CRA (CH/MACRA) for management services provided.

Analysis:
The Carver Heights/Montclair Area Community Redevelopment Agency (CH/MACRA) currently employs one staff person as the Community Redevelopment Coordinator.  All expenses are paid by the CH/MACRA.  However, to best provide services and allocate resources equitably to the City of Leesburg Housing & Economic Development Department and the CH/MACRA, the Redevelopment Coordinator expenses should be contracted through an interlocal agreement to the CH/MACRA.   Currently, the operating budget for the CH/MACRA is $101,470.00 which includes professional services, contract services, postage, utilities, property insurance, printing & binding, operating supplies and communication equipment.   

The Redevelopment Coordinator will be required to keep records of the time spent providing services to the City and the CH/MACRA.  All tasks provided on behalf of the CH/MACRA will be paid by that agency pursuant to the Interlocal Agreement.  In addition, any budgeted and approved time performed for the City will be paid by general funds.  The Redevelopment Coordinator task and responsibilities will not change pursuant to this Interlocal Agreement.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, AMENDING §25 – 617 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES IN ITS ENTIRETY, TO ALLOCATE RESPONSIBILITY FOR INSTALLATION OF TRAFFIC CONTROL AND STREET NAME SIGNS AND TO PRESCRIBE SPECIFIC STANDARDS FOR THE DESIGN, MATERIALS, PLACEMENT AND OTHER ASPECTS OF SUCH SIGNS; REPEALING CONFLICTING ORDINANCES; PROVIDING A SAVINGS CLAUSE; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA:

SECTION I.

§25-617 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Leesburg, Florida, is hereby amended in its entirety to read as set forth below:

Sec. 25 – 617. 	Street Signs.
The City, County, or State having jurisdiction over a roadway shall install all signs for traffic control and street names except where that responsibility is allocated to another person under this Section. In any new development the property owner or developer shall install all signs for traffic control and street names and the cost of the signs shall be the responsibility of the owner or developer. Street name signs shall be installed at all street intersections. Stop signs and other traffic control signs may be required as deemed necessary for the protection of motorists, pedestrians, cyclists and others utilizing the streets. All street, traffic and signalization signs shall comply with the following standards:

1. Street Signs – 
a. All sign blanks shall be constructed of 0.63” thick aluminum chemically treated to meet ATSM B449 standards (pretreatment for paint or reflective sheeting. Dimensions are to be 9” high with a minimum width of 30” and a maximum width of 48”.
b. The background shall be high intensity or greater white sheeting, with green transparent overlay film.
c. Signs shall have a one – half inch white border, one – half inch from the edge. Street names shall be six – inch series B letters with ¾ inch to one – inch spacing between letters. Abbreviated suffixes such as “Rd.”, “Ave.” or “Dr.” shall be three – inch series B letters.
d. The block number shall be displayed in the lower right hand corner of the sign in three – inch series B letters.
e. Signs shall be mounted as two single – sided signs mounted back to back with the ends bolted together using a ¼ inch by ½ inch bolt, two flat washers, one lock washer and nut, all stainless steel, on a galvanized nine – inch twist bracket. No edge clamping style mounting blocks are to be used. Center holes shall be fastened with one – inch by 5/16 inch bolts, two 5/16 inch flat washers, one 5/16 inch lock washer and one 5/16 inch nut all in stainless steel.
f. The top two sign blanks (aluminum only) and City logos will be provided by the City of Leesburg Public Works Department.


2. Regulatory and warning signs – 
a. Sign blanks shall be 0.80 gauge. 
b. With the exception of street name signs which shall have the characteristics described above, all signs shall conform in color, size, legend and logo with specifications in the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices (“MUTCD”).
c. Stop signs shall be a minimum of 30 inch by 30 inch with high intensity sheeting or greater.
d. Regulatory and warning signs shall be placed in accordance with the MUTCD (Sections 2A – 21 through 2A – 27) with respect to offset from the edge of the road, height and other placement criteria.
e. Poles should be buried to a minimum depth of 2.5 feet allowing seven feet from the level of the traveled roadway to the bottom of the sign.
f. Poles are to be concreted in place with forty pounds of concrete. The top of the concrete shall be level with the ground.
g. Poles shall be galvanized steel U – channel poles not less than 12 feet in length (14 or 16 feet for severe shoulder drop – offs), with a minimum weight of two pounds per foot.

SECTION II.

