1. PUBLIC HEARING CASE # 024-0-061809 – STREET SIGNS - ORDINANCE AMENDMENT
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, AMENDING §25 – 617 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES IN ITS ENTIRETY, TO ALLOCATE RESPONSIBILITY FOR INSTALLATION OF TRAFFIC CONTROL AND STREET NAME SIGNS AND TO PRESCRIBE SPECIFIC STANDARDS FOR THE DESIGN, MATERIALS, PLACEMENT AND OTHER ASPECTS OF SUCH SIGNS; REPEALING CONFLICTING ORDINANCES; PROVIDING A SAVINGS CLAUSE; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE. (CITY COMMISSION DATES – 1ST READING ON AUGUST 10, 2009 AND A 2ND READING ON AUGUST 24, 2009)

Bill Wiley, entered the exhibits into the record, which in​cluded the departmental review summary, staff recommendations, and draft ordinance text amendment.  
Bill Wiley reviewed the departmental review summary, there were no substantive comments received by the departments nor from the public.

Bill Wiley stated the staff’s recommendation as follows:

· This amendment provides revised standards for subdivision street signs requirements in the City of Leesburg under the Land Development Code.

· The recommended standards are requested by the Public Works Department to provide for uniform efficient street signs regulations for the City of Leesburg.

· The proposed amendment would provide for minimum standards for subdivision street signs with in the City that would protect the health, safety, and welfare of our citizens. 

· Vote to approve the recommendation to amendment Chapter 25, Article VII.  Technical Standards, Division 7.  Names and Numbers, Section 25-617 Street signs as proposed by staff and forward to the City Commission for consideration.
Bill Wiley stated that this was heard at the last meeting, but the commission requested that someone provide more information regarding the changes that are taking place.  A member from our Public Works department is here to answer any questions you may have.  This is an amendment for current standards for street subdivision signs.

Jo Ann Heim – Do we have this in our Code of Ordinances for the City of Leesburg, do we have that booklet, each one of us used to have that book.  

Bill Wiley – Each commissioner was given a copy of the Land Development Code when they became a commissioner.  The Code of Ordinances is more than just the Land Development Code, but Chapter 25 is the one that the Planning Commission has responsibility for.

Don Lukich – I believe at the last meeting they were going to give a presentation, we asked for a presentation and an example of the type of sign they were requesting.

Bill Wiley – We do have someone here, I wasn’t made aware that we needed to make a presentation.  I thought it was postponed because there were questions that the staff didn’t have answers to.

Don Lukich - I would like to see some examples of what type of sign we are recommending.

Edward Schlein – Are these signs the same as the ones we generally have currently?  Are we going to be spending money to change signs that already exist?

Adrian Parker, Public Works – The change to the ordinance is to the materials that must be used to make the sign.  The signs will be identical to what we currently use.  We are having issues with subdivisions using substandard sign material.  They currently use our sign design, nothing will change on that.  All this changes is the materials used to make the sign and the bolts used to install the sign.  It will require them to use galvanized bolts due to rusting issues we are having.  The actual aesthetics of the sign will not change at all.

Edward Schlein – So it is more material than appearance?

Adrian Parker – Yes, sir.

Commissioner Donald Lukich made a motion to APPROVE case # 024-0-061809 – STREET SIGNS - ORDINANCE AMENDMENT. Commissioner Jo Ann Heim SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a voice vote of 7 to 0.
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
