    ORDINANCE AMENDMENT
REQUEST FOR A RECOMMENDATION OF THE PLANNING COMMISSION TO AMEND LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE CHAPTER 25, ARTICLE IV. ZONING DISTRICT CODE, SECTION 25-280 DISTRICT DEVELOPMENT STANDARD, TABLE 4-3 BY REVISING THE YARD MINIMUM SETBACKS FOR THE M-1 INDUSTRIAL AND SPUD SMALL PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT DISTRICTS. (CITY COMMISSION DATES - 1st READING ON AUGUST 24, 2009 AND A 2ND READING ON SEPTEMBER 14, 2009)
Bill Wiley, entered the exhibits into the record, which in​cluded the departmental review summary, staff recommendations, and draft ordinance text amendment.  
Bill Wiley reviewed the departmental review summary, there were no substantive comments received by the departments, nor from the public.

Bill Wiley stated the staff’s recommendation as follows:

· This amendment provides revised standards for the M-1 and SPUD District setback requirements to allow more consistency between these districts and the C-3 and PUD Districts standards within the City of Leesburg under the Land Development Code.
· The recommended revisions are requested by the staff to provide for more flexibility in development of conditions for planned developments under regulations for the City of Leesburg.
· The proposed amendment would provide for consistent minimum standards for development within the City that would protect the health, safety, and welfare of our citizens. 

· Vote to approve the recommendation to amendment Chapter 25 Zoning, Article IV. Zoning District Code, District Development Standards, Table 4-3 as proposed by staff and forward to the City Commission for consideration.
This amendment basically deals with Table 4-3 that is in the Land Development Code that lays out setback requirements.  

Mike Miller placed the table on the overhead for viewing.

The changes fall under the M-1 column and the SPUD column for side, rear and front yard setbacks.  We have a situation for a project that is under review and it brought this to our attention.

Edward Schlein – Are there any circumstances where an M-1 is right next to a residential zoning?

Bill Wiley – Yes.  M-1 is light industrial, if it is anything more intense than a light industrial use it must come before this body for approval.

Edward Schlein – How different is light industrial from the C-3 zoning?

Bill Wiley – In most cases it is very similar but in some cases they may be producing a product on site.  Between a residential district and a more intense use, they would have to have a solid buffer wall between the two.

Edward Schlein – You would still have a chance of the noise and activity being closer with the lesser setbacks.

Bill Wiley – There is always the possibility if you aren’t comfortable with the wording that we could change something to indicate you must have the larger setback if you are adjacent to the residential districts.  We can leave the 25/15 setback in with an asterisk indicating if you are adjacent to a residential zoning district and add the other for all other adjacent zonings.
Commissioner Donald Lukich made a motion to APPROVE case # 032-0-072309 -  SIDE YARD SETBACK - ORDINANCE AMENDMENT as amended. Commissioner Edward Schlein SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a voice vote of 7 to 0.
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
