    REZONING

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, REZONING APPROXIMATELY 4 +/- ACRES FROM CITY M-1 (INDUSTRIAL) TO CITY SPUD (SMALL PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) TO ALLOW A DIESEL REPAIR SHOP ON PROPERTY FOR AN EXISTING TRUCKING COMPANY GENERALLY LOCATED ON THE SOUTH SIDE OF W. MAIN STREET, JUST WEST OF S. NURSERY ROAD AS LEGALLY DESCRIBED IN SECTION 28, TOWNSHIP 19S, RANGE 24E. (CITY COMMISSION DATES - 1st READING ON AUGUST 24, 2009 AND A 2ND READING ON SEPTEMBER 14, 2009)
Bill Wiley, entered the exhibits into the record, which in​cluded the application, warranty deed, staff summary, departmental review summary, staff recommendations, planned development conditions, legal description, general location map, aerial photo, land use and zoning maps, wetlands and flood zone map, site photos, and a conceptual site plan.  
Mike Miller, Planner, presented the overhead visuals including the general location map, aerial map, future land use, surrounding zoning and land uses, wetlands & flood zones, surrounding property photos and the conceptual site plan.

Bill Wiley reviewed the departmental review summary, there were no substantive comments received by the departments.  There were two public comments received for approval:

Bill Wiley stated the staff’s recommendation as follows:

· The proposed zoning district of SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) is compatible with all adjacent properties zoned County C-1 (Neighborhood Commercial), County R-6 (Urban Residential District), and City M-1 (Industrial) & City R-1 (Low Density Residential). This request should have a positive impact on adjacent properties with the proposed improvements.

· The proposed zoning district of SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) is compatible with all adjacent properties that have an existing future land use designations of County Urban,   City General Commercial and City Low Density Residential.

· The The rezoning of the subject property is consistent with the City’s Growth Management Plan, Future Land Use Element, Goal I, Objective 1.6. 

· Vote to approve the recommendation to amend the zoning for the subject property from M-1 (Industrial) to SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) as proposed by staff and forward to the City Commission for consideration.

Bill Wiley summarized the Planned Unit Conditions as follows:

· This is a four acre site to allow a trucking company with a diesel repair shop.

· Permitted uses shall be those listed for the SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) district to include vehicle repairs, service and storage for the approximate area as shown on the Conceptual Plan dated April 27, 2009.
· Prohibited uses shall be all uses not permitted by the SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development), convenience store with or without gas pumps, recreation uses, bars and lounges, clubs and lodges, package stores, places of worship, educational facilities, transient accommodations, crematoriums and funeral parlors, and vehicle sales.

· All repairs shall be restricted to the southern half of the property and shall take place within an enclosed structure whenever possible.

· No outdoor storage areas shall be permitted except as per Section 25-288, q) Vehicle services, b. Services and repairs conducted outside of an enclosed building.

· There is a change for section 10 as follows A. All landscaping and buffering shall be in accordance with regulations contained within the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances for Industrial section 25-328.  Remove all language under A. 1).

· The use of barbed wire shall be permitted along the top of fences for security of the property.

Bill Wiley noted that because of the natural buffering surrounding the southern part of the subject property.  No solid fence is going to be required.

Commissioner Edward Schlein made a motion to APPROVE case # 026-1-072309 -  DIAMOND C TRANSPORT – REZONING as corrected.  Commissioner Donald Lukich SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a voice vote of 7 to 0.
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
