THE PLANNING & ZONING DIVISION RECOMMENDS:
APPROVAL of the request

for the following reason(s):
1.
The proposed amendment to City’s Growth Management Plan, Future Land Use Element, Chapter 1, B. Existing Land Use Data and D. Goals, Objectives and Policies is needed to address the increase in large mixed-use development activity in the city. 

2.       The proposed amendment would create a new Mixed-Use category requiring a mix of residential, commercial, and office uses, and may also include light industrial, office, hotel, and institutional uses. Properties would require a minimum of 300 acres to be eligible to receive this designation. 

3.
The proposed amendment would require any property assigned the Mixed-Use designation to be zoned and developed as a Planned Unit Development PUD.  

4.
Property designated Mixed-Use would be developed with a mix of at least three different land uses (i.e. residential, commercial, and office) and could not exceed 4 dwelling units per gross residential acre.
