The meeting opened with an invocation given by Commissioner Agnes Berry and the Pledge of Alle​giance to the Flag.

Yvette Brandt, Senior Planner, informed the audience of the rules of participation and the need to sign the speaker’s registry. Yvette Brandt also informed Commissioners and the audience of the City Commission meeting dates tentatively scheduled.

Amber Demott, Administrative Assistant II swore in staff, Yvette Brandt and Mike Miller.
2. PUBLIC HEARING CASE – CASE # 036-1-092409 – JAY ALLEN – ICE HOUSE – 

 REZONING

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, REZONING OF APPROXIMATELY 1.26 +/- ACRES FROM CITY R-2 (MEDIUM DENSITY RESIDENTIAL) TO CITY SPUD (SMALL PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) TO ALLOW A SELF SERVICE ICE DISPENSER ALONG WITH THE EXISTING USES OF RESIDENTIAL AND OFFICE/VETERNARY CLINIC FOR A PROPERTY GENERALLY LOCATED ON THE SOUTH SIDE OF DIXIE AVENUE AND JUST EAST OF U.S. 27, AS LEGALLY DESCRIBED IN SECTION 26, TOWNSHIP 19S, RANGE 24E. (CITY COMMISSION DATES - 1st READING ON OCTOBER 26, 2009 AND A 2ND READING ON NOVEMBER 9, 2009)
Yvette Brandt, entered the exhibits into the record, which in​cluded the application, warranty deed, staff summary, departmental review summary, staff recommendations, PUD conditions, legal description, general location map, aerial photo, land use and zoning maps, surrounding land use map, wetlands and flood zone map, property photos and conceptual site plan.  
Mike Miller, Planner, presented the overhead visuals including the general location map, aerial map, future land use, surrounding zoning and land uses, wetlands & flood zones, surrounding property photos and the conceptual site plan.

Yvette Brandt stated the staff’s recommendation as follows:

· The proposed zoning district of SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) is compatible with all adjacent properties zoned R-2 (Medium Density Residential), RP (Residential Professional) and C-3 (Highway Commercial). This is an area of transition from residential to more intense uses and the proposed zoning would provide for transition to the adjacent residential uses to the north, south, and east. This request does not appear to create a detriment to the surrounding properties..
· The proposed zoning district of SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) is compatible with all adjacent properties that have an existing future land use designation of Low Density Residential. 

· The rezoning of the subject property is consistent with the City’s Growth Management Plan, Future Land Use Element, Goal I, Objective 1.6.
· Vote to approve the recommendation to amend the zoning for the subject property from R-2 (Medium Density Residential) to SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) as proposed by staff and forward to the City Commission for consideration.
Yvette Brandt summarized the conditions as follows:

· Residential, office, existing veterinary clinic and limited retail sales (self service ice dispenser ) uses are permitted by these conditions on an approxi​mately 1.26 +/- acres.

· They intend on doing some paved parking leading up to the ice dispenser.
Jay Allen was sworn in and stated his name for the record.  Mr. Allen stated that he had originally purchased the property to put professional offices or medical office, but with the economy, has postponed these plans.  He provided detailed information regarding the “ice dispenser”.  There was one in the Ocala area that came into good use during the electrical outages during hurricane season.  It provided clean ice to the city until power was re-established.  They are completely self sufficient and environmentally safe.

Yvette Brandt stated that the standard 30 feet front setback applies and is stated in the conditions.
Commissioner Wylie Hamilton made a motion to APPROVE case # 036-1-092409 – JAY ALLEN ICE HOUSE - REZONING. Commissioner Donald Lukich SECONDED the motion which, PASSED by a voice vote of 6 to 0.
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
