The City of Leesburg Commission held a regular meeting Monday, June 14, 2010, in the Commission Chambers at City Hall. Mayor Knowles called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m. with the following members present:

Mayor Knowles gave the invocation followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of the United States of America.

HEARD AN UPDATE ON SWIM TEAM BY DAVID MARSHALL, COORDINATOR

David Marshall updated the Commission on the swim team.  He explained the team is using the facilities.  The team currently has 36 swimmers.  The team has 12 Master swimmers.  
HEARD A PRESENTATION ABOUT SELF-FUELING AT LEESBURG INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT









CM Evans explained the Self-Fueling discussion was tabled at the May 24, 2010 meeting to the June 14, 2010 meeting.  The question is if the lease between The Villages and the City of Leesburg allows installation of permanent fuel tanks. Findings show the lease prohibits storage of fuel on the leasehold except for fuel in the aircraft.  The Federal Aviation Authority (FAA) policy says the City cannot prohibit mobile tanks and must allow self fueling. The status of the site plan review and permit is the slab permit has been issued.  A notice to The Villages to amend their lease is attached. The City hired outside council, Mr. Gordon Arkin, who is experienced in airport issues.  The City’s attorney McLin Burnsed has a conflict of interest because The Villages is also a client.    Mr. Arkin is not available tonight although he conveyed his opinion to the City.  He said the Commission has the option to vote for or against the permanent tanks.  

Commissioner Christian asked how much the City has currently spent on legal council. CM Evans replied around Nine thousand dollars.  Commissioner Christian said he is disappointed the City spent $9,000 of tax payer’s money for legal rambling.  

Commissioner Henderson asked why legal council is needed. The City should have never approved the permit if the lease prohibits storage of fuel on the leasehold.  She is concerned the tank will prohibit larger aircraft from landing.  The permit should not have been issued.  There is nothing wrong with mobile tanks for self fueling.  It is a shame a settlement cannot be made between The Villages and SunAir Aviation.  

Commissioner Puckett expressed concern the tanks are in or very close to the retention pond and asked what is the setback requirement.  

Commissioner Christian said City staff should have stopped the permit.  He is amazed the Airport Manager would allow the permit to be issued.  He asked if the location of the tank will prohibit larger aircraft at the airport.  Trucked in fuel is working fine.

Commissioner Polk asked Airport Manager (AM) Charlie Weller for answers.  AM Weller explained he was never consulted about a permit for a permanent fuel tank at the airport.  CM Evans said the Airport Manager is not normally included in the review process.  The review process is completed by the Development Review Committee.

AM Weller explained for ten years the City has been posturing for the airport to be classified commercial.  All of the upgrades made to the airport are in preparation to make the airport classified commercial.  The airport will be required to meet the Transportation Safety Authority (TSA) security requirements.  Tanks must be configured to satisfy TSA.  One requirement will be to move the fuel tanks, enclose and secure the tanks, and limit access. The Federal Aviation Authority (FAA) is no longer in charge of airports.  Commissioner Puckett said every airport visioning session he attended addressed the airport allowing commercial airline traffic. 

CM Evans asked what the separation encroachment is for runways and if the FAA has specific location requirements. AM Weller replied Runway 13/31 has a 700 ft separation encroachment and a slope of seven to one.  He said the setback requirement is measured from the middle of the runway.

Commissioner Christian stated the Airport Manager should have been involved in the review.  All decisions concerning the airport should go through the Airport Manager and the Airport Advisory Board.  

CM Evans stated two separate issues will need to be addressed: First, the policy issue on allowing a permanent tank and Second,  the technical issue on the required setbacks from the centerline of the runway.  

Commissioner Polk asked if permits can be issued to high volume users of fuel.  Commissioner Puckett replied all users should be treated the same.  

Jeri Blair, Attorney for Brian Sapp and SunAir Aviation Leesburg Airport Fixed Base Operator (FBO), said her client is willing to do anything to resolve the conflict with The Villages.  Her client has been an asset to the airport and looks forward to the growth of the airport.  She is interested in learning the FAA and TSA rules and regulations for installation of permanent fuel tanks.
Lester Coggins, Chief Pilot and Airport Manager for The Villages gave a background on The Villages operation and statistics on the amount of fuel used. He said it is all about economics and free enterprise.  The Villages have made a decision to install a 12,000 gallon permanent fuel tank and that is what will be done.  The fuel dispenser will be enclosed in a stainless steel cabinet.  The dispenser and the hose reel will be located next to the edge of the ramp. A permanent tank is environmentally safe, fire safe, and more economic for The Villages.  

Commissioner Puckett asked why The Villages will not work with SunAir Aviation.  Mr. Coggins replied the tank will pay for itself in less than a year.  

Mayor Knowles asked if The Villages is willing to move the tank if the airport upgrades to Commercial classification.    Mr. Coggins replied The Villages would move the tank, but would like to address this at a later date He said since there is no written policy about installing fuel tanks, The Villages moved forward with design and installation of a permanent tank.  He said if The Villages has a plane on the ramp, traffic is unable to use runway Bravo. The taxiway is not designed for a large airplane.

