Resolution Authorizing the Execution of an Amendment to an existing agreement with Allied Universal Corporation providing for a unit price increase for Fiscal Year 2011 

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends adoption of the resolution authorizing the execution of contract amendment number two with Allied Universal Corporation (AUC) providing for a five percent (5%) unit price increase.

Analysis:
The City has a current contract with AUC competitively awarded April 27, 2009, for the firm to provide chlorine gas products on an annual basis.  The contract provided for two additional one year extensions which ultimately result in a final expiration date of September 30, 2011.

Due to the contract incorporating a multi-year term the contract included a standard governmental cost adjustment clause providing for annual cost adjustments for subsequent extension years based upon the Urban Consumers Price Index (CPU-U)(National) established by the Bureau of Labor Statistics (BLS) and stating a not to exceed amount of 5%.

In accordance with the cost adjustment clause, Allied Universal has requested a 5% unit price increase for the final performance period October 1, 2010 through September 30, 2011.  A review of the current BLS CPU-U report indicates the cost associated with manufacturing chlorine, compressed or liquefied, to have increased significantly (59.9%) between July 2009 and July 2010, and that the requested increase appears to be reasonable.

This amendment increases the unit price for 150 lb. bottles from $63.40 to $66.57 and 2,000 lb. cylinders from $389.00 to $408.45.  It should be noted the AUC price for the 2,000 lb. units are approximately $3 per unit below the 2009 bid of the next lowest competitor.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the Lease Agreement with Air Solutions, LLC and Air South Caribbean, LLC.
Analysis:
Air Solutions, LLC and Air South Caribbean, LLC is a Part 135 air charter company that is currently operating out of Orlando Executive Airport.  Air Solutions, LLC and Air South Caribbean operates a Cessna Citation 650 that will carry nine passengers plus crew and will accept charters to the lower 48 states, Canada and Alaska.  This lease is for office space (one room that is 265 square feet) in the Airport Administration Building. The lease rate is $300.00 per month plus applicable taxes.  The term of the lease is two years with an option for two additional two years.

There are no air charter companies operating from Leesburg International Airport at this time.  This business will be plus for our facility.  It is the first air charter of this type at the airport.

The Airport Advisory Board reviewed this lease at their September 8, 2010 meeting and recommended approval.

Resolution authorizing a Lease Amendment for Villages Equipment Company (formerly d.b.a. as Villages Travel Company, Inc.), for 32734 Echo Drive, Leesburg, Florida - Leesburg International Airport

Staff Recommendation:  

Staff recommends approval of the lease amendment for the Villages Equipment Company at 32734 Echo Drive.

Analysis:  

The Villages presently leases two hanger facilities at the Leesburg International Airport, one located at 32734 Echo Drive and one located at 32738 Echo Drive.  The Villages Equipment Company (formerly d.b.a. Villages Travel Company, Inc.) has previously submitted an application to the City for a building permit to install one 12,000 gallon fuel storage tank, together with associated fuel dispensing equipment, on the leased property located at 32734 Echo Drive.  As currently written, both of the company’s leases prohibit the storage of fuel onsite excepting what is stored within an aircraft. Commission approval of the attached amendment will also result in the lease for 32734 Echo Drive mirroring the one held by the company for the adjoining property which permits maintenance to be performed on company aircraft, an activity that is presently prohibited from occurring on the property located at 32734 Echo Drive.

A policy has been prepared by the City Attorney and submitted to the City Commission which would allow any airport tenant, upon meeting certain minimum standards, to install and operate their own fuel storage and dispensing equipment separate and apart from that which is presently owned by the City of Leesburg.  Passage of the ordinance by the City Commission adopting this policy will not negate the need for the company’s lease agreements to be amended.  For this reason the City Attorney has prepared that attached amendment for the Commission’s consideration and approval.

Both the fuel storage policy and the Villages Equipment Company’s lease amendments were discussed by City staff with the Airport Advisory Board at the AAB’s July 14, 2010 meeting.  The AAB elected to table taking any action on these items until the Board’s August 11, 2010 meeting.  Following further discussion at the August 11th meeting, the AAB voted __ to __ to recommend to the City Commission that the Villages Equipment Company’s lease amendments be ____________.

In summation, the adoption of the prepared amendment for the leases pertaining to 32734 and 32738 Echo Drive will enable the company’s employees to undertake fueling operations at either of its two leased properties, assuming that the minimum standards outlined in the City’s Fuel Storage and Dispensing Policy are met.

Under the City’s fuel storage and dispensing policy, the tenant is still liable for all fuel flowage fees owed to the City.
