Commissioner Puckett introduced the resolution to be read by title only. DCC Bagwell read the resolution by title only, as follows:

Commissioner Christian moved to adopt the resolution and Commissioner Henderson seconded the motion. 

Commissioner Polk asked the original amount estimated for the project previously approved by the Commission. CM Evans explained the estimate without the design charges was $100,000.  The actual numbers will be approximately $150,000.  
Commissioner Christian asked why the building and the parking lot were bid separately.  Deputy Public Works Director (DPWD) Jimmy Feagle said by splitting the construction, the cost to the City will be lower.  
Commissioner Polk asked what caused the increase in price and if additional cost is anticipated.  DPWD Feagle said the design package mandated fire walls, an electrical upgrade, and air conditioning.  The mandate caused the price to be higher than anticipated.  

Commissioner Christian asked if the Commission can be provided a set of drawings or plans.  DPWD Feagle replied he will provide the Commission a full set of plans.  
Commissioner Henderson asked for the location of the parking lot.  DPWD Feagle explained the parking lot will be on the west side, between the Cultural Arts Building and the Community Building.  
Commission Henderson expressed concern for the soil being muck and requested the slab be constructed of concrete.  Commissioner Polk said the slab will be a floating concrete slab.

Environmental Services Director (ESD) Ray Sharp said the agreement covers four locations:  Thomas Road, South Highway 27, Royal Highlands, and the Airport.  The City is required to monitor all swamp areas with monitoring wells.  The first year of the agreement is higher because of the installation of the monitoring wells.

Budget Manager (BM) Brandy McDaniel announced the name of the Taxing Authority:  The City of Leesburg, Florida; The proposed Millage Rate of 4.3179 remains unchanged from the previous fiscal year and is 19.019% lower than the rolled back rate of 5.332 mills;  The Millage Rate to be Levied:  4.3179 Mills per $1,000

BM McDaniel advised on July 26th, the Commission approved the current year proposed aggregate millage rate of 4.3179 mills per $1,000.  The current year proposed aggregate millage rate represents a 19.019% reduction fromn the current year rolled back rate, therefore, this is not considered a tax increase under TRIM guidelines.

ADOPTED ORDINANCE 10-62 ADOPTING THE FISCAL YEAR 2010-11 BUDGET

DCC Bagwell read the ordinance, as follows:

An ordinance of the City Commission of the City of Leesburg, Florida, adopting the fiscal year 2010-11 budget for the City of Leesburg, Florida; and providing an effective date.
Commissioner Christian moved to adopt the ordinance and Commissioner Polk seconded the motion.

Mayor Knowles requested comments from the public.  

Alan Shaffer with the International Fire Fighters of Florida stated Station Four  in Okahumpka was closed for 24 hours Sunday September 26, 2010. The response time would have been eight to ten minutes for the Legacy and the Arlington Ridge Subdivision.  Closing Station Four  will be a common occurrence, if the budget is approved. The citizens in the Legacy and Arlington Ridge Subdivisions deserve a better level of fire protection than the City will be able to give.
Commissioner Henderson asked if the Fire trucks go to Plantation.  Mr. Shaffer replied Lake County Fire Department services Plantation.  The County has a response time of six to eight minutes.  
Nathan Barlow with the Leesburg Fire Department stated every citizen in the City is paying the same millage rate and every citizen should be afforded the same fire protection coverage.  If two firefighter positions are eliminated, the fire protection coverage will not be fair to all citizens.  
Commissioner Henderson asked for an update of the Fire Pension re-assessment.  CM Evans said when the City has multiple absences due to illness Station Four can temporarily be closed, but  should not occur often.  He gave an explanation of the cuts made in the Fire Department.  The reduction totals seven positions.  Of the seven firefighters positions, four positions were not refilled, one went to the Gas Department; one left the City for the Mascotte Fire Department, and one firefighter position is currently open.  Mascotte is planning on hiring one additional Firefighter, because a Fire Assessment District was recently passed. This leaves one firefighter position to be laid off.  This does not include the Fire Inspector positions consolidated with the Building Inspections Department.

CM Evans said he met with the Fire Union about possibly changing the 3% multiplier to a 2% multiplier matching the same benefit as the Police and General Fund employees.  He checked with the State of Florida Division of Retirement about the proposed change and was told changing the plan will force the plan into default.  This will be a violation of the Chapter 175 retirement provisions and will jeopardize the $110,000 in State Insurance Premium Dollars. The State discouraged the change.  The percentage of payroll the City must pay out will not change.  He said he does not have a solution to the high pension cost. 
Mark Tregaleo, Florida Professional Firefighters, said he understands times are tough for the whole the state of Florida. He believes the budget is being balanced on the backs of firefighters.  He questioned The City of Leesburg purchasing a street sweeper and laying off firefighters.  
Commissioner Christian stated the street sweeper is not paid out of the General Fund. The street sweeper is paid out of another fund.  He said the City cannot take money from the Storm Water Fund and pay for firefighter positions.  To correct your misconception, the money acquired from various funds must be used in that same fund.  He said the Commission has looked at every possible scenario to resolve the budgetary issues.  Every City in Florida is going through the same issue.  Many people are losing their houses and do not have jobs.   The Commission does not want to let anybody go, but the City is in difficult times.  The Commission has done a great job at this point.  He said he understood hopeful solutions to the budget would be brought back at this meeting.  
Commissioner Henderson said at the end of every year the City has money left over to carry forward.  She suggested using money from fund balance to restore some of the firefighter positions. She asked for the fund balance amount.  Deputy Finance Manager (DFM) Gladys Johnson said the anticipated amount will be $800,000 without unexpected items and rollovers.  

