ADOPTED RESOLUTION 8803 EXECUTING A GRANT AWARD AGREEMENT WITH COULOMB TECHNOLOGIES, INC., FOR TWO ELECTRIC VEHICLE CHARGING STATIONS










Commissioner Christian introduced the resolution to be read by title only. CC Richardson read the resolution by title only, as follows:

A resolution of the City Commission of the City of Leesburg, Florida authorizing the Mayor and City Clerk to execute a grant award agreement with Coulomb Technologies, Inc., for two Electric Vehicle Charging Stations; and providing an effective date.

Commissioner Knowles moved to adopt the resolution and Commissioner Christian seconded the motion. 

Deputy City Manager (DCM) Doug Drymon explained the grant from the Department of Energy is for two electrical vehicle charging stations.  The City suggests locating both charging stations next to the City Parking Garage across the street from the Library.  
Commissioner Christian questioned putting both charging stations in the same location.  He suggested locating one across from the Library and one at Lake Square Mall.  The mall has the biggest parking lot in the City and needs as much help as it can get.  He said it is important to support downtown and the mall.
Mayor Polk asked if the item can be tabled to allow time for careful consideration of the locations.  DCM Drymon said the units must say in one location for at least two years and the City can apply for a 30 day extension.   
Commissioner Knowles suggested one unit at the Library and one unit at City Hall because both would be on Public property.  
Commissioner Henderson suggested acquiring more than two charging stations.  DCM Drymon said the City can place up to five charging stations.  
Commissioner Puckett said because the charging units require at least two hours of time and the downtown area has limited space, the Lake Square Mall parking lot sounds great.  
Mayor Polk asked if the City has electric available at the mall.  Electric Director (ED) Paul Kalv replied the mall has electric transformers available.  

Commissioner Henderson moved to amend the resolution to change charging stations to one at the library and one at the mall. Commissioner Christian seconded the motion.  

CA Morrison explained the City will need to obtain an easement from the mall.

Commissioner Christian asked about the drainage ditches.  ESD Sharp explained the City is designing a new piping system then overlaying the piping with dirt. 
CM Evans suggested holding off on some of the US Hwy 27/441 CRA intersection improvements because the revenues are down.  
Mayor Polk asked if the City will be pulling out of the agreement with the Barr Group.  CM Evans explained staff has been having monthly meeting with Dr. Sonny Barr and recommends the City continue on with the agreement.  He said he hopes to have exciting news within 60 to 90 days.

CITY MANAGER ITEMS: 

1. Deputy Public Works Director (DPWD) Jimmy Feagle explained street sign cost has increased.  He suggested the City using a new type of sign that will reduce the cost.  DPWD Feagle presented pictures of both signs to the Commissioners.  
The Commission unanimously approved use of the new, cheaper sign when additional signs are needed.
PUBLIC COMMENTS: none
ROLL CALL:

Commissioner Knowles – likes the idea of the electric cars and he might actually buy an electric car.  
Commissioner Henderson asked how fast the electric cars can accelerate.  Commissioner Knowles replied the cars will keep up with traffic.  

Commissioner Knowles said the City has opened the Ski Beach part of Lakeshore Drive and has noticed people driving through the area.  He said he has seen people using the picnic area.  He pointed out trash cans are needed at the picnic area and near the volley ball courts.  
Commissioner Christian - none
Commissioner Puckett – questioned the ten minute appointments for the Health Clinic.  CM Evans explained the ten minute appointments are for blood draws and regular appointments are 20 minutes apart.  
Commissioner Puckett said on January 3rd, 7th, and 10th the total cost of the Kristen Court project was $56,949.85.  The City spent $26,000 to dig up the property.  CM Evans replied the bid came in lower than expected and should cost approximately $22,000.  Commissioner Puckett stated $56,949.85 is a lot of money to lose.
Commissioner Henderson - said as Christmas Light Chairman she has asked Mark Richert, Recreation Department and Paul Kalv Electric Director to be on the committee. She asked for Commission suggestions or input.  Mayor Polk nominated Will or Lauren Bigham who live in Palmora Park, on South 8th Street to be a member.  Commissioner Henderson said the first meeting will be the February 2, 2011 at 5:00 p.m. and the location is at the Electric Department in the conference room.  
Commissioner Henderson announced Agnes Berry was honored Tuesday for the Woman’s Hall of Fame.  She explained all persons picked are now displayed on a wall in the County Commission Chambers.
Mayor Polk – addressed a reporter in the audience and asked her to print something in the paper about the public comment section added to the agenda. He would like to see more comments from the public and said everyone is welcome.   He said he had an opportunity to spend time in Customer Service this week and one thing he noticed about the department was the lack of proper signage.  He said Customer Service does a great job, but the lack of signage is confusing.  He suggested the Customer Service Representatives go on service calls with the Electric Department to gain better knowledge of what happens in the field.  
Commissioner Christian said more knowledge of what happens in the field gives better understanding of the job.

Commissioner Henderson said the cross training will help Customer Service understand the Electric lingo.  
CM Evans said the recommendation is doable and will be implemented. 
Commissioner Henderson moved to adjourn and Commissioner Christian seconded the motion.   The meeting adjourned at 6:43 p.m.
