Subject:
Purchase request 43869 to Hewlett Packard for the purchase of computer network servers
Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of purchase request 43869 to Hewlett Packard for the purchase of six computer network servers for a total of $94,000.00.
Analysis:
The Information Technology Department has requested the purchase of one Hewlett Packard enclosure that will contain six G7 blade computer servers.  The purchase also includes 5 years of maintenance and support.  Response time will be four hour on-site response on a 24 hour x 7 day-per week basis.

This purchase will allow for the replacement of several existing servers that are older and have been experiencing failures, two failures within the last month.  Savings will be realized through lower power usage.  This new enclosure of six new servers will replace and eliminate existing hardware that consumes more power than the newer equipment.

According to Wikipedia, virtualization in computing is the creation of a virtual, rather than actual, version of something.  This something can be hardware, operating system, a data storage device or network resources.  The new servers will allow for the ‘virtualization’ of other physical servers as well as end user desktop computers.

The IT Department will use the six new physical servers to create other virtual servers as well as end-user desktops.  Virtualization of the end user desktops will permit the continued use of existing hardware to run software that has higher computing or hardware requirements.  This is possible because the actual computing is done on the more powerful virtualized desktop rather than the computer at the users’ workstation.  Cost savings from delaying new hardware purchases will be realized.

This purchase is being made using the State of Florida Purchasing Agreement #250-000-03-1 for Computer Hardware and Technology related items.

Resolution authorizing an agreement with Waukesha Electric Systems, Inc. for the refurbishment of the Load Tap Changer at the Center Street Substation
Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the agreement with Waukesha Electric Systems, Inc. for refurbishing the load tap changer at the Center Street Substation in the amount of $28,475.00.

Analysis:
This project is to refurbish the Load Tap Changer (LTC) on transformer #2 at the Center Street Substation.  A LTC allows for precise control or regulation of the output voltage on the transformer.  The load tap changer is a mechanical device which will wear over time.  This particular LTC is worn to the point that it requires service.

The work includes testing of equipment before and after all work is completed, removing oil from the main tank so that the back board will be completely accessible, replacing gaskets, o-rings and bolts, inspecting all load tap changer contacts and replacing any contacts that are unserviceable, reassembling all the components, processing the oil and vacuum filling it back into the transformer.  Refurbishing will provide great control, improve reliability and protection and enhance customer electrical service.

On March 23, 2011, the Purchasing Division issued Invitation to Bid (ITB) 110211 inviting interested and qualified firms to submit sealed bids for consideration by the City. 
On April 19, 2011, the City received five responses to the invitation to bid.  The Electric Department has evaluated the bid submittals and recommended award to the second lowest bidder, Waukesha Electric Systems, Inc.  Delta Star, Inc. was the low bidder at $19,670.00, however, all items were not included and they had a change in management and could not agree to our Technical Specifications.  Delta Star, Inc. has been deemed non-responsive.  Waukesha Electric Systems, Inc. has previously done work for the City.

Analysis
The property owner submitted an application for annexation of approximately 40 acres of land generally located on the east of US Highway 27, south of Windsong Oak Drive, as shown on the attached General Location Map. The present zoning for this property is County CFD (Community Facilities–PFD). Currently, the property is developed as a worship center with the eastern half undeveloped and the proposed uses are to continue the worship center with associated uses.
The surrounding zoning of adjacent properties is City PUD (Planned Unit Development) on the north, County A (Agriculture) on the south and east, and County R-3 (Medium Residential), County A (Agriculture) and County CFD (Community Facilities-PFD) on the west. However, no final development order (site plan and building permits) shall be granted for a proposed development until there is a finding that all public facilities and services required for the development have sufficient capacity at or above the adopted level of service (LOS) to accommodate the impacts of the development, or that improvements necessary to bring facilities up to their adopted LOS will be in place concurrent with the impacts of the development.

Analysis:

The project site is approximately .38 of an acre.  The property is generally located on the southeast corner of Lee Street and W. Oak Terrace Drive as shown on the attached General Location Map. The present zoning for this property is City R-2 (Medium Density Residential). The current use of the property is a vacant, legally non-conforming medical office with adjacent parking. The surrounding zoning designations are City R-1 (Low Density Residential), City R-2 (Medium Density Residential), City RP (Residential/Professional), and City SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development).  The surrounding Future Land Use Map designations are City Low Density Residential.  The existing Land Use designation for the subject property is City General Commercial.

