HEARD A PRESENTATION FOR THE REPLACEMENT OF VENETIAN GARDEN BRIDGES BY KEITH RIDDLE, P.E







  

Keith Riddle, P.E., of Riddle Neumann Engineering gave a presentation of the Venetian Garden Bridges replacement. (Attached)  He explained there are seven bridges to be replaced or repaired.  Bridge Number Two is in the worse condition.  City staff outlined the maintenance of all the bridges.  The bridge piers are misaligned due to sinking in the unstable muck bottom.  Bridge repairs will be never ending.  Replacing the bridges with a prefabricated steel or aluminum would reduce the maintenance.  

Mayor Polk asked if the City got the estimated cost from the internet.  Deputy Recreation Director (DRD) Jennifer Magavero said the prices came from several sources.  Some are from Sanford and other local vendors.  The engineering costs are from Keith Riddle.  She said she tried to incorporate local vendors.  Mr. Riddle stated the prices are only estimates and prices may vary. 
Commissioner Henderson asked who installed the existing bridges.  CRD Magvero replied the newest bridge is ten years old and the oldest is 15 years old.  A.P. Hottingger was the contractor.  Mr. Riddle stated the bridges are in very bad shape for their age.
Commissioner Christian asked if the cost is a per bridge price.  CRD Magvero replied the cost should be in the lower range for the placement of a steel or aluminum bridge. 
Commissioner Henderson asked if an aluminum bridge is as good as a steel bridge. Mr. Riddle said he is not sure about the longevity and will check into the statistics and report back.  
Commissioner Henderson stated the per bridge total will be approximately $200,000 per bridge.  CM Evans stated $450,000 is available in the 2004 Capital Improvement Bonds fund.  The bridges would qualify as a capital improvement project.
Commissioner Henderson asked if the aluminum or steel bridges come in different colors.  CRD Magvero replied the bridges can be painted any color.  
Commissioner Henderson suggested forming a “Friends of Venetian Gardens.”  Venetian Gardens is Leesburg’s attraction and possibly the group could help to do things in the park.
Mayor Polk suggested staff giving the Commission time to think about the bridges.  
Commissioner Knowles moved to table the discussion to the September 12, 2011 and Commissioner Christian seconded the motion.

Commissioner Knowles introduced the ordinance to be read by title only.  CC Richardson read the ordinance, as follows:

An ordinance of the City of Leesburg, Florida, annexing certain real property consisting of approximately 40 acres and being generally located on the east of US Highway 27, south of Windsong Oak Drive, lying in Section 25, Township 20 south, Range 24 east, Lake County, Florida, which is contiguous to the city limits of the City of Leesburg, Florida, providing that said property so annexed shall be liable for its proportionate share of the existing and future indebtedness of said city; providing that such annexed property shall be subject to all laws and ordinances of said City as if all such territory had been a part of the City of Leesburg at the time of passage and approval of said laws and ordinances; providing that such annexed territory shall be placed in City Commission District 3; and providing an effective date (Southpointe Baptist Fellowship, Inc.). 

Mayor Polk requested comments from the public.  
Commissioner Henderson asked if the intent is to build a new sanctuary.  Community Development Director (CDD) Bill Wiley replied the church is interested in annexing into the City to reduce the 25% additional cost on the water utility bill for being in the county.  The second reason is to develop an additional driveway on US Hwy 27 in the future.

Commissioner Christian introduced the ordinance to be read by title only.  CC Richardson read the ordinance, as follows:

An ordinance of the City of Leesburg, Florida, rezoning approximately 40 acres generally located east of US Highway 27, south of Windsong Oak Drive, lying in Section 25, Township 20 south, Range 24 east, Lake County, Florida, from County A (Agriculture) to City PUD (Planned Unit Development); and providing an effective date. (Southpointe Baptist Fellowship, Inc.)

Mayor Polk requested comments from the public.  There were no comments.

INTRODUCED AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY .38 OF AN ACRE ON THE SE CORNER OF LEE STREET AND W. OAK TERRACE DRIVE, FROM CITY R-2 TO CITY RP  (CITIZEN'S FIRST BANK)





 
Commissioner Knowles introduced the ordinance to be read by title only.  CC Richardson read the ordinance, as follows:

An ordinance of the City of Leesburg, Florida, rezoning approximately .38 of an acre generally located on the southeast corner of Lee Street and W. Oak Terrace drive, lying in Section 23, Township 19 south, Range 24 east, Lake County, Florida, from City R-2 (Medium Density Residential) to City RP (Residential Professional); and providing an effective date. (Citizen’s First Bank)
Mayor Polk requested comments from the public.  

