Finance Director (FD) Jerry Boop advised on July 25, 2011, the Commission approved the current year proposed aggregate millage rate of 4.3179 mills per $1,000.  The current year proposed aggregate millage rate represents a 7.51% reduction from the current year rolled back rate, therefore this is not considered a tax increase under TRIM guidelines.
