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Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of purchase request to C.W. Roberts Contracting, Inc. (CWR) for $75,000.00.

Analysis:
The City has an existing FY 2012 fixed unit price agreement for street resurfacing and paving with CWR established in accordance with resolution 8978.  Each year the Public Works Department identifies locations which require resurfacing and paving and lists locations based on need and funds availability.

The Electric Department has funds budgeted in the current fiscal year for asphalt resurfacing within the Municipal Operations Center (MOC) on Griffin Road.  Staff recommends the existing resurfacing agreement with CWR be used to accomplish this work.

The pricing for this work is based on the fixed unit price agreement between the City and CWR as reflected by the attached written quotation.  Pricing is based on 841 tons of asphalt at $83 per ton ($69,803) and milling at a lump sum price of $5,197.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the resolution authorizing execution of the agreement for mitigated wetland removal and award of the bid to C.W. Roberts Contracting, Inc. for a total amount of $128,732.00.

Analysis:
The City of Leesburg was awarded Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) and Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) funding for mitigated wetland removal at the Leesburg International Airport.  The project involves clearing, filling, and grading of an existing wetland which impacts the realignment project for taxiway “A” that serves runway 3-21. 

The City executed a task order with Hanson Professional to provide engineering design and specifications for the construction services related to the mitigated wetland removal.

Procurement Analysis:

On February 20, 2012, the Purchasing Division issued Invitation to Bid 120031 requesting interested and qualified parties to submit bids on the project.  On March 22, 2012, three bid responses were received and are summarized here for your review.

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Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the resolution authorizing execution of the agreement with DRMP, Inc. for a total amount of $151,131.22. 

Analysis:
The purpose of this project is to contract with a qualified engineering firm to provide Construction Engineering and Inspection (CEI) services in support of the Leesburg Wildwood Trail Construction.  The contracted firm will serve as the City’s project manager on this project.  This service is required by the Florida Department of Transportation, the funding agency.

The contracted firm will supervise the project to insure the contractor (still to be determined) is constructing the project according to the FDOT approved plans and specifications.  The cost of the CEI services are covered by the grant funds with no cost to the City.

Procurement Analysis:

Acquisition of professional engineering services is governed by State of Florida Statute 277.055, better known as the Consultants Competitive Negotiation Act or CCNA. This statute requires professionals be selected based on qualifications evaluated through a Request for Qualifications process. The Purchasing Division issued RFQ 120023 on November 14, 2011 soliciting interested and qualified firms to submit responses to the RFQ.

On December 15, 2011 the City received three responses from the following firms:

· DRMP, Inc. (DRMP), 941 Lake Baldwin Lane, Orlando, FL 32814 

· HDR Construction Control Corporation, 311 East Robinson Street, Orlando, FL 32801 

· Hill International, Inc., 5337 Millenia Lakes Blvd., Orlando, FL 32839 

An evaluation committee consisting of four City staff members evaluated the responses according to the published evaluation criteria. The evaluation results are summarized here with a detailed evaluation sheet attached for your review.

Following receipt of the evaluation committee’s determination to rank DRMP as the highest rated firm, the Purchasing Division requested a fee proposal from the DRMP for providing Leesburg-Wildwood Trail CEI services over the ensuing construction service project presently out for bid.  Staff will be bringing the construction portion of this project to commission for consideration.

DRMP’s initial fee proposal submission of $209,350.14 exceeded the budget estimate for these services and appeared a little high.  With the assistance of FDOT construction staff familiar with CEI type trail projects, the Purchasing and Public Works Departments entered into price discussions with DRMP which resulted in receipt of a revised fee proposal in the amount of $151,131.22 which was considered fair and reasonable by FDOT and City staff.

Resolution authorizing a Fiber Lease Agreement with Orlando Telephone Company, Inc.


Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of a Fiber Lease Agreement with Orlando Telephone Company, Inc. under which the City’s Communications Utility will lease optical fibers from Orlando Telephone.
Analysis:
At its March 12, 2012 meeting, Commission approved execution of a contract under which the City’s Communications Utility will provide communications services to Lake County Schools.  To ensure we serve Sawgrass Bay Elementary School which is located just east of US Highway 27 south of Clermont, the City of Leesburg (COL) would like to utilize the fiber connection provided by Orlando Telephone Company Inc., as specified in the lease agreement.  The original construction project costs included $200,000 for the Communications utility to construct the fiber, but COL will save approximately $75,000 by leasing the fiber from Orlando Telephone Company Inc.  The costs of the lease will be amortized over the 20 year term of the lease.  Once the construction estimates are finalized an amended Exhibit A stating the exact dollar amount of City’s lease fee will be brought to Commission for approval and incorporation into the contract.

Fiscal Impact:  
To City’s lease is confidently estimated to be approximately $125,000 over 20 years, which will be included into the FY 12-13, but at a yearly amount of $6,250.  The Lake County School Board project budget of $732,784 (included in the 2nd quarter budget adjustments which are also on this agenda) will be decreased to reflect this change.

