Ratification of City Manager purchase approval for additional work on the reconstruction of Spartan Avenue


Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends ratification of City Manager approval for additional construction services work on the reconstruction of Spartan Avenue in the amount of $8,856.00 for a total construction services cost of $29,536.00.
Analysis:
City Manager approval of the additional work was required as the contractor was already mobilized and on-site reconstructing the originally contracted section of roadway.  Delaying authorization of the additional work would have resulted in additional costs for remobilization.

The Streets Division evaluated Spartan Avenue based on citizen concerns of the condition of the roadway.  Staff determined a partial base failure had occurred causing the road surface to begin failing.  Removal of segments of the road base will be sufficient to adequately bring the road back to a condition that will extend the road life cycle of 15 years.
The Streets Division prepared a scope of work and solicited bids for the reconstruction.  The scope of work included removal and replacement of 570 square yards of existing asphalt and clay road base.  The contractor will use standard Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) construction standards for the rebuild of the roadway.

Heavy equipment activity on the road during reconstruction caused another section of the road base and surface to fail.  An additional 503 square yards of work will cost $8,856.00.  This will bring the cost of the project to $29,536.00.

Fiscal Impact:  
The additional $8,856.00 is available in current General Fund Streets budget.  Because of the base failure of the road, the nature of the project became reconstruction rather than repair.  The project will need to be moved to the Capital Projects Streets division.  A budget adjustment will be necessary to move the full amount or $29,536.00 from the General Fund to the Capital Projects Fund.

Recommendation:

Analysis:
The Solid Waste Division of Public Works budgets annually for the purchase of new poly refuse containers and repair parts.  The carts purchased must meet specifications in order to work with our garbage trucks, both manual and automated.

On March 12, 2012, the Purchasing Division issued Invitation to Bid 120161 for poly mobile refuse containers.  On March 27, 2012, three (3) bids providing fixed unit prices were received and are summarized here.

Analysis:
The DOE grant contract award requires the City to have a Metrics and Benefits Reporting Plan (MBRP).  The City has created this document.  The document describes a Metrics and Benefits Reporting Plan (MBRP) that Leesburg staff will use to:

· Identify, track, and report smart grid project objectives

· Identify key asset deployment milestones

· Build and impact metrics to track activities, costs, and benefits

· Collect data

· Aggregate data and analyze methods of baseline data

· Possibly create innovation in the marketplace

· Collaborate and interact with the DOE
Now that the project is in full implementation, it is time to identify and begin gathering a set of baseline information that will be used to communicate the metrics of the project to the DOE.

KEMA, Inc., as the technology coach, is qualified to perform these services.  Task Order No. 3 under the master agreement will authorize KEMA to perform these services with the City.  KEMA will create the baseline metrics and data.  City staff will then continue reporting on these metrics to the DOE as the project continues forward.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the ordinance changing the wording approved by Ordinance 12-18, adopted February 27, 2012, calling for a referendum to approve the changes to the Charter of the City of Leesburg.

Analysis:
The Commission appointed an eleven member Charter Review Committee.  The Committee met four times and prepared the changes presented at the January 23, 2012, Commission meeting.  The Commission approved the changes recommended by the Committee by a four to one vote and approved calling for a referendum for voters to make the final decision on the changes at the November 6, 2012 election.

Florida Statue 101.161states the referendum question can only be seventy-five words.  In an attempt to make the question very clear, there were one hundred twenty-six words in the original referendum question Ordinance sent to the Supervisor of Elections.

The Supervisor of Elections office rejected the question and requested a re-write with no more than seventy-five words.  City Attorney Morrison prepared a succinct question that is exactly seventy-five words.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, AMENDING ORDINANCE 
12-18 PREVIOUSLY ENACTED, CALLING FOR A REFERENDUM ELECTION TO BE HELD ON NOVEMBER 6, 2012, FOR THE PURPOSE OF PROPOSING TO THE ELECTORATE A REVISED CITY CHARTER WHICH UPDATES AND SIMPLIFIES THE CHARTER AS A WHOLE; AMENDING THE WORDING OF THE QUESTION TO BE PLACED ON THE BALLOT; REPEALING CONFLICTING ORDINANCES; PROVIDING A SAVINGS CLAUSE; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE FOR BOTH THIS ORDINANCE AND THE REVISED CITY CHARTER, IF APPROVED BY THE ELECTORATE.


