HEARD PROCLAMATION DESIGNATING MAY 2012 AS CIVILITY MONTH

HEARD PRESENTATION BY THE EXPERIMENTAL AIRCRAFT ASSOCIATION (EAA) AT LEESBURG INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT, MR. JOEL HARGIS AND ARNOLD HOLMES

Mr. Hargas introduced Mr. Holmes, President of the Local Experimental Aircraft Association (EAA) Chapter.  

Mr. Holmes stated the EAA dates back to 1950 and local chapter 534 is looking for suitable accommodations at the Leesburg Airport.  He requested  use of one of the City’s hangers pro bono or for some other agreement.  They are looking to bring back general aviation to the City’s airport.

Mr. Hargas then recognized several members present and in favor of tonight’s proposal.  They are a non-profit group, all volunteers and are excited to be working with young people. EAA wants to help the City promote the airport for free.  The “Young Eagles” program is for youth ages 8 to 17 and many of them are riding in or seeing an airplane for the first time.  All individuals involved donate 100% of their time and equipment.  Pilots use their own air craft and the youth are able to sit on the right side of the cockpit.  All pilots are insured and before each flight the Young Eagles help with the preflight inspection.  Parents are also encouraged to participate.  Approximately 41 Young Eagles have participated this year.
Mr. Holmes advised their core mission is education; working with the youth; and cooperating with local government to help develop programs.  EAA can bring advertising to the City of Leesburg thru their grass root efforts and can promote the City’s airport for free.

Commission Polk advised the trail is a good thing; however, this money is not free, it comes out of our citizen’s pockets.  He asked how the City can keep the trail maintained if there is not enough funding to handle the parks and ball fields currently owned. 
CM Evans stated this money is coming through the Florida Department of Transportation.

Public Works Deputy Director (PWDD) Jimmy Feagle stated the bids for this portion of the project came in well below cost and they are ready to start.

Commissioner Puckett asked if the City will have to maintain the trail after completion.

PWDD Feagle stated yes.  He apologized for not having the actual break down of costs this evening.  The City will not have to buy any new equipment; it will be on site, so the maintenance will be low key, only mowing as it is City property.
Commissioner Christian stated he is excited about the trail and that funding is 100% paid by the State of Florida.  He also stated he would get on a bike and ride the trail.
Mayor Henderson asked how far the trail will extend.
PWDD Feagle said the trail will extend a half mile pass the “red road,” but will not go as far as the County line.  Speculation is that it may be extended later, if feasible.

CM Evans stated the master plan did show the trail extending to the County line.

Commissioner Knowles asked if this will create more jobs for the City.

Commissioner Polk stated there were no civil engineering firms from Leesburg.
PWDD Feagle stated the project was put to bid; however, no firms from Leesburg submitted.

Commissioner Polk stated this will not create any jobs for Leesburg, as these will just be truck sitters.

CITY MANAGER ITEMS:  

Mr. Evans stated that at our last commission meeting the agenda packets did not contain the fire pension information. Mr. Evans asked the Commission if they wanted to invite them back for the next commission meeting or to attend one of our budget meetings.
The Commission stated they did not want to call them back; however, did request that a hard copy of the pension information presented be sent to them.
CC Richardson will have this information sent to the Commissioners.
PUBLIC COMMENTS:
B G Floyd stated his concerns with the Police Department.  Mr. Floyd has been burglarized ten times; two he could not prove and eight he could, by a former employee. He is not bullet proof and the same man has come back again and again. He has called the Police Department five times; however, he has not received a call back.  This last time he was burglarized, there was nothing left of any value, so the robber cut all the business wires.  Mr. Floyd did say that he has spoken with Chief Chrisman and has nothing but respect for him; however, none for the Detective over the case.  It has taken eight months for them to close this case.   Mr. Floyd stated that crimes against property units are not being taken seriously. The PD knows who the suspect is; however, nothing is being done.  
Chief Chrisman stated he will continue to work with Mr. Floyd and that he will take care of the problem concerning unanswered telephone calls.
ROLL CALL:

Commissioner Polk thanked Representative Larry Metz for attending the meeting.  Commissioner Polk then nominated Ashley Hunt for the Recreation board.  He also asked the Commissioners thoughts regarding the EAA request for a hangar at the Airport.  CM Evans stated the EAA has new life breathed in to them.  The City does have a potential hanger (8703 Airport Boulevard) they could use, which is in good condition.  They could be a real value to the City by advertising our airport.  CM Evan asked the Commission to let him work with EAA and bring back ideas to the Commission.
Commissioner Puckett – Nothing.
Commissioner Christian asked with changes made at the airport, who is responsible if something inappropriate is done.  The EAA has basically told the Commission they will run the show with no City leadership at the airport.  There is excitement going on at the airport, but the City Commission should be running the show.  The way the Airport Board pushed Charlie Weller out is not acceptable. 
Commissioner Knowles thanked Commissioner Polk for bringing the Public Comments to the Commission.  He stated our community is being robbed; Roger’s Park is falling apart; and the City is running thin.  We need to look at the budget very carefully to see what can be done.  He also stated there is enthusiasm for the airport and he relies on the advisory board to determine which way the airport should be headed. 
Mayor Henderson asked Chuck Johnson to come forward and speak on behalf of the Lightning Baseball team.
Mr. Johnson stated it is great to have Dan Miller back working for the City.  The Lightning will be starting their 6th season and the first game is scheduled for June 8, 2012.  The price of admission is free to all.  Commissioner Polk stated the games are always packed.  Mr. Johnson 
stated there are usually around 900 in attendance.  If you miss the July 4th celebration, you are missing a great home town American event.
Mayor Henderson stated the City has a lot coming up in the budget workshops.  The Airport Board has a long list of demands and CM Evans is doing a great job telling them what they can and cannot do.  

Mayor Henderson brought up that a child was hurt in front of the Leesburg Elementary School on South Street.  The school signs have not been changed and there are now two schools in that area.

Commissioner Polk asked Representative Metz what could be done.  Representative Metz stated he’d like to have more information on the incident and he will look into it to see what can be done.  Commissioner Knowles stated he would get the information to Representative Metz.  CM Evans stated the School tried to have the signs changed in 2005 and FDOT denied them; and then the City tried also in 2009 and was denied.  Commissioner Polk advised he does not like the word “can’t” from FDOT.
ADJOURN:

Commissioner Knowles moved to adjourn.  The meeting adjourned at 6:50 p.m.
