MONDAY, JUNE 11, 2012
The City of Leesburg Commission held a regular meeting Monday, June 11, 2012, in the Commission Chambers at City Hall. Mayor Pro-Tem Christian called the meeting to order at 5:32 p.m. with the following members present:

Commissioner Knowles gave the invocation followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of the United States of America at the Carver Heights/Montclair Area Community Redevelopment Agency meeting immediately prior to this meeting.
HEARD PROCLAMATION PROCLAIMING THE MUNICIPAL ELECTION OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG








City Clerk Richardson read the Proclamation in its entirety proclaiming the Municipal Election of the City of Leesburg. 

Commissioner Puckett arrived at 5:40 p.m.

HEARD PRESENTATION BY CHUCK JOHNSON FOR BIG LEAGUE DREAMS

Chuck Johnson thanked the Commission for the opportunity to speak and stated he is not asking for money this evening.  Mr. Johnson stated the Sleepy Hollow sports complex may close soon and asked the Commission to explore the possibility of partnering with a private organization, Big League Dreams, to keep our youth and adult sports programs alive.  Mr. Johnson stated it took the City two decades to obtain our recreational facilities and he does not want lose the use of the complex.  
Commissioner Polk stated the information pages were not numbered so he could not refer to a specific page; however, there was no financial statement included from the Big League Dreams.

Mr. Johnson stated he is asking the City Commission to allow the Big League Dreams organization to come before them to speak on their ideas.
Commissioner Polk stated that financially it did not make sense for Big League Dreams to make millions of dollars and the City to only make a return of six to eight percent.  They want to build better concession stands with City money and there is no exit clause in the paperwork for the City. 
Commissioner Christian agreed with the concept of inviting Big League Dreams to come before the Commission and the possibility of working with a proposal.
Mr. Johnson stated no one is beating down our door to save these fields, and yes Big League Dreams would like to give information to the City Manager for him to bring before the Commission.
Commissioner Knowles stated that parents have come to him upset that Sleepy Hollow is closed.  The City needs to see more information.

Commissioner Polk again stated the City needs an exit clause.

Mr. Johnson stated he is sure the City Attorneys will not allow anything detrimental to happen to the City, but to see the City profit and become better collectively.

Commissioner Puckett stated he is glad to see someone working on this issue.

He stated on the East side there was no road base failure, but on the West side there was and when the base holds up, a partial replacement can be used.

Commissioner Polk asked about the pot holes.  He stated it has been like this for some time.  DDPW Feagle stated the City tests the pot holes to see how solid the base is in inches.

Commissioner Christian asked if pictures were taken before and after.  DDPW Feagle stated they have some pictures on the West side before the repair work, but he was not sure about the East side.

Commissioner Polk asked if the City bought the lot.  CM Evans stated No, the Home Owners Association bought the lot and gave it to the City.  The City’s code requires two access roads in and out of a subdivision.  When this subdivision was built some time ago, only one access road was installed. 

Steven Metheny, President of the Village at Lake Pointe Home Owners Association, stated the HOA purchased the property with over two-thirds of the home owners signing an agreement.  

Commissioner Polk asked if this would be a fire access road or an access road for all residents.
Mr. Matheny stated it would be an access road for all.  There are currently 150 residents in the subdivision and this second access road is needed.  Residents are currently driving on private property and the City has been grating the lot on a regular basis. 

Commissioner Polk asked what type of road would be installed.  DDPW Feagle stated it will be a regular twenty-four foot access road and they hope to have the work completed under $30,000.00.

Commissioner Polk asked if this is the final phase for lighting.  PD Thornton stated yes, this will complete all upgrades to the lighting at the airport.
Commission Polk stated the City needs to have a meeting to update the five year plan on the airport.  CM Evans stated this is on the ten years Capital Improvement Plan (CIP).

Commission Polk asked Commissioner Puckett his thoughts.

Commissioner Puckett asked if this could wait.

Commissioner Christian asked if this is part of the $600,000 airport budget.  Budget Manager (BM) Brandy McDaniel stated this money was budgeted in the current year and the funds are through the bonds.
Commissioner Puckett asked if the twenty percent was coming out of the airport budget.

CM Evans explained the airport does not have its own budget, but is part of the General Fund and this will be taken out of the 2004 bond funds.
Commissioner Puckett asked where the $40,000 was coming from.  PD Thornton stated the $40,000 will come out of the $525,000.00 total.

Commissioner Polk stated the City needs to update the ten year plan for the airport as many new things are being brought up.   The City Commission needs to come together and think what we want to do.  The City needs to be able to tell the Airport Advisory Board what we can do.  Commissioner Polk also stated since the street paving at 9th Street and Lake Shore Drive, the corner of 9th Street and Palm Avenue is now holding water. 

DDPW Feagle stated a Miami gutter will be installed. 

Mayor Pro-Tem Christian agreed with Commissioner Polk regarding the City Commission being able to tell the Airport Advisory Board what the City can and cannot do.  Mayor Pro-Tem Christian commended Chuck Johnson for bringing the Big League Dreams to the City Commission, as the City needs to keep strong.  Mayor Pro-Tem Christian commended city staff on their training and positive attitudes, especially Customer Service, and the Water and Electric Departments for the work being done on the church construction.
