Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends after-the-fact approval of purchase request 45067 in the amount of $37,553.50 to Florida Armature Works, Inc. (FAWI) for reuse pump and pump motor repairs.
Analysis:
The Public Works Department is requesting after-the-fact approval for repairs at the Turnpike Reuse Station because two out of the three vertical turbine pumps failed simultaneously.  A third pump was available and installed by staff; however, this pump also eventually failed as repairs were being accomplished on the other two pumps creating an emergency situation.

FAWI was called for this repair because they had offered the most favorable pricing for several recent projects, as well as, providing excellent response times and repair services.  Expeditious repairs were required as the result would be no reuse water availability for City customers in the area served by the Turnpike Reuse Station.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the purchase request and award of Invitation to Bid 130041 to Devtech Sales, Inc. of Avon Park, Florida for a total amount of $37,056.00.

Analysis:
The Information Technology Department (IT) has requested the purchase of a new handheld meter reading system to be used for reading the water, reuse water, and natural gas meters.  The current system used by the meter reading division is obsolete and no longer supported by the company, Itron.  The age of the current system has resulted in data transfer problems on several occasions.

This purchase will provide eight handheld units, two docking stations for data download and recharging as well as computer software for transferring data to and from the handhelds.  The electric utility has deployed the remote read electric meters; however the other utilities still require their meters be read either manually or by using existing AMR devices.

The sale of this hardware is limited to those vendors authorized by the manufacturer Itron.  There are two authorized resellers in our area.  The purchasing division prepared an Invitation to Bid (ITB) and provided the ITB to the two eligible vendors.  One response was received from Devtech Sales, Inc.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the second amendment with Annan Landscaping Company (Annan) to extend the existing contract thru September 30, 2013.  The annual budgeted expense for the contract is $62,880.00.

Analysis:
The City originally contracted with Annan in March 2008 for a three (3)-year base period.  Annan provides Highway 441 Landscape Maintenance from CR 473 to College Drive.  The original agreement provides for the City to renew in writing for additional one (1) year periods at the City’s option.  This option was first implemented to extend the agreement period until September 30, 2012.  The City wishes to exercise the option provision with this second amendment to extend the agreement period until September 30, 2013.

Extension of this contract will allow for uninterrupted Highway 441 Landscape Maintenance services.  Retaining the existing company will minimize confusion and cost by transferring to a new company.    The City has received excellent service and dependability from Annan and would like to continue its relationship with this vendor.

Fiscal Impact:

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the resolution authorizing execution of an agreement with Paqco, Inc. for $29,000.00. 

Analysis:
This project will provide for a connector road between Sunnyside Drive and Lake Pointe Circle.  The small section of road will be approximately 5,091 square feet.  It will resolve the deficiency of not having a secondary point of egress to the Lake Pointe subdivision that has existed for about eight years.  The contractor is responsible for furnishing all labor, materials, tools, equipment, incidentals, and performing all services for construction of the road and restoration of the site.
Procurement Information:

On September 20, 2012, the Purchasing Division issued Invitation to Bid number 120441.  Notification of this opportunity was made by legal advertisement in the Daily Commercial, as well as, posting on-line at publicpurchase.com.
On October 4, 2012, sealed bids were received from three prospective contractors.  Bids were evaluated by purchasing and public works staff which determined Paqco, Inc. submitted the most favorable reasonable and responsible bid.  A survey of performance revealed the contractor has successfully performed similar contracts for the City.  A review of the Department of Professional Regulation website revealed the contractor is appropriately licensed and has not had any complaints filed with the State.

Staff recommends approval of the resolution accepting the proposal of SunTrust Bank to purchase the City’s not to exceed $13.5 million, Electric Utility System Refunding Revenue Note, Series 2012.
Analysis:
Following a City RFP, review by City Staff and our Financial Advisor, Jeff Larson, President, Larson Consulting Services, staff recommends acceptance of the proposal from SunTrust Bank (STB) to refinance a portion of the City’s Outstanding Electric Utility System Revenue Bonds, Series 2004.  The proposed traditional bank loan will replace existing bonds with maturities between 2015 and 2032. The existing average bond interest rate of 4.97% will be replaced by a fixed bank note rate of 3.18%.  Bonds maturing in 2013 and 2014 are not callable, and the bank is only willing to go out 20 years, thus the bonds maturing in 2033 and 2034 will also not be called.  The total existing 2004 debt of $24,269,178 will be reduced by the refinancing to $22,971,461, providing a savings of $1,297,716 over the life of the loan.  Average annual savings is $65,212.

The City is not either (1) issuing any additional debt, or (2) extending the current final maturity date of October 1, 2034.  Estimated Present Value Savings of 8.24% exceed the City’s minimum 3% savings levels on refunding per its Debt Management Policy No. 1108 adopted in 2004.

On September 11, 2012, the City issued a request for proposal to qualified financial institutions to provide the terms and conditions under which they would purchase the 2012 Note.  Based on the present volatility of the market for municipal debt, and in consultation with its Financial Advisor, Larson Consulting Services, LLC, it has been determined it is in the best interest of the City to issue the 2012 Note pursuant to the Loan Agreement by negotiated sale, allowing the City to issue the 2012 Note at the most advantageous time allowing the City to obtain the best interest rate and other terms for the 2012 Note, and accordingly, the City Commission of the City hereby finds and determines that it is in the best financial interest of the City that a negotiated sale of the 2012 Note to SunTrust Bank (the "Bank") be authorized.

