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Staff Recommendation: 

Staff recommends approval to execute a Purchase and Sales Contract between the City of Leesburg and Markenia Lee, a first-time homebuyer for residential property located at 2107 Aitkin Loop.
Analysis:
The subject property includes a single-family residential unit at 2107 Aitkin Loop, Overlook at Lake Griffin Subdivision.  The parcel is part of an existing agreement with Lake County Government to implement the United States Department of Housing & Urban Development Neighborhood Stabilization Program (NSP), which was established for the purpose of stabilizing communities consisting of foreclosed and abandoned homes or residential properties. Through the purchase, rehabilitation, and re-sale of the subject property to Markenia Lee, a first time homebuyer, the goal of the program is being realized. In addition, the sale of the property will help stabilize the local housing market and economy.  

The sale price of the home is $55,000; however Ms. Lee will be provided a $5,000 down payment assistance that will be used at closing.  The home will have a 15 year declaration of covenant that specifies if Ms. Lee sells the home within the specified period, the down payment amount ($5,000) must be repaid.

The sale price minus the down payment assistance equals $50,000 which the City will receive in revenue but will be restricted to used for additional housing projects.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the resolution authorizing the Mayor and City Clerk to execute contracts and agreements pertaining to the NSP3 Affordable Housing Program that includes acquisition of properties and rehabilitation.  
Analysis:
The Neighborhood Stabilization Program 3 (NSP3) was established by the Federal Government for the purpose of stabilizing communities that have suffered from foreclosures and abandonment. Through the purchase and rehabilitation of foreclosed and abandoned homes and residential properties, the goal of the program is being realized.  

Lake County Government is the recipient of NSP funding from the Federal Government and has contracted with the City of Leesburg to carry-out the programs.  The City is obligated to acquire multi-family and single family housing within a targeted area.  Vacant lots, vacant residential structures, and residential properties in need of rehabilitation will be considered.  

The City of Leesburg approved the NSP3 agreement on July 9, 2012.  The subject resolution will allow the Mayor and City Clerk to execute contracts and agreements to meet the requirements and deadlines in the NSP 3 agreement between Lake County Government and the City of Leesburg.

Staff Recommendation:

Staff recommends approval of the lease agreement with American In Home Care (AIHC) to lease space at the Business Incubator for a four year term.  

Analysis:

The Business Incubator currently has three vacancies for new and emerging businesses that will provide a service or product to our community.  The proposed lease agreement will allow American In Home Care to locate their operation in the Business Incubator.  

American In Home Care will offer caregiver registry for in home elder care services.  AIHC allows seniors to live in the comfort of their own homes and be provided with an in-home caregiver.  The program allows elderly seniors to maintain their independence and quality of life through contact with friends, places, and interests without relying solely on their families.
The Leesburg Business Incubator will allow AIHC to provide a new branch office in Lake County with the possibility of providing up to 60 new jobs for the area over the next four (4) years.

Staff Recommendation
The Planning staff recommends approval of the proposed annexation for Norhen Properties, Inc property.

Analysis
The property owner submitted an application for annexation of approximately 8.5 acres of land generally located on the west side of U.S. 27, north Palm Drive and west of Connell Road, as shown on the attached General Location Map. The present zoning for this property is County R-6 (Urban Residential). Currently, the property is undeveloped and a single family rental.  The proposed use is for an assisted living facility. 
The surrounding zoning of adjacent properties is County RMRP (Mobile Home Rental Park) and County C-2 (Community Commercial) on the north, County R-6 (Urban Residential) on the south, City P (Public), City C-3 (Highway Commercial), County CP (Planned Commercial), City PUD (Planned Unit Development) and County C-1 (Neighborhood Commercial) on the east, and County R-6 (Urban Residential) and County RMRP (Mobile Home Rental Park) on the west. The proposed Land Use designation for the subject property is City Low Density Residential. The annexation of the property would allow for more compact urban form.

Also, on the agenda for this meeting is a Small Scale Comprehensive Plan Amendment and a rezoning application for this property, which is recommended for approval by the staff and Planning Commission. 

