Commissioner Polk introduced the resolution to be read by title only.  CC Richardson read the resolution by title only, as follows:

RESOLUTION OF THE CARVER HEIGHTS / MONTCLAIR COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT AGENCY AUTHORIZING THE COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY CHAIRMAN AND SECRETARY TO EXECUTE THE CONSTRUCTION SERVICES AGREEMENT WITH DALY-ZILCH (FLORIDA) INC.; FOR THE SUPPLY AND INSTALLATION OF A PAVILION AT BERRY PARK; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

Commissioner Dennison asked if the City only advertises in the Orlando Sentinel or also advertises locally so more Leesburg residents and businesses might be able to respond. 
Purchasing Manager (PM) Mike Thornton stated the City’s primary method of advertisement is the Daily Commercial; however, to reach more vendors, ads will be placed in the Orlando Sentinel but these ads tend to be rather expensive.  The City also has an on line bid management system where bids are posted and use direct email to those vendors known and typically all of its local vendors.

Commissioner Polk stated Emmett Sapp Builders is actually a home grown Leesburg company who has a warehouse in Wildwood.

Commissioner Johnson stated in recognition of Martin Luther King’s birthday and having been in Leesburg almost 81 years now he is glad to see how the City has progressed; one incident, seeing Mrs. Lucy from the Library reminds him when he was growing up he and his friends were not allowed in the Library and today everyone is allowed to use it.  Commissioner Johnson stated he is very proud of this progress and tells kids this is the way it was and they ought to know their history, but not hang on to it; keep moving forward.
