MINUTES OF THE SPECIAL CITY COMMISSION MEETING

TUESDAY, OCTOBER 8, 2013
The City of Leesburg Commission held a special meeting Tuesday, October 8, 2013, in the Commission Chambers at City Hall. Mayor Knowles called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m. with the following members present:

Commissioner Christian was absent, but listened to the meeting via telephone. Others present were Interim City Manager (ICM) Ray Sharp, City Clerk (CC) Betty Richardson, City Attorney (CA) Fred Morrison, the news media, and others.

Human Resources Director Perry gave the invocation followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of the United States of America.
Dan Robuck, III, mentioned his concerns after reviewing the City Manager candidates.

Commissioner Polk asked for the interview times.
ICM Sharp stated interviews are scheduled for Friday, October 25th.  Candidates will be here Thursday, October 24th, to tour the City of Leesburg facilities and to meet Department Heads and staff.   A public reception will be held at the Mote Morris House that evening at 4:30 p.m.
Mayor Knowles requested the Commissioners to fill out the ballots and give to City Clerk Richardson.  The following candidates were listed on the ballot:  Paul Berg, Danny Crew, Paul Dusek, Mark Glover, Steve Howard, and Al Minner.

CC Richardson gave the results as follows:  

Danny Crew 4, Paul Dusek 2, Steve Howard 2, and Al Minner 4.

Mayor Knowles asked if the Commission wanted to interview all four candidates.

Commissioner Dennison stated she has no problem withdrawing one of the names she submitted, Mr. Dusek. Mr. Robuck reminded her about all the attorney degrees, but had no real actual experience.  She stated the City has a good attorney, so the City does not need another one.

Mayor Knowles asked if the Commission wanted to interview two or three candidates.

Commissioner Hurley asked who are the top two.  CC Richardson answered Danny Crew and Al Minner.

Commissioner Hurley stated it was fine with him to just interview two candidates.
Commissioner Polk and Commissioner Dennison agreed. 
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Mayor Knowles recognized three votes to bring in two candidates; Danny Crew and Al Minner.   He said if no objections, these are the two candidates the Commission will interview.

The three Commissioners present agreed unanimously to interview Danny Crew and Al Minner.
Mayor Knowles stated Commissioner Christian is not eligible to vote, but asked him if that worked for him.  Commissioner Christian stated yes.
