The City of Leesburg Commission held a special meeting Thursday, September 12, 2013, in the Commission Chambers at City Hall. Mayor Knowles called the meeting to order at 5:06 p.m. with the following members present:

PUBLIC HEARINGS AND NON-ROUTINE ITEMS:

Public Hearing on the proposed millage and proposed budget for Fiscal Year 2013-2014.

ANNOUNCED THE NAME OF THE TAXING AUTHORITY, THE ROLLED BACK RATE, AND THE MILLAGE RATE TO BE LEVIED__________________
Budget Manager (BM) Brandy McDaniel stated the Name of the Taxing Authority is the City of Leesburg, Florida.  The proposed Millage Rate of 4.3179 remains unchanged from the previous fiscal year and is 1.27% lower than the rolled back rate of 4.3733 mills: the Millage Rate to be Levied: 4.3179 Mills per $1,000.
DISCUSSED THE PROPOSED AGGREGATE MILLAGE RATE______________

BM McDaniel stated July 22, 2013, the Commission approved the current year proposed aggregate millage rate of 4.3179 mills per $1,000.  The current year proposed aggregate millage rate represents a 1.27% reduction from the current year rolled back rate; therefore, this is not considered a tax increase under TRIM guidelines.

BM McDaniel stated the date to finally adopt the millage rate and the Fiscal Year 2013-2014 budget is scheduled for Monday, September 23, 2013, at 5:30 p.m.
CITY ATTORNEY ITEMS: Nothing 

CITY MANAGER ITEMS:
ICM Sharp stated yesterday the City was informed by the FAA that a grant application made in late June early July has been awarded to the City in the amount of 1.4 million dollars.   The project is for relocation of Taxiway “A” at the Leesburg Airport and without this grant it is an unfunded project; funding would be ninety percent FAA, five percent FDOT and five percent City of Leesburg match.   He stated funds are  available in the budget for the City’s match; however, in order to comply with the Federal end of the fiscal year, FAA needs the grant funding back by September 19th.  ICM Sharp stated there are three options: 1) introduce the resolution and approve this evening, 2) set a special meeting for the early part of next week, or 3) give back the 1.4 million dollars.

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, AUTHORIZING AND DIRECTING THE MAYOR AND CITY CLERK TO EXECUTE A GRANT AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF LEESBURG AND THE FEDERAL AVIATION ADMINISTRATION FOR THE PURPOSE OF OBTAINING FUNDING FROM THE FAA FOR RELOCATION OF TAXIWAY “A” AT LEESBURG INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
