Resolution authorizing the execution of a construction services agreement for the Bentley Road Force Main - Phase II project.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the resolution authorizing execution of an agreement with Barracuda Building Corporation for $139,900.00.
Analysis:
The purpose of this project is to upgrade the sanitary sewer force main along Bentley Road.  The upgrade will eliminate the existing reduction of pipe size and provide additional capacity in the sanitary sewer system.  This project will also upgrade and relocate the force main along US Highway 441 to avoid conflict with the proposed FDOT road widening project.

The awarded contractor shall furnish labor, materials and equipment for constructing the Bentley Road Force Main (Phase II) project, consisting of the following principal items: Force main pipe, valves, ARV structure, roadway reconstruction, NPDES best management practices, miscellaneous site work, and coordination with the City’s water, sewer, storm water, gas, and electrical departments.

Procurement Analysis:
On August 11, 2014 the Purchasing Division issued Invitation to Bid number 140391.  Notification of this opportunity by legal advertisement in the Ocala Star Banner, posting on-line at Public Purchase.com, and direct notification of known local contractors was accomplished.
On September 11, 2014 sealed bids were received from three prospective contractors and evaluated by Purchasing and Public Works staff. The low bidder submitted references from several municipalities indicating it has successfully performed previous projects for the municipalities.  Purchasing staff performed a check of the reference projects and all were favorable.

Resolution amending section 2-228 the Code of Ordinances related to de minimis contracts.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends approval of the resolution authorizing amending the list of contracts in section 2-228 the Code of Ordinances.

Analysis:
Section 2-228 of City Ordinances allows for the list of de minimis contracts, or contracts “of minimum importance” to be amended by resolution of the City Commission.

Staff has identified a procurement process in need of improvement; this process relates to documents suppliers require to be signed in order to process the order. Currently, City Ordinance allows only the Mayor with approval of the Commission and the City Manager to sign or execute agreements, contracts, or other documents that obligate the City.

For example, staff recently had a $1,100.00 purchase for replacement electronic circuit boards.  The vendor would not place the order until the sales quote was signed.  Currently, this document must go to the City Manager for signature as a de minimis contract.  Once the document is signed, it comes back to purchasing for processing.

Approval of this resolution will allow the City Manager to designate the Purchasing Manager as an authorized signer of these small dollar purchase documents.  This change will allow the procurement process to be more efficient and shortening the processing cycle for small dollar purchases.  Currently, all documents are reviewed by Purchasing for acceptance of terms and conditions and if necessary sent to the City Attorney for legal review before it goes to the City Manager for signature.  This same level of review will continue.

This resolution eliminates items 4 & 6 in the current list of approved documents as they will now be covered by this latest update, the addition of item 11.  The current list has been restated here.  Deletions are shown as strikethrough and additions are shown as underlined italic.  Exhibit “A” attached to the resolution restates the new list.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, ESTABLISHING A WAIVER ON COLLECTION OF CITY IMPACT FEES UNTIL MARCH 31, 2015, RETROACTIVE TO OCTOBER 1, 2014; SETTING FORTH LEGISLATIVE FINDINGS, SUSPENDING COLLECTION OF WATER, WASTEWATER, AND MUNICIPAL SERVICES IMPACT FEES FROM THE EFFECTIVE DATE OF THIS ORDINANCE UNTIL MARCH 31, 2015, TO ALLOW TIME FOR THE CITY TO RE – EVALUATE ITS POLICY ON COLLECTION OF IMPACT FEES FROM NEW BUSINESSES MOVING INTO EXISTING, VACANT STRUCTURES; LIMITING THE WAIVER OF IMPACT FEES UNDER THIS ORDINANCE TO NEW BUSINESSES MOVING INTO EXISTING VACANT STRUCTURES, AND REDEVELOPMENT OF EXISTING STRUCTURES, REQUIRING PAYMENT OF IMPACT FEES SUSPENDED BY THIS ORDINANCE IF A CERTIFICATE OF OCCUPANCY OR BUSINESS TAX RECEIPT FOR THE PROJECT OR BUSINESS IS NOT ISSUED WITHIN TWELVE MONTHS OF ISSUANCE OF A BUILDING PERMIT FOR THE PROJECT, PROVIDING A SAVINGS CLAUSE, AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the City of Leesburg recently reinstated collection of impact fees on all residential, commercial and industrial development within its boundaries, for water, wastewater, and municipal services – including police services, fire and rescue services, and recreation services, and


