APPROVAL of the request

for the following reason(s):

1.
The proposed PUD (Planned Unit Development) zoning district is compatible with adjacent property in the County zoned County A (Agriculture) to the east and south and County A (Agriculture), City R-2 (Medium Density Residential) and C-1 (Neighborhood Commercial) to the north and City C-1 (Neighborhood Commercial) and R-2 (Medium Density Residential) to the west. There does not appear to be any detrimental impact to the adjacent properties.

The proposed zoning district PUD (Planned Unit Development) is compatible with the existing future land use designations of City Estate Density Residential to the west and County Rural Density to the north, east and south. The proposed district does not appear to be detrimental to adjacent County and City land uses.

Staff recommends approval of the proposed rezoning subject to the property receiving a Large Scale Comprehensive Plan Amendment Future Land Use Designation of ED (Estate Density Residential) and an annexation approval from the City Commission Case number 067A-1-070606.