If any portion of this ordinance is declared invalid or unenforceable, then to the extent it is possible to do so without destroying the overall intent and effect of this ordinance, the portion deemed invalid or unenforceable shall be severed herefrom and the remainder of this ordinance shall continue in full force and effect as if it were enacted without including the portion found to be invalid or unenforceable.

SECTION III.

All ordinances or parts of ordinances which are in conflict with this ordinance are hereby repealed, to the extent necessary to alleviate the conflict, but shall continue in effect insofar as they are not in conflict herewith, unless repeal of the conflicting portion destroys the overall intent and effect of any of  the conflicting ordinances, in which case those ordinances so affected shall be hereby repealed in their entirety.

SECTION IV.

This ordinance shall become effective upon its passage and adoption according to law.

ARTICLE IV.  ZONING DISTRICT CODE

Sec. 25-292 Supplemental District Requirements
  
(19)	Residential Garages. All new single family detached dwellings constructed after the effective date of this section in all zoning districts shall require a garage of at least 300 square feet with minimum design dimensions of 12 feet × 18 feet for automobile parking and 12 feet × seven feet for storage. All garages shall be equipped with an operational overhead door with minimum dimensions of nine feet × seven feet, which door, when closed, conceals the interior of the garage. Should any property owner enclose or reduce the size of any existing garage or carport below the square footage requirements of this section, the owner shall be required to construct a new garage on the property sufficient to meet the square footage requirements of this section. New garages shall be designed to be architecturally similar and compatible to the principal residence.

SECTION II.

If any portion of this ordinance is declared invalid or unenforceable, then to the extent it is possible to do so without destroying the overall intent and effect of this ordinance, the portion deemed invalid or unenforceable shall be severed herefrom and the remainder of this ordinance shall continue in full force and effect as if it were enacted without including the portion found to be invalid or unenforceable.

These Planned Development Conditions for a SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) District are granted by the City of Leesburg Planning Commission, Lake County, Florida to Diamond C Transport, Inc./ Judith Bjorn, "Permittee" for the purposes and terms and conditions as set forth herein pursuant to authority contained in Chapter 25 "Zoning", Section 25-278 "Planned Development Process" of the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, as amended.

BACKGROUND: The "Permittee" has submitted an application requesting a SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) zoning district to allow a trucking company with a diesel truck repair shop on an approximately 4+/- acre site within the City of Leesburg in accordance with their Planned Development application and supplemental information.

1.	PERMISSION
	Permission is hereby granted to Diamond C Transport to operate, and maintain a SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) development in and on real property in the City of Leesburg. The property is generally located on the south side of W. Main Street, just west of S. Nursery Road.  The property is more particularly described as shown in the attached legal description below.

2.	LEGAL DESCRIPTION

3.	LAND USES 
	The above-described property shall be used for SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) uses as limited herein, and pursuant to City of Leesburg development codes and standards.

The Impervious surface coverage for this site shall not exceed eighty (80) percent of the gross site area.

A minimum of twenty (20) percent of the site shall be developed as open space, including retention areas, buffer and landscaped areas. Parking areas and vehicle access areas shall not be considered in calculating open space.  

4.	SITE ACCESS
A.	Access to the property is currently from W. Main Street. Any additional access shall be subject to the City of Leesburg SPUD amendment and Site Plan Application review process.

	A.	   All landscaping and buffering shall be in accordance with regulations contained within   the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances except as provided under these conditions. 
		1) 	For each one hundred (100) linear feet, or fraction thereof, of boundary, the 	following plants shall be provided in accordance with the planting standards and 	requirements of the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, as amended.
a.	Two (2) canopy trees 
b.   Two (2) ornamental trees 
c.   Thirty (30) shrubs 
d.  	The remainder of the buffer area shall be landscaped with grass, groundcover, and/or other landscape treatment. 
      	e.   Existing vegetation in the required buffer shall be protected during any 			construction.
	B.	The use of barbed wire shall be permitted along the top of fences for security of the property.
	C.	Variations to the landscape requirements of the code may be approved by the Community Development Director because of the existing development of the property as long as the intent of the SPUD and the Landscaping Code are maintained.
	
11.	MAINTENANCE
	A.	With the exception of public utilities and sidewalks, maintenance of all site improvements, including but not limited to drives, internal sidewalks, landscaping and drainage shall be the responsibility of the owner. 
	
	12.	DEVELOPMENT PHASING 
	A.	The proposed project may be constructed in phases in accordance with the Small Planned Unit Development Conditions and Conceptual Plan. Changes to the Development Plan, other than those conditions described in this agreement, shall be revised in accordance with the Planned Development review process.