Commissioner Puckett asked if The Villages is willing to move the tank if the decision is made to put in a fuel farm.     He said he is concerned the tank is to close to the runway.  Mr. Coggins said The Villages was willing to work with anyone, but it is too late in the game and we now have a slab under construction. The Villages feel this is the best solution to provide us a choice for a free enterprise alternative.
Commissioner Henderson asked how far the tank is set back from the building.  Mr. Coggins replied the tank will be more than 50 ft from building and 65 ft from center line of runway.
Ms. Blair said Sanford, Orlando, Deland, Daytona, and Ocala do not have this and will never allow this. Most airports have fuel farms.  She said if Leesburg wants to go this direction everyone needs to be treated equally.   Brian Sapp, SunAir said he does have a written contract with The Villages and is willing to negotiate. 

Mr. Coggins said City of Ocala, Tampa International, Ft. Lauderdale International, and Craig Airport in Jacksonville have allowed permanent tanks to be allowed at these commercial airports in Florida.

Derrick Schroth, attorney for The Villages, said the first problem is the unwritten policy problem. The Villages lease is unenforceable because it says you cannot have fuel on the lease premises outside the aircraft.  This prohibits parties, trucks and tanks on the property and prohibits trucks allowed to bring fuel in trucks for fueling.  Second, paragraph 3 and paragraph 12 of the lease says lease can be modified with the written consent of the City and paragraph 12 states it can be modified if any improvements on the property can be modified provided the City approves the plans after reviewing. The lease has been modified by the City’s actions by issuing written consent of the site approval.  And, it is not just the slab approval it is the entire approval of the plans that were submitted.  The last issue is the FAA engineering department has been contacted in both Washington, DC and in Orlando and has said the project is not the type of project they review.  The only concern they have is with the runways or the take off area.  The Villages have complied with every policy in place. The Commission should allow the process to proceed.   If the Commission decides to enact a policy to prohibit stationary tanks, it should not apply to The Villages because no written policy was in place at the time of the permit.  
Commissioner Henderson asked if the lease amendment is approved because the site plan was approved.  CM Evans read paragraph 12 of The Villages lease (attached). He understands the issuance of the permit does not constitute a change in the lease.  Mr. Schroth replied it would then become a litigation issue.  

Commissioner Henderson said the City has had one good FBO for years, and asked why change now.  She does not want the FBO forced out of business.  Commissioner Puckett agreed SunAir has done a great job and he does not want to force them out of business.  He thinks a fuel farm is the best idea.  
Commissioner Polk asked if The Villages will be allowed to sell fuel to anyone else. AM Weller advised they will not be allowed to sell fuel.  
Commissioner Polk asked the size tanks and the type of tanks used by SunAir Aviation.  Mr. Sapp replied a 12,000 gallon above ground tank is used and is owned by the City.      
Chuck Brainerd, of Brainerd Helicopter said he uses trucks to bring in fuel.  In a lot of other airports around the country, permanent tanks are allowed. He explained fuel must be available 24 hours a day, instead of 7:00 A.M. to 7:00 P.M.  He reported the security gates fail often and the airport security should be upgraded.  He agrees with a fuel farm concept.  

Mayor Knowles asked how much fuel is used for the helicopter business.  Mr. Brainerd replied he only needs a 5,000 gallon tank.  The Leesburg area is used for maintenance and training.  Most of the fuel is purchased where they fly.  
Commissioner Polk moved to direct staff to draft amendments to The Villages two leases to allow for the installation of the permanent tanks and send the draft amendment first to the Airport Advisory Board and then to the City Commission.  Commissioner Christian second the motion.

Commissioner Christian asked if that will give enough time to get the answers to the questions addressed about FAA and TSA regulations and setback requirements. 

Commissioner Polk asked if the construction should be suspended.  CM Evans explained The Villages have been given notice.  A slab only permit has been issued and the Villages have been told to proceed at their own risk.
CA Morrison said he does not think it is appropriate to mix the regulatory aspect with the contractual aspect.  He recognizes Mr. Schroth’s argument that by issuing the permit the City has waived that but there are provisions in the lease that the lawyers here tonight have not sited that would contradict that. It would be more hazardous legally to withhold a permit if the regulatory conditions are all met because of the contractual provision than it would to do the opposite. 

Mayor Knowles asked if The Villages can continue to build.  CA Morrison explained The Villages have been put on notice that anything they do is at risk of enforcement of a lease that says they can’t do it.   And that is a contractual risk that they can decide based on their own legal advice that they can go that risk or not and that is their decision.   Treat the permitting separate from the lease.

CM Evans explained Winter Park Construction won the bid on the Magnolia Town Homes (Kristen Court) Project, but the City Commission voted not to continue with the project.  Winter Park Construction would like to offer a proposal to the City separate from the existing project.  The proposal will be at no cost.  
Mack Hanicam of Winter Park Construction said his company is committed to providing qualifications and an economic feasibility study to provide an alternate proposal to the City for the property.  The alternate proposal is separate from the existing project. He asked to be given the opportunity to present a proposal in July 2010.   
The Commission approved, by consensus, to allow a presentation of a proposal on the Magnolia Town Homes (Kristen Court) project in July 2010.