Mayor Knowles suggested using some of the fund balance for the Fire Department overtime budget because the overtime is depleted.  CM Evans said the Fire Department overtime budget for Fiscal Year 2009-10 was $120,000 and the amount spent is $146,000.  The budgeted amount for Fiscal Year 2010-11 is $20,000.  The fund balance will be needed for overtime funds for special events and vacancies.  He said the economic projection for the future does not project a lot of funds will be added to the fund balance.  Once the fund balance is spent, it is difficult to rebuild the balance.  
Commissioner Polk stated the City has expended reserves in past years and it has been a struggle to regain ground.  The city is looking forward to the probility of the future by trying to accumulate fund balance.  City Manager Evans has done a great job making hard decisions. The Commission needs to also make hard decisions to keep the City moving and maintain the reserve minimum.  
Commissioner Christian asked if the two firefighter positions are maintained, will that prevent Station Four from being closed and what is the cost of a firefighter position.  CM Evans estimated the cost between $50,000 and $55,000. Fire Chief (FC) Kevin Bowman stated when hired, his job was to get maximum efficiency with decreasing revenues. He said by reducing the overtime budget, two of the originally targeted six positions were saved.  He explained September 26, 2010 was a perfect storm at the Fire Department. Three personnel were on vacation, one on light duty, and five people called in sick.  He said he was not surprised four of the five called in sick with similar ailments. In order to not close the station, four or five personnel would have been called in on overtime.   

Commissioner Henderson moved to approve amending the Ordinance by taking $100,000 from Fund Balance to restore two Firefighter positions and Commissioner Christian seconded the motion.
Commissioner Polk stated the decision will be a gamble.  He is not willing to gamble on the budget.

ROLL CALL:

Commissioner Puckett – stated he voted no on the Leesburg International Airport’s issues because the situation is a disservice to Leesburg.  Commissioner Henderson agreed and stated at the previous City Commission Meeting she expressed she is equally displeased. 
Commissioner Christian – stated the Leesburg Airport is getting great exposure.  He is hoping this leads to jobs and faith in the airport.  He said approving the $100,000 from fund balance is risky, but it is important to keep people working and for citizens protection.  
Commissioner Polk – commended DCC Bagwell for filling in for the City Clerk.  He stated he is very disappointed the Commission approved taking $100,000 from fund balance.  He thought the budget the Commission had approved was good. It is a shame the Commission cannot make hard decisions in a tough economy.  The Commission worked hard on the budget and making a last minute decision is not good. Truly, everyone  needs safety in Leesburg but staff has worked hard on the budget and up until tonight the Commission agreed with the budget. Turning the whole budget upside down at the last minute is hard to take.  The economy is tough and all of the citizens are forced to make tough decisions.

Commissioner Christian stated the Commission agreed a few weeks ago to freeze or amend the Firefighters pension plan and that has not happened.  The City Manager told the Commission three months ago they were to make a decision on the plan two weeks ago and that did not happen.  We have the money; we made the vote and voted to spend $100,000 to keep two firefighters.  He said he is proud he stood up and did what he thought was right.    

Commissioner Henderson said she does not think it was a tough decision.  The budget is a plan.  She thinks the decision will not hurt the budget and is a good compromise.  She stands behind being the majority in that vote.  
Mayor Knowles – said he received a phone call reporting Station Four was closed Sunday and found the closing extremely disturbing.  The City will need to make adjustments when situations change. He said he stands behind his yes vote on the budget.  He asked if the Commission would like to have the Chamber of Commerce Candidate Forum from a month ago televised on Lakefront TV.

Commissioner Henderson moved to approve televising the forum on Lakefront TV.  – The motion died because of a lack of second.  

Commissioner Henderson stated the forum is available for viewing on the Daily Commercial website.

Mayor Knowles said the Orlando Times is proposing an upcoming forum.  He asked if the Commission would like to have the forum televised on Lakefront TV.  

Commissioner Christian explained the Orlando Times is a primarly African American news paper circulated to all African American Churches.   He offered anyone a copy.
Commissioner Henderson said the forum should be addressed when the Commission receives the date and time confirmation.