The proposed zoning district of City RP (Residential Professional) is compatible with the adjacent and nearby properties in the area and with a future land use designation of City General Commercial. This is an area of transition from older residential uses to professional uses and the proposed zoning would provide for transition to the adjacent residential uses to the west. This request does not appear to create a detriment to the surrounding properties.

The existing land uses surrounding the property are medical offices, single family residential and multi-family residential.

Said improvements will be the responsibility of the Permittee.


10.
LANDSCAPING AND BUFFER REQUIREMENTS

A.
  All landscaping and buffering shall be in accordance with regulations con​tained within the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances including;



1) 
For each one hundred (100) linear feet, or fraction thereof, of boundary, the 
following plants shall be provided in accordance with the planting standards and 
requirements of the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, as amended.

a.
Two (2) canopy trees 

b.   Two (2) ornamental trees 

c.   Thirty (30) shrubs 

d.  
The remainder of the buffer area shall be landscaped with grass, groundcover, and/or other landscape treatment. 

      
e. 
Existing vegetation in the required buffer shall be protected during construction.

B.
In addition, development of the required buffers as shown on the Conceptual Plan shall include an (8) foot high PVC fence with decorative posts and caps as seen on Exhibit D with landscape canopy trees installed along the property lines on the development as a visual buffer to adjacent single-family residential properties. 


C.
 Variations to the landscape requirements of the code may be approved by the Community Development Director as long as the intent of the PUD and the Landscaping Code are maintained including consideration of existing fencing on adjacent properties and existing natural vegetative buffers.
11.
MAINTENANCE

A.
With the exception of public utilities, maintenance of all site im​provements, including but not limited to drives, internal sidewalks, landscaping and drainage shall be the responsibility of the owner.  

12.
DEVELOPMENT PHASING 


A.
The proposed project may be constructed in phases in accordance with the Planned Unit Development Conditions and Conceptual Plan. Changes to the Development Plan, other than those conditions described in this agreement, shall be revised in accordance with the Planned Development review process.


B.
 Implementation of the project shall substantially commence within 48 months of approval of this Planned Development.  In the event, the conditions of the PUD have not been substantially implemented during the required time period, the PUD shall be scheduled with due notice for reconsideration by the Planning Commission at their next available regular meeting. The Planning Commission will consider whether to extend the PUD approval or rezone the property to another appropriate zoning classification.

13.
DESIGN REQUIREMENTS


A.
All buildings shall utilize at least three of the following design features including garage vehicle doors to provide visual relief along all elevations of the building. Designs may vary by individual units in a common building or by building groups. If design variations are by individual units, they may be repeated in the next building group. If designs are by building groups, every other building must have a different design elevation.

Exterior building materials contribute significantly to the visual impact of a building on the 
community. They shall be well designed and integrated into a comprehensive design style 
for the project. The total exterior wall area of each building elevation shall be composed of 
one of the following:


1)
At least thirty-five percent (35%) full-width brick or stone (not including window and door areas and related trim areas), with the balance being any type of lap siding and/or stucco. 

2)
At least thirty percent (30%) full-width brick or stone, with the balance being stucco and/or a “cementitious” lap siding. (A “cementitious” lap siding product is defined as a manufactured strip siding composed of cement-based materials rather than wood fiber-based or plastic-based materials. For example, Masonite or vinyl lap siding would not be allowed under this option.).

3)
All textured stucco, provided there are unique design features such as recessed garages, tile or metal roofs, arched windows etc. in the elevations of the buildings or the buildings are all brick stucco. Unique design features shall be reviewed by the 
Community Development Director for compliance.


C.
Other similar design variations meeting the intent of this section may be approved by the 


Community Development Director.

14.
MISCELLANEOUS CONDITIONS

A.
The uses of the proposed project shall only be those uses identified in the approved Planned Develop​ment Conditions. Any other proposed use must be specifically authorized in accordance with the Planned Develop​ment amendment process.