Commissioner Henderson stated the property started as a residence, then changed into a Doctor’s office.  Next, a real estate company used the property.  Now, the property will be a Doctor’s office again.  CDD Wiley the rezoning is basically cleaning up the property zoning to reflect the correct zoning.  The property is currently non-conforming.  The owner is unable to get financing on non-conforming property.   

INTRODUCED AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 32 ACRES ON THE NORTH SIDE OF SUNNYSIDE DRIVE, WEST OF FERN DRIVE, FROM CITY R-3 TO CITY PUD (BURLYNN FARM, LLC, R. DEWEY BURNSED TRUST, AND CLIFF L. BRIDGES- SUNNYSIDE SUBDIVISION)







Commissioner Knowles introduced the ordinance to be read by title only.  CC Richardson read the ordinance, as follows:

An ordinance of the City of Leesburg, Florida, rezoning approximately 32 acres generally located on the north side of Sunnyside Drive, west of Fern Drive, lying in Section 30, Township 19 south, Range 25 east, Lake County, Florida, from City R-3 (High Density Residential) to City PUD (Planned Unit Development); and providing an effective date. (Burlynn Farm, LLC, R. Dewey Burnsed Trust and Cliff L. Bridges)

Mayor Polk requested comments from the public. 
Commissioner Henderson expressed concern the area residents will be complaining about traffic problems on Sunnyside Drive. 
Mayor Polk asked if the rezoning is for a future project and the owner will have to go through the site development process.  CDD Wiley explained the owner is trying to keep the vesting on the property from 2006.  He explained the rezoning is for a future project and is being rezoned to make the property more marketable or available for growth in the future.  The new zoning will require buffer fencing.
Commissioner Henderson asked if R1 zoning was considered.  Mary Ludwick, with the law firm of Leslie Campione, PA; said the project was originally approved in 2006 as CUP in the R3 zoning district.  The purpose is to come back to the Commission to extend the CUP approval.  Changing to a PUD will allow the 208 Townhome/Condominiums on the property and to comply with the new changes of the landscaping and fencing.  There are no immediate development plans for the property.  
INTRODUCED AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTIONS 9 - 3 AND 9 - 9 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES PERTAINING TO ELECTIONS; SPECIFYING TYPES OF EVIDENCE TO BE SUBMITTED BY CANDIDATES AT THE TIME OF QUALIFYING TO DEMONSTRATE APPROPRIATE RESIDENCY; CHANGING THE TIME FOR CANDIDATES FOR CITY COMMISSION TO QUALIFY TO RUN FOR THAT POSITION












Commissioner Puckett introduced the ordinance to be read by title only.  CC Richardson read the ordinance, as follows:

An ordinance of the City of Leesburg, Florida, amending Sections 9 – 3 and 9 – 9 of the Code of Ordinances pertaining to elections; specifying types of evidence to be submitted by Candidates at the time of qualifying to demonstrate appropriate residency; changing the time for candidates for city commission to qualify to run for that position; repealing conflicting ordinances; providing a savings clause; and providing an effective date.

Mayor Polk requested comments from the public. 
Commissioner Henderson said she though this type of amendment would be a requirement of the Charter Review Committee to review.  CA Morrison explained there are other aspects of that process the Charter Review Committee will review.  The two sections referenced are by ordinance.  The length of the campaign season is not in the charter. The proposed ordinance is an attempt to shorten the length of campaigns.  The other concern expressed over the years is the proof of residency. The current requirement has been to file an affidavit saying you do and the affidavit must be accepted on its face.  The proposed ordinance requires candidates to provide evidence to prove residency. 
Commissioner Henderson expressed concern with a candidate submitting the documents and not living in the City.  CA Morrison said we assume people will follow State Law and have their current residential address on their driver’s license or on their voter’s registration.  Commissioner Henderson asked if a business address can be used.  CA Morrison said you cannot use a business to live in the City.  If a person lives out of the City and has a business in the City, they cannot vote or be on the Commission.  Commissioner Henderson suggested requiring a property tax certificate with a homestead exemption.  CA Morrison explained the tax certificate with homestead exemption is a year old.  

Commissioner Henderson asked how many of the listed items will be required by the City Clerk.  CA Morrison said the ordinance reads the person must submit sufficient evidence.  

Commissioner Henderson asked if the proposed ordinance can be changed to require more than one of the items.  CM Morrison explained it would be difficult because some people do not drive or may be a renter and would not have a tax bill with homestead.  Not everyone will have every one of the items listed.  

Commissioner Christian said the Charter change should be to require the person must live in Leesburg for a certain number of years. A lot of problems will be eliminated once the Charter change is made. 
Commissioner Henderson moved to amend the ordinance to require at least two types of evidence of residency, Commissioner Knowles seconded the motion.