Resolution authorizing execution of a three year extension of Administrative Service Only agreement with Florida Blue

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approving a three year extension to the City’s agreement with Florida Blue (formerly known as Blue Cross Blue Shield of Florida) to provide claims administration services for the City’s self-funded group health plan.
Background:
The City of Leesburg maintains a self-funded three-tiered Preferred Provider Organization (PPO) group health plan for its employees, dependents and retirees. The City contracts with Florida Blue to provide an Administrative Services Only (ASO) agreement which includes claims administration, pharmacy benefits management (PBM), group health plan design, and a discounted medical provider network. Fees for the group health plan administration are paid to Florida Blue on a per employee per month (PEPM) basis.
History:
The City of Leesburg has maintained an Administrative Services Only (ASO) agreement with Florida Blue (formerly known as Blue Cross Blue Shield of Florida) since October 1, 2001.
From 10/1/01 until 9/30/06, the City paid Florida Blue $75.25 (PEPM) to provide ASO services.
Effective 10/1/06, City staff successfully negotiated a three year extension to the ASO agreement with Florida Blue that reduced the ASO fee to $62 (PEPM) resulting in a significant savings to the City.
Effective 10/1/09, City staff, again, successfully negotiated another three year extension to the ASO agreement with Florida Blue that reduced the ASO fee to $56.50 (PEPM) further reducing the City’s cost of providing group health insurance to its employees.
Proposal:

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, AMENDING §7 – 16 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES, PERTAINING TO THE BUILDING CODE, ADOPTING THE 2010 FLORIDA BUILDING CODE EFFECTIVE MARCH 15, 2012, INCLUDING THE BUILDING CODE, BUILDING CODE – RESIDENTIAL; BUILDING CODE – ACCESSIBILITY; BUILDING CODE – ENERGY; AND BUILDING CODE – EXISTING; ADOPTING AND INCORPORATING A WIND SPEED MAP SPECIFYING THE WIND ZONES WITHIN THE CITY; AMENDING §1 – 151 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES TO ADOPT THE FLORIDA BUILDING CODE – MECHANICAL; AMENDING §7 – 116 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES TO ADOPT THE BUILDING CODE – PLUMBING; AMENDING §7 – 36 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES TO ADOPT THE 2008 NATIONAL ELECTRICAL CODE; AMENDING §7 – 136 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES TO ADOPT THE 2009 INTERNATIONAL FUEL GAS CODE WITH FLORIDA SUPPLEMENTS; ESTABLISHING APPEAL PROCEDURES FOR EACH CODE ADOPTED IN THIS ORDINANCE; REPEALING CONFLICTING ORDINANCES; PROVIDING SAVINGS CLAUSE; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, effective as of March 15, 2012, the State of Florida has enacted new codes governing various aspects of the building trades, including the Building Code, Building Code – Mechanical, Building Code – Plumbing, Building Code – Residential, Building Code – Accessibility, Building Code – Energy, Building Code – Existing, Fire Prevention Code, Fuel Gas Code, and Electrical Code, and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interests of the citizens of the City of Leesburg and the protection of the public health, safety and welfare for the City of Leesburg to adopt and enforce the latest versions of these various codes, 
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA:

SECTION I.

§7 – 16 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Leesburg, Florida, is hereby amended in its entirety and shall, after the effective date of this Ordinance, read as set forth below:

Sec. 7 – 16. 
Building Code Adopted.

The 2010 version of the Florida Building Code, effective as of March 15, 2012, is adopted as the building code for the City of Leesburg, Florida, comprised more specifically of the Florida Building Code, Building Code – Residential, Building Code – Accessibility, Building Code – Energy, and Building Code – Existing, each of which is adopted by reference, and incorporated into this Code as fully as if set out in full herein. Appeals from the application or interpretation of this Code by the Building Official or other City staff, and requests for variances, shall be presented to the Board of Adjustments and Appeals utilizing the procedures in §§7 – 3, 7 – 4 and 7 – 5 of the Code of Ordinances. For purposes of the Building Code the City Limits of the City of Leesburg are within the following listed Wind Speed Risk Categories and as shown on Figure 1609B attached: 

A. For Risk Category I Buildings: Vult 125mph

B. Foe Risk Category II Building: Vult 135mph

C. For Risk Category III and IV Buildings: 

(1) Vult 139 mph for all lands lying northerly of a line being; 1 mile south  of the north line of Township 20 south; and lying in Lake County, Florida and; with the Municipal Limits of Leesburg, Florida .

(2) Vult 140 mph for all lands lying southerly of a line being; 1 mile south of the north line of Township 20 south; and lying in Lake County, Florida and; within the Municipal Limits of Leesburg, Florida 

SECTION II
§7 – 151 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Leesburg, Florida, is hereby amended in its entirety and shall, after the effective date of this Ordinance, read as set forth below:

Sec. 7 – 151. Mechanical Code Adopted.
The 2010 version of the Florida Building Code – Mechanical is hereby adopted by reference and incorporated in this section as though set out in full. Appeals from the application or interpretation of this Code by the Building Official or other City staff, and requests for variances, shall be presented to the Board of Adjustments and Appeals utilizing the procedures in §§7 – 3, 7 – 4 and 7 – 5 of the Code of Ordinances.

SECTION III.
Sec. 7 – 116. Plumbing Code Adopted.
The 2010 version of the Florida Building Code – Plumbing is hereby adopted by reference and incorporated into this section as though set out in full. Appeals from the application or interpretation of this Code by the Building Official or other City staff, and requests for variances, shall be presented to the Board of Adjustments and Appeals utilizing the procedures in §§7 – 3, 7 – 4 and 7 – 5 of the Code of Ordinances.

SECTION IV.

Sec. 7 – 36.
National Electrical Code Adopted.
The 2008 version of the National Electrical Code is hereby adopted by reference and incorporated into this section as though set out in full. Appeals from the application or interpretation of this Code by the Building Official or other City staff, and requests for variances, shall be presented to the Board of Adjustments and Appeals utilizing the procedures in §§7 – 3, 7 – 4 and 7 – 5 of the Code of Ordinances.

SECTION V.

Sec. 10 – 1. Fire Prevention Code Adopted.