WHEREAS, the City Commission of the City of Leesburg, Florida, previously appointed a Charter Review Committee (the “Committee”) to conduct a comprehensive review of the Charter of the City of Leesburg and to recommend changes, deletions and additions to the Charter; and


WHEREAS, the Committee as a result of its meetings has produced a comprehensive revision to the Charter which was forwarded to the City Commission for its consideration, and


WHEREAS, at its regular meeting on January 23, 2012, the City Commission by a vote of 4 to 1 approved the changes in the Charter recommended by the Committee, and


WHEREAS, to implement the recommendations of the Committee will require approval by the voters of the City of Leesburg in a referendum election, and


WHEREAS, the ballot question previously proposed by Ordinance No. 12-18 was rejected by the Supervisor of Elections as too lengthy, making it necessary to adopt an amended ballot question of not more than 75 words,

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA:

SECTION I.
A referendum election is hereby called to be held on November 6, 2012, to present to the voters of the City of Leesburg the ballot question provided for in this Ordinance. The Supervisor of Elections of Lake County, Florida, is hereby requested to coordinate all matters related to the referendum election with the City Clerk, the Division of Elections of the Florida Department of State, and the City Manager. 

The City Clerk is directed to ensure that the advertising and notice requirements imposed by §100.342, Fla. Stat. (2011) (as it may be amended by the 2012 Florida Legislature) are complied with, and to coordinate with the Supervisor of Elections all activities necessary to conduct the referendum election.

SECTION II.
The question placed on the referendum ballot shall read as set forth below:

Shall the Charter of Leesburg be amended to update it, impose term limits and six month residency requirements for Commissioners, exclude convicted felons from being Commissioners without restoration of civil rights, allow the City Manager to call a Commission meeting under certain circumstances, permit issuance of subpoenas in any investigation of City affairs, provide for acceptance of real property interests, conform the provisions governing elections to State law, and simplify the provisions governing advisory boards?

SECTION III.
If the proposed amendment to the Charter is approved by the voters in the referendum election, the provisions of this Ordinance shall become and be made the Charter of the City of Leesburg. The sections of this Ordinance may be renumbered or re – lettered to accomplish that purpose. The codifier of the Leesburg Code of Ordinances is granted liberal power and authority to codify the new Charter and in the process to make such harmonizing, technical or editorial changes and notes as are necessary so long as they do not affect the substantive provisions of the new Charter. 

SECTION IV.

All ordinances or part of ordinances which are in conflict with this Ordinance are hereby repealed, to the extent necessary to alleviate the conflict, but shall continue in effect insofar as they are not in conflict herewith, unless repeal of the conflicting portion destroys the overall intent and effect of any of the conflicting ordinance, in which case those ordinances so affected shall be hereby repealed in their entirety, PROVIDED HOWEVER that Ordinance No. 12-18 adopted previously in connection with the aforesaid referendum shall continue in full force and effect as originally adopted, except insofar as it is modified expressly by this Ordinance.
SECTION V.

If any portion of this Ordinance or the revised Charter is declared invalid or unenforceable, and to the extent that it is possible to do so without destroying the overall intent and effect of this Ordinance, the portion deemed invalid or unenforceable shall be severed herefrom and the remainder of the ordinance shall continue in full force and effect as if it were enacted without including the portion found to be invalid or unenforceable.

SECTION VI.

This Ordinance shall become effective upon its passage and adoption according to law. The revised Charter, if approved by the voters, shall take effect upon certification of the results of such referendum by the Supervisor of Elections.