AUTHORIZATION OF REFUNDING OF REFUNDED BONDS. The City hereby authorizes the refunding of the Refunded Bonds as more particularly described in the Loan Agreement.

REPEAL OF INCONSISTENT RESOLUTIONS AND ACTIONS.  All Resolutions or actions of the City in conflict herewith are hereby superseded and repealed to the extent of such conflict.

EFFECT OF PARTIAL INVALIDITY. Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends execution of the warranty deed conveying a parcel of property to Cutrale in exchange for a conveyance of other Cutrale property to the City and releasing mineral interests reserved to the City.
Analysis:
Cutrale Citrus Juices, USA, Inc. has purchased and demolished the old residential structure at 927 E. Main Street, southeast of the interesection of E. Main Street and Cloud Street (across from Metro Steel).  The City owns a 15’ wide strip of land directly to the west that is designed to connect the sidewalk on Main Street with the future rails-to-trails project to the south along the old S.A.L. railroad right-of-way.  Because Cutrale owns the parking lot to the west, and now the parcel to the east, the City’s future trail bifurcates the Cutrale property and does not allow them to fully utilize the property as they could if it were unified.

Cutrale proposes, and staff supports, the exchange of equal-width parcels (15’) so that the City’s trail would run along the east side of Cutrale’s property instead of in between it.  This is a deminimis change to the trail alignment and one that will assist one of Leesburg’s largest employers.  Cutrale intends to expand their parking lot to the east.

If approved, this resolution will be followed in the near future by an ordinance approving acceptance of a deed from Cutrale for the 15’ parcel they will give to the City.

Staff Recommendation:

Staff recommends adoption of the ordinance repealing Ordinance 12-62 adopted September 24, 2012, in its entirety and increasing rates for the electric, gas, and solid waste utilities by 1.0% to be effective October 1, 2012.
Analysis:
During the Budget process, the City Commission decided to balance the General Fund budget by increasing the transfers from the utility funds by 1.20%.  In order for the utilities to transfer more funds to the General Fund, a corresponding increase in utility rates is necessary.  During discussion several changes were made to the budget and staff identified 1.20% as the amount needed to balance the budget. At the September 24, 2012, meeting, Ordinance 12-62 was adopted at 1.20% increase.  In the ensuing week, the final numbers were computed, and the General Fund actually received too much funding.  The City Commission approved dropping the rate from 1.20% to 1.00% at the October 8, 2012 meeting. The following table demonstrates the new transfer percentage and amounts that will be transferred to the General Fund.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA:

SECTION I.

Ordinance No. 12 – 62, which was adopted on second reading by the Leesburg City Commission at its regular meeting held on September 24, 2012, is hereby repealed in its entirety, nunc pro tunc as of its original effective date.

SECTION II.

§22 – 196 of the Code of Ordinances is amended to increase all rates for electrical service which are in effect as of September 30, 2012 (including any prior adjustments applied under §22 – 166 of this Code), effective as to all bills rendered on or after October 1, 2012, by 1.0%. This increase shall apply to base rates only and shall not apply to the bulk power cost adjustment or any other component of the electric bill, nor shall it apply to deposit requirements. The automatic, index driven rate increase imposed annually by §22 – 166 shall be applied on October 1, 2012, to the rate including the additional 1.0% increase imposed by this Ordinance.

SECTION III.
§22 – 246 of the Code of Ordinances is amended to increase all rates for natural gas service which are in effect as of September 30, 2012 (including any prior adjustments applied under §22 – 166 of this Code), effective as to all bills rendered on or after October 1, 2012, by 1.0%. This increase shall apply to base rates only and shall not apply to the purchased gas adjustment or any other component of the natural gas bill, nor shall it apply to deposit requirements. The increase imposed annually by §22 – 166 shall be applied on October 1, 2012, to the rate including the additional 1.0% increase imposed by this Ordinance.

SECTION IV.

§11 – 29 of the Code of Ordinances is amended to increase all rates for solid waste collection and disposal service which are in effect as of September 30, 2012 (including any prior adjustments applied under §22 – 166 of this Code), effective as to all bills rendered on or after October 1, 2012, by 1.0%. This increase shall not apply to deposit requirements. The increase imposed annually by §22 – 166 shall be applied on October 1, 2012, to the rate including the additional 1.0% increase imposed by this Ordinance.

SECTION V.

All ordinances or part of ordinances which are in conflict with this Ordinance are hereby repealed, to the extent necessary to alleviate the conflict, but shall continue in effect insofar as they are not in conflict herewith, unless repeal of the conflicting portion destroys the overall intent and effect of any of the conflicting ordinance, in which case those ordinances so affected shall be hereby repealed in their entirety.

SECTION V.

If any portion of this Ordinance is declared invalid or unenforceable, and to the extent that it is possible to do so without destroying the overall intent and effect of this Ordinance, the portion deemed invalid or unenforceable shall be severed herefrom and the remainder of the ordinance shall continue in full force and effect as if it were enacted without including the portion found to be invalid or unenforceable.

SECTION IV.

This Ordinance shall become effective upon its passage and adoption according to law, with the rate increases imposed by this Ordinance to be effective as to all bills rendered for the specified services for the month of October, 2012, and succeeding months until amended by subsequent ordinance.