City water and wastewater utilities are available in the area. The developer is responsible for all cost and construction to make the necessary extension and hook-ups to City utilities in accordance with City requirements. Police and fire services are presently provided in this area and impacts on the provision of these services are estimated to be minimal.

Staff Recommendation
The Planning staff and Planning Commission recommend approval of the proposed small-scale comprehensive plan amendment to the City’s adopted Growth Management Plan. 

Analysis

The project site is approximately 8.5 acres. The property is generally located on the west side of U.S. 27, north Palm Drive and west of Connell Road. The project site is ten (10) or less acres and is, therefore, considered a small-scale comprehensive land use plan amendment.  The City will notify the Florida Department of Economic Opportunity (FDEO) of the plan amendment and the Department will review the project site area to confirm that it is ten (10) acres or less.  At that time, the Department will determine that it is a local issue and not subject to Department review. 

Currently, the property is undeveloped except for some single family rentals. The proposed use is for an assisted living facility. These Planned Development Conditions for a PUD (Planned Unit Development) District are granted by the City of Leesburg Planning Commission, Lake County, Florida to Norhen Properties, Inc, "Permittee" for the purposes and terms and conditions as set forth herein pur​suant to authority contained in Chapter 25 "Zoning", Sec​tion 25-278 "Planned Development Process" of the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, as amended.

BACKGROUND: The "Permittee" has submitted an application requesting a PUD (Planned Unit Development) zoning dis​trict to permit an assisted living facility on an approxi​mately 8.5 acres site with​in the City of Leesburg in accordance with their Planned Development application and supplemental information.

1.
PERMISSION


Permission is hereby granted to Norhen Properties, Inc. to operate, and maintain a PUD (Planned Unit Development) development in and on real proper​ty in the City of Leesburg. The property is generally located on the west side of U.S. 27, north Palm Drive and west of Connell Road. The property is more particularly described as shown in the attached legal description.

2.
LEGAL DESCRIPTION:

See Exhibit B.

3.
LAND USE

The above-described property, containing approximately 8.5 acres, shall be used for an assisted living facility at seven (7) units per gross acres pursuant to City of Leesburg development codes and standards.

A. Uses

Uses shall be those listed as permitted uses in this document and shall occupy the approximate area as shown on the Conceptual Plan dated Nov. 3, 2012. 



2)
Permitted Uses shall be as follows:



a.
Assisted living facility development and associated uses with fifty-one (51) units or 306 assisted living residents (six residents equal one unit).



3)
Uses prohibited shall be as follows:



a.
Commercial and industrial uses



b.
Any other similar uses which are not considered office or commercial in character or intensity which may adversely impact the adjoining properties do to traffic, noise, dust, etc. 


B.
Area


The Impervious surface coverage for this site shall not exceed seventy (70) percent of the gross site area.


 C.
Open Space
A minimum of thirty (30) percent of the site shall be developed as open space, including retention areas, buffer and landscaped areas. Parking areas and vehicle access areas shall not be considered in calculating open space.  

4.
SITE ACCESS
A.
Access to the property will be from C.R.25A and US 27 through the adjacent property to the east. Any additional access shall be subject to the City of Leesburg PUD amendment and site plan application review process.



5.
DESIGN REQUIREMENTS


A. 
Exterior building materials contribute significantly to the visual impact of a building on the community. They shall be well designed and integrated into a comprehensive design style for the project. The total exterior wall area of each building elevation shall be composed of one of the following: 




1)
At least thirty-five percent (35%) full-width brick or stone (not including window and door areas and related trim areas), with the balance being any type of lap siding and/or stucco. 


2)
At least thirty percent (30%) full-width brick or stone, with the balance being stucco and/or a “cementitious” lap siding. (A “cementitious” lap siding product is defined as a manufactured strip siding composed of cement-based materials rather than wood fiber-based or plastic-based materials. For example, Masonite or vinyl lap siding would not be allowed under this option).

3)
All textured stucco, provided there are unique design features such as recessed garages, tile or metal roofs, arched windows etc. in the elevations of the buildings or the buildings are all brick stucco. Unique design features shall be reviewed by the Community Development Director for compliance.