WHEREAS, impact fees are a vital part of the City’s efforts to plan and pay for municipal services required by new development, and have been utilized successfully for those purposes, and


WHEREAS, beginning in 2008 the City of Leesburg, along with the rest of the United States of America, experienced a serious economic downturn which has resulted in numerous deleterious consequences including the closing of businesses, a precipitous decline in all categories of construction, severely high unemployment, and a crippling decline in ad valorem tax revenues, and


WHEREAS, the City Commission has recognized that impact fees can impede the location of new businesses in existing structures, and redevelopment of run down or dilapidated structures, and therefore wishes to take steps intended to attract redevelopment and new business in such structures, and to encourage economic growth through revitalization and occupancy of such structures, and


WHEREAS, the City Commission believes a change in its policy toward impact fees for redevelopment of existing structures, and location of new businesses in existing structures, will assist in attracting new business and encouraging the improvement of structures, and thus wishes to enact a temporary suspension of impact fees for occupancy of those structures, to allow time to reformulate the City’s overall policy regarding impact fees for redevelopment of abandoned structures, 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA:

SECTION I.
Until March 31, 2015, the City of Leesburg waives collection of any impact fees imposed under its Code of Ordinances, including but not limited to the Water System Capacity Impact Fee under §22 – 324, the Wastewater System Capacity Impact Fee under §22 – 325, and the Municipal Services Impact fees for police services, fire and rescue services, and recreation services, under §§7 – 251 and 7 – 252, as applied to new businesses locating within an existing structure, and projects involving the improvement of existing structures, within the municipal limits of the City of Leesburg. During the period of this waiver, the City will evaluate its overall policy for the imposition of impact fees for redevelopment and new occupancy of existing structures, and propose a new ordinance revising its policy accordingly. To qualify for this waiver, the existing structure must meet the criteria specified in Section II below.

SECTION II.

To take advantage of the waiver of impact fees created by this Ordinance, the existing structure must have been vacant for a period of at least six months prior to application for a building permit, and construction must substantially commence on the development or project for which a permit was obtained, within 90 days from the date the permit is issued, and be prosecuted diligently to completion. Substantial completion must be achieved within no more than twelve months after issuance of the building permit. If the project or business is not issued a certificate of occupancy or Business Tax Receipt within twelve months after issuance of the building permit, the developer shall be required to remit the impact fees in full as a condition of issuance of the certificate of occupancy or Business Tax Receipt. For projects requiring multiple certificates of occupancy, if the entire project is not completed within twelve months of permit issuance, certificates of occupancy for those portions completed within the twelve months shall be valid but no further certificates of occupancy will be issued after expiration of the twelve months until all impact fees attributable to the remaining portions of the project are paid in full. 

SECTION III.
On March 31, 2015, at midnight, this Ordinance shall expire and the impact fees payable in accordance with the City Code shall be due and collectible on all developments and projects to which they apply by law, as of April 1, 2015, unless this waiver is extended by Resolution of the City Commission, such extension to be no longer than 90 days without passage of an ordinance granting a further extension.

SECTION IV.

If any portion of this Ordinance is declared invalid or unenforceable, and to the extent that it is possible to do so without destroying the overall intent and effect of this Ordinance, the portion deemed invalid or unenforceable shall be severed herefrom and the remainder of the ordinance shall continue in full force and effect as if it were enacted without including the portion found to be invalid or unenforceable.

SECTION V.

This Ordinance shall become effective upon its passage and adoption according to law, but its provisions shall be retroactive to October 1, 2014. This Ordinance shall remain in effect until March 31, 2015, unless extended as provided herein.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA, CREATING §15 – 17 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES TO CREATE A BIRD SANCTUARY IN DESIGNATED AREAS, PROVIDING FOR AMENDMENT OF AREAS SO DESIGNATED BY RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION, REPEALING CONFLICTING ORDINANCES, PROVIDING A SAVINGS CLAUSE, AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA:

SECTION I.
§15 – 17 is hereby added to the Code of Ordinances of the City of Leesburg, Florida, and shall read as set forth below:

15 – 17. 
Bird Sanctuary.
(a) The following areas within the limits of the City of Leesburg, Florida, are hereby designated as a bird sanctuary:

Begin at the intersection of U.S. 27 and Dixie Avenue (SR44), run thence Easterly along the South right of way line of Dixie Avenue to its intersection with South Lake Street, then run South along the West right of way of South Lake Street and an extension thereof in a straight line, to the waters of Lake Harris; thence run thence run due West across the mouth of Venetian Cove to the shore of Lake Harris on the West side of the mouth of Venetian Cove, then run Westerly along and with the waters of Lake Harris to the mouth of the 9th Street Canal, thence continue across the mouth of 9th Street Canal and along the waters of Lake Harris until they intersect the East right of way of U.S. 27, thence run North along the East right of way of U.S. 27 to the Point of Beginning. 

(b) It shall be unlawful for any person to shoot, trap, or in any manner kill or destroy birds or their nests within the bird sanctuary area described above. This provision may be enforced in any manner prescribed by law or this Code, including but not limited to a code enforcement citation under Chapter 2, Article IV, Division 2 of this Code.

(c) The City Commission may, by resolution, amend the description of the area designated as a bird sanctuary by adding additional land (whether or not contiguous to the area described above), or removing area from the bird sanctuary. Once such a resolution is adopted, the area of the bird sanctuary as amended shall be afforded all protection prescribed in this Ordinance.

SECTION II.

All ordinances or part of ordinances which are in conflict with this Ordinance are hereby repealed, to the extent necessary to alleviate the conflict, but shall continue in effect insofar as they are not in conflict herewith, unless repeal of the conflicting portion destroys the overall intent and effect of any of the conflicting ordinance, in which case those ordinances so affected shall be hereby repealed in their entirety.

SECTION III.

If any portion of this Ordinance is declared invalid or unenforceable, and to the extent that it is possible to do so without destroying the overall intent and effect of this Ordinance, the portion deemed invalid or unenforceable shall be severed herefrom and the remainder of the ordinance shall continue in full force and effect as if it were enacted without including the portion found to be invalid or unenforceable.

SECTION IV.

This Ordinance shall become effective upon its passage and adoption according to law.

Resolution authorizing execution of an MOU with the Florida Department of Environmental Protection (FDEP) regarding purchase of the property at 1325 W. Main Street.


Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends execution of a Memorandum of Understanding with the Florida Department of Environmental Protection regarding purchase of the property at 1325 W Main Street.

Analysis:
The property at 1325 W Main Street is at the southeast corner of 14th Street and Main Street.  The Lake County Property Appraiser indicates the owner is Main Street Lube, Inc. and that CenterState Bank has a mortgage interest in the property. Historical records indicate a gasoline service station was at this location between 1941 and 1958. Main Street Lube, Inc operated at this location from 1991 to 2011.  Phase I and Phase II Environmental Site Assessments (ESAs), performed in March and May 2011 respectively, determined soil and ground water have been impacted by “multiple releases of petroleum products.” 

Staff has long recognized the crucial location of this parcel and the negative impact it has, in its current condition, on Main Street and our downtown area. Past efforts to purchase the property have been abandoned because staff has been unable to adequately address concerns regarding assumption of responsibility/liability for environmental site restoration, estimated at $350,000 to $750,000. 

At the urging of State Senator Hays, the FDEP worked with City staff to develop a Memorandum of Understanding which absolves the city from any remediation responsibility should the City decide to purchase the property as part of the Main Street streetscape project. The basis for the agreement is F.S. 334.27 which says:


“334.27 Governmental transportation entities; property acquired for transportation purposes; limitation on soil or groundwater contamination liability.— 

(1) For the purposes of this section, the term “governmental transportation entity” means the department; an authority created pursuant to chapter 343, chapter 348, or chapter 349; airports as defined in s. 332.004(14); a port enumerated in s. 311.09(1); a county; or a municipality.