However, no final development order (site plan and building permits) shall be granted for a proposed development until there is a finding that all public facilities and services required for the development have sufficient capacity at or above the adopted level of service (LOS) to accommodate the impacts of the development, or that improvements necessary to bring facilities up to their adopted LOS will be in place concurrent with the impacts of the development.

Subject:	Ordinance amending sections 22-181 of the Code of Ordinances pertaining to utility deposits and section 22-263 pertaining to nonpayment of utility bills.
	

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the ordinance changes pertaining to utility deposits and nonpayment of utility bills.

Analysis:
In an effort to mitigate extensive losses related to utility bad debt, staff recommended, and the City adopted an identity theft protection policy and various changes to customer deposits and fees.  These changes were recommended with the full intention of being reviewed, changed and or tweaked as needed.     The adoption of the current policy has exposed unintended consequences to a sector of the City’s community that prompted the review and subsequent changes to the policies previously adopted at the April 27th 2009 City Commission meeting.  Summarizations of those changes are as follows:

Definitions
Definitions for good credit history and transfers of service have been added.

Deletions
Section 22-181
The amount of deposit by utility and item (2) pertaining to rental accounts has been eliminated and replaced with common language related to credit score applicable to all residential type accounts.  

Section 22-263 former item (2) Late notice
Language has been eliminated.  Late notices are no longer sent.

Additions
Section 22-181 item (1) Residential deposits
Language has been added to reflect the maximum amount of deposit to be collected up front is not to exceed $350.00.  The amount of deposit and how the deposit is to be funded is determined by credit score.  Updates to the application process have been added to include charges to the customer for the actual cost of the identity and credit checks.   Additional deposits will not be required for customers with good credit history if a service is being transferred.  Language for re-evaluation of deposits and application of deposits were also added.


Section 22-181 former item (3) new  item (2) Non-Residential deposits
Item “b” was added reflecting acceptance of bonds and letters of credit for deposits that exceed $10,000.  Item “h” Master rental utility deposits was added to provide an alternative to the rental community for deposits on rental units during renovation.

Section 22-181 former item (4) new item (3) Poor payment policy
Updated to reflect credit score and delete reference to rental.  Deleted poor pay definition to eliminate any potential conflicts with the definition for good credit history.


Fee Schedule for Meter Tampering, Meter Testing, and Re-Read Fees
The fee for utility applications has been eliminated and replaced with the actual cost to the City for identity and credit checks.  The after hours connection/reconnection fee remains the same for the first service at $55.00 with each additional connection/reconnection assessed a fee of $20.00.


Options:
1.  Approve the ordinance changes pertaining to utility deposits and nonpayment of utility bills. Or; 
2.  Such alternative action as the Commission may deem appropriate 

Fiscal Impact:  
Implementation of these changes should be revenue neutral.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, AMENDING SECTION 22-181 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES PERTAINING TO UTILITY DEPOSITS; AMENDING SECTION 22-263 PERTAINING TO NONPAYMENT OF UTILITY BILLS; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; PROVIDING A SAVINGS CLAUSE; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.  

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, that:

SECTION 1. 

Section 22-181, of Chapter 22 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Leesburg, Florida, is hereby amended in its entirety to read as follows:  

Sec. 22-181.  Utility deposit policy.

A. Definitions: As used in this Ordinance, the terms below shall have the meaning shown:

Good Credit History- In the past 24 consecutive months, customer has had no more than two late payments, no NSF’s, no return checks or checks written on a closed account, and no disconnects. 

Transfer of Service-Transfers between City of Leesburg utilities only.

B. Policies:
The following policy shall govern all deposits made for utilities provided by this chapter.

(1) Residential deposits.    

1. Maximum amount of initial deposit to be collected up front is $350.00.  

1. Failure to timely remit any monthly installment shall be grounds for termination of the utility service for which the deposit is required. Customers who have failed to timely pay installments due on a utility deposit shall not be eligible to elect to pay any future utility deposits on an installment basis.

1. Total deposit will be determined by credit score.

2. Green level-Credit score of 685 or higher, the total deposit will be 1.5 times the average monthly consumption.  The maximum amount of initial deposit to be collected up front will be $350.00 with any remaining amount to be billed in 12 equal monthly installments.  Two cutoffs in any 12 month period will automatically bump customer to the Yellow level and an additional deposit will be collected prior to the 2nd reconnect, bringing the total deposit to 2 times the average monthly consumption.  