B.
No person, firm or corporation shall erect, construct, enlarge, alter, repair, remove, improve, move, convert, or demolish any building structure, or alter the land in any manner without first submitting the necessary plans and obtaining appropriate approvals in accordance with the City of Leesburg Codes.  


C.
Construction and operation of the proposed use(s) shall at all times comply with City and other governmental agencies rules and regulations.


D.
The transfer of ownership or lease of any or all of the property described in this PUD Agreement shall include in the transfer or lease agreement, a provision that the purchaser or lessee is made good and aware of the conditions pertaining to the Planned Unit Development established and agrees to be bound by these conditions.  The purchaser or lessee may request a change from the existing plans and conditions by following the procedures as described in the City of Leesburg Land Development Code, as amended. 


E.
These PUD Conditions shall inure to the benefit of, and shall constitute a covenant running with the land and the terms, conditions, and provisions hereof, and shall be binding upon the present owner and any successor, and shall be subject to each and every condition herein set out.

15.
CONCURRENCY

As submitted, the proposed zoning change does not appear to result in demands on public facilities which would exceed the current capacity of some public facilities, such as, but not limited to roads, sewage, water supply, drainage, solid waste, parks and recreation, schools and emergency medical facilities. However, no final development order (site plan and building permits) shall be granted for a proposed development until there is a finding that all public facilities and services required for the development have sufficient capacity at or above the adopted level of service (LOS) to accommodate the impacts of the development, or that improvements necessary to bring facilities up to their adopted LOS will be in place concurrent with the impacts of the development.

a.
The City’s utility planning efforts draw upon phasing, capacity and service requirements, based upon information provided by the applicant.  The City develops its plans consistent with sound engineering principles, prudent fiscal practices and due regard for regulatory compliance.


b.
The development will require construction of new distribution mains, since existing facilities in the service area are not adequate.  Should the developer wish to accelerate the construction of such facilities to provide service, the developer will bear the cost of design, permitting and construction.  Any such facilities must be constructed in a fashion consistent with the City’s master plans and to the City standards and specifications.

c.
The City is in the process of Consumptive Use Permit renewal.  The application provides for anticipated demands due to this and other potential development.

 Commitment of Capacity

  
There are no previous commitments of any existing or planned excess capacity.

C.
Ability to Provide Services

The City intends to provide water, wastewater and reclaimed water services within its service area for the foreseeable future.


2)
The City updates its Ten-Year Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) as part of our annual budgetary process.  Included within the CIP are water, wastewater, and reclaimed water improvements necessary to provide service to proposed development.


3)
The City has completed an impact fee study, based in part on the CIP in order to assure adequate and appropriate funding for required improvements. The combination of master planning and CIP planning has allowed the City to issue bonds to fund new potable water facilities and substantial reuse facilities, among other infrastructure improvements.

the qualifying dates.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the amendments to Section 9-9 and 9-3 of the Code of Ordinances.  
Analysis:
The Commission expressed concern over the length of time between qualifying to run for a Commission seat and the November election.  They requested staff to research the possibility of changing the qualifying dates closer to the election.

I contacted Supervisor of Elections Emogene Stegall and she advised she must have the names for the November ballot at least one week prior to the primary election.  Based on this information, City Attorney Morrison prepared an ordinance to give me a two week timeframe to have the qualifying time based on future primary election dates.  The qualifying timeframe will still begin at NOON Monday and end at NOON Friday.

In 2012, The Republican Party will hold the National Convention in Tampa, Florida, during the regular primary election week.  The primary election will be held Tuesday, August 14, 2012.  Therefore, Leesburg’s qualifying time in 2012 will be in July.   When the primary election returns to the last Tuesday in August, Leesburg’s qualifying period to run for a Commission seat will be in August.
The second change to Chapter 9, Section 9-3, of the Code of Ordinances is to clarify evidence required to demonstrate potential candidates are bona fide, permanent residents within the municipal limits of the City of Leesburg and, if applicable, within the proper City Commission District, and they were permanent residents of the City (and the District if applicable) for the period of time required by the City Charter to qualify as a candidate.