Resolution authorizing staff to submit a Proposal to the Chief Executive Officer of Aerostat, Inc., setting forth certain changes to the terms of existing leases which apply to hangers at 8703 Airport Boulevard and 8830 Airport Boulevard, Leesburg International Airport, setting forth certain changes to the terms of the existing leases for these hangers and their associated properties; and providing an effective date.

Commissioner Puckett abstained from the discussion and the vote.  
Commissioner Christian moved to adopt the resolution and Commissioner Knowles seconded the motion. 

CM Evans explained the property also known as the Bunker Hanger is a piece of property Commissioner Puckett has a lease on until 2025.  The City has wanted to have the property back in City control for a long time.  The City acquired from Commissioner Puckett the former Triangle Aviation Property also known as Unit 101, 102, and 103.    The City owns the property on both sides and would like the property in the middle.  
Deputy City Manager (DCM) Doug Drymon explained the City will draft the necessary lease agreements to allow the change.  The documents will go before the Airport Advisory Board and back to the City Commission for final approval.

CITY MANAGER ITEMS:

1. CM Evans stated the Marion County Sheriff Office caught the person who robbed a City of Leesburg bank.
2.
CM Evans stated the City of Leesburg Police Department arrested the person responsible for a homicide on East Street committed the previous week.  
2. CM Evans stated Mr. Rofeik proposed a very bargain based cheap alternative to repairing the problem at the sinkhole. The proposal is not acceptable to the City of Leesburg.  Mr. Sharp told Mr. Rofeik early on to have a geotechnical engineer give an assessment of the requirements to repair the problem area.  Mr. Rofeik’s geotechnical engineer provided the report of what is needed.  The report included flow able fill, compaction grout material, chemical grouting, and additional grout material.  The estimate cost will be between $617,000 and $722,000.
ESD Sharp stated the $600,000 cost was predicated on trying to save the building.  The amount to only correct the hole is approximately $250,000.  
Commissioner Puckett asked if Mr. Rofeik’s insurance will take care of the problem.  ESD Sharp said his insurance has offered to pay him approximately $500,000.  Mr. Rofeik’s adjuster told Ray that Mr. Rofeik is under-insured.  

Mayor Polk asked what is the City’s responsibility in this matter.  ESD Sharp replied the City’s responsibility is to take care of the right-of-way.  The City did the geotechnical work on the right-of-way and the City will repair the right-of-way.  
Mayor Polk asked if the City’s insurance will pay for the right-of-way costs. ESD Sharp replied the City made a claim to insurance and will recover part of the cost. 

Commissioner Puckett asked what would happen if the property is abandoned.  CA Morrison explained the property is private property.  The City has no responsibility.

Commissioner Christian – asked if there is a plan for the City owned property previously leased to the tractor sales company at the Airport.  Commissioner Christian asked the City Manager to give an update on the property at the next Commission meeting.  CM Evans said the City does not have any plans yet on the property.  He said he will report at the next Commission meeting.  

Commissioner Christian said he met with John Meyer in GIS on the redistricting and likes Option Three.  He said he met with School Board Member Rosanne Brandenburg about Dabney Elementary.  The School Board held a Special Workshop Monday about the County’s surplus property and decided to keep Dabney Elementary.  

Commissioner Knowles – we are in tough times and he is glad the City is working with the public to aid them on free dirt.  Everyone needs to keep hanging on.  We cannot create business, but we can make easier for them to operate.  
Commissioner Henderson – said when turning off Griffin Road onto Tuskegee Street, the road is in terrible shape. She asked for staff to check into possible repairs.  She said she saw the editorial in the newspaper on the Sleepy Hollow Complex. 

Commissioner Christian asked what the deadline is for responding on the Sleepy Hollow Complex.  CM Evans replied August 16, 2011.  

Mayor Polk – said there was a women killed in Kissimmee who was contracted by Kissimmee Utility Authority (KUA).  An electric transformer blew up, injured two workers, and killed her.  The same company she works for will be doing work for the City of Leesburg on a transformer fix at Center Street.  Electricity is very dangerous.
Mayor Polk asked ESD Sharp about the report he received on the roads flooding in Leesburg.  ESD Sharp said he met last Friday with the City engineers and reviewed all the design work.  The short form lists two possibilities.  One possibility is there is some type of obstruction preventing water from flowing through that system into the pond.  The other possibility is the inlet volume in the intersection is not adequate.  The City will be doing monitoring on upcoming events and look very closely at the system.  The City is also gathering rainfall data to estimate the amount of rainfall received in a very short period of time.  The City is sorting out the details to find the problem and make the corrections.  
Commissioner Christian moved to adjourn and Commissioner Knowles seconded the motion.   The meeting adjourned at 7:06 p.m.
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