The 2010 Florida Fire Prevention Code is hereby adopted by reference and incorporated into this section as though set out in full. Appeals from the application or interpretation of this Code by the Building Official or other City staff, and requests for variances, shall be presented to the Board of Adjustments and Appeals utilizing the procedures in §§7 – 3, 7 – 4 and 7 – 5 of the Code of Ordinances.

SECTION VI.

Sec. 7 – 136. Natural Gas Code Adopted.

The 2009 International Fuel Gas Code, with Florida Supplements, is hereby adopted by reference and incorporated into this section as though set out in full. Appeals from the application or interpretation of this Code by the Building Official or other City staff, and requests for variances, shall be presented to the Board of Adjustments and Appeals utilizing the procedures in §§7 – 3, 7 – 4 and 7 – 5 of the Code of Ordinances.
SECTION VII.

If any portion of this ordinance is declared invalid or unenforceable, then to the extent it is possible to do so without destroying the overall intent and effect of this ordinance, the portion deemed invalid or unenforceable shall be severed herefrom and the remainder of this ordinance shall continue in full force and effect as if it were enacted without including the portion found to be invalid or unenforceable.

SECTION VIII.

All ordinances or parts of ordinances which are in conflict with this ordinance are hereby repealed, to the extent necessary to alleviate the conflict, but shall continue in effect insofar as they are not in conflict herewith, unless repeal of the conflicting portion destroys the overall intent and effect of any of  the conflicting ordinances, in which case those ordinances so affected shall be hereby repealed in their entirety.

SECTION IX.
This ordinance is effective as of 12:00 a.m. on March 15, 2012.

Amending the Code of Ordinances Chapter 25 Zoning, Article IV. Zoning District Code, Sections 25-290 Temporary uses and 25-292 Supplemental district requirements.


Staff Recommendation:

The Planning staff and Planning Commission recommend approval of the referenced amendments to the Code of Ordinances Chapters Chapter 25 Land Development Code.

Analysis:

On March 15, 2012, the Planning held a public hearing on these amendments requested by staff, and voted to recommend approval of the amendments as shown in the attached LDC Code Revisions Recommendations.

The proposed amendments to the Land Development Code represent various amendments necessary as house keeping, clarification, or new changes to the Land Development Code, which was adopted in 2004 with revisions in 2006, 2008, 2009, 2010 and 2011. The more substantive changes include in Sec. 25-290 Temporary Uses - the restriction of temporary uses that are not of a seasonal nature and mobile food vendors. Section 25-292 Supplemental District Requirements, Section (18) Vending Private Property. In addition, in Sec. 25-292 Supplemental District Requirements accessory and temporary structures have been expanded to allow cooking outside (grills, smokers etc.) for uses such as BBQ restaurants. Also, included are changes in Section 25-424 Permitted Sign (F) Miscellaneous Signage Signs for changeable copy signage, in Section 25-425 Prohibited Signs for movement, in Section 25-426 Off-Site Signs for changeable copy signage for billboards/off-site signs, and in Section 25-818 Definitions–Sign to the definition for striping/banning..

Sec. 25-424 Permitted Signs (Voted 7-0 approved)
(F)    Miscellaneous Signage Signs


(f)    Changeable copy signage shall be permitted subject to the following restrictions:


 a.   Freestanding on or off premises signs are permitted copy area as changeable copy. Electronic changeable copy shall display static images only. Such image shall remain static for a period of at least three (3) seconds before instantaneously transitioning to another static image. Flashing, animated coursing and the appearance of any movement other than an instantaneous change from one (1) message to the next are explicitly prohibited. 

b.
Electronic changeable copy (LED or similar) signage displays may occupy no more than sixty (60) percent of the actual copy and graphic area of the permitted sign. The remainder of the sign must not have the capability to have dynamic displays even if not used. Only one (1) contiguous LED (or similar) display area is allowed on a sign face. 



c.
All electronic changeable copy (LED or similar) signs installed after December 31, 2009, must be equipped with a mechanism that automatically adjusts the brightness in response to ambient (day/night) conditions. These signs must also be equipped with a means to immediately turn off the display or lighting if it malfunctions, and the sign owner or operator must immediately turn off the sign or lighting when notified by the city that it is not complying with the standards in this section. 



d.
All electronic changeable copy signs shall not exceed a brightness level of 0.3 foot candles above ambient light conditions, as measured using a foot candle (Lux) meter measured at a distance of one hundred (100) feet from the display. 



Option 1 Allow 60% or 100% of sign area to be electronic changeable copy (LED or   similar. (Voted 7-0 approved)
Sec. 25-425 Prohibited Signs (Voted 7-0 approved)
(f)
Flashing, moving, animated coursing, blinker, racer-type, intermittent, rotating, moving or revolving signs, whirligig devices, inflatable signs and tethered balloons, pennants, banners, ribbons, streamers, spinners, and other similar types of attention getting devices whether stationary on private property or moving on public rights-of-way except as provided in subsection (e) Sec. 25-424 Permitted Signs, (F) Miscellaneous Signage Signs and (i) Temporary and accessory signs. 

Sec. 25-426 Off-Site Signs (Voted 7-0 approved)
(a)  
Off-site signs advertising service or goods not sold on the property where erected may be located within C-3 (highway commercial) and M (industrial) districts only. In addition, such signs: 

(1)  Shall not exceed forty (40) feet in height above normal grade. The sign shall not exceed three hundred twenty (320) square feet per side of sign area; 

(2)  Shall not be less than five hundred (500) feet in any direction, on either side of the same right-of-way, from the other billboards (or off-site sign). The distance between off-site signs shall be measured along the centerline of the common right-of-way on which the sign fronts; 

(3)  Shall be located not less than fifteen (15) feet from the front area property line and/or ten (10) feet from utility lines. Such sign shall be located not closer than ten (10) feet from the side lot lines and on a corner lot, shall be located not closer than one hundred (100) feet from an intersection; 

(4) 
Shall be located no closer than one hundred (100) feet from any residential zoning district boundary line;

(5)   Shall be oriented toward the roadway or street, away from the residential districts;

(6)   In all of the above, any overriding jurisdiction shall prevail.