Resolution authorizing an Agreement to transfer title of Lot # 87 by the Village of Lake Pointe Homeowners’ Association, Inc. to the City for the purpose of constructing an access road from the subdivision to Sunnyside Drive


Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the agreement to transfer title of Lot No. 87 to the City.

Analysis:
When it was originally constructed, the Village of Lake Pointe subdivision did not have a second access road from the subdivision as required by city codes.  The builder/developer that assumed ownership at the time went out of business before this requirement could be met.  The intended location for the access road was Lot # 87, adjacent to Sunnyside Drive.

Subsequent negotiations with the homeowners’ association resulted in the association’s acquisition of Lot 87 from a bank, to facilitate the City’s construction of the access road.  The association is now prepared to convey title to Lot 87 to the city under certain conditions.  This agreement sets forth those conditions, and will resolve an issue that has been outstanding since approximately 2004.  

In brief, the city agrees to take title to Lot 87 and construct a paved public roadway across it.  The city will incur no costs other than construction of the roadway which is estimated to be $30,000.  The association has requested, and the city agrees,  the association may retain a landscaping easement over the unpaved areas of Lot 87, which would allow the association to install and maintain landscaping, irrigation system, and a subdivision entrance sign.  The cost of installation and on-going maintenance of any such improvements are the sole obligation of the association.

The city has previously designed and permitted the entrance roadway.  The county right-of-way permit has been renewed.

Options:
1.  Approve the Agreement to Transfer Title; or,

2.  Such alternative action as the Commission may deem appropriate.

Fiscal Impact:  

The current budget includes funding in the amount of $33,268.00, which was rolled over from last year and is funded with available discretionary sales tax.

Resolutions related to the Airfield Lighting Upgrade Project at the Leesburg International Airport


Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of both the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) Joint Participation Agreement (JPA) and Task Order No. 7 with Hanson Professional Services for engineering services related to the Airfield Lighting Upgrade covered by the FDOT JPA.
Analysis:
The Leesburg International Airport work program for FY 2011/2012 includes a project to upgrade the airfield lighting facilities to current Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) and FDOT standards and specifications.  The existing lighting systems on a 5,000 foot section of runway 13/31, taxiway A and taxiway K are in poor condition and require time-consuming and costly maintenance.  During the summer months, maintenance on these sections increases due to lightening strikes.  The wiring and small electric transformers are direct buried and are extremely susceptible to failure from lightening strikes and the elements.

Upgrades to the System will include a counter-poise grounding system, buried conduit will be installed for wiring and individual transformers will be placed in below ground water tight enclosures.  The lighting fixtures will also be upgrade to more efficient and longer lasting light emitting diode (LED) lights.  This will reduce power consumption for airfield lighting.

The airfield lighting upgrade was split-up into two (2) phases.  Phase I upgraded the lighting on runway 3/21, taxiway B and taxiway J.  This work was completed in January 2010 at a total construction cost of $389,225.18.

The work to be performed under this current JPA will complete the master project.  All airfield lighting will meet FAA and FDOT standards for airfield lighting.

Item One
The first resolution staff recommends for approval is the execution of a Joint Participation Agreement with FDOT.  The available funding in the JPA for this project is $525,000.00.  The funding split is 80% ($420,000.00) FDOT and 20% ($105,000.00) City.

The amount currently authorized to be spent by the City is $40,632.00.  This is the amount of the professional services scope of work covered under Task Order No. 7 with Hanson Professional Services.

Once the design-build criteria package is completed by Hanson, the construction portion of the project will be put out to bid.  When a contractor is identified for award, an amendment to the JPA will be submitted to authorize spending the remaining funds available under the JPA.

Item Two 

The second resolution staff recommends for approval is the execution of Task Order No. 7 with Hanson Professional Services, Inc.

The City of Leesburg has an existing Continuing Services Master Agreement for professional engineering services with Hanson Professional Services, Inc.  This agreement was formed pursuant to Request for Qualifications (RFQ) 100113 and was executed following City Commission approval of Resolution 8641 on April 26, 2010.