B.
Other similar design variations meeting the intent of this section may be approved at the discretion of the Community Development Director.
6.
DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS

A.
The minimum development standards shall be those required for the PUD district except as amended by these conditions and may limit the permitted uses based on site plan requirements.

B.

Minimum building setbacks shall be fifty (50) feet  from the property boundaries.


C.
  Maximum building height for residential structures shall not exceed two (2) stories or 30 feet adjacent to single family residential areas except that for each two (2) foot of additional setback from the required setback, an additional one (1) foot of height above two stories shall be permitted not to exceed three (3) stories or thirty-five (35) feet.

D.

A wildlife/archaeological management plan for the project site shall be prepared based on the results of an environmental assessment of the site and any environmental permit required from applicable governmental agencies. The management plan shall be submitted to the City as part of the preliminary plan application. The Permittee shall designate a responsible legal entity that shall implement and maintain the management plan.  

E.
The permittee shall construct off-street parking spaces within the development pursuant to the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, as amended, which shall include the required number of handicapped parking spaces.  
7.
WETLANDS
A.
All wetlands on the project site shall be identified and the location and extent of each wetland shall be determined by the Department of Environmental Protection, St. Johns River Water Management District and/or U.S. Army Corp of Engineers.  Each wetland shall be placed on a suitable map, signed and sealed by a surveyor registered to practice in Florida and shall be submitted as part of the preliminary plat application. 

B.
Buildings or structures shall be a minimum of 50 feet from any wetland jurisdiction        boundary.

C.
 Wetlands shall have a minimum upland buffer of 30 feet or the upland buffer established by St. Johns River Water Management District and/or U.S. Army Corp of Engineers; whichever is more restrictive.  All upland buffers shall be naturally vegetated and upland buffers that are devoid of natural vegetation shall be re-planted with native vegetation or as required by St. Johns River Water Management District and/or U.S. Army Corp of Engineers.

D.
Land uses allowed within the upland buffers are limited to stormwater facilities as permitted   by St. Johns River Water Management District.

E.
 If wetland alteration is permitted by St. Johns River Water Management District and/or U.S. Army Corp of Engineers, wetland mitigation shall be required in accordance with permit approvals from St. Johns River Water Management District or U.S. Army Corp of Engineers, whichever is more restrictive.

8.
DRAINAGE AND UTILITIES

A.
Prior to receiving Final Development Plan Approval, the "Permittee" shall sub​mit, if applicable, a Master Site Drainage Plan and Utility Implementation Plan accept​able to the City of Leesburg. Prior to removal, renovation or demolition of any existing development on the site, the per​mittee shall provide:

A detailed site plan demonstrating no direct dis​charge of storm​water run​off 
generated by the devel​opment into any natural sur​face waters or onto adjacent properties shall be required.


2)
A detailed site plan indicating all provisions for electric, wa​ter, sewer, and natural gas in accordance with the site plan review process as required by the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances.

9.
TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENTS

A.
Any transportation improvements or right-of-way that may be required shall be based on projected needs and shall be contingent upon site plan approval by City staff during the development review and permitting process.


B.
Vehicular access to the project site shall be provided by County Road 25A and US 27 for both primary and emergency access through the adjacent property to the east. The accesses shall be a two lane divided boulevard type entrance road. Any other potential accesses such as to adjacent properties will be reviewed by the Development Review Committee during site plan process.  


C.
The Permittee shall provide all necessary improvements/signalization within and adjacent to the development as required by Lake County, the MPO and City of Leesburg.


D.
All roads within the development shall be designed and constructed to meet the City of Leesburg requirements.


E.
The Permittee shall be responsible for obtaining all necessary Lake County permits and a copy of all permits shall be provided to the City of Leesburg prior to site plan approval.


F.
The City of Leesburg will not be responsible for the maintenance or repair of any of the roads or transportation improvements.  The Permittee shall establish an appropriate legal entity that will be responsible to pay the cost and perform the services to maintain the roads and transportation improvements.