(2) When a governmental transportation entity acquires property for a transportation facility or in a transportation corridor through the exercise of eminent domain authority, or by purchase or donation, it is not subject to any liability imposed by chapter 376 or chapter 403 for preexisting soil or groundwater contamination due solely to its ownership. This section does not affect the rights or liabilities of any past or future owners of the acquired property nor does it affect the liability of any governmental entity for the results of its actions which create or exacerbate a pollution source. A governmental transportation entity and the Department of Environmental Protection may enter into interagency agreements for the performance, funding, and reimbursement of the investigative and remedial acts necessary for property acquired by the governmental transportation entity.”
The MOU defines the City’s desire to purchase the parcel, demolish the existing building and landscape the site.  It contains FDEP assurance that the City is not subject to any liability imposed by Florida Statute for preexisting soil or ground water contamination.
The MUO does not include relief from Federal regulations; however, the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act of 1980 (CERCLA) provides relief to “Bona Fide Prospective Purchasers”.  Staff recommends updating the Phase I, Environmental Site Assessment to fully document existing site conditions at the time of purchase and meet Bona Fide Prospective Purchaser requirements.

Pursuant to the Commission’s direction, the associated corrections and adaptations have been made to the Venetian Gardens Master Plan.  The Plan is now ready for final consideration by the City Commission.  If the plan is approved, staff shall start implementation of the improvements according to the plan phases.

Resolution authorizing execution of an interlocal agreement between the Sumter County Industrial Development Authority and the City of Leesburg

Staff Recommendation:
Following a public hearing, Staff recommends that the Commission adopts a resolution  approving the form of and authorizing the execution and delivery of an Interlocal Agreement between the City and the Sumter County Industrial Development Authority, authorizing the Sumter County Industrial Development Authority to operate within the jurisdiction of the City to issue its Hospital Revenue Bonds to refund the outstanding City of Leesburg, Florida Hospital Revenue Bonds (Leesburg Regional Medical Center Project, Series 2002 and approving the issuance of such bonds for purposes of Section 147(f) of the internal Revenue Code.
Analysis:
The City previously issued its $33,060,000 City of Leesburg, Florida Hospital Revenue Bonds (Leesburg Regional Medical Center Project), Series 2002 (the “Series 2002 Bonds”) to make a loan to Leesburg Regional Medical Center, Inc. (“LRMC”) and LRMC Home Health Services, Inc. (“HHS”) to finance the expansion and renovation of Leesburg Regional Medical Center.  LRMC and The Villages Tri-County Medical Center, Inc. (“TVRH”) has requested that the Sumter County Industrial Development Authority (the “Sumter IDA”) issue its Hospital Revenue Bonds in order to provide proceeds to finance improvements to The Villages Regional Hospital and to refund all of the outstanding Series 2002 Bonds.  All of the improvements to The Villages Regional Hospital will be located within Sumter County and the improvements financed with the proceeds of the Series 2002 Bonds were located within the City.  In order to allow the Sumter IDA to issue its Hospital Revenue Bonds to refund the Series 2002 Bonds, the City and the Sumter IDA must enter into an interlocal agreement to allow the Sumter IDA to operate within the jurisdiction of the City to issue the bonds.  Additionally, the issuance by the Sumter IDA of its Hospital Revenue Bonds in order to refund the Series 2002 Bonds requires approval by the Commission pursuant to Section 147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code (i.e., Tax Equity and Fiscal Responsibility Act, or “TEFRA” approval).  The TEFRA approval requires a public hearing prior to the adoption of the resolution.  A notice of the public hearing was published in the Daily Commercial September 28, 2014.

RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA APPROVING THE FORM OF AND AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION AND DELIVERY OF AN INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE SUMTER COUNTY INDUSTRIAL DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY AND THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA AND TO BE ACKNOWLEDGED AND JOINED IN BY LEESBURG REGIONAL MEDICAL CENTER, INC. AND THE VILLAGES TRI-COUNTY MEDICAL CENTER, INC., AUTHORIZING THE SUMTER COUNTY INDUSTRIAL DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY TO OPERATE WITHIN THE JURISDICTION OF THE CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA TO ISSUE ITS HOSPITAL REVENUE BONDS TO REFUND THE OUTSTANDING CITY OF LEESBURG, FLORIDA HOSPITAL REVENUE BONDS (LEESBURG REGIONAL MEDICAL CENTER PROJECT), SERIES 2002; APPROVING THE ISSUANCE OF SUCH BONDS FOR PURPOSES OF SECTION 147(F) OF THE INTERNAL REVENUE CODE; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, The Villages Tri-County Medical Center, Inc. (“TVRH”), joining together with Leesburg Regional Medical Center, Inc. ("LRMC" and, together with TVRH," the "Obligated Group"), desire to finance the acquisition, construction and equipping of improvements to and expansion of the hospital facilities known as The Villages Regional Hospital and the refunding of the outstanding City of Leesburg, Florida Hospital Revenue Bonds (Leesburg Regional Medical Center Project), Series 2002 (the "2002 Bonds"); and