2. Yellow level-Credit score between 550 and 684, the total deposit will be 2 times the average monthly consumption.  The maximum amount of initial deposit to be collected up front will be $350.00 with any remaining amount to be billed in 12 equal monthly installments.  Two cutoffs in any 12 month period will automatically bump customer to the Red level and an additional deposit will be collected prior to the 2nd reconnect, bringing the total deposit to 2.5 times the average monthly consumption.  

2. Red level-Credit score below 550, the total deposit will be 2.5 times the average monthly consumption.  The maximum amount of initial deposit to be collected up front will be $350.00 with any remaining amount to be billed in 6 equal monthly installments.  In the event of multiple disconnects under the red level the deposit amount may be reevaluated prior to reconnection.

1. Application. All customers must complete a utility application for new or transfer of services, provide state issued photo identification or driver’s license, and agree to a personal identity and credit check at the applicant's expense. Applicant will reimburse the City for the cost of the credit and identity check at time of application.

1. Transfer of Service.  When a current City customer transfers to a new location, utility service can be provided to both locations simultaneously for seven (7) days without posting an additional deposit.  Deposit and/or final bill will be transferred to the new location.  If customer has a good credit history with the City of Leesburg at time of transfer, no additional deposit will be required.  Transfer of service only applies to those services transferred between City of Leesburg utilities.

1. Re-evaluation of deposits.  At any time after six (6) months' service the city may re-evaluate the monthly bill and adjust the deposit up or down depending on billing history. 

1. Application of deposits.  Deposits will be applied to account balances upon calculation of final bill. Any installment not paid when due shall bear interest at the rate of eighteen (18) percent per annum until paid in full. The city retains the right to apply any refundable deposit against the customer's account(s) when a balance exists and then to refund any credit balance remaining.  

 (2) Non-residential deposits.    

1. Amount.  For non-residential customers, a utility deposit equal to two and one-half (2.5) times an estimated monthly average is required for all locations. 

1. If the account is an existing commercial account the City will continue to accept bonds and/or letter of credits in lieu of cash deposit.  If it is a new commercial account, a cash deposit will be required unless the deposit is greater than $10,000.  If greater than $10,000, the city will accept ½ cash deposit and ½  bond and/or letter of credit due upon initiation of services.  

1. Installment payments.  If any non – residential utility deposit required by this Code exceeds the sum of one thousand dollars ($1,000.00), the customer may elect to pay the deposit in not more than three (3) monthly installments, each equal to one-third (1/3) of the total amount of the deposit. The first installment shall be due at the time service is initiated, and the two (2) remaining installments shall be payable as part of the first two (2) monthly utility bills rendered to the customer. Failure to remit timely any monthly installment shall be grounds for termination of the utility service for which the deposit is required. Customers who have failed to timely pay installments due on a utility deposit shall not be eligible to elect to pay any future utility deposits on an installment basis. 
1. Re-evaluation of deposits.  At any time after six (6) months' service the city may re-evaluate the monthly bill and adjust the deposit up or down depending on billing history.  

1. Transfers.  When a commercial customer transfers from one location to another, a utility deposit equal to two and one-half (2 1/2) times an estimated monthly average of the new location will be required. .  Transfer of service only applies to those services transferred between City of Leesburg utilities. 

1. Multiple locations.  When a customer transfers to a new location, utility service can be provided to both locations simultaneously for fifteen (15) days without posting an additional deposit. 

1. Application of deposits.  Deposits will be applied to account balances upon calculation of final bill. Any installment not paid when due shall bear interest at the rate of eighteen (18) percent per annum until paid in full. The city retains the right to apply any refundable deposit against the customer's account(s) when a balance exists and then to refund any credit balance remaining.  

1. Master rental utility deposits.  From time to time the rental community needs to obtain utilities to facilitate cleanup and repairs to remarket properties.  The customer service manager is provided authority to negotiate master deposits for landlords and or property owners that measures the risk associated with the services provided.  Utility charges for services provided will be billed to the landlords or property owners. 

(3) Poor payment policy.  Customers with a history of poor payment will be required to pay a deposit equal to their classification (residential, non-residential) and applicable credit score times the average monthly bill based on the most current twelve-month history. 

(4) Future policy changes.  The city manager and finance director are authorized, by joint action, to establish such further policies and procedures to implement this section, not inconsistent with anything contained in this section, as they may deem necessary from time to time, which policies and procedures shall be presented to the city commission for its approval prior to the implementation thereof.  