The ordinance lists five different items potential candidates may use as evidence they are bona fide, permanent residents at the time of qualifying.  The City Clerk will determine whether or not the evidence of residency is sufficient.  The ordinance provides an appeal process to the prospective candidate if the City Clerk deems the evidence of residency insufficient.  The prospective candidate may appeal to a committee for review and the committee’s decision shall be final.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, AMENDING SECTIONS 9 – 3 AND 9 – 9 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES PERTAINING TO ELECTIONS; SPECIFYING TYPES OF EVIDENCE TO BE SUBMITTED BY CANDIDATES AT THE TIME OF QUALIFYING TO DEMONSTRATE APPROPRIATE RESIDENCY; CHANGING THE TIME FOR CANDIDATES FOR CITY COMMISSION TO QUALIFY TO RUN FOR THAT POSITION; REPEALING CONFLICTING ORDINANCES; PROVIDING A SAVINGS CLAUSE; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA:

SECTION I. 

§9 – 3 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Leesburg, Florida, is hereby amended to read as set forth below:

Sec. 9-3.  Candidate residency requirements.

(a)   
All candidates for city commission shall reside within the municipal limits of the City of Leesburg, Florida. In addition, the following requirements shall apply for each seat:

(1)   Candidates for Seat 1 each must reside within Commission District One.

(2)   Candidates for Seat 2 each must reside within Commission District Two.

(3)   Candidates for Seat 3 each must reside within Commission District Three.

(4)   Candidates for Seat 4 and Seat 5 may reside anywhere within the municipal limits.

(b)   
As used in this section, the terms “reside” and “residency” refer to a candidate’s or commissioner’s bona-fide, permanent place of abode.

(c)
All persons seeking to qualify to run for a seat on the City Commission shall submit evidence demonstrating that they are in fact bona fide, permanent residents within the municipal limits of the City of Leesburg and, if applicable, within the proper City Commission District, and that they were permanent residents of the City (and the District if applicable) for the period of time required by the City Charter to qualify as a candidate. Among the evidence which will be acceptable to establish residency, the following may be submitted:

(1) A valid Florida driver’s license or state – issued identification card, showing the address of the prospective candidate as being within the City limits and the appropriate District if applicable;

(2) A City of Leesburg utility bill in the name of the prospective candidate, showing that the prospective candidate is currently receiving utility service at a location which would comply with the requirements of this Section;

(3) A valid Florida voter registration card demonstrating that the candidate resides within the City limits and the appropriate District if applicable;

(4) A  valid United States passport bearing an address demonstrating that the candidate resides within the City limits and the appropriate District if applicable;
(5) An ad valorem tax bill for the most recent tax year, for a location within the City limits and the appropriate District, in the name of the prospective candidate or in the joint names of the prospective candidate and his or her spouse, which indicates the property has been granted the homestead tax exemption for the most recent tax year;
(6) A prospective candidate shall not be required to produce each item listed in this Section as proof of residency, so long as evidence is presented which is deemed sufficient by the City Clerk to be reasonable proof of residency. In addition, the list of items in this Section is not conclusive and a prospective candidate may submit other evidence as proof of residency so long as the City Clerk deems the evidence to be sufficient to demonstrate compliance with the residency requirements of this Section. 
(7) If the City Clerk deems the evidence of residency presented to be insufficient, the prospective candidate may appeal that determination to a committee composed of the City Manager, the City Finance Director, and the City Attorney. This committee shall review the evidence presented and issue a determination on the sufficiency of the evidence to prove compliance with the residency requirements by the prospective candidate, and the determination of this committee on the issue shall be final.

SECTION II.

§9 – 9 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Leesburg, Florida, is amended to read as set forth below:


Sec. 9-9.  Time of filing certificates of nominations, petitions or declarations of nomination.

All certificates of nomination, petitions or personal declarations of nomination of candidates for office shall be filed with the City Clerk. All certificates of nomination, petitions or personal declarations of nomination of candidates for office, along with the required proof of residency and other documentation required by this Code or the Laws of Florida, shall be filed with the City Clerk no earlier than 12:00 NOON on the Monday which is at least four weeks prior to the date of the statewide primary election, and no later than 12:00 NOON on the second Friday after such Monday. All applications and documents must be filed, fully completed, by no later than by the stated deadline on the last day of the qualifying period. The City Clerk shall transmit the names of those persons qualified as candidates to the Supervisor of Elections, by the deadline set for this transmittal by the Supervisor of Elections.