(b)  
An off-site billboard inventory shall be developed which lists all locations of off-site signs for which a city sign permit has been issued on or before July 1, 2004. The off-site sign inventory shall be maintained in the office of the city manager or his designate and shall at all times reflect current information relating to the locations of the permitted off-site signs. Unpermitted off-site signs shall be deemed illegal and shall be subject to immediate removal following July 1, 2004. 

(1)  Off-site signs listed and maintained in the off-site sign inventory may be reconstructed in conformity with the provisions of this section. A properly permitted off-site sign may be reconstructed upon the same parcel of land that it occupied on July 1, 2004, and if so reconstructed, shall be required to conform to the construction standards set forth in this section. An off-site sign constructed on a new parcel of land shall be required to conform to all provisions of this section. Off-site signs may not be constructed upon a new parcel of land unless an existing, properly permitted off-site sign is removed and the city sign permit for the removed off-site sign is transferred to the new location. 

Option 1 Where two properly permitted off-site signs structures are removed and the city sign permits are transferred to a new single sign location, a single electronic digital sign may be permitted for the square footage removed not to exceed the single largest sign face with a maximum of 378 square feet excluding the cabinet.  A single sign is considered to be a sign with one or two faces.
(Vote 7-0 approved)
Option 2 An existing properly permitted off-site signs may be converted to an electronic digital sign. (Denied)
Option 3. Digital Billboard operators shall provide for regional emergency public service announcements and alerts to be displayed on the Digital Billboard without charge and on an as-needed basis. i.e. evacuation, tropical storm, Amber/Silver Alert messages, safety, or disaster information.  (Vote 7-0 approved) 

Option 4. Prohibit electronic digital off-site signs. (Denied)
It is the express intent of this provision that the number of off-site signs shall not increase but may decrease beyond the number existing on July 1, 2004, except for subsequently annexed property as set forth in subsection (b)(2) of this section. A city sign permit for an off-site sign may be freely transferred from one (1) parcel of land to another, provided the off-site sign to be constructed on the new parcel of land fully complies with all the provisions of this section, and any additional permit fees (if applicable) are paid. A city off-site sign permit may be transferred from one (1) permit owner to another. 

(2)   Any off-site signs located on property that is annexed into the city after July 1, 2004 and zoned C-3 (highway commercial) or M (industrial) shall be added to the off-site sign inventory set forth in subsection (b)(1) of this section. Any off-site sign located on property that is annexed into the city after the effective date of this section that is not zoned C-3 (highway commercial) or M (industrial) shall be deemed a nonconforming sign as of the date of the annexation.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, AMENDING AND/OR SUPPLEMENTING CHAPTER 25 ZONING OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES SECTION 25-290  TEMPORARY USES, SECTION 25-292 SUPPLEMENTAL DISTRICT REQUIREMENTS, SECTION (18) VENDING PRIVATE PROPERTY, SECTION 25-424 PERMITTED SIGN (F) MISCELLANEOUS SIGNAGE SIGNS BY CHANGING THE REQUIREMENTS FOR CHANGEABLE COPY SIGNAGE, SECTION 25-425 PROHIBITED SIGNS BY CHANGING THE REQUIREMENTS FOR MOVEMENT, SECTION 25-426 OFF-SITE SIGNS BY ADDING REQUIREMENTS FOR CHANGEABLE COPY SIGNAGE, AND SECTION 25-818 DEFINITIONS – SIGN BY CHANGING THE DEFINITION, REPEALING CONFLICTING ORDINANCES; PROVIDING A SAVINGS CLAUSE; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA:

SECTION I.

The following sections of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Leesburg, Florida Chapter 25 are hereby amended as followed:

CHAPTER 25 ZONING CODE
Sec. 25-290.  Temporary uses.

The following uses are permitted within the city on a temporary basis as provided below. Each temporary uses shall obtain a permit from the planning and zoning manager or his designee.

(3)
Seasonal temporary uses.  Not in conjunction with an approved Special Event Permit under Chapter 26 SPECIAL EVENTS.  

a.   The following uses are identified as temporary uses:

1.   Fireworks sales.

2.   Christmas tree sales.

3.   Flower sales.

4.   Product sales promotion for existing businesses (only on developed property of the business).

5. Fair or carnival.

6. Recreational vehicles in conjunction with an approved non-profit temporary activity

7.  Other seasonal uses similar and temporary in nature.

b.   Seasonal temporary uses are permitted as follows:

1.   Use shall not be permitted for more than sixty (60) days within any one (1) calendar year except for construction trailers that are allowed until a project is completed.

2.   Use shall not obstruct a right-of-way, sidewalk, or required vehicular parking area.

3.   One (1) free-standing sign not exceeding thirty-two (32) square feet is permitted.

4.   Off-street parking spaces shall be provided in accordance with section 25-357.
5.
Shall not be located within the required front setback area.

6.
Shall be allowed on developed or vacant property. 
(4)
Other temporary uses.  That are not of a seasonal nature shall not be permitted unless approved by the City Commission as part of a City Special Event Permit. 