G.
A traffic/transportation study shall be submitted prior to site plan approval for review and determination of any necessary access improvements, including any off site improvements required by Lake County, the MPO or the City of Leesburg. Said improvements will be the responsibility of the Permittee.


H.
The development shall dedicate to the city at its northeast corner a sufficient easement as needed to facilitate the development of an approved adjacent 40 foot easement for a multi-purpose trail, he including utilities, drainage, amenities etc. This easement shall be dedicated to the City upon platting and/or site plan approval of the property. If the City’s trail system is developed adjacent to the required trail easement and the project has not completed all of its building construction, the developer will be required to complete construction of the required trail section. However, if the City’s completed trail has not reached the proposed trail section, the developer shall escrow funds to the City for the cost of the improvements as determined by their engineer and approved by the City.
10.
LANDSCAPING AND BUFFER REQUIREMENTS

A.
  All landscaping and buffering shall be in accordance with regulations con​tained within the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances including;



1) 
For each one hundred (100) linear feet, or fraction thereof, of boundary, the 
following plants shall be provided in accordance with the planting standards and 
requirements of the City of Leesburg Code of Ordinances, as amended.

a.
Two (2) canopy trees 

b.   Two (2) ornamental trees 

c.   Thirty (30) shrubs 

d.  
The remainder of the buffer area shall be landscaped with grass, groundcover, and/or other landscape treatment. 

      
e. 
Existing vegetation in the required buffer shall be protected during construction.
B.
In addition, development of a required buffer on the west and north property lines shall include an (8) foot high PVC fence with decorative posts and caps as seen on Exhibit D with landscape canopy trees installed along the property lines on the development as a visual buffer to adjacent residential properties. 


C.
 Variations to the landscape requirements of the code may be approved by the Community Development Director as long as the intent of the PUD and the Landscaping Code are maintained including consideration of existing fencing on adjacent properties and existing natural vegetative buffers.
11.
MAINTENANCE

A.
With the exception of public utilities, maintenance of all site im​provements, including but not limited to drives, internal sidewalks, landscaping and drainage shall be the responsibility of the owner.  

12.
DEVELOPMENT PHASING 


A.
The proposed project may be constructed in phases in accordance with the Planned Unit Development Conditions and Conceptual Plan. Changes to the Development Plan, other than those conditions described in this agreement, shall be revised in accordance with the Planned Development review process.


B.
 Implementation of the project shall substantially commence within 36 months of approval of this Planned Development.  In the event, the conditions of the PUD have not been substantially implemented during the required time period, the PUD shall be scheduled with due notice for reconsideration by the Planning Commission at their next available regular meeting. The Planning Commission will consider whether to extend the PUD approval or rezone the property to another appropriate zoning classification.
13.
MISCELLANEOUS CONDITIONS

A.
The uses of the proposed project shall only be those uses identified in the approved Planned Develop​ment Conditions. Any other proposed use must be specifically authorized in accordance with the Planned Develop​ment amendment process.


B.
No person, firm or corporation shall erect, construct, enlarge, alter, repair, remove, improve, move, convert, or demolish any building structure, or alter the land in any manner without first submitting the necessary plans and obtaining appropriate approvals in accordance with the City of Leesburg Codes.  


C.
Construction and operation of the proposed use(s) shall at all times comply with City and other governmental agencies rules and regulations.


D.
The transfer of ownership or lease of any or all of the property described in this PUD Agreement shall include in the transfer or lease agreement, a provision that the purchaser or lessee is made good and aware of the conditions pertaining to the Planned Unit Development established and agrees to be bound by these conditions.  The purchaser or lessee may request a change from the existing plans and conditions by following the procedures as described in the City of Leesburg Land Development Code, as amended. 


E.
These PUD Conditions shall inure to the benefit of, and shall constitute a covenant running with the land and the terms, conditions, and provisions hereof, and shall be binding upon the present owner and any successor, and shall be subject to each and every condition herein set out.