WHEREAS, the Obligated Group has requested the Sumter County Industrial Development Authority (the "Authority") to issue its Hospital Revenue Bonds (Central Florida Health Alliance Project), Series 2014B, in one or more series, in an aggregate face amount not to exceed $45,000,000 (the "Bonds"); and

WHEREAS, in order to authorize the Authority to serve as the issuer of the Bonds as a matter of efficiency and convenience and in order to realize cost and time savings and other efficiencies, the Obligated Group has requested the City to enter into an Interlocal Agreement with the Authority, a proposed form of which is attached hereto as Exhibit "A" (the "Interlocal Agreement") and to conduct a public hearing with respect to and approve the issuance of the Bonds to finance the refunding of the 2002 Bonds for purposes of Section 147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the "Code").

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Commission of the City of Leesburg, Florida as follows:

AUTHORITY.
  This Resolution is adopted pursuant to the Constitution of the State of Florida, Chapter 166, Florida Statutes, Part II of Chapter 159, Florida Statutes, Part I of Chapter 163, Florida Statutes, and other applicable provisions of law.

FINDINGS.
  The City, through its City Commission, hereby finds, determines and declares as follows:

A Notice of Public Hearing noticing a public hearing to be conducted by the City on the date hereof concerning the issuance of the Bonds to finance the refunding of the 2002 Bonds was published in the Daily Commercial, a newspaper of general circulation in the City, at least 14 days prior to this date (the "Public Notice").

On the date hereof, at the time and location provided in the Public Notice, the City conducted a public hearing concerning the issuance of the Bonds to finance the refunding of the 2002 Bonds, during which comments and discussions from interested parties were solicited and heard.

Neither the provisions, covenants or agreements contained in the Interlocal Agreement, nor the Bonds issued pursuant to the Interlocal Agreement shall constitute an indebtedness, liability or pledge of the faith and credit of the City.  The issuance of the Bonds pursuant to the Interlocal Agreement shall not directly, indirectly or contingently obligate the City to levy or pledge any form of taxation whatsoever therefor or to make any appropriations for their payment.

AUTHORIZATION AND APPROVAL OF INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT; APPROVAL OF THE REFUNDING OF THE 2002 BONDS.
  To authorize the Authority to operate within the City to issue the Bonds to finance the refunding of the 2002 Bonds, at the request and as an accommodation to the Obligated Group to allow it to realize cost, time and other efficiencies, the City hereby authorizes and approves the Interlocal Agreement to be entered into between the City and the Authority and joined in by the Obligated Group, substantially in the form attached hereto as Exhibit "A."  The Mayor or Mayor Pro Tem and the City Clerk or any Assistant City Clerk of the City are hereby authorized to execute and deliver the Interlocal Agreement on behalf of the City in substantially the form attached hereto with such changes, insertions, deletions and filling of blanks therein as shall be approved by such officers of the City, execution and delivery thereof by such officers to be conclusive evidence of such approval.  The refunding of the 2002 Bonds is hereby approved.  

APPROVAL FOR PURPOSES OF THE CODE.
  For purposes of Section 147(f) of the Code, the City hereby approves the issuance of the Bonds in an aggregate face amount not to exceed $45,000,000, a portion of the proceeds of which will be used to finance the refunding of the 2002 Bonds.  Nothing contained in this approval shall be deemed to create any obligation or obligations of the City or the City Commission.

AUTHORIZATIONS
  The Mayor or the Mayor Pro Tem and the City Clerk or any Assistant City Clerk of the City and the City's attorney, and such other officers and employees of the City as may be designated by the Mayor or the Mayor Pro Tem, are each hereby authorized on behalf of the City to take such actions, execute such instruments and agreements, whether or not expressly contemplated hereby, and to do all acts and things as shall be necessary or appropriate to carry out and implement the Interlocal Agreement and the transactions contemplated thereby, including, without limitation, the refunding of the 2002 Bonds.

EFFECTIVE DATE.
  This Resolution shall become effective immediately upon its passage.