(5) Name change on deposit.  A deposit can only be transferred to a different customer in the event of death or divorce or when a business has purchased all assets and the legal documents specifically state that the utility deposits are part of the assets transferred to the new owners. Legal documents must be provided to substantiate qualification for transfer under this subsection.  

(6) Interest on deposits.  All utility deposits held by the City of Leesburg, placed by customers of any utility service provided by the city, shall earn interest and the customers shall receive a credit for the interest so earned, in accordance with the following criteria:  

a.   Deposits will earn interest from the date of posting forward, to the date of final disbursement.

b.   Deposits shall earn interest at a rate adjustable monthly and equal to the rate promulgated by the Florida State Board of Administration for the month which is two (2) months prior to the month for which the rate is being computed. For example, the interest rate on deposits in the month of May will be the rate set by the State Board of Administration for the month of March.
c.   Interest will be compounded monthly and credited to the customer's account annually on September 30. For accounts that are terminated prior to September 30, interest will be credited as of the date of termination on a daily, prorated basis.

d.   At the time a utility account is terminated, the deposit and any interest earned thereon will be applied to the customer's final bill to the extent necessary to pay that bill. Any amount of the deposit plus earned interest then remaining shall be refunded to the customer.

e.   Only cash deposits shall earn interest. Any deposits held in the form of a bond or letter of credit shall not earn interest or receive any credit for interest.

f.   No customer shall be eligible for the interest credit unless and until the customer has furnished the city with the customer's Social Security number, or a Federal Taxpayer Identification Number.

Section 22-263, of Chapter 22 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Leesburg, Florida, is hereby amended in its entirety to read as follows: 
 
Sec. 22-263.  Nonpayment of bill, reinstating fee.

The following policies and procedures shall be followed with regard to nonpayment of utility bills:

(1) Approximately four (4) days after meter-reading the customer shall be billed providing twenty (20) days to pay after which time a late penalty is charged.  Service is subject to interruption ten (10) calendar days from the due date.

(2) Approximately twenty-five (25) days after meter-reading date, a disconnect notice shall be sent  warning of disconnection as of a preset date appearing on the notice. The preset date may be within  ten (10) days from sent date, depending on weekends and work schedule.

(3) Upon interruption of service, a notice is left at the premises advising the customer as to how service may be restored. Service shall not be reinstated until delinquent and reconnection charges are paid. Service may, however, be reinstated at the direction of the finance director in instances where payment is guaranteed by a social service agency.

(4) The disconnect notice shall contain a request to contact customer service if there are questions on the accuracy, validity or correctness of the bill. If customer service cannot resolve these questions, the customer shall be referred to the finance director and disconnect shall be suspended until the issues are clarified. Customer service shall notify the collections manager of the disputed bill in writing immediately. In the absence of the finance director the collections manager has the authority to suspend a disconnect in the event of a disputed bill.

(5) No disconnect shall result if the past due amount is a penalty amount and not a current bill unless the penalty is over a month old and is unchallenged.

(6) No disconnect shall result if the past due amount is less than twenty-five dollars ($25.00) unless it is a recurring amount. The finance director may increase this amount to a maximum of fifty dollars ($50.00) where disconnect volume is excessive for manpower available or the billing period is characterized by unusually high bills due to rates or weather and where relief is apparent.
(7) The finance director may delay any disconnect to the subsequent Friday where extenuating circumstances, such as incidence of paydays, warrant such action and collection appears secure.

(8) A reconnect fee per utility is required in accordance with the utility service fee schedule. If reconnection is requested after 3:00 p.m., the charge may be greater if so indicated in the fee schedule.

SECTION 2. 

All ordinances or parts of ordinances which are in conflict with this ordinance are hereby repealed, to the extent necessary to alleviate the conflict, but shall continue in effect insofar as they are not in conflict herewith, unless repeal of the conflicting portion destroys the overall intent and effect of any of the conflicting ordinances, in which case those ordinances so effected shall be hereby repealed in their entirety.

SECTION 3.    

If any portion of this ordinance is declared invalid or unenforceable, and to the extent it is possible to do so without destroying the overall intent and effect of this ordinance, the portion deemed invalid or unenforceable shall be severed herefrom and the remainder of this ordinance shall continue in full force and effect as if it were enacted without including the portion found to be invalid or unenforceable. 

SECTION 4.  

This ordinance shall become effective upon passage.