SECTION III.

All ordinances or part of ordinances which are in conflict with this Ordinance are hereby repealed, to the extent necessary to alleviate the conflict, but shall continue in effect insofar as they are not in conflict herewith, unless repeal of the conflicting portion destroys the overall intent and effect of any of the conflicting ordinance, in which case those ordinances so affected shall be hereby repealed in their entirety.

SECTION IV.

If any portion of this Ordinance is declared invalid or unenforceable, and to the extent that it is possible to do so without destroying the overall intent and effect of this Ordinance, the portion deemed invalid or unenforceable shall be severed herefrom and the remainder of the ordinance shall continue in full force and effect as if it were enacted without including the portion found to be invalid or unenforceable.

SECTION V.

This Ordinance shall become effective upon its passage and adoption according to law.

Staff Recommendation: 

Staff recommends authorization for staff to submit a Proposal to the Chief Executive Officer of Aerostat, Inc., setting forth certain changes which the City would like to make to the terms of the company’s existing hanger leases for 8703 Airport Blvd. and 8830 Airport Blvd. at the Leesburg International Airport. 
Analysis:
City staff would like to make it possible for a FAA-certified Airframe and Powerplant Program to be established at the Leesburg International Airport.  Such a program is considered an essential component of the City’s aviation and aerospace workforce development initiative, which was identified by Embry-Riddle Aeronautical University as being one of eight Critical Success Factors impacting the future success of LEAP.  In cooperation with the Lake Tech, City staff has been researching the various resources (staffing, equipment & facilities) which would be needed in order to establish an A&P Program at Leesburg International Airport.  Finding a suitable location with vacant hanger space to house the A&P Program appears to be the greatest challenge the City faces at this time. 

Mr. Lewis Puckett, CEO of Aerostat, Inc., the company which currently holds the lease on the hanger located at 8703 Airport Blvd until September 30, 2025 has indicated to Airport Management that he is willing to assist the City in its endeavor to find a home for an A&P Program by renegotiating his current lease on 8703 Airport Blvd. down to five years, with a 6-month “Notice to Vacate” stipulation included for the City’s benefit.  The hanger that is located at 8703 Airport Blvd. is equipped for use as an aircraft maintenance facility, and has in fact been used for this purpose in the past.  Staff believes that regardless of whether this hanger is used for an A&P lab or some other educational purpose connected with LEAP, obtaining management of the building and its associated property provides the City with additional flexibility in terms of the future development of the Airport.  The property could be combined with other nearby hangers and adjoining property to create space for a major aviation company, such as an airplane manufacturer or a Maintenance, Repair and Overhaul (MRO) operation, or utilized in some other manner for an economic development project.

As outlined in the attached Proposal, the lease of the hanger located at 8830 Airport Blvd., which presently serves as the primary manufacturing facility for Mr. Puckett’s company, Aerostat, Inc., would be amended to stipulate an annual rent of ten-dollars ($10.00) for the remaining portion of the current lease, which expires March 10, 2026.  This revised rental fee would also be applied to an existing five year extension, as well as a second five year extension that is to be included in the amended lease agreement.  In return for these and certain other financial considerations noted in the Proposal, Mr. Puckett is willing to accept the lease modifications noted previously for the hanger and associated property located at 8703 Airport Blvd.

Options:
1.  Approve the Proposal prepared by City staff and authorize that it be submitted to the Lessee of 8703 and 8830 Airport Blvd.  Following acceptance by the Lessee, the appropriate Lease Amendments will be prepared by the City Attorney and submitted for Commission approval. 
2.  Direct staff to modify the Proposal in whatever manner the Commission may decide is in the best interests of the City.

3.  Such alternative action as the Commission may deem appropriate 
Fiscal Impact:  
The fiscal impact to the City would be limited to a reduction in rent revenue for the hangers located at 8703 Airport Blvd. and 8830 Airport Blvd., plus the cost of “buying out” the remaining portion of the lease on 8703 Airport Blvd. (at the current, unrevised monthly rent amount) if undertaken sometime during the five-year term of the revised lease.