(5)
Mobile food vendors are permitted as follows:

a.
Shall be allowed on developed or vacant property.



b.
As part of a product sales promotion where the food is given away free  



c.
As an approved charitable event with a 501(c)(3) designation. 



d.
Shall not be permitted for more than ninety (90) days within any one (1) calendar year and located on commercial or industrial property either vacant or developed property. Vacant property must be adjacent to developed property where use of restrooms, water and electric are approved by the adjacent developed property. 
(6)
Temporary uses that are not of a seasonal nature may be permitted as follows:



a.
As an extension of premises of an existing business in accordance with Chapter 5 Alcoholic Beverages Sec. 5-6.1. of the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances.



b.
As part of a City approved
 activity at a public mall such as the Lake Square Mall, schools, college campus, hospital such as the Leesburg Regional Medical Center and in the Central Business District.

(7)
Recreational vehicles.  Recreational vehicles may be stored temporarily in all districts. Such recreational vehicles shall not serve as a place of residence (See Sec. 25-292 Supplemental district requirements - (11) Recreational vehicles).  

(8)   Yard, garage, carport, rummage or charity sale.  A yard, garage, carport, rummage or charity sale shall have a duration period not to exceed three (3) days, composed of Thursday, Friday and Saturday, which may run for two (2) consecutive weeks on the above specified days. A permit must be secured for this activity stating the duration of time. A period of ninety (90) days must lapse after the expiration date appearing on the permit, before the property owner/occupant receives a permit for an additional yard, garage, and carport rummage or charity sale. Merchandise display after expiration date on permit is prohibited. The permit shall be prominently displayed at the sale. 
(9) 
Nothing in this section shall prohibit or conflict with provisions of Chapter 26  SPECIAL EVENTS.

Sec. 25-292.  Supplemental district requirements. 
The following supplemental requirements shall apply to all uses with in this chapter. These standards and criteria are deemed necessary to provide for the health, safety, morals and general welfare of the citizens of Leesburg.

(15)
Vending Private Property. The City Commission expressly finds that the vending of produce and prepared or prepackaged foods, goods, wares, and/or services on private property may pose unsafe conditions and special dangers to the public health, safety, and welfare of the residents of the City of Leesburg. It is the purpose and intent of the City Commission, in enacting these requirements, to provide those persons who engage in those types of vending operations with clear and concise regulations to prevent safety, `traffic, and health hazards, as well as to preserve the peace, safety, and welfare of the community.

a.
Definitions 

1. “Vend” or “vending” means the sale of any goods, wares, merchandise, prepared, pre-packaged, or unprepared, unpackaged food or foodstuffs of any kind from private property. Vending from an approved motorized food wagon generally has the following characteristics:

i. 
Food is ordered and served from a take-out counter that is integral to the motorized food wagon and there is typically a space for customer queuing;

ii. 
   Food is paid for prior to consumption;

iii. 
Food and beverages are served in disposable wrappers, plates, or containers; and

iv.
Food may be cooked outside or inside the unit in approved areas and consumed on or off the premises in approved areas subject to all other local and state regulations..

f.
Condition/appearance of site.

4. 
Exterior storage or display of refuse, equipment except for grills and associated fuels, materials, goods, wares, or merchandise associated with the vendor is prohibited. 

Sec. 25-424 Permitted Signs 

(F)    Miscellaneous Signage Signs

(f)    Changeable copy signage shall be permitted subject to the following restrictions:


 a.   Freestanding on or off premises signs are permitted copy area as changeable copy. Electronic changeable copy shall display static images only. Such image shall remain static for a period of at least three (3) seconds before instantaneously transitioning to another static image. Flashing, animated coursing and the appearance of any movement other than an instantaneous change from one (1) message to the next are explicitly prohibited. 

b.
Electronic changeable copy (LED or similar) signage displays may occupy no more than one hundred 100 percent of the actual copy and graphic area of the permitted sign. The remainder of the sign must not have the capability to have dynamic displays even if not used. Only one (1) contiguous LED (or similar) display area is allowed on a sign face. 



c.
All electronic changeable copy (LED or similar) signs installed after December 31, 2009, must be equipped with a mechanism that automatically adjusts the brightness in response to ambient (day/night) conditions. These signs must also be equipped with a means to immediately turn off the display or lighting if it malfunctions, and the sign owner or operator must immediately turn off the sign or lighting when notified by the city that it is not complying with the standards in this section. 



d.
All electronic changeable copy signs shall not exceed a brightness level of 0.3 foot candles above ambient light conditions, as measured using a foot candle (Lux) meter measured at a distance of one hundred (100) feet from the display. 

Sec. 25-425 Prohibited Signs 

(f)
Flashing, moving, animated coursing, blinker, racer-type, intermittent, rotating, moving or revolving signs, whirligig devices, inflatable signs and tethered balloons, pennants, banners, ribbons, streamers, spinners, and other similar types of attention getting devices whether stationary on private property or moving on public rights-of-way except as provided in Sec. 25-424 Permitted Signs, (F) Miscellaneous Signage Signs and (i) Temporary and accessory signs. 

Sec. 25-426 Off-Site Signs 

(a)  
Off-site signs advertising service or goods not sold on the property where erected may be located within C-3 (Highway Commercial), PUD (Planned Development Districts) and M (Industrial) districts only. In addition, such signs: 

(1)  Shall not exceed forty (40) feet in height above normal grade. The sign shall not exceed three hundred twenty (320) square feet per side of sign area; 

(2)  Shall not be less than five hundred (500) feet in any direction, on either side of the same right-of-way, from the other billboards (or off-site sign). The distance between off-site signs shall be measured along the centerline of the common right-of-way on which the sign fronts; 

(3)  Shall be located not less than fifteen (15) feet from the front area property line and/or ten (10) feet from utility lines. Such sign shall be located not closer than ten (10) feet from the side lot lines and on a corner lot, shall be located not closer than one hundred (100) feet from an intersection; 

(4) 
Shall be located no closer than one hundred (100) feet from any residential zoning district boundary line;

(5)   Shall be oriented toward the roadway or street, away from the residential districts;

(6)   In all of the above, any overriding jurisdiction shall prevail.