14.
CONCURRENCY

As submitted, the proposed zoning change does not appear to result in demands on public facilities which would exceed the current capacity of some public facilities, such as, but not limited to roads, sewage, water supply, drainage, solid waste, parks and recreation, schools and emergency medical facilities. However, no final development order (site plan and building permits) shall be granted for a proposed development until there is a finding that all public facilities and services required for the development have sufficient capacity at or above the adopted level of service (LOS) to accommodate the impacts of the development, or that improvements necessary to bring facilities up to their adopted LOS will be in place concurrent with the impacts of the development.

Utilities

The City’s utility planning efforts draw upon phasing, capacity and service requirements, based upon information provided by the applicant.  The City develops its plans consistent with sound engineering principles, prudent fiscal practices and due regard for regulatory compliance.

The City has completed an impact fee study, based in part on the CIP in order to assure adequate and appropriate funding for required improvements. The combination of master planning and CIP planning has allowed the City to issue bonds to fund new potable water facilities and substantial reuse facilities, among other infrastructure improvements.

Staff Recommendation:  

Staff requests City Commission approval of the Resolution authorizing execution of an Interlocal Service Boundary Agreement (ISBA) among Leesburg and the referenced Cities and the County.

Analysis: 

The Legislature adopted Part II of Chapter 171, Florida Statutes known as the Interlocal Service Boundary Agreement (ISBA) process as an alternative to the standard methods for local governments to annexation property into their municipality. As a result, the City of Groveland adopted Resolution 2010-03-01 initiating the ISBA process pursuant to Chapter 171.203, Florida Statutes for negotiating an ISBA and invited the referenced cities and county, including Leesburg, to participate.  As an invited municipality, the City of Leesburg was required to adopt a responding resolution in order to participate in the negotiation process for an Agreement.  Per state statutes, if an invited participant fails to accept the invitation by not adopting a Responding Resolution, they would be bound by any agreement that was reached by the other local governments. On December 10, 2010, the City of Leesburg adopted Resolution 8652 (Attached) responding to the City of Groveland initiating Resolution to start the ISBA process. Numerous meetings and negotiations during the last 30 months have resulted in the final proposed ISBA Agreement.  Attached is an Executive Summary that highlights the Agreement. 

The principal goal of the state legislation establishing the Interlocal Service Boundary Agreement Act Section 171.20, Florida Statutes is to “encourage local governments to jointly determine how to provide services to residents and property in the most efficient and effective manner while balancing the needs and desires of the community.” It is also intended to provide “a more flexible process for adjusting municipal boundaries and to address a wider range of the effects of annexation” . . . “to encourage intergovernmental coordination in planning, service delivery, and boundary adjustments and to reduce intergovernmental conflicts and litigation between local governments” . . . “to promote sensible boundaries that reduce the costs of local governments, avoid duplicating local services, and increase political transparency and accountability” . . . and “to prevent inefficient service delivery and an insufficient tax base to support the delivery of those services.”

As required by the act, Cities and the County have identified lands that are logical for future annexations into Cities and land that will not be annexed into Cities but will instead remain unincorporated (“Unincorporated Service Area”) unless and until municipal services can be provided in an efficient and cost effective manner (See attached Exhibit A). The overall goal of the ISBA process is to establish agreed upon standards for annexation and service delivery in the unincorporated areas of the County.
Each City is preparing to adopt the proposed Agreement in February 2013 in preparation of the County’s adoption in March 2013.

Approve the Resolution authorizing the Mayor and City Clerk to execute an Interlocal Service Boundary Agreement (ISBA) between Leesburg and the referenced Cities and the County.

WHEREAS, the ISBA Agreement is entered into pursuant to the authority of Article VIII of the Florida Constitution and Chapters 125.01, 163.3177, 166.021 and 171.203, 190.011, Florida Statutes (2009).

BE IT RESOLVED by the City Commission of the City of Leesburg, Florida, as follows:

The City Commission of the City of Leesburg, Florida does hereby authorize the Mayor and City Clerk to execute the attached Interlocal Service Boundary Agreement (ISBA) Agreement dated December 11, 2012 between the City of Leesburg, City of Groveland, City of Clermont, Town of Howey-In-The-Hills, City of Mascotte, City of Minneola, and Lake County.