(b)  
An off-site billboard inventory shall be developed which lists all locations of off-site signs for which a city sign permit has been issued on or before July 1, 2004. The off-site sign inventory shall be maintained in the office of the city manager or his designate and shall at all times reflect current information relating to the locations of the permitted off-site signs. Unpermitted off-site signs shall be deemed illegal and shall be subject to immediate removal following July 1, 2004. 

(1)  Off-site signs listed and maintained in the off-site sign inventory may be reconstructed in conformity with the provisions of this section. A properly permitted off-site sign may be reconstructed upon the same parcel of land that it occupied on July 1, 2004, and if so reconstructed, shall be required to conform to the construction standards set forth in this section. An off-site sign constructed on a new parcel of land shall be required to conform to all provisions of this section. Off-site signs may not be constructed upon a new parcel of land unless an existing, properly permitted off-site sign is removed and the city sign permit for the removed off-site sign is transferred to the new location. 
Where two properly permitted off-site signs structures are removed and the city sign permits are transferred to a new single sign location, a single electronic digital sign may be permitted for the square footage removed not to exceed the single largest sign face with a maximum of 378 square feet excluding the cabinet.  A single sign is considered to be a sign with one or two faces.

Digital Billboard operators shall also provide for regional emergency public service announcements and alerts to be displayed on the Digital Billboard without charge and on an as-needed basis. i.e. evacuation, tropical storm, Amber/Silver Alert messages, safety, or disaster information.  
It is the express intent of this provision that the number of off-site signs shall not increase but may decrease beyond the number existing on July 1, 2004, except for subsequently annexed property as set forth in subsection (b)(2) of this section. A city sign permit for an off-site sign may be freely transferred from one (1) parcel of land to another, provided the off-site sign to be constructed on the new parcel of land fully complies with all the provisions of this section, and any additional permit fees (if applicable) are paid. A city off-site sign permit may be transferred from one (1) permit owner to another. 

(2)   Any off-site signs located on property that is annexed into the city after July 1, 2004 and zoned C-3 (Highway Commercial), PUD (Planned Development Districts) or M (Industrial) shall be added to the off-site sign inventory set forth in subsection (b)(1) of this section. Any off-site sign located on property that is annexed into the city after the effective date of this section that is not zoned C-3 (Highway Commercial), PUD (Planned Development Districts) or M (Industrial) shall be deemed a nonconforming sign as of the date of the annexation. 

Sec. 25-818 Definitions
	  
	shhaA sign shall mean any letter, figure, character, mark, plane, point, marquee sign, design, poster, pictorial, picture, stroke, stripe, line, trademark, reading matter, or illuminated service which shall be as constructed, placed, attached, painted, erected, fastened, or manufactured in any manner whatsoever, so that the same shall be used for the attraction of the public to any place, subject, person, form, corporation, public performance, article, machine, or merchandise, whatsoever, which is displayed in any manner whatsoever outdoors. Sign area shall not include the frame.
Corporate color stripes shall count as part of the signage allowed on a building but not counted in the calculation of the maximum allowable wall signage. However, stripes would not be allowed to be replaced with actual wall signage. Corporate logo/signage on gas isle canopies shall be allowed a maximum of two per canopy not to exceed six square feet per logo or twelve square feet for signage and shall not be counted as part of the allowed building signage.




SECTION II.
If any portion of this ordinance is declared invalid or unenforceable, then to the extent it is possible to do so without destroying the overall intent and effect of this ordinance, the portion deemed invalid or unenforceable shall be severed herefrom and the remainder of this ordinance shall continue in full force and effect as if it were enacted without including the portion found to be invalid or unenforceable.
SECTION III.
All ordinances or parts of ordinances which are in conflict with this ordinance are hereby repealed, to the extent necessary to alleviate the conflict, but shall continue in effect insofar as they are not in conflict herewith, unless repeal of the conflicting portion destroys the overall intent and effect of any of the conflicting ordinances, in which case those ordinances so affected shall be hereby repealed in their entirety.

SECTION IV.
This ordinance shall become effective upon its passage and adoption according to law.

PERMISSION


Permission is hereby granted to Pet Lodge & Spa, Inc. to operate, and maintain a SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) development in and on real proper​ty in the City of Leesburg. The property is generally located on the north side of US Highway 441, located adjacent to the Home Depot. The property is more particularly described as shown in the attached legal description below.

LEGAL DESCRIPTION

LAND USES 

The above-described property shall be used for SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) uses as limited herein, and pursuant to City of Leesburg development codes and standards.

The current percent of the site in open space shall not be reduced Parking areas and vehicle access areas shall not be considered in calculating open space.

SITE ACCESS

Access to the property is currently available from the adjacent US Highway 441. 

5.
DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS

  The minimum development standards shall be those required for the SPUD district except as amended by these conditions including the Conceptual Plan.

B.   All operations shall be carried on entirely within an enclosed structure, except for the dog walk area as shown on the Conceptual Plan which shall be screened with a six foot chain link fence with slats. Animals shall only be permitted in the dog walk area for short exercise time periods with a staff member.

PARKING
A. The permittee shall not reduce off-street parking spaces within the development per the conceptual site plan, pursuant to the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, as amended, which shall include the required number of handicapped parking spaces.