Executive Summary

City of Leesburg

Interlocal Service Boundary Agreement (ISBA) 

The overall goal of the ISBA process is to establish agreed upon standards for annexation and service delivery between the Cities and the County. Each City is preparing to adopt the Agreement in February 2013 in preparation of the County’s adoption in March 2013. Any changes to the proposed Agreement will require that all local governments re-adopt the Agreement extending the final adoption schedule. The following sections from the ISBA agreement are provided as summaries: 

2.
INTERLOCAL SERVICE AGREEMENT BOUNDARY 

The Exhibit A map is the boundaries of the ISBA area for each City and the County.

3.
ANNEXATIONS.  The agreement governs any annexations that may occur within the ISBA area:

a. Unincorporated Areas.  Areas shown on the map as unincorporated areas can not be annexed by any City unless approved by the County.

b. Designated Municipal Areas.  These are area which are designated as a future annexation area for a one City which not be annexed by any other City unless approved by the affected City and County.

c. Annexations Within Designated Municipal Areas.  Annexations by a City within that City’s designated municipal area is subject to the following: 

i. 
Part I Chapter 171 F.S..  City shall continue to annex any property as currently permitted F.S.

ii. 
Enclaves.  County consents to the annexation of any enclave or the creation of any enclave which is the result of an annexation, so long as City agrees to provide services to such enclave, and the City holds public hearings with proper notice. (Note: This is a benefit to the City) 

iii.
Annexation of Properties Which Do Not Meet Part I, Chapter 171, F.S..  County consents to the annexation of  listed properties for each of the Cities and Leesburg properties designated on Exhibit B-1 map. Properties listed in Exhibit B-1 may be annexed at any time. Properties listed in Exhibit B-2 may only be annexed by a city with an agreement relating to the provision of fire services. 

1.
The County and the City of Leesburg, Annexation of noncontiguous parcels outside of the referenced area in Exhibit B-1 (City of Leesburg) may not be annexed without approval of the County; however, voluntary annexations of parcels contiguous to the City limits shall continue to be permitted. In addition, the County consents to the future annexation by Leesburg of the noncontiguous parcels located at the Ronald Reagan Turnpike (North access) and U.S. Hwy 27 as shown on Exhibit B-1 (City of Leesburg). Prior to the annexation of this area, Leesburg and the County need to approve a concept plan for the area, (Note: This is a great benefit to the City to defend our future southern gateway to the City) 

iv.
Annexation of Properties Which Do Not Meet Part I, Chapter 171, F.S; Not Listed in Exhibit B.  The annexation of any property which does not meet Part I, or not listed on Exhibit B-1, Exhibit B-2, approval of County required.  County will consent to annexation only when it creates jobs or other economic activity other than residential construction.  

v.
Annexation of Right of Way.
County will not oppose the annexation of right of way located in the ISBA area of a City, where at least one side of the road will be bounded by property located within the City after the annexation, or which meets other annexation requirements of the Agreement. The City agrees that at the time that it annexes any property which abuts a roadway, that, to the extent possible, it will also annex the adjacent road right of way to avoid the creation of roadway enclaves. Annexing the right of way does not require City to accept maintenance responsibility for such road. (Note: The City is not required to accept maintenance responsibility)
4.
DEVELOPMENT APPLICATIONS, LAND DEVELOPMENT REGULATIONS, COMPREHENSIVE PLAN PROVISIONS.  In order to minimize difficulties, the Cities and County agree as follows:
a. Development Applications.  Any application for development which is within five hundred feet (500’) of land that is located in the unincorporated area shall be treated as a joint development application.  City and County shall work together to minimize any conflicts in regulations and to make the permitting process as efficient as can be. (Note staffs have informally coordinated for many years)