WETLANDS

Should wetlands exist on the site, the following requirements shall apply for any future redevelopment. Prior to disturbance or development of any wetland area, the "Permittee" shall submit and receive ap​proval from all affected governmental agencies to include, but not limited to, St. John's River Water Man​agement District and the State of Florida Department of Environmental Regulation.  Any no​tice of violation from any affected agency shall be cause for a cease and desist order on permits issued by the City of Leesburg until such time as the violation has been re​solved with the appropriate agency(s).

Prior to receiving Final Development Plan Approval, the "Permittee" shall sub​mit, if applicable, a Master Site Drainage Plan and Utility Implementation Plan accept​able to the City of Leesburg. TRANSPORTATION

 Any future redevelopment of the property may require transportation improvements including but not limited to signalization, signage or turn lanes shall be contingent upon site plan approval by City of Leesburg staff during development review/permit application.  All required transportation improvements shall comply with regulations of the City of Leesburg, Lake County, and/or the Florida Department of Transportation as applicable.
10.
LANDSCAPING AND BUFFER REQUIREMENTS

A.
  Any future redevelopment of the subject property may require landscaping and buffering in accordance with regulations of the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances. 
11.
MAINTENANCE

A.
With the exception of public utilities and sidewalks, maintenance of all site im​provements, including but not limited to drives, internal sidewalks, landscaping and drainage shall be the responsibility of the owner.

OPERATIONAL REQUIREMENTS
A.
The applicant shall be subject to Section 12-19 Regulation of Public Nuisances of the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, as per attached Exhibit D.


13.
MISCELLANEOUS CONDITIONS

A.
The uses of the proposed project shall only be those uses identified in the approved Planned Develop​ment Conditions. Any other proposed use must be specifically authorized in accordance with the Planned Develop​ment amendment process.


B.
No person, firm or corporation shall erect, construct, enlarge, alter, repair, remove, improve, move, convert, or demolish any building structure, or alter the land in any manner without first submitting the necessary plans and obtaining appropriate approvals in accordance with the City of Leesburg Codes.  


C.
Construction and operation of the proposed use(s) shall at all times comply with City and other governmental agencies rules and regulations.


D.
The transfer of ownership or lease of any or all of the property described in this SPUD Agreement shall include in the transfer or lease agreement, a provision that the purchaser or lessee is made good and aware of the conditions pertaining to the Planned Unit Development established and agrees to be bound by these conditions.  The purchaser or lessee may request a change from the existing plans and conditions by following the procedures as described in the City of Leesburg Land Development Code, as amended. 


E.
These SPUD Conditions shall inure to the benefit of, and shall constitute a covenant running with the land and the terms, conditions, and provisions hereof, and shall be binding upon the present owner and any successor, and shall be subject to each and every condition herein set out.

CONCURRENCY


As submitted, the proposed zoning change does not appear to result in demands on public facilities which would exceed the current capacity of some public facilities, such as, but not limited to roads, sewage, water supply, drainage, solid waste, parks and recreation, schools and emergency medical facilities. However, no final development order (building permits) shall be granted for a proposed development until there is a finding that all public facilities and services required for the development have sufficient capacity at or above the adopted level of service (LOS) to accommodate the impacts of the development, or that improvements necessary to bring facilities up to their adopted LOS will be in place concurrent with the impacts of the development.

Subject:
Ordinance extending for an additional year the waiver on the collection of municipal impact fees up to $100,000 per project for all projects within Leesburg’s city limits     


Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the ordinance extending the one year waiver on the collection of municipal impact fees up to $100,000 per project for all projects within Leesburg’s city limits.
 
Analysis:
On April 26, 2010, the City Commission waived impact fees for a one year period up to a maximum amount of $100,000 per project.  The waiver was extended for a second year on May 23, 2011.  This ordinance would extend the waiver for a third year.

Impact fees are a necessary and vital instrument employed by cities to mitigate the financial impact of new development on city resources.  The absence of impact fees means that all current residents (and in the case of utility impact fees, all current customers) of the city subsidize growth through increases in their rates.  Leesburg’s impact fees are designed to make growth pay for itself, or at least with regard to their impact on water, wastewater, police, fire, and parks and recreation resources.
 
With the advent of the economic recession, the City experienced a considerable decline in business activity, including a profound number of business closures and a halt in new construction.  It is believed that these extreme conditions merit extreme measures in an effort to stimulate the City’s economy.  This ordinance would waive the impact fees up to $100,000 for all projects within city limits for another year.  The reason for limiting the waiver to projects within the Leesburg city limits is so that economic development is directed toward the city, and not toward the unincorporated county.
 
It is important to note there are consequences to impact fee waivers.  The obvious impact is that funds are not available to construct additional facilities (ie: Fountain Lake Trail or Canal Street Wastewater plant expansion).  However, the utilities also use a portion of impact fees collected to off-set debt service for capacity improvements that have already been constructed.  Without any impact fees, the entirety of the debt service must be shouldered by our ratepayers, possibly accelerating future rate increases.  
 