Land Development Regulations. Cities and County will work together to compare their respective Land Development Regulations, and where there are inconsistent regulations; work towards eliminating such inconsistency, to the extent possible with in eighteen (18) months. (Note staffs have informally coordinated for many years)
a. Comprehensive Plans.  Cities and County acknowledge that City Comprehensive Plans will have to be updated as annexations occur, and that the County Comprehensive Plan may need to be amended to accommodate future growth plans of the Cities within their designated areas.  Cities and County agree to work together on Comprehensive Plans to avoid incompatibility between uses in the City and County. (Note staffs have informally coordinated for many years)

5.
SOLID WASTE.  This section clarifies solid waste disposal through 2014 for the Cities and County. (Note: This has been reviewed by City staff)
6.
FIRE HYDRANTS.  This section clarifies fire hydrant use for the Cities and County. (Note: This has been reviewed by City staff)
7.
SHARING OF EQUIPMENT AND RESOURCES.  This section clarifies the joint use of equipment and resources of the Cities and County. (Note: This has been reviewed by City staff)
8.

Staff Recommendation: 

Staff recommends approval of a new Crossing Guard position in the Community Services Division of the Leesburg Police Department to be positioned in front of Oak Park Middle School.

Analysis: 
The City of Leesburg currently utilizes one crossing guard in front of Oak Park Middle School to cross middle school aged children across SR44/South Street. The volume of children and traffic has increased which has made it increasingly difficult to cross the children safely. Recently, a child was medically treated and released after being “brushed” in the cross walk by a large truck. A crossing guard is needed on the opposite side of the roadway to work in unison with the existing position to reduce the likelihood of a serious incident from occurring.  FDOT recommends the addition of this position.

Cost for the new part-time crossing guard position will be absorbed within the police departments existing operating budget by savings realized by the freezing of two emergency services dispatch positions which were frozen at the beginning of the 2012/13 budget year.

Options:
1.  Approve the new Crossing Guard position in Community Services Division; or,
2.  Such alternative action as the Commission may deem appropriate 
Fiscal Impact:

Resolution authorizing execution of an agreement with Ring Power Corporation for emissions compliance upgrades to six stationary generators.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the resolution authorizing execution of an Agreement with the Ring Power Corporation for performing compliance upgrades for six stationary generators for a total cost of $142,549.75.

Analysis:
The purpose of this purchase is to contract with a qualified company to install emission upgrades on six City owned back-up generators in order to meet Federal Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) requirements.

The City has a total of 51 active generators both portable and stationary.  Those generators that are used for electric peak-shaving, or load curtailment, for more than 50 hours per month must be upgraded to reduce exhaust emissions in accordance with EPA guidelines. Because the six generators listed are used for peak shaving, they are no longer considered emergency back-up generators by the EPA.

Recently, the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) finalized amendments to the National Emissions Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants (NESHAP) for stationary reciprocating internal combustion engines (RICE) several categories of stationary reciprocating internal combustion engines that directly impacts the engines of several emergency generators owned by City Departments as listed below under Procurement Information.

In 2004, EPA finalized the first regulation for stationary RICE greater than 500 HP located at major sources of HAP.  In 2008, EPA finalized regulations for new RICE less than or equal to 500 HP. 

After the publication of the final rules in 2010, various stakeholders raised a number of issues through lawsuits, petitions for reconsideration of the final rule and other communications.  The stakeholders requested that EPA reconsider standards for operation of emergency engines.  

EPA granted the petitions, held public hearings addressed the issues, and issued a final decision January 14, 2013, which presently requires the effected engines to be in compliance by May 2013.  

The rules effecting Leesburg generators, as well as other municipalities, had been published previously; however, due to the ongoing EPA deliberations creating the possibility of revisions, the compliance date appeared to have become a moving target. 

Procurement Information:

In the interest of time, the Purchasing Division with the concurrence of Fleet Services Division issued Invitation to Bid number 130191 on December 31, 2012.  Notification of this opportunity was made by legal advertisement, as well as, posting on-line at publicpurchase.com.

On January 17, 2013, only one bid response was received.  The bid was evaluated by purchasing and fleet services staff and is deemed to be reasonable and acceptable. 

Ring Power has successfully performed other work on City generators for the City in the past.  A review of the Department of Professional Regulation website revealed the contractor is appropriately licensed and has not had any complaints filed with the State.