Options:
1.  Approve the ordinance establishing the one year impact fee waiver; or
2.  Such alternative action as the Commission may deem appropriate 
 
Fiscal Impact:  
Fiscal impact is unknown, due to the uncertainty of the economy and other influences on new construction decision making.  If the City does not waive the fees and nothing gets built, there is no impact.  If the City does waive the fees and construction is stimulated that would have not otherwise moved forward, then ad valorem taxes will benefit in future years.  The cost to this latter scenario is that the City will have contributed up to $100,000 worth of available capacity to each project.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, EXTENDING A PREVIOUSLY ADOPTED WAIVER ON COLLECTION OF CITY IMPACT FEES FROM MAY 10, 2012 TO MAY 10, 2013 UP TO A SPECIFIED AMOUNT PER PROJECT, SETTING FORTH LEGISLATIVE FINDINGS, SUSPENDING COLLECTION OF WATER, WASTEWATER, AND MUNICIPAL SERVICES IMPACT FEES FOR THE SAME PERIOD TO A MAXIMUM AMOUNT, LIMITING THE WAIVER OF IMPACT FEES UNDER THIS ORDINANCE TO PROJECTS CONSTRUCTED WITHIN THE MUNICIPAL LIMITS OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, PLACING A MAXIMUM AMOUNT ON THE IMPACT FEES WHICH ARE WAIVED UNDER THIS ORDINANCE, PROVIDING FOR REINSTATEMENT OF IMPACT FEES AFTER MAY 10, 2012, REQUIRING PAYMENT OF IMPACT FEES SUSPENDED BY THIS ORDINANCE IF A CERTIFICATE OF OCCUPANCY FOR THE PROJECT IS NOT ISSUED WITHIN EIGHTEEN MONTHS OF ISSUANCE OF A BUILDING PERMIT FOR THE PROJECT, PROVIDING A SAVINGS CLAUSE, AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
 
            WHEREAS, on May 10, 2010 the City Commission adopted Ordinance 10-42, waiving impact fees for a period of one year in order to stimulate economic development within City limits; and 

WHEREAS, the economic conditions precipitating the adoption of the impact fee waiver have not abated in the year since adoption; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Leesburg had previously been collecting impact fees on all new residential, commercial and industrial development within its boundaries, for water, wastewater, and municipal services – including police services, fire and rescue services, and recreation services, and
 
            WHEREAS, impact fees are a vital part of the City’s efforts to plan and pay for municipal services required by new development, and have been utilized successfully for those purposes, and
 
            WHEREAS, beginning in 2008 the City of Leesburg, along with the rest of the United States of America, experienced a serious economic downturn which has resulted in numerous deleterious consequences including the closing of businesses, a precipitous decline in all categories of construction, severely high unemployment, and a crippling decline in ad valorem tax revenues, which has not yet abated, and
 
            WHEREAS, the City Commission wishes to further attract commercial, industrial and residential development to the City of Leesburg, and to encourage economic growth in the area, as well as to add value to the ad valorem tax rolls within the City in order to increase the revenue available for the provision of ongoing municipal services, and
 
            WHEREAS, the City Commission has determined that during this economic downturn the cost of impact fees is a deterrent to new construction and development, and
 
            WHEREAS, the City Commission believes a further temporary suspension of impact fees will encourage new construction and development within the City and assist in overall economic development efforts,
 
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA:
 
SECTION I.
 
For the period of May 10, 2012 to May 10, 2013, the City of Leesburg waives collection of any impact fees imposed under its Code of Ordinances, including but not limited to the Water System Capacity Impact Fee under §22 – 324, the Wastewater System Capacity Impact Fee under §22 – 325, and the Municipal Services Impact fees for police services, fire and rescue services, and recreation services, under §§7 – 251 and 7 – 252, up to the maximum amount specified in Section II below.  This waiver shall apply only to projects constructed within City limits of the City of Leesburg.
 
SECTION II.
 
In no case shall the total impact fees waived under this Ordinance for any single project exceed $100,000.00. If the total impact fees due on a single project are in excess of $100,000.00 then the developer of the project shall be required to pay the amount of impact fees which exceeds $100,000.00 and the amount paid will be allocated among the Water, Wastewater and Municipal Services impact fee categories, ratably according to the percentage of the total impact fees which would have been paid on the project but for the suspension created by this Ordinance. For the purposes of this Section II the term “project” shall mean: (i) any commercial or industrial building or group of commercial or industrial buildings on the same parcel of real property or on contiguous parcels of real property under common ownership or owned by more than one entity when the two or more entity owners have common equity owners; or (ii) any residential development on a single parcel of real property or within a single platted subdivision, or within multiple, contiguous parcels of real property or multiple subdivisions under common ownership or owned by more than one entity when the two or more entity owners have common equity owners.
 
SECTION III.
 
To take advantage of the waiver of impact fees created by this Ordinance, construction must substantially commence on the development or project for which a permit was obtained, within 90 days from the date the permit is issued, and be prosecuted diligently to completion, with substantial completion to be no more than eighteen months after issuance of the building permit. If the project is not issued a certificate of occupancy within eighteen months after issuance of the building permit, the developer shall be required to remit the impact fees in full as a condition of issuance of the certificate of occupancy. For projects requiring multiple certificates of occupancy, if the entire project is not completed within eighteen months of permit issuance, certificates of occupancy for those portions completed within the eighteen months shall be valid but no further certificates of occupancy will be issued after expiration of the eighteen months until all impact fees attributable to the remaining portions of the project are paid in full. 
 SECTION IV.
 
On May 10, 2013, this Ordinance shall expire and the impact fees payable in accordance with the City Code shall once again be due and collectible on all developments and projects to which they apply by law.
 
SECTION V.
 
If any portion of this Ordinance is declared invalid or unenforceable, and to the extent that it is possible to do so without destroying the overall intent and effect of this Ordinance, the portion deemed invalid or unenforceable shall be severed herefrom and the remainder of the ordinance shall continue in full force and effect as if it were enacted without including the portion found to be invalid or unenforceable.
 
SECTION VI.
 
This Ordinance shall become effective upon its passage and adoption according to law, and shall remain in effect for one year after it is adopted on second reading.
